Thaddeus McCouer filed his campaign 
expenditure report yesterday, a week after 
the July 24 deadline He estimated two 
weeks ago that expenditures would total
approximately $10,000

Breen campaign contributor* included:

Pat Downes spent almost $10,000 on 
his campaign, a little over his $8,000 
prediction.

Downes pumped $7,000 out of his 
own pocket in the campaign.

As of July 30, McCotter’s 
expenditures touted about $9,800.

The contest for Plymouth Township supervisor has 
been pertiaps the most hotly contested race this primary 
season. Four Republican candidates are battling for Die 
right to face independent Ron Edwards in November. 
The issue will be decided Tuesday as voters go to the 
polls in the GOP primary.

The candidate residents should pull the lever for is 
C h ie f  T ow nsh ip  B u ild in g  O ffic ia l C h a rle s  
M c llh a rg e y .

Possessing the most governmental experience of all 
the candidates, M cllhargey has also succeeded in 
business as well. T hat com bination gives him the 
knowledge to be the chief administrator o f the township 
and a  veteran hand to negotiate the political waters as 
well. He has the leadership credentials and the best 
chance o f  the four candidates to lead the township 
where it must go. He is an even-tempered individual 
who can w ork w ith board members and township 
employes* and yet is w illing to stand his ground when 

■ need be.

W hile M cllhargey tends to discuss the minor details 
o f  an issue more than the big picture, he knows the 
issues and has a  plan to address them. While he has ties 
to som e current and form er township officials, he 
doesn’t  seem  to be chained by them. He can be an 
independent supervisor.

A nd that is w hat the township needs.W homever 
wins m ust be a  real change, not another traditional, 
status quo politico-type. The victor Aug. 4 should 
remember this.

S te p h e n  B o a k , local attorney, is another candidate 
w ho has the creden tia ls to  be supervisor, .IJ is  
experience in  the Wayne County Prosecutor’s office and 
in the United States Army Reserve give him valuable 
skills in budgeting, government and leadership. His 
depth o f  knowledge on the issues surrounding the 
township, however, seems to be a  weakness.

The m ajor problem with Boak is that he hasn’t put a 
great deal o f  effort into being elected, He entered the 
race later than others, and since that time has not been 
very visible on the political landscape. Other candidates 
have been  seen abou t tow n, m eeting citizens, 
distributing literature and discussing the issues, much 
m ore than he has. G iven that, a  question o f  his 
commitment comes into play. How much effort would 
he put into the supervisor’s job?

A true outsider, K a th leen  K een-M cC arthy , is the 
candidate most free from political trappings, a real point' 
in her favor. H er com m itm ent to the campaign is 
evident She is open to  citizens’ input, would be tough 
when she needs to be, and dem onstrates an in-depth 
knowledge o f  the issues.

Experience is the problem . Kcen-McCarthy has 
never held political office before. Two years ago, out of 
the blue, she ran for a  seat in the Michigan House of 
Representatives. H er business experience should be. 
judged on its merits, but aren’t qualifications enough : 
for such a move. They make her an excellent candidate 
for other local offices. I f  she had sought a board of 
trustees scat, they could  nbt be questioned. But 
supervisor? -  She would seem to have tried to jump a 
stepping stone or two.

Her candidacy has been a refreshing note, however, 
and should encourage everyone to get involved in the 
political process.

The final candidate, tow nship board o f trustees 
member Jo h n  S te w a r t,  is too unstable to perform the 
duties o f supervisor. He over-reacts to opponents (or 
those he perceives as his opponents), and would not 
command much respect.

Stewart knows the issues, and isn’t afraid of a fight. 
However, dealing well with those who disagree with 
him is not his strong point. If  he became supervisor, 
what response would he give township department 
heads, board members o r citizens (at least, those who 
do not belong to the group backing him) who question 
his actions?

On the board four years, Stewart is a Johnny-come- 
lately on the mistakes the board has made. His attacks 
on board decisions have come since he has become a 
candidate. On the W estern Townships Utilities 
Authority (WTUA), Fire Station No. 3, joint services, 
and other issues, he has had am ple opportunity to 
display leadership — what has he done? H e’s had the 
chance to make a difference, and didn 't use it.

While there’s one candidate who comes fairly close 
(Boak), and another who might be a viable choice with 
more experience (Keen-McCarthy), Mcllhargey stands 
out a* the beat Republican for Plymouth Township.

The w inners on T uesday  have no 
Democratic or independent challenges come November, and so Aug. 4 is 
D-Day. ■

A  new board will be elected this year three of its current seven members 
have elected to retire. One is running for supervisor, and won’t stay on the 
board if he loses. Two are up for re-election in a season when the mood is 
anti-incumbent

This then is a  year for change and leading the pack in the trustee race are 
four strong candidates.

C harles C urm i is one o f them. While he has limited political 
experience, he has a  wealth of attributes in  other areas. A succinct and 
thoughtful speaker, he presents his innovative and intelligent ideas well. His 
perspective on the board, as a business professional involved in research 
and design, would be a welcome one. He has done his homework in this 
campaign; he would in all likelihood do the same on the board.

Another candidate who has demonstrated her commitment is K .C . 
M ueller. Former owner of her own business and a current realtor, she has 
experience in budgeting procedures. A veteran of other local campaigns, she 
has lost and yet stayed involved in local politics. She has put effort into 
studying the issues in the campaign. On the board, she would be flexible 
enough to listen to all points of view yet firm enough to take an independent; 
stand.

Long involved in local Republican politics, Kay A rnold  also deserves a 
seat on the board. Although she lacks polish in expressing her views, her 
business experience would be a valuable resource for the board. She has 
long been accessible to the concerns of citizens when participating in local 
causes, and would continue that if elected.

R on G riffith  deserves a  seat as well. He is honest and cool-headed, 
experienced with township issues, and genuinely committed to community 
service. He has proved a tempering force on a board split by personalities 
and politics. Re-election would give him the chance to become an elder 
statesman for the board.

The remaining candidates bring a myriad of good qualities, but do not 
measure up to these four.

C aro l Davis, a veteran of the Plymouth Canton Community Schools 
board of education and a current member of the Plymouth District Library 
Board, has ample political experience. She did not distinguish herself in 
either post, however, and in  this race offers less insight on the issues facing 
the township than other candidates.

Businessperson Jo sep h  Van Esley comes across as honest and 
amiable, but doesn’t communicate his ideas well, one of the crucial aspects 
of a board member. His grasp of the issues doesn’t match that of some other 
candidates, and in discussing them, like Davis, he tends to follow rather 
than lead.

The final candidate, Abe M unfakh, has served on the board since 
1984. He is experienced and intelligent, and knows the issues. However, 
serious questions about his judgment mar his bid to retain his scat. Munfakh 
is a fine person, and has done ntany good things while on the board. But it 
is time for him to step down — it is best for him and best for the township.

Curmi, Mueller, Arnold and Griffith represent the best of a diverse field 
of candidates for township trustee. Their presence on the board will inject a 
much-needed combination of new outlooks and veteran leadership to 
township government.
