Board of Education meeting of 
August 24,1992

Under the Superintendent's Report, Errol Goldman, assistant superintendent 
for personnel and employee relations, and Dr. Michael Homes, assistant 
superintendent for instruction, discussed staffing and class sizes for the coming 
school year. Because 56.5 certified staff will not return to the classroom due to 
budget cuts, class sizes will increase in all grades. The district's average class 
size will be 30 students per teacher, with a range of 25 to 36 students in a 
classroom.

Superintendent John M. Hoben announced that the Administrative 
Workshop for this year will be held on Wednesday, August 26 and Thursday, 
August 27. Marcia Kroger will be the presenter at this workshop and will meet 
with the building administrators and the instructional leadership for a two-day 
presentation on Outcome-Based Education (OBE).

Dr. Hoben also discussed the Cut and Cap plan, a tax issue which will be 
on the November 3 ballot. Through a five-year phase-in process, the plan calls 
for a reduction in school operating taxes on all property by 30 percent. The state 
promises to reimburse in-formula school districts, but provides no compensation 
for out-of-formula districts such as Plymouth-Canton. He said it would cost the 
District about 58,000,000.

The 1991 Bond Project Status Report was presented bv Mike Schlenkc, 
project manager for Barton Malow Company. At Salem High School, the 
cafeteria addition is complete and the gymnasium lighting is substantially 
completed. Roof replacement for Salem, Canton High School and Phase III is 
almost finished. At Canton, design development for classroom renovation arid 
additions is scheduled to be completed by September 30.

Schematic designs for Miller Elementary School, Tanger and Starkweather 
Centers are scheduled to be completed in September. At East Middle School, 
construction of the cafeteria, stage and media center additions are to begin in 
February of 1993. At West Middle School, the media center and elevator 
additions are scheduled to start in the fall. Work at Central Middle School has 
taken place this summer and will be ongoing this school year.

This summer, the building renovation for the integrated technology 
installation was completed. Various projects will rake place at Lowell Middle 
School this school year, which will be paid for by the Livonia Public Schools, 
since the building is leased from that district. At Allen, Bird, Fiegel, isbister 
and Smith Elementary Schools, construction and renovations are scheduled to 
begin in 1993. Construction is scheduled to begin at GaUimpre, Eriksson, 
Field, Hulsing and Farrand Elementary Schools in 1994. Boilers and sewers 
were replaced at Farrand this year. At Hoben Elementary School, the 
infrastructure for integrated technology will be completed this fall. Construction 
of the two new elementary schools is on schedule and these buildings should be 
complete by the fall of 1993. .........

After invalidated ballots
Twp. residents want vote upgrade

BY RANDY COBLE
Last week’s Plymouth Township 

Board of Trustees meeting saw residents 
and board members question the need for 
upgrading the township’s voting 
machines and procedures.

Some 759 ballots Out of over 7,000 
cast were invalidated in the township’s 
Aug, 4 primary voting, due mainly to 
crossover voting -  individuals trying to 
vote in more than one partisan section of 
the ballot.

At the meeting, former township 
resident Jim Irvine complained that the 
voting machines had skewed election 
returns. ‘‘Had they been validated," he 
said, "the outcome of the election could 
have been quite different.”

The township currently uses a 
punchcard voting system, which many 
call inefficient and more likely to cause 
voters to make a mistake.

"I think it is shameful,” Irvine said, 
addressing the board, "that you haven’t 
figured out a way to use existing and 
available technology to solve your 
problem."

Clerk Esther Hulsing, whose 
department oversees elections, agreed that 
the situation was unacceptable, but said 
she had been pushing for election 
procedure reform without success.

“I was dismayed,” she said, “that one 
out of (every) eightWho expressed their 
opinion as to who should be representing 
their party lost their vote,”

Hulsing said she had requested the 
different parties on the ballots be in 
different colors, but added that her 
suggestion had not been approved. She 
said that adopting a more advanced voting 
machine system, which helps prevent 
crossover voting, was a good idea.

"If you will just put it into the 
budget,” «hc said, "we can get these 
machines.’’ She said that the township 
would need one machine for each of its 
16 precinct*, and that (be machine* cost

from 56,500 to S8,S00 apiece — a total 
cost of 5104,000 to $136,000.

Trustee John Stewart said that 
Plymouth Township was one of only 13 
communities in Wayne County (out of a 
total of 43) that rely solely on the 
punchcard System.

Baseball was bis first love, and it’s 

been a part of his life for a great many 
years. And as a youngster, Dick Runchey, 
of Plymouth, often dreamed baseball 
would take him to the Olympics.

Runchey realized playing ball was out 
of his league -- he couldn’t hit. So be put 
his dream away, but never gave up on the 
sport. Instead he focused on umpiring.

And after 23 years of calling the shot 
in. baseball, his Olympic dream 
resurfaced, as he headed to Barcelona 
Spain this summer as one of only two 
American umpires selected to officiate at 
the games.

Although his uniform was blue, and 
he stood behind home plate, and beside 
first base, Runchey was fulfilling his 
dream. A little modified perhaps, but he 
was at the Olympic with baseball the 
year it became a gold medal sport.

He umped nine games, five behind the 
plate, including the semi-final game 
between Japan and Chinese Taipei, and 
four at first base, including the gold 
medal game between Cuba and Chinese 
Taipei.

It's been a long road for the 14-year 
Plymouth resident to live his Olympic 
dream. He and Jim Carman, a resident of 
California, were the two umpires selected 
from the United. States Baseball 
Federation Umpire Division to represent 
American umpires in Barcelona. ■

..... Runchey's credentials are impressive, 
and started with Little League in 
Dearborn in 1969. He headed to Florida 
for umpire school in 1972, and after 
graduating he was umping in the minor 
leagues. '

Three years in the minors led to 
college ball, where he's Called the shots 
for Big 10 games, the Mid-America 
conference, 13 NCAA Division 1 
Regional* and three college World Series.

Internationally, the 1992 Olympics 
was his third assignment He did the 
Wbrld Games in 1988, and the Pan 
American games in 1987.

During the baseball umpire strike in 
1979, Runchey umpired nine games, and 
also made the calls in the 1984 American 
League Playoffs between Detroit an 
Kansas City.

A 1972 Central Michigan graduate, 
Runchey grew up in Royal Oak. Baseball 
is hit hobby today, and be works for 
Detroit Diesel in the purchasing 
department

Although he admits he’s not a fan of 
watching games. He likes the action o f  
caHi*g the shots.

"If I go to a game, I usually end up 
watching the umpire (rather than the

It was a dream come true for Runchey 
to be selected to go to Barcelona. “I was 
very excited,” he said. “It's an honor to 
represent the umpires of the United 
States. This is the first time baseball was 
a gold medal Sport, that made it extra 
special.”

Although the U.S. teams did not fare 
well at baseball in the Olympics, that 
didn’t dampenhis excitement.

The facilities in and around Barcelona 
were all new, built for the Olympic 
games. The baseball stadiums (there were 
two) were located outside the city.

The stadiums seated 65,000, and 
Runchey estimated there were only about
7,000 fans in the stands. He believes the 
low attendance is due to the newness of 
the sport at the Olympics and that 
baseball isn’t as big around the world as 
it is in the U.S. He also believes in four 
years, when the games are in Atlanta, the 
atadiuma will be filled.

The Olympians, athletes and officials, 
were all taken care of very well according 
to Runchey.

The officials stayed in a dormitory 
about a half mile from the athletes. He 
roomed with three men, no two spoke the 
same language, yet he said they didn’t 
have a problem communicating.

The baseball umps not only received 
the traditional “blue” uniforms, they also 
wCre given genuine "Olympic Officials” 
uniforms. It consisted of a red blazer, red 
and white pin striped pants, blue suede 
shoes, a white straw fedora with a red 
band, a white shirt, and a red and gold 
striped tie.

For the days it was too hot to wear the 
blazers, officials were alto give gray 
shirts with the Olympic insignia,

Runchey and his wife, Janie, both 
agreedwitnessing the opening and closing 
ceremonies was a highlight on the 
Olympic adventure.

“The closing was sad because some 
people you’re never going to tee again,” 
said Runchey. “After being with them for 
17 days, you develop a close 
relationship.”
. The Runcheyt were delighted by the 

friendliness of the citizens of Barcelona, 
and the patience they had with foreigners 
trying to speak Spanish.

And, when watching events such at 
track, citizens from other countries 
cheered wboutmr wou. They both found 
the Olympic experience memorable and 
felt they communicated with many 
peopie who (Sdaot understand English.

Runchey’s three sons, Scott. M, 
Mark, 12, and Kurt, 9, couldn’t make the 
trip because of expenses; but clipped and 
saved everything written about the 
Olympics for mom and dad to read when 
they retuned home.
. The coverage of the games was all in 

Spanish in Barcelona, so the Runcheys 
didn’t even know how the American 
teams were faring during the games.

Going to the Olympics doesn't allow 
much special privilege when traveling, as 
the Runchey's found out. They were 
among scores of travelers whose luggage 
was lost on the trip to Barcelona,

But that didn't sour the.trip. Travelers 
arid luggage were reunited the next day.

“Seeing the Olympic flame rally made 
me proud to be an American.” said 
Runchey. “It felt good to achieve a goal I 
set a long time ago.”

This will probably be Runchey's only- 
trip to the Olympics as an umpire. 
‘You've got to give the others a chance,” 
said Runchey.

flis three sons all enjoy playing 
baseball, but Runchey hopes they don't 
follow his umpiring footsteps "1 hope 
they’re good enough to play,”

Arid if their zest for the games echoes 
their father’s, perhaps Runchey will be 
making another trip to the Olympics.

Ohio and Indiana," a Highland release 
said.

This will mean more jobs cut, in 
addition to the 500 already eliminated in 
January. Highland currently employs over 
2,000 people.

The company owes its creditors $107 
million. Highland lost $157 million in 
the first nine months of fiscal 1991, and 
$12 million in both 1989 and 1990. and 
has closed stores in its east coast market 
during that time.

Earlier this year, it was forced to pay ■ 
for inventory on a cash-only basis and 
was removed from the NASDAQ stock 
exchange. In a move that illustrated the 
company’* desperate straights, in March, 
Highland offered 25,000 square fees of its 
national headquarters facility in Plymouth

for lease.
All these moves happened despite 

attempts by Highland to beef up its share 
of the market, with a new approach.

That involved more advertising for the 
chain, a price war with competing 
companies and a new look for its 
salespeople; now, "customer advisors” 
are salaried employees, not 
commissioned, and wear more casual 
dress while on duty.

Detroit attorney Stuart Hertzberg, who 
represents suppliers to Highland owed a 
total of $28 million, said that his client* 
“htd hoped we would be successful in 
Chapter 11 restructuring out of court, but 
it just wasn’t to be.”

As to the final resolution of the Issue, 
Hertzberg said that Highland’s trip back to 
financial stability “will not be a short 
procesa.”

The south border o f  the site is approximately a half mile east o f  Bede 

Road, and is bordered on the north by the M-14 expressway. The United 
Assembly o f God Church borders the site on its eastern edge.

‘The site recently became available and the momentum to acquire it came 
from the parish Focus GIFT program," Wysoki said.

James McKeon, a church member and owner of McKeon Real Estate, 
Inc. in Plymouth Township, said there is a six-month timeframe in which 
the Michigan Department o f  Natural Resources and the township must 
approve site plans for construction.

According to the release, one of the contigincies is that a consensus of 
support be obtained from parishoners over the next few months.

We felt that the Rangers 
were aware going into the game that this 
player was ineligible,” said Madsen.
; Madsen said the PCJBL is 

administered by 16 people who have to 
oversee between 2,200 and 2.300 
children.

Our Lady of Good Counsel, a  significant institution in The Plymouth- 
Canton Community, has decided that after months o f trying to resolve 
disputes with City Hall and its neighbors, has decided to move on — 
maybe.

Last Tuesday's Plymouth Township 
board of trustees meeting contained a nice 
little lesson about bureaucracy— at least 
for those who don't have to wade hip-deep 
through the red tape it churns out.

Cynthia Schemer, a City of Plymouth 
resident, is trying to get a permit from 
the state for her non-profit group, the 
Radomianie Polish Folk Dance Ensemble 
(a Plymouth Fall Festival favorite), for a 
raffle they want to hold in February. With 
the money raised the group wanted to 
travel to Poland -  no major financial 
operation. Sounds simple enough, huh?

Not quite. Enter, the state gaming 
commission, which requires that groups 
conducting such activities get a resolution 
from its "local governmental body" 
stating that the group, is non-profit. The 
confusion for Radomianie came when it 
tried to ascertain what is its local 
governmental body.

Schemer lives in the city, so at first 
she thought it would be the Plymouth 
City Commission. Nope — the group 
uses a mail box in the Beck Road Post 
Office as its address. So, hello Plymouth 
Township board of trustees.

However, the group's treasurer, who 
handles all financial forms required by the 
state, lives in Livonia. Another 
Radomianie leader lives in Northville.

Best of all, the raffle is part of an 
event that will be held is in Dearborn 
Heights. Board members debated just 
which body was the right one to grant the 
request.

Ax things wore on, Schemer got the 
kind of look on her face that anyone who 
h u  ever registered for college classes has 
had when they get to the counter and are 
told they’ve been standing in the wrong 
line for two hours.

In the end, however, the board agreed 
to pass the resolution contingent upon 
Police Chief Carl Berry verifying with 
the gaming commission that Plymouth 
Township was indeed the local governing 
body.

The point of the parable it to dlutttMc 
the paradigm in which government today 
tend* to operate: we meed more law*, 
more forma, and an ever-growing

longhand, one-third write out responses in 
longhand, and the remaining third do the 
work. .

Another option: how about scrapping 
unimportant regulations, and give more 
resources to the over-worked civil 
servants trying to monitor the really 
important stuff? Scrap the assumption 
that government can (or should) monitor 
every last activity.

It would save time and money all 
around -- especially for the Cynthia 
Schemers of the world.
