WTUA receives

After three years and more Than $1 
.million in lobbying costs, the Western 
Township Utilities Authority moved one 
step closer to acquiring a $20 million 
federal grant Wednesday.

The U.S. House of Representatives 
approved the grant as part of the Water 
Resource and Development Act by a 326 
to 87 vote.

The bill still needs Senate approval 
and the President’s signature before any 
funds could be appropriated next year.

"We are very pleased that we have 
taken the first step,” Canton Township 
Supervisor and WTUA board

representative Tom Yack said about the 
approval.

Yack said that the authorization of the 
project is. an important step in acquiring 
the gram.

"Very few projects are authorized,” he 
said. “There are a lot of outside factors 
and influences that we can’t have any 
control oven”

“The support of (Congressman 
William) Ford and (Carl) Pursell were 
necessary,” Yack said. “Now they have 
got to do a little more work.”

The federal government's budget 
deadline is Oct. 1, when the 1993 fiscal 
year begins.

Sunflow er residents push  
site

Sometimes complaining to elected 

officials can make a difference,

By virtue of the persistence of 
Sunflower residents, James Sheppard and 
Phil Temple, the issue was kept alive and
the board is now close to making a 
decision on the matter

The school district originally intended 
to use Buckley Road as an entrance to the 
school grounds, with another entrance off 
Whrren Road. The board is now 
considering adopting the Sunflower

residents’ suggestion of forming a cul-de- 
sac at the end of Buckley and routing the 
traffic, back through the entrance ̂  on 
Wuren.
: The main reason for the opposition to 
the original plan is safety.

The Sunflower residents feared 
automobiles traveling through the 
neighborhood and endangering the 
numerous children walking in the vicinity 
of the school.

As Temple said in July:
"This is a quality of life issue. W’eare 

. concerned with the safety of the families 
and the children playing in the area.”

The residents of Sunflower subdivision 
met with several members of the school 
board last week and showed them the 
layout of the ABC site.

Roland Thomas, school board 
president/ was pleased with the 
presentation by the subdivision residents, 
although he expressed concern over 
potential problems with parking along 
Buckley.

G raham  is asked to  resign

Plymouth-Canton Community School 
Board member Barbara Graham was asked 
to resign at Monday night’s meeting as a 
result of her statements and actions made 
during a right-to-life movement.

The request came from Mark Stamper, 
a concerned parent, who is upset about 
Graham’s involvement in a pro-life 
movement in which she was caught on 
film carrying a sign which said, “Abort 
the WASP, Adopt an Alien.”

Stamper is the adoptive parent qf two 
foreign-born children.
: Tuesday, Graham said, "This was a 
wcll-orchcstratcd attempt of character 
assassination conducted by someone who 
has carried a grudge against me for a very 
long time."

Several parents in the saine situation 
were on hand Monday and demanded an 
apology from Graham.

“Speak up, speak out and put the

rumors to rest," said Bill Joyner, one of 
the concerned parents.

”1 know you (the board) are an equal 
opportunity employer, but are you an 
equal opportunity educator?,” added Lee 
Stamper.

Graham defended herself by 
exclaiming, “There is no one who has 
fought harder against racism,.,.! am very, 
well aware of the discrimination in this 
community, and I have always been 
opposed to it.” She added that abortion 
was the issue, not racial insensitivity, and 
she said she would not apologize for her 
stance on abortion.

Mark Stamper said Tuesday that he 
was not satisfied with her comments. 
"The issue is racial insensitivity...She 
was again given a chance to explain 
herself and didn’t, I feel just as strongly 
about this today as 1 did yesterday,” said 
Stamper.

If the project is authorized by the 
appropriations committee, the federal 
grant money would go towards 
completing the $89 million project, 
■which will ship the waste of Plymouth, 
Notthville and Canton townships to the 
Ypsilanti Community''Utility Authority 
(YUCA).

"It’s a step-by-step process,” said Mike 
Russell, a spokesperson for Congressman 
Ford "What has basically happened is the 
WTUA grant is on the list for possible 
funding next year. It was a big step, 
getting on the list.”

The federal grant money is targeted at 
building a pipeline and other facilities 
necessary to transfer treated clean water 
from the YUCA system to the Rouge. 
system. '

The Water and sewage treatment

project, once in operation, will discharge 
58-million gallons of highly treated water 
into the lower Rouge River.

Bill McBride, a spokesperson for 
Congressman Carl Puneli, said, “now 
that the project has been authorized bv the 
House and the Senate, if  will go to an 
appropriations committee for 
consideration.

’This is a very important step,” he 
" said.

WTUA has expended large amounts of 
money lobbying for the grant, mostly on 
fees and retainer expenses to the
Washington D.C. based firm of Cassidy 
and Associates. •

P roperty  ow ners Upset w ith  
H aggerty paving allocation

Disgruntled property owners, along 

Haggerty Road, recently expressed their 
displeasure to the Canton Board of 
Trustees with the allocation of costs for 
the long-anticipated paving of Haggerty 
Road, from Joy to Koppernick.

Gregory Donovan, generalpartner with 
Gregg One Associates, a major property 
owner in the corridor, appeared at a public 
hearing on the paving issue before last 
work’s Canton meeting to express his 
displeasure with the township’s method of 
allocating the costs of the project 

Dooovan is upset that the assessment 
for WTUA (The Western Townships 
Utilities Authority) has not increased, 
while the amount to be paid by other 
properties has increased substantially over 
the original assessment.

"Much of the work on the project is at 
Haggerty and Joy, where WTUA is 
supposed to pay for everything. They 
have allocated nothing more for this," 
Donov an s lid

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack believes 
the amount paid by. WTUA is justified.

“The reality is that when WTUA 
consented to pay it had to be a fixed cost. 
You can’t go back and ask for more 
money. In my opinion, they originally 
(with the old estimate) were paying more 
than their share, and now the costs are 
more accurate," Yack said,

The original assessment estimated the 
cost of the road paving at $800,000 with 
a contribution of $365,000 from WTUA. 
After the actual costs came in, the total 
rose to 51,218,591, with WTUA still 
contributing $365,000 and Wayne County 
giving $50,000 to the project.

Donovan believes WTUA should pay- 
45 per cent of the new total, just as they 
were scheduled to cover 45 per cent of the 
original cost. He also suggested that 
Canton should contribute more to the 
project

The township will investigate the 
possibilities of increasing their 
contribution to the project, but it is 
unrealistic to expect a missive influx of 
cash, said Tom Yack, Canton .supervisor.

The new boundaries of the 21st district 
reflect both a geographic change and a . 
changing of the political complexion.

"The old district had more of a 
Democratic leaning and the new district is 
more balanced," Kosteva said.

The 21st District consists of Canton, 
Van Buren, arid Sumpter townships and 
the City o f  Belleville. The former 37th 
District covered part o f Canton, Van 
Buren, Romulus and Belleville.

Botlr Whyman and Kosteva believe 
C anton is the  m ost im portan t 
battleground, simply because of the size 
of the electorate in the township.

"The larger voting population resides 
in Canton. Canton is the base, but 
certainly a large portion of the votes will 
com e from the o ther areas,” said 
Whyman.

"I am running pretty much the text­
book campaign. You work the base first 
and then the out base, in my case 
Sumpter and Van Buren, and then come 
back to the base just before the election,” 
Whyman said.

Kosteva thinks it is very important for 
him to make his presence known in the 
areas that he has not represented in the 
past. ’

"The focus of my campaign is a lot of 
personal contact, particularly in the new 
portion of the district. 1 am striving for as 
much personal contact in the new 
territory as possible," Kosteva said.

The two candidates plan on a  debate 
with the League ofWomen Voters which 
will take place Oct. 12 at 7:30 p.m. in 
Canton Township hall.

Kosteva suggested another delate to  be 
broadcast on Omnicom C ablevision, 
w hich he claimed Whyman refused to  
attend. Whyman claims she is open to a 
debate, but d id not want to duplicate the 
form at to be used in  the already scheduled 
League o f Women Voters debate.

'W e made arrangements to have a 
debate with Omnicom1 featuring  
questions and answers. Deborah refused to 
participate,” Kosteva said, “i think she is 
sort o f taking the same approach as the 
president -  if you have a bad message, 
you avoid talking about it."

Whyman vehemently disagreed with 
Kosteva’s view of the situation.

"I received a letter from my opponent’s 
headquarters suggesting a debate on 
Omnicom, but I did not want to duplicate 
their (League of Women Voters) debate,” 
Whyman said.,,“I am willing to debate in 
another format, but 1 don't see the point 
of Using the same audience and the same 
medium." .

The 70-miie leg of Bush's whistle-stop 
train trip from Bowling Green to 
Plymouth was dreary.

Watching the scenery pass by outside 
miserably failed to live up to Bush’s 
campaign rhetoric.

Compacted cars, stacked upon each 
other in fields; industrial plants; run down 
homes and people stopped along side of 
the tracks — apparently oblivious to the 
steady rain — waving at the train were the 
sights of the day.

The extremely cold press section of the

The strong pro-Bush crowd heard what 

they wanted from the president when he 
made a campaign stop in Plymouth’s Old 
Village Saturday night.

Using many of the slogans and 
rhetoric, as on his other recent campaign 
stops, the president pleased the wet crowd 
as much by his presence as he did by his 
words. ‘

Bush tackled a wide variety of issues 
in his speech, including schools of 
choice, Congressional gridlock and the 
legal system.
; "It’s fantastic to be in Plymouth and 
see this wonderful crowd. Help me ’clean 
house’ by sending Bob Geake to 
Congress," Bush said.

The president said that the Congress 
had been controlled by the Democratic 
liberals for 38 years and it is time to 
change the guard and eliminate the 
gridlock he believes has stopped much of 
his legislative proposals from going 
through.
. "This election is about all these young 
people. They are the future. You can’t 
build a house; without a hammer and you 
can’t build a future without a job," said 
Bush.

“I want to see us reform the legal 
system that is careening out of control — 
faster than a lawyer can chase an

ambulance. As a nation, we must sue 
each other less and care for each other 
more. Enough of these reckless lawsuits," 
Bush said.

Most of all, Bush focused on Bill 
CliritoD and his record as governor of 
Arkansas.

"Governor Clinton says he wants to do 
for the national economy what he’s done 
for Arkansas. If you look at his record 
you’ll see that’s not a promise, that’s a 
threat. We can’t have it,” said the 
president.

At various times during the speech, 
the few Clinton supporters in the crowd 
would start up a chant of “four more 
months” only to be drowned out by the 
much more vociferous chants of "four 
more years" by the Bush supporters.

Bush brought his opponent’s policies 
in Arkansas to a level that hit home with 
many in the crowd, prompting the 
expected shower of boos:

’ “Governor Clinton has raised and 
extended the sales tax — over and over; He 
taxed groceries, he taxed mobile homes, 
he doubled the tax on gasoline, and be 
even raised the tax on beer. How do you 
like that?”

Among the other subjects touched 
upon in his broad-ranging speech. Bush 
mentioned Clinton's plan to tax the

“norma!” people of the country, not those 
on “Lifestyles of the Rich and Famous"; 
giving power back to the people; 
controlling government spending: and 
taking Clinton to task for avoiding the 
Vietnam war.;

“He was banging out in Oxford while 
you were ever there fighting." Bush said.

Innovators in microwave technology
W avem at rolls to the top o f grow th charts

Despite tough times fo r  many 

M ich ig an  businesses, P lym outh  
Township’s Wavemat recently came out 
on top o f a report on Michigan’s Growth 
100, a ranking o f  (he state’s fastest- 
growing publicly traded companies.

The report is  compiled by the 
accounting firm  BDO Seidmsn and the 
Detroit-based public relations firm  o f 
Durocher and Company.

The report is lim ited to companies that ‘ 
have a five-year.operational history and 
did not include banks, according to Don 
Durocher, o f  Durocher and Company.
;, WVvemat Is a developer Of microwave 

technology, fo r thermal processing o f . 
materials. .

tr earned the number one ranking in

the report based upon the 88.38 per cent 
five-year compound annual rate o f revenue 
growth.

Wavemat grew to almost $1.4 m illion 
in revenue in  fiscal 1991 from $30,000 in  
1987, when the company wits just getting 
o ff  the ground.

Despite topping the lis t in  terms o f 
publicly-owned companies, Wavemat has 
not earned a profit in  any o f the last five 
years. The future o f  the company is  
contingent upon rais ing capital to 
continue operations, according to Ray 
Decker, chairman o f Wavemat

“ Capital w il l be im portant to our 
future. So far we have concentrated on
development o f the technology. Hopefully 
this w ill carry' over once production is in 
full swing," Decker said.

The company h is  spent much time 
e xp la in in g  and p e rfe c tin g  the 
technological aspects o f  their business 
over the last five years, prompting the 
growth spurt

'Wfe knew we had grown, but we didn’ t 
really know how much in  relation to 
other companies in  the state. Weheard 
about it  through the media," said Docket

Accord ing to Decker, Wavemat’s 
specially tuned resonant microwave unit 
is used to provide diamond coatings for 
cutting tools.which is being produced by 
the Norton Cotporation.

Other uses fo r the technology are still 
in  (he developmental stage but these
include: curing o f plastics, treating o f
electronic materials and treating o f 
superconductors.

“ We’ve to ld  units to 19 universities 
and 18 different companies, so far,” 
Decker said. The technology came from 
Michigan State University tnd Wavemat 
licensed i t  in  1987. I t  was devised by 
Profawoe Je* Aamutaen, the bead of the 
electrical engineering department at MSU 
added Decker.

"This is aomething that they should be 
pleased with. They have done what all 
companies try to  do,”  said Durocher 
"M ichigan doesn’ t  have a history o: 
technological companies like Wavemat 
This i t  the kind o f company that thii 
stale needs.”

D o n ’t fo rg e t e lec trica l o u tle ts . P u t a  fo am  g a sk e t in  all o u tle ts  to  stop air I 
i te m  leak ing  in and  out. A nd  rem em b er to  c au lk  th e  th e  sp ace  around  pipes 
lead ing  to  the outside.

P a y  c lose  a tten tio n  to  w in d o w s, a  c o m m o n  sp o t w h e re  c o ld  a ir  can leak 
in sid e .

C aulk the 
w in d o w  edges, to  sto p  c o ld  a ir  f ro m  lea k in g  in s id e . A ls o , hang heavy : 
cu rta in s  o r install shu tters on  w indow 's fac in g  north.

A n o th e r  tro u b le  sp o t w here  c o ld  a ir  can  leak  in sid e  a re  doors. Tighten ; 
d o o r h in g es so that the d o o r fits p ro p erly . P ro v id e  to w els , o r  thresholds, to 
b lo ck  th e  space be tw een  the b o tto m  o f  th e  d o o r an d  the  floor.

W h e th e r  b u ild in g  a  h o m e  o r  u p g ra d in g  e x is tin g  h e a tin g  a n d  co o iirig  
sy s tem s, e n e rg y  b ills  can  be  cu t s ig n ifican tly  by  in sta llin g  a  h igh -effic ien cy  
g e o th e rm a l h e a t  p u m p , a cc o rd in g  to  Ja re d  G o e tz , D e tro it E d iso n  sp a c in g  
co n d itio n in g  sp e c ia lis t

H e a t  p u m p s  b o th  h e a t a n d  c o o l. In  th e  w in te r , th e  g e o th e rm a l p u m p  
co llec ts  h e a t fro m  w ell w a te r  o r  f ro m  p ip in g  b u ried  in  the  earth , and  m o v es 
it in d o o rs .

Nations, and helped out w ith  the 
Plymouth Historical Museum.

Once it is passed by the Senate and the President signs it, the bill must 
then go back down Pennsylvania Avenue into appropriation committee 
hearings.

T h is  c o m m itte e  w il l  th a n  d e c id e  w h a t p ro je c ts ,  w h ic h  h a v e  b e en  
au th o rized , w ill b e  ap p ro p ria ted  fo r the  fiscal year.

So, when you look at the WTUA grant, it is still in the early stages of 
becoming a reality.

With a little more bipartisan support from Congressman William Ford 
and Carl Pursell, the grant has a good chance of coming to fruition.

Just ask Tom Yack, or any of the other people wrapped up in the project.
Yack stressed that this step in the process is the most important, 

considering that without authorization, the grant is never going to go 
anywhere.

Well, WTUA’s foot is in the door. Now, let’s hope it’s not a revolving
one.

With the state of this year’s electioneering, and if The Plymouth-Canton 
Community is going to host Presidential candidate visits on a monthly 
basis, at what point are taxpayers going to say, “Enough is enough?”
