Carl Berry said, “ When times got bad, he 
was always there to help.”

Esther Hutsing, retiring Plymouth 
Township clerk, said, “ He is responsible 
for a lo t o f development in  this area...I 
didn’ t always agree with him, but when it 
came down to it, he put his money where 
his mouth was.”

Eldon Martini former Plymouth mayor 
who led a Plymouth, England expedition, 
said, “ He is a legend in the community, 
and he w ill not be forgotten,”  "He was a 
tremendous contributor, not only in 
money, but also in his time.”

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Plymouth says goodbye to part of its history

Ralph G. Lorenz.
H is ideas, conviction and money 

helped build The Plymouth Community. 
He is largely responsible for making 
Plymouth what it is. today, a family 
oriented community with i  undying 
respect for beriuge and tradition.

He came to the United States in 1921 
from Austria. After attending Eastern

Michigan University, he was called in to 
take over as manager o f The Mayflower 
Hotel in March of 1939,

The hotel was in serious financial 
trouble because of the depression. He later 
purchased the hotel in 1965, according to 
"The Story o f  Plymouth, Michigan," by 
Sam Hudson.

The Mayflower Hotel was one of the 
few hotels in the United Slates that 
survived the Depression.

Ralph, his first wife, Mabel (seated la  center) and much of the Lorenz dan .

He was responsible for remodeling the 
old Crystal Room  and m aking the 
Mayflower Dining Room, which has 
pictures o f pilgrims arriving at Plymouth 
Rock.' ■

During WW II, he volunteered and 
served as a  Lieutenant in the U.S. Navy

After WW If, Lorenz made The 
Mayflower one of the first hotels to offer 
free television in each room. At that time 
many of the rooms didn't have bathtubs.'

O ther additions include the Steak 
House, the Crows Nest, the Meeting 
House and Mayflower II.

His children got their first jobs at the 
hotel and have participated in  its 
management over the yean.

In 1985, he married Theresa, and in 
1986 he sold the hotel to two o f his sons. 
Scott and Randy and long-time friend and 
associate Creoo Smith.

As an active Eastern alumnus, he 
served on the College o f Business 
advisory board. He established an endowed 
scholarship for students working their 
way through school. He received an 
honorary doctorate from E.M.U. in 1988.

In 1982, President George Bush 
presented Mr. Lorenz with the United 
States Small Business Administration 
Award, “National Senior Entrepreneur of 
the Y e * ” Som e o f  his o ther 
accomplishments include induction into 
the City o f Plymouth’s Hall o f Fame, 
past president and life member o f  the 
Plymouth Rotary Club and past president 
of the Plymouth Chamber o f Commerce.

Lorenz was also partly responsible for 
the establishm ent o f the School o f 
Culinary An* at Schoolcraft College. 
Because of the need for trained employes, 
he met with Eric B onder, the school’s 
president, and urged him to include a food 
department. .

He then spoke with Herm an 
Breithaupt, a  man be knew through hotel 
conventions, and convinced him to come 
out of retiretaent long enough to start the 
progom . His grandson, Todd Osann, is 
currently enrolled as a  culinary student

The Hotel Mayflower, as it was 
originally called, opened Nov. 17, 1927, 
65 years ago.

The building of the Mayflower was a 
community e ffort The idea came from a 
Chamber o f  Commerce m eeting in 
February, 1926. The $209,000 that was 
needed to fund the project was raised in 
six hours by local residents who soldi 
stock in September, 1926.

“ The building (The Mayflower) was 
erected on the comer o f Main and Ann 
Arbor, on a vacant lot, the site o f  the 
Fuller residence which burned in 1910. 
The lot, used by Czar Penney as a cow 
pasture, had been a lively carnival ground 
every Fourth o f July.” Hudson’s book 
said.

The money raised paid for a three story 
building and S.W. Steams from Macomb 

. Illinois was the resident manager. He was 
brought in by Grenoble Hotels, Inc. 
which operated the building for a time.

It's time to pass the wand at the 

Plymouth Township Clerk's office.
Esther Huising, the township’s 14-year 

clerk, was working har last election into 
the early hours this morning.

On Nov. 20, she w ill hand over the 
reigns to M arilyn  Massengill, newly 
elected township clerk.

" I 'm  kind o f sad, but also relieved," 
said Huising o f  leaving her post. "There 
comes a time when you should change 
the direction o f your life.”

Huising is at the point o f making a 
change, but she isn’ t sure where she’s 
beading. ‘T ro look ing  forward to it, but I 
really haven't the faintest idea (o f what 
I ' l l  do next).”

Her husband Ken had a job that 
traveled a great deal, including trips 
overseas, and she had the opportunity to 
accompany him on many trips.

*’I  used to th ink when Ken and I 
retired, we’d just gypsy around the United 
Stales, visiting friends, seeing things we 
haven’ t seen.”  said Huising. “ I suspect 
we’ l l  do some o f that.”

Vibrking her last election, Huising had. 
the dubious honor o f  turning away three 
voters who came to vote in Precinct 4 at 
8:03 p.m., three minutes after the polls 
closed.

There were no lines at 8:00 p.m. in 
Precirict 4, the last voters had walked 
away shortly before. However, reports 
from other precincts were quite different.

The three voter* had gone to the wrong 
precinct, and did not arrive in lime to 
vole. Huising said she hated to turn 
voters away, but rules are rules, and she 
said once you stretch the rules, people 
just want to stretch the rules more and 
more.

Many m ight have considered this 
election as going out w ith  a bsng. 
Turnout w is  greater than any election

Huising had worked in the past.
Twice as many absentee ballots were 

cast in  Tuesday’s election, -  3,583 people 
casting ballots without standing in line at 
the polls.

For this election, the township, 
absentee ballots saw a 98.1 percent 
return, a rate far greater than any other 
election in the past.

But H uising said the presidential 
election was not as hectic as the primary 
race in Plymouth Township.

“ I th ink people are upset,”  said 
Huising about the large turnout in 
Plymouth Township and across the 
country last night. She also thinks Ross 
Perot and media hype brought put more 
voters.

"There are always more voters in  a 
presidential election,”  said Huising. “ This 
has not been a pleasant election w ith the 
charges and counter charges (made by 
many candidates).”

Although she’s leaving her post at the 
township, Huising is not leaving her 
politics behind.

“ I fear fo r the nation and for how far in 
debt we are,”  said Huising. "W e're going 
to have to pay the p ipe t f  have 
grandchildren who are going to have to 
pay for our debts."

Perhaps the biggest change Huising 
has seen since serving as cterk is growth 
in the township.

When she arrived in the Plymouth 
Community 50 years ago, the township’s 
population was smaller than the city. 
Residents in the township were mostly 
retired farmers, and there Weren’t  many 
opportunities for young people.

She does hot believe that is the case 
today. Huising said she believes the 
township has a good balance between 
industry, commerce and residents. With 
that balance, i t  has opportunities to offer 
young people.

“ We have grown tremendously,”  said 
Huising; “ We have almost double the 
number o f  registered voters,”  since 
Huising first served as clerk.

Among the more recent changes in the 
voting practices in Plymouth Township 
are the way in which ballots are cast, and 
the location o f  the precincts.

The township now uses the punch card 
system; The system is far more cost- 
e ffic ient, easier on the workers, but 
Huising said she has gotten complaints 
from voters who want the old booths 
back.

Most o f the complaints she said came 
from older voters who had used the 
booths for so long and thought they were 
easier to use.

But to Huising, the punch card is 
much better. ‘'The old booths were heavy 
and cumbersome,”  said Hutsing. "The 
cost $3,000 to move in and out."

She has had her share o f  problems 
w h ile  holding this office. One problem 
never goes away and w ill be handed pc to 
her successor:

“ I  th ink people forget what they 
learned in  the ir civics class,”  said 
Huising. “ In  the primary election, you 
vote for the party,”  said Huising. “ In  the 
genera] election you choose between the 
best nominee from the parties. I  don’ t 
know i f  I  should say it, but they don’t  get 
this through their thick heads. I ’ ve had 
some people 1 thought were pretty smart 
dispute me on it.”

Two circumstances standout in  her 
mind as the worse experiences she had as 
township clerk. The firs t tim e the 
township went to die punch card system 
caused a great deal o f  frustration and 
confusion.

But the worst experience was when the 
county sent the wrong punch card. The 
polls had to be closed temporarily until 
the right cards arrived.

Huising said the blame laid both w ith 
her and the county. The county hadn’ t 
checked the ballots before sending them 
to the township, and she didn’ t inspect 
them when they arrived,

O ripnaltv elected township cterk in a 
presidential election year, Huising is 
nostalgic about her fourth and fina l 
presidential election.

As she watched the election wind 
down, as the polls were closed and the 
ballots were being counted, Huising was 
happy w ith the large turnout.

“ I ’m pleased young people turned out 
in large numbers,”  said Huising. "There 
Were a large number o f  college students 
wanting to vole absentee.”

In addition to her 14 years as township 
clerk. Hutting served on the school board 
from 1954-1972. ,

She and her husband have three grown 
daughters, Ann, Susan snd Mary

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Crier endorsements are a team effort

Each election The Crier publishes its 
endorsements o f the candidates and the 
proposals. Accompanying the articles is 
ain explanation o f how the staff arrives at 
its recommendations. (These decisions

represent the collective opinion o f the 
staff members who cover government___)

I  have read the election edition for 
years, but have often wondered what 
really happens in  those endorsement 
meetings. Are they as democratic as the 
Crier claims?

A  while ago, I proposed to the 
publisher that i t  might be interesting to 
have a “ disinterested" observer at a 
meeting to report to the readers what 
takes place. He agreed and, promising 
me editorial freedom, asked me to take 
on the assignment.

After discussing this with the staff

members who would be participating, I 
attended the first meeting, strictly as an 
observer. (The second meeting was 
video-taped and I reviewed the tape start- 
to-finish.) Here’s what I  discovered:

The endorsements are basically as 
advertised. Each team member provides 
his or her opinion on each candidate or 
issue. The discussion is open, often 
lively, sometimes heated. Quieter 
members are deliberately drawn into the 
conversation. The more senior members 
o f the group tend to wait until the others 
have taken a stand before offering their 
opinions, so as to not unduly sway the 
debate through power or position.

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Is it  perfect? No. Those who have 
more knowledge o f the candidates tend 
to have more influence. This can include 
the reporter who covers the beat (i.e. the 
person who has been assigned to City or 
Township meetings for the past year), 
those w ith more experience in the area, 
and those with a greater historical 
perspective.

These people, however, don’t have1 
absolute power, they simply are deferred 
to at times.

Also, the process favors the 
candidates who have higher visibility. If  
you are running and you have not made 
an impression —  through community 
involvement, candidate forums, or 
campaign activities —  the group isn’ t 
going tohave much information on 

. which to make a decision.

Appropriately, they steer away from 
candidates they don't know much about.

Like any democratic process, there is 
some room for improvement. But, I 
believe we have a unique situation here 
in  The, Plymouth-Canton Community. 
What you read truly is the product of a 
team effort, focused on the issues, and is 
not the viewpoint o f one editor or 
publisher as it  is in many newspapers.

■ Bottom line? I f  I were running for 
office ( I ’ m not), I would be very 
comfortable being evaluated through thii 
process, and believe I  would be treated 
fairly and objectively.
