For Utley, every day is an opportunity 
to improve upon his condition until he 
eventually realizes his goal of walking off 
a football field.

“One day 1 warn to walk off the field. I 
will walk myself off,” said Utley with 
conviction.

“1 remember the first time I picked up 
something off the floor, the first day 1 
stood up, the first day I thank by myself. 
Every day is a new challenge,” he sated.

Utley viewed school more as a chore 
than a pleasure during his younger years, 
but be offered this advice to the West 
Middle School students:

"You should have a good time, keep 
your beads up. The teachers are out .here 
for your best interest* " Utley said.

When answering student questions 
Utley was asked to address the impact of 
his injury upon hit self esteem.

“1 don’t think that has changed much. 
I’ve always believed in myself. All 1 can 
do is push, push, push and that's what 
you guys have to do too," said Utley.

Utley had some more excellent advice 
for the students,

“Don’t break your neck. You have to 
do what you have to do to go where you 
want to. I loved playing football. You 
guys should find something you love to 
do and do it the best you can."

provisions within the zoning ordinance to 
build housing units that utilize smaller 
lots arid feature open space that is not 
beneficial to the entire area.

The revisions to the zoning ordinance 
are designed to allow the community to 
better define the future development goals 
of Canton, Yack said.

'The open space concept needs to be 
better defined. We need to set a 
community standard of how we define 
space on tots and common areas," 
Machnik said.

'We are finding in some cases that a 
very select few lots abut the common 
area,” said Machnik, who added that the 
intention of requiring common areas was 
to benefit the entire neighborhood, rather 
than just a few homes,

“They have met the technical 
requirements of the ordinance, but not the 
spirit," Machnik said.

Yack added that this ordinance revision 
does not signal the end of development 
and growth within the township, it is 
simply an attempt to regain some of the 
control lost by the township over the 
housing growth.

“We are not displeased with what has 
gone on, we can achieve what we want 
better by adjusting, modifying, and 
enhancing what we have. Will it stop 
development? I have no idea. I don't 
know where the study will lead,” Yack 
stated.

Any projects already in the Canton 
planning machine will not be affected by 
this, it is only those projects that have 
not been presented or proposed in any 
form so far, Machnik said.

Yack explained there is a general 
feeling among developers that cluster 
housing is economically beneficial to 
developers.

“Our goal all along has been to create 
a range of housing; How does cluster 
housing help us reach that goal,” said
Yack.. ,

The planning commission will hold a. 
public hearing on Dec. 7 to gather input 
from the general public and developers on 
the proposed ordinance changes.

Plymouth Family takes ultimate vacation

One Plymouth family will be going 

on the ultimate family vacation this, 
spring.

William E. Herman, his wife Judy and 
his two kids, Bryan and Jennifer, will 
spend two months in Russia and serve as 
“unofficial diplomats."

William Herman is an education and 
psychology professor at Madonna 
University and is traveling to Moscow to 
teach educational psychology to students 
and profesSors at Moscow State 
Pedagogical University. Most of his work 
will be teaching how Russian schools can 
be restructured and improved.

The Hermans are going to Russia as 
part of the Fulbright Program. 
Established in 1946 by William 
Fulbright, the program’s purpose is “to 
increase mutual understanding between 
the people of the United States and the 
people of other countries,” according to 
the program's literature.

The program provides around 5,000 
giants to students, teachers and scholars 
to study, teach and conduct research 
around die world.

To qualify, Herman faced committee 
reviews and was judged based on his 
academic preparation, excellence in 
college teaching, scholarly research and 
publications and suitability to live and 
work in a foreign country.

"My fust international experience was 
in the 1970s when I was in the Army. I 
lived in Germany for 11 months and 

L traveled through Europe," said Herman, 
His next overseas experience came in the 
past four summers when he taught 
educational leadership in Taiwan as pari if 
Madonna’s international program,

“I believe both (experiences) 
contributed to my getting the Fulbright, 
because I have lived and worked in other 
countries-You learn to survive without 
the language,” Herman said. JJe added that 
a great deal of communication can be 
done through hand and facial expressions.

Traveling with a family, at opposed to 
traveling alone, enriches the entire 
experience. "They’re very interested in 
anything American over there.-lf you 
don’t take the family, you miss out on 
different aspects of the society,-We do 
almost everything together.-The family 
provides more information,” he said.

He explained that kids in Russia have 
not been raised to have hopes Or dreams. 
"For decades, people have been given jobs 
by the government. Now, they’re in a 
system where they have to market 
themselves, but they don’t know how to 
look or for a job,” he said. By bringing 
the family, Russian kids will be able to

see how American kids think and act. 
They will be able to interact on a different 
level.

’We are going there as a ground 
breaker and will be working with them 
hands-on. We are trying to help them and 
share ideas. Both will be enriched by the 
experience,” said Herman.

The family’s firsts international 
experience was in the summer of 1990 
when they accompanied Kerman to 
Taiwan. Bryan, who is in the sixth grade 
at Central Middle School, took an 
immediate interest in foreign, television 
and made audiotapes of American shows 
dubbed in the foreign language. He Said 
he plans on taping Russian TV and using 
the tapes as a keepsake,

Jennifer, a third grader at Farrand 
Elementary, said she is interested in 
theatre and would participate in Russian 
plays if given the opportunity.

“There is a 90 per cent chance that the 
kids will attend the American School in 
Russia,” said William Herman. This is a 
school where American, British and 
Canadian diplomats send their children. 
He added that the learning environment 
will be belter because there will be tvo 
language barrier.

Judy Herman is currently a homemaker 
and is taking classes at Madonna 
University. She is working toward her 
bachelor’s degree and said she may go into

psychology. She plans on using this trip 
as an opportunity to do research into the 
Russian family.

The family has been practicing the 
Russian language daily since this past 
summer. No one in the family is fluent in 
the language, but they are learning key 
phrases that will help them get by with 
day-to-day living. William Herman will 
have aninterpreter for bis lectures.

Herman said he feels the language will 
be the biggest adjustment, “Language is 
so critical to everything you do.-It limits 
you,” be said.

Judy Herman said she feels day-to-day 
living like shopping will be a tough 
adjustment.

Herman said he is unsure of exactly 
where they will be staying. He explained 
that people in Russia will take care of ail 
those details before hit family Shrives. 
“From the people I’ve spoken with who 
have already done this, living 
arrangements were never a problem,” he 
said. "First of all, the people are very 
fricndly.-f know we will be well taken 
care of because people will be assigned to 
help us," he added.

During the summer, the family 
attended an orientation in Washington 
D.C. and met someone who will be 
living close by and working with 
Herman. "We are not sure where she will 
be or how close she will be, but there is

no doubt that we will be working for t 
month in the same institution," he said

During his stay in Russia, Hetman 
explained that he will be taking a two 
month leave from Madonna University. 
The university benefits from his trip by 
getting recognition from any papers be 
rriay write and by getting a professor with 
experience in Russian culture. "Maybe 
next year. I’ll teach about Russia," be 
said.

The Hermans plan on doing plenty of 
sight seeing during their stay and said 
they plan on seeing a Russian ballet.

“This program will allow us to 
exchange ideas. By talking about whit we 
do, why we do it (educate studems)iDd 
how we do it, what happens is that both 
people end up enriched and improving 
their system. I will have new insight into 
the American system because of what 1 
learn over there," said Herman.

“I have found that the experienceof 
teaching overseas broadens the mind, 
touches the heart and renews the spiriL 
We can only become better people 
through this experience," he said.

Bench trial set for BFI
BY AMY KIDWELL 

Browning Perris Industries (BFI) and 
Plymouth and Nortbvilie townships will 
face a bench trial in front of Judge John 
MacDonald on Jan. 19 at 9 a.m.

' The townships are suing BFI, a 
company that hauls trash, for failing to 
pay several tickets for exceeding the 

< weight limit on their trucks.
According to Plymouth Township's 

Chief of Police Carl Berry, the company 
has $60,000 to $70,000 worth of unpaid 
tickets.

Plymouth Township Police Officer 
Bill Groff, who is assigned to motor 
carrier detail, said, "BFI doesn’t run 
through here as much because of the 
tickets it recieved in Plymouth and 
Notthville townships.”

"The BFI seven-ixie trucks that were 
grossly overweight arc running their; 

^trucks elsewhere to avoid tickets. We still 
; get them occasionally." added Groff.

The officer said he uses a number of 
factors to determine if a truck is 
overweight.

“I know by looking at the amount of 
dirt and size of the truck if the vehicle is 
overweight,” said Groff'.

He said he issues about two to three 
tickets a day on average.

■ “I can see that bur enforcement has 
made a difference. When I first came out 
here, everything was grossly overweight," 
he said.

“It (running the trucks at the legal 
weight) can be done. It's just a matter of 
them (the companies) doing it,” he 
added. ■

Between January and October, 
Plymouth Township wrote 527 tickets for 
overweight trucks and safety violations, a 
total of more than $265,400 in fines.

That total will not be what the 
township actually receives because it 
includes court costs and does not account 
for losses due to settlements.

the resale shop was the perfect 
opportunity.

"The timing is right,” said Kay 
Saffron, "people are. now much mare 
conscious of getting a good deal. There’s 
a lot of excellent quality merchandise 
people have that doesn't, or barely, gets 
used.”

The Suffrons purchase clothing and 
equipment by appointment Monday 
through Saturday. They said the screening 
process begins with the telephone. "We 
let people know right off that we’re 
looking for quality merchandise, said Kay 
Suffron.

“Even with the screening process, we 
still have a high percentage of rejections,’’ 
said John Suffron.

Not when the item is sold,” said 
John Suffron. He added that payments are 
fair, "we usually pay better than if they

clothing
sold at a garage sale, and they have the 
option to either accept or reject our bid as 
well.”

Along with clothes. Children’s Orchard 
also buys equipment such as toys, 
strollers and car seats. John Suffron said 
the car seats can’t be more than two years 
old, and other equipment not older than 
three to five years. "This equipment must 
be almost like new.” he said, "people 
don't want junk when it comes to their 
children.”

The store will stock approximately 70 
per cent used and 30 per cent new 
merchandise said the Suffrons, adding 
that the 30 per cent will be mostly items 
they couldn’t buy from the public. Other 
new items will include hard to re-sell 
articles such as underwear and shoes.

A disappointing overtime finish ended 

the Salem basketball season Friday night 
in the final round of District 22 playoffs.

The Rocks were defeated 53-51 by 
Lady wood in overtime, at the Canton 
High gym.

The Rocks started out strong, and led 
most of the game, but Ladywood 
managed to tie the game in the final 
seconds of regulation play.

The teams were tied at 45-45, when 
Salem’s Cyndi Platter hit two free 
throws, with :23 left in the game, and put 
the Rocks ahead by two. But Ladywood 
wasn't finished.

"They threw a shot, and the doggone 
thing bounced around and went in,” said 
Fred Thomann, Salem coach. “It was not 
a great shot, but it was good enough to 
go in.” And the teams beaded into 
overtime.

Salem tossed in 12 points in the first 
quarter, Ladywood had six. In the second 
quarter, Salem added nine points, and held 
Ladywood to three, ending the half with 
Salem leading 21-9.

In the second half, Ladywood outscored 
Salem by five, tossing in 16 points, 
Salem added 11, but the Rocks held onto 
the lead, and at the end of three Salem 
was ahead 32-25.

In the fourth quarter, Ladywood shined, 
nearly doubling its score, tossing in 21 
points. Salem added 14, and the teams 
headed into overtime.

In overtime, Salem was outscored by 
two, tossing in five points, Ladywood 
added seven, and advanced to the 
regionals.

For Salem, Cyndi Platter had 26 
points in her final game as a Salem 
Rock, and she grabbed 15 rebounds.

Shelly Sockow tossed in 15 points and 
snitched 13 rebounds.

Christie Parimucha had five points, 
and Leslie Gotta grabbed seven rebounds.

“It was a great game,” said Thomann. 
"We played very well. We were in 
position to win, we just couldn't finish 
it.”

To make it to the district finals, Salem 
defeated Northville 46-22 Wednesday.

The Rocks ended their season with a 
13-10 record.

“Overall it was a very good season. We 
played our best all year at the end of the 
season,” said Thomann.

“Our last four games were excellent. If 
it hadn’t been fora few baskets, we would 
have had a more successful season with 
the wins and losses. We lost four games 
by one or two points this season, and we 
led in all (those games), until late in the 
game.”

This year’s team was led by a crew of 
six seniors, with four in the starting line­
up. ■

Platter led the team, averaging 18 
points and 12.5 rebounds per game. She 
was a tri-captain, a three year varsity 
player and a two year starter.

In her three years on the varsity squad 
with the Rocks; she was instrumental in 
the team’s performance. During her 
tenure, the Rocks won 53 games, and lost 
19.

Parimucha is a three-year starter who 
averaged 5.5 points per game this year.

“She led the team in assists her three 
years starting, and did a nice job leading 
the team this year,” said Thomann.

Leslie Gotts, a two-year starter with 
her "speed and quickness put the team 
into another dimension. She did a nice 
job,” said Thomann. She averaged eight 
points per game.

Shelley Sockow averaged seven points 
per game and was the second leading
CMtkMHdhsaiH.}}
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reboundcr for the Rocks, averaging eight 
per game.

“She did a nice job. She played big at 
the end of the season arid elevated her 
game when the districts were on the line."

Amanda Tubaugh was another senior 
who shined at the end of the season.

In the last regular season game, she 
scored 10 points against Walled Lake 
Central, her best game ever. In the first 
round of district playoffs against Canton, 
Tubaugh broke her finger and ended her 
season. "It hurts us not having her in the 
Lady wood game.” aaid Thoraann. 
Tubaugh averaged five points a game, 

Cindy McClure completes the seniors 
on this year's squad. "She gave her 
everything everyday, (she’s a) solid 
player,” said Thoraann. ‘‘She worked hard, 
had a great work ethic and was a real 
leader off the court”

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is  the f irs t o f 
Piymouth-Canton history columns by 
Randy Eaton. He was once general 
manager o f " The Plymouth M a il," an 
aw ard-w inning newspaper fo rm erly  
published here, and was also a Canton 
com picker.

When The Community Crier asked 
me to write a column reminiscing about 
the community's past, the topic of what 
to call the column came up...naturally, 
my dad's column “Chips From The 
Rock,” and then grampa's “What I Think 
And Have A Right To Say," came to 
mind.

Each title offering quite different 
impressions at a glance. While grampa's 
became famous statewide for its political 
ferocity, both were very similar in that 
they highlighted the lives of local people, 
here in The Plymouth-Canton 
Community. X believe that this focusing 
of attention on our local citizenry 
(Grampa being interested in how many 
local names were in the paper each week.

Dad insuring that the community was 
uplifted by the paper) was the key to 
their genius.

While apprenticing under them I 
became indelibly inked with the 
importance of acknowledging the 
individuality, humor and spirit of the 
people, here, in this special, little, mid- 
westem town.

My assignment now is to turn the 
spotlight back in time to re-highlight 
people from our past. Perhaps, in the 
process a bit of the founding spirit, bom, 
carried and polished so well by the 
Lorenzs, Guenthers, Schraders, Kerhls, 
DiPonios, Beyers, Caplins, and Eatons, 
to name only a few, may be re-fired and 
passed on to you folks who live here 
now. '

I run into you all over the world: 
Eddie Livingston (the kid who terrified 
all of us by bringing a huge butcher's 
knife to seventh grade Art Class for soap 
carving) in Palm Beach, FL dressed to 
the white nines in U.S. Navy Shore

Patrol uniform...Susan and Win 
Schrader, in my London bistro...Bob 
Beyer and Bill Covington on what would 
become Jerry Lewis’ 75 foot yacht in the 
Bermuda triangle...Dr. Bill Ross being 
chased around my Hollywood swimming 
pool by a lady Hollywood agent, (and not 
trying to escape too desperately I might 
add)...Denny Campbell hanging out a 
Washington D.C. hotel window 
'bombing' walkers-by with soap 
chips...pick Bennett swimming in the 
Malibu surf...John Todd captaining a 
racing sloop in the Virgin Islands...and, 
my actress wife introducing me to a ‘San 
Diego’ theater director named David Hay 
from an unknownTittle town north of 
Plymouth, learning that we had both been 
in love with Sarah Schrader!

My God, we do get around.
Some rambling Plymouth pleasure 

moments, however, are recalling my first 
kiss with Jeannette Foreman in the now 
defunct P & A Theater on Penniman; 
trying to romance Shug Watson away 

: from the -state champion-swimmer Bill 
Brandell, and failing; picking sweet com

as a young athlete on the Palmer's farm 
in Canton and not being able to work as 
hard as Dick and Russ; learning how to 
wort: in a group effectively under Terry 
West and Wendall Smith in Plymouth's 
Junior Chamber of Commerce, while 
creating Plymouth's first Fall Festival 
(we blew all of the power out in 
downtown Plymouth!); suffering my first 
ever punch in the nose from Lx>u Ann 
Sousa in the halls Of Plymouth's Junior 
High School; delivering the dedication 
speech at Bird Elementary, working as a 
Safety Boy there with Jim Dzurus and 
Dave Misner; and, Linda Warner as the 
most lovely girt in the world.

Oh, the mind bogg!es...tbe thoughts of 
youth ARE long long thoughts.
