City eyes parking fees change

in c lud e  a llo w in g  businesses to  “ fre e ly  
interchange (p riv ile g e s) w ithou t parking 
changing every tim e  a tenent changes,”  
according to  Steve W alters, P lym outh’ s 
manager. ■

A nother a lte rnative , W alte r said, is  to  ( 
purchase p riva te  lo ts  and use them  as 
p u b lic  pa rk ing  fo r a ll businesses. The 
cost for the lots would be reassesed on 
downtow n businesses.

W rite rs  is  u rg in g  anyone w ho is  
interested in  th is  issue to  com e to  the: 
m eeting fo r m ore detailed inform ation.

“ F a ir treatm ent o f a ll tenents o f a ll 
businesses has to  be taken in to  account,”  
W riters said.

A ccord ing to  Steve G u ile , d ire c to r o f 
the D ow ntow n D evelopm ent A u th o rity , 
P lym outh cu rre n tly  uses a cre d it system 
to  charge businesses fo r the cost o f 
maintenance and developm ent o f parking.

The p o lic y  was started in  the I9 5 0 ’ s 
and ove r the years. G u ile  said, the money 
has been used m ore in  the general fund  
than fo r its  o rig in a l purpose.

“ It (the parking p o licy ) is becom ing a

deterrent fo r business. The last th in g  we 
w ant to  do is  discourage g row th ,”  said 
G uile.

Each business is  judged based on its  
size and type o f opera tion . I t  is  then 
given a num ber o f cred its  based on how 
much parking it  w ill use.

A ccord ing to  G u ile , the cost per c red it 
is  $2,800. W hen a business com es to  
P lym outh, it  m ust pay th is  one-tim e fee 
to  open its  doors. Some businesses have 
six to  e igh t cred its w hich can q u ick ly  add 
up fo r a business that hasn’ t  even opened.

A ny business that decides to  add space 
o r change its  opera tion  a lso faces the 
p o ss ib ility  o f paying when its  cred its arc 
re-evaluated.

“ We hope they (the com m ission) w ill 
make a de c is io n  soon,”  sa id  G u ile , 
“ People arc very skiddish about opening a 
business here because they don’ t  know  
what they w ill have to  com ply w ith .”

H e sa id  th a t m any p ro sp e c tive  
business owners are w a itin g  fo r th is issue 
to  be resolved and tha t, “ it  is  im perative 
we get th is setded im m ediately.”

Rorabacher, a to ta l o f 11 fire s  in  a tr i-  
county area o f m etropolitan D e tro it have 
been id e n tifie d  as e x h ib itin g  the same 
arson patterns.

The m ost recent fire  occu rred  in  
Canton's L in d e n  V illa g e  S ubd iv is ion  
Nov. 29.

O th e r s u s p ic io u s  fire s  u n d e r 
investig a tion  by the task force include 
tw o  in  A nn  A rb o r, one in  P itts fie ld  
Tow nship, one in  S cio and one in  L o d i 
Tow nship — a ll in  W ashtenaw C ounty; 
one in  N ovi in  O akland C ounty; and tw o 
in  W ayne, one in  W estland and tw o  in  
W xxtia ve n  -  in  Wayne County.

C oncerning the C anton fire , w h ich  
damaged a m odel hom e in  the planned 
s u b d iv is io n . R orabacher sa id  th a t 
a lthough  he 's n o t a tra in e d  arson 
'investiga to r "even 1 cou ld see th is  was a

textbook arson case.”
Q u ic k ly  on the heels o f th a t fire , 

C anton pu b lic  safety o ffic ia ls  issued an 
in fo rm a tio n a l a le r t to  b u ild in g  
contractors, m ik in g  them  aware o f not 
o n ly  the recent b laze , bu t also o f the 
in ve s tig a tio n s  under w ay and w hat 
precautions to  take to  p ro tect th e ir w ork 
sires.

There are no suspects in  the cases and 
state and loca l o ffic ia ls  declined com m ent 
on possib le  m o tives in  the suspected 
arsons.

N evertheless, the la s t lin e  o f the 
tow nship's m em o to  b u ild e rs  makes 
vague reference to  one p o s s ib ility : In  
reassuring contractors that an aggressive 
in v e s tig a tio n  has been sta rred , the  
message concludes by saying that "you , 
as a bu ild e r, w ill be able to  do business 
in  Canton w ithou t fea r o f re ta lia tio n ."

A followup call to township offices 
revealed that officials expect part of the 
expenses to be offset by about $460,000 
in resident and non-resident membership 
fees. .

And the rest?
* • According Mike Gouin, director of 
Canton Parks and Recreation, the final 
$300,000 would be borrowed from the 
Fellows Creek Golf Course and possibly, 
he said, the Pheasant Run Golf Course.
' “These figures however are not

definite,” he said, adding that the 
additional money “would be in the 
course's operating profits in the recreation 
general fund account”

In addition, Gouin said, the private 
sector could come into focus for defraying 
part of the operating costs.

For the fitness and health section, for 
example, there could be an arrangement 
worked out with the therapists who could 
rent his space to practice, he said.

Also, different government agencies as 
well as businesses could set up a wellness 
plan for their employes, he said. .

“And, these spaces would happen 
without compromising the use of the 
facility.” he Said.

The possibility of Canton having such 
a center first surfaced in 1977 when the 
community conducted a survey in which 
residents were asked their opinion on the 
idea.

In that survey, 73 per cent of the 333 
households polled showed an interest vs 
21 per cent opposed and 6 per cent

A followup millago election to raise 
the money, however, was defeated by a 
60-40 per cent margin.

The current plans for die center call for 
a gym, a running trick, inside and outside 
pools, weight and fitness areas, racquet 
ball courts, a senior citizens area, 
kitchens, banquet rooms, a conference 
center and office space for the Canton 
Parks and Recreation Dept

The center's construction could begin 
as early as November 1993, with 
completion being 14 months later.

"I feel that this is a reasonable 
schedule for its development,” said 
Gouin.

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AUante ends production; now a collectible?
BY GARY GOSSELIN

The Allante, Cadillac's sporty 
convertible is about to become history.

Sometime in 1993 — when the last of 
its imported bodies is attached to drive 
trains and frames -  General Motors call 
it quits on the luxury sport coupe.

And the reason is sales: According to 
Cadillac spokesman Steve Gaut, sales 
averaged about 3,000 per year, 
substantially less than projected sales of 
4,500.

But the Allante wasn’t alone: Gaut 
said that all luxury sports car sales are 
down 20 to 50 per cent.

Of course, with an average sticker 
price for an Allante at about 562,000, the 
size of the potential buying public 
narrows Considerably. The car, a modified 
two-seater, is truly an international 
automobile: The body is designed; and 
made by Pinin Patina in Turin, Italy, and 
shipped to the U.S. for assembly 
Cadillac’s Hamtramck plant.

To give an idea of the custom nature of 
the^vehicle, only 13 Allantes are 
assembled on an average day.

Bill Collins, General Manager at Don 
Massey Cadillac on Ann Arbor Road said 
that the Allante is a good car with bad 
timing.

“It was dealt a bad hand,” be said.

adding that a bad economy, stiff 
European competition and recent cutbacks 
at GM alt contributed to the Ailante's 
demise.:

Don Massey Cadillac, the largest 
volume Cadillac dealer in the United 
States, has sold about 96 new and used 
Ailante’s each year, Collins said, adding 
that “the car will be gready missed.

Gaut agreed, and said that “mainly, the

corporation needs to concentrate on core 
projects.”

He also said that low production and 
low sales made it impossible to continue 
production past 1993.

"The vehicle wasn't making money,” 
Gain said, “and GM just can't afford that 
now.”

Although soon to meet a production 
end, however, neither Gaut nor Collins

thinks the story is over for the Allante: 
both think the sports luxury convertible 
will become a classic among collectors.

Collins — who said be plans to buy a 
used AUante himself -  drew comparisons 
to the 1959 Cadillac convertible which, 
be said, sells for up to $100,000 today.

And Collins said be doesn’t think it’ll 
take 30 years to make the Allante a 
collector's item.

“I’d say within about five years, you’ll 
have people looking to obtain one in 
good condition at a good price.’’

Gaut also said that Cadillac’s toll-free 
number -  1-800-ALLANTE — is already 
getting calls about the last production 
run. :

"The first and last models are the most 
valuable,” he said, "and people want to 
kno w when and where they Can get one of 
the last ones ”

Not surprisingly, Collins raid his 
dealership would be a good source for 
those with the money.

"We ordered as many as we could get,” 
said Collins, "(and) we’re hoping to get 
about 30.”

With an average sticker price of about 
$62,000 new, and starting at $20,900 
used, the AUante may not be for everyone 
— but for those with money, r. : .cure 
garage, and a little patience, who kr..,ws?

that much of the wood bat rotted from 
water leaks and that the problem “mutt be 
corrected immediately."

He noticed that the walls are bulging 
and buckling due to the movement of the 
building. He also noted, “that the: 
plywood floor is disintegrating, due to 
moisture developing a hole in the floor 
board.”

Shymanski’s observations of the 
floor’s condition concluded:

"The floors in the original modular 
units have lost their strength. The floor 
in front of the bar is spongy. The floor 
behind the bar is totally depressed in 
numerous sections. The tile in the men's 
room has a tote approximately 12 inches 
in diameter,; which developed after the 
plywood subfloor rotted, causing the 
grout and tile to give way. This is a 
dangerous condition and must be repaired 
quickly, both from a structural and health 
standpoint"

His recommendations are that “the 
building be totally reworked and 
reinforced”

He suggested that the township get an 
estimate for the cost of a new building 
and said that the estimate would justify 
demolishing the old building and building 
a new one.

Mcllhargey also cited problems with 
the building because it is not accessible 
to the handicap.

John Jawor, the golfcourse's director 
and lessee of die building, said that a new 
clubhouse is long overdue.
. “Here it is and it's falling apart. It’s a 
hazard The building is outdated and 
shouldn’t have been put in in the first 
place," said Jawor.

‘This (the building) is probably the 
biggest embarrassment for Plymouth 
Township,” Jawor said.

According to Jawor, the building 
should have been replaced in 1985.

When the building was moved, it was 
placed on poles raised about 18 inches 
above the grade. The additions, paid for 
by dm township, in 1979 were, also 
placed on poles.

According to Jawor, that type of 
foundation has been illegal since 1929. 
The building should have been placed on 
continuous footings.

The 1981 addition, paid for by Jawor, 
doubled the size and was placed on a
foundation that was up to code, a concrete 
perimeter footing with floor joists placed 
over an 18-inch crawl space.

According to Jawor, revenue from the
golfcourse has more than paid for its cost.

“They’re (past township board 
members) making good money, and 
they’re not giving the money back,” he 
said.

According to Mcllhargey, the 
golfcourse brought in around $270,000 
this year “They were receiving all that 
money and not putting it back in,” said 
Mcllhargey.

He estimated the cost of a new 
building to be $650,000 to 700,000 and 
said that the building would pay for itself 
within a few years.

Mcllhargey proposed three methods to 
finance a new clubhouse.

The first is selling municipal bonds to 
cover the cost. Second is to borrow the 
money from the Water and Sewer 
Department and pay it back in 10 to 12 
years. .

The third and final method is to have 
the proprietor build it and pay him or her 
back by rewriting the lease.

He said that the third method will cost 
15 to 20 per cent more because it is not 
an in-house operation.

education, and in 1971 was appointed

But having 
the school named after him two years ago

“At the time, 1 wasn’t all that happy,” 
he said. "You know they usually name 
buildings for people after they’ve retired 
or died.

“I really didn't know how to take it at 
first.”

But once someone gets him talking 
about where the district is headed in the 
future, there’s little doubt how be takes 
thaf.

“What's upon us now is a new field of 
technology that’s changing so rapidly ~  
our knowledge base is turning over every 
30 months now -  that it nearly becomes 
obsolete (before we can apply it).

“So we have to know haw to apply 
it.” he said, underscoring his dedication to 
the high-tech applications apparent in his 
office.

’Yes, we have to make tare we don’t

become technology-driven; we have to 
keep in mind that it’s only a tool (for 
education).” '

Grabbing a wall-stored remote control, 
Hoben shows off the district’s system to 
visitors in a model classroom, walking 
through all the capabilities, spilling over 
with facts, figures and anecdotes that 
reinforce his belief in the system.

This obsession with technology, 
however, is never perceived as a narrow 
interpretation of education; Hobcn’s own 7 
background as a teacher and member of 
the educational community belies a 
comprehensive appreciation of all facets 
of public instruction and his ongoing 
interaction with the community.

IVo cases help’underscore the point:
At the national level, Hoben serves as 
president of the Network for Outcome- 
Based Schools, headquartered in New 
York, and which he helped found in 1980.
At the local level, he will be speaking 
next Wednesday at the monthly public 
forum sponsored by the Community 
Foundation.

A World War j l  and Korean Marine 
veteran who saw combat in both wars, 
Hoben began his own ndneation in the 
University o f  Michigan’s School of

Engineering, completing graduste work at 
Michigan State University and doing 
additional work at the University of 
Wisconsin. He received his doctorate in 
education from Wsyne State University in 
1979.

He began Ws teaching, career in 1949 
in the Cheboygan School District, and 
besides his career in Plymouth-Camon, 
has taught at Eastern Michigan 
Universi ty and Schoolcraft College.

In 1990, Hoben received one of his 
most cherished honors when he was 
named Michigan Superintendent of the 
Year.

Born in Walkerville, Ont., his family 
moved to Adrian when he was 10. A :
widower twice in his life, Hoben has two \ 
children and a granddaughter, his son is a j 
businessman in Texas, and his daughter is ; 
an architect in Washington. D.C. ]

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Local Governments

In this age of ever-tightening municipal budgets, with public officials 
constantly on the lookout for methods and procedures that can save 
taxpayers money, two concepts await consideration: out-squrcing and 
consolidation.

The first concept, hiring private firms to deliver services more 
economically than a city or township, has proven successful in areas such 
as trash collection, curbside recycling jailing criminals and transporting 
medical cases.

In reality, this outsourcing of services is little more than extending the 
existing method of purchasing goods from outside vendors. As a result, 
outsourcing continues to be a viable method of maintaining quality 
community services while keeping costs in checks

But what about the other concept -  consolidation, or, in the short term, at 
least “cooperation?’

Invariably, many communities and their residents have difficulty with this 
notion; they fear that shared services or even shared purchasing somehow 
diminishes their local control -  in fact, their sense of “local” altogether.

And yet, in this age of suburban sprawl and a blending and overlap of 
what constitutes “community,” it’s difficult to argue against an increased 
level of cooperation, coordination and even consolidation.

Besides, variations on this theme already exist around us: Police and fire 
departments in the Plymouths, Cantons and the Northvilles routinely 
provide backup in emergencies, offering mutual aid during fires and in 
public safety situations, coordinating drug investigations and otherwise 
sharing both information and resources.

Likewise, The Plymouth-Canton-Northville Community already shares 
the cost of a regional District Court and coordinates its cable television 
negotiations, and the three townships are united in the Western Townships 
Utilities Authority.

And, finally, what should not be overlooked is the purely regional 
delivery of education in this area: The Plymouth-Canton Community 
Schools district easily crosses city and township borders and, in so doing, 
is able to provide the kind of solid instructional base that smaller individual 
communities ever could provide.

So where does government, looking to control costs and protect its 
taxpayers, go next? Thait’s precisely the question being considered by 
officials in Canton, Plymouth, Plymouth Tbwnship, NorthviUe and 
Northville Tbwnship — and they hope the process of finding the answer can 
be started at a meeting set for Dec. 22.

At that meeting, community officials plan to lay out the procedure they 
will use to examine the entire issue of inter-government cooperation and set 
an agenda for discussion well into 1993.

lb  help get things started, all five communities plan to endorse formal 
statements of intent at their respective commission, council and board 
meetings this week and next Already, however, a rough idea has taken root 
in earlier talks, centering on shared purchasing arrangements and an 
increase in police and fire cooperation and coordination.

Although there are no hard projections as to how far this concept of inter­
governmental cooperation can go, it is gratifying to see that the governments 
themselves realize Its potential and are acting accordingly. The end result 
regardless of its reach, has to be good news for the taxpaying public and
their wallets. ■ "  .....
