Plans revealed to make Stroh site produce market

Site-plans have been filed with the 
city of Plymouth that would turn the 
old Stroh distributorship building at the 
comer of Ann Arbor Road and Mill 
Street into a new produce market.

The developer, Jamco, Inc., had 
initially asked the city for a planned 
unit development for the site, but was 
turned down.

The new plan calls for a full-service 
produce market that will include a 
bakery, deli, cafe, flower shop and

butcher shop.
According to a spokesman for 

Jamco, members of the planning 
commission wanted to discuss 
rezoning the area, and this new plan 
allows them45/ to do so.

“The businesses in the area are not 
light industrial,” said the spokesman,

“they’re general businesses. This 
should be reflected in the zoning.”

The building commission will meet 
on April 14 to decide whether to 
designate the area as general business 
rather than light industrial.

Planning Committee Chairman 
Dave Schaff is the architect o f the 
project, and has removed himself from 
meetings regarding the proposal.

Schaff said that the area, which 
includes numerous general businesses

Police probe series of fires in Canton

Canton Police are investigating what 
could be series of related small arson
fires.

Community Relations liaison, Officer 
Tammi Colling, said they cannot label 
any of the fires officially as arson until 
die investigation is complete.

She did say, however, that police 
found evidence pointing to die fires being 
deliberately set.

The first incident occurred Feb. 22 at 4 
a.m. when dispatch received a call that a 
play fort in the back yard of a Willard
Street home was on fire.

Three days later, in a different 
subdivision, a similar play fort fire was 
reported at 5 a.m. at a home on 
Kingsway. Once again, the fire 
department extinguished the fire and no 
injuries were reported.

Police found evidence at the scene, 
such as debris and newspapers, that 
pointed to a deliberate fire.

Officer Colling also said that there 
was a distinct odor of “accellerants” at 
the scene of both fires.

According to Colling, the homeowner 
said there were no newspapers in the 
backyard prior to tire fire.

That night, police stopped and 
identified possible juvenile suspects, 
Colling said.

On Friday, dispatch received another 
fire call at 3 a.m. The home being built 
on lot 237 at Plum Hollow and Embassy 
was burning.

Investigators at the scene of the fire 
determined that the fire was set. “They 
could smell gas(oline),” Colling said.

According to Colling, police and fire 
department officials are not sure if the 
first two fires and the third are linked.

Canton officials continue to 
investigate.

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Board gets an earful from 600 angry residents

Start living within your budget and cutting back on 
expenses before you think about raising taxes.

That was the message delivered by more than 600 
residents Monday night when they faced the Plymouth- 
Canton Board of Education over the potential elimination 
of busing in the district should a 4-mill tax increase 
question fail in June.

The problem was, however, that the board had already 
revised its reduction list to not only maintain busing, but 
also retain a six-hour class day.

These moves came two weeks after board members 
ranked the elimination o f busing fifth on a list of 
cutbacks totaling $5.8 million.

That didn’t prevent the large crowd — which forced 
the board to move its meeting from die administration 
building to Canton High School’s theater — from taking 
the board to task, however, over its overall handling of

district finances.
For nearly two and a half hours, more than two dozen 

residents raised questions about the need for more 
millage at a time when families were suffering through 
layoffs, paycheck reductions, cutbacks — and yet rising 
property assessments.

The size of the crowd was prompted by a note sent 
home with pupils late last week by district bus drivers 
alerting parents that the board would eliminate busing if 
the millage doesn’t pass.

Many who arrived grew angry when they discovered 
that a new cutback list already had eliminated busing 
from consideration.

Once that anger subsided, however, many in 
attendance launched into general attacks on the board’s 
handling of the district’s budget

Many speakers told personal tales of layoffs, salary 
reductions and cutbacks in their own families and then

demanded to know why the same sacrifices weren’t being 
asked of district employes.

“Most of us are up to here with millages,” said one 
resident “Some of us have taken pay cuts.

“What can be done in this district?” he asked.
Toward the end of the meeting, a woman told the 

board of her husband’s six-month layoff, her family’s 
lack of medical benefits and a $2 per hour cut in her 
husband’s hourly wage, and then told the board:

“Give us your basic education before you talk about 
extras; this district just lives beyond its means.”

For part of the meeting the central issue became the 
anticipated approval of a one-year teacher contract that 
gives the teachers a 3 per cent increase. (See related 
story.)

“I expect this board to get hard-nosed (in 
negotiations),” said one man. “And I expect you to stay 
in the budget”

Farmers make row 
over assessments
Some values rose by 500 percent in one year

How much is farm land worth in 

Canton Township?
The classic answer is, o f course, 

whatever die market will bear.
But what happens when die market is 

no longer setting prices; when the 
assessment process — which involves 
entire counties and issues like land 
development in neighboring areas — sets 
land prices?

The farmers know.
“There are some farmers here that will 

have to find a crop that will yield $250 
per acre just to cover taxes,” said Duane 
Bordine of Bordine’s Farm Market.

Mind you, that $250 figure does not 
account for operating costs, payment of 
workers, or anything like profits. This is 
just the amount of money needed to pay 
taxes based on new property assessments.

“No crop can generate that kind of 
revenue,” Bordine said. “Except maybe 
marijuana.

According to Bordine, the state 
equalized valuation (SEV) — or half the 
market value — of his family farm in 
1992 was $42,340.

One year later, however, his 
assessm ent jum ped to $142,600, an 
increase of 237 per cent.

According to Bordine, that makes 
farming in Canton impossible.

“The farm that my brother works — 
(which was established in 1835) — is 
one-third woods and ditch that isn ’t 
farmed,” Bordine said. “Last year the 
SEV was $15,830, now it’s $102,320.

That’s an increase of more than 500 
per cent in one year.

“Canton used to be known for the top 
sweet corn in the state,” Bordine said. 
“Now the farmers in Canton are a 
minority, and we are being treated like 
one.”

Don Gill, whose farm was established 
more than 110 years ago, is looking at a 
hard choice if  the tax review board

doesn’t change the taxes on his Canton 
property.

“The cost of our 1992 taxes could be 
covered by the operation of the farm with 
money left over,” Gill said, “(but) the 
cost of the 1993 taxes makes farming 
impossible.”

According to Gill, it’s not a question 
of the “poor-mouthing that everyone 
does.” If the assessments stay at their 
current level, Gill says he will be “forced 
to sell.”

Why do values 
vary so much 
in the city?

Ideally, everyone should pay the same 

percentage of taxes. Right?
Wrong, at least if you live in the City 

of Plymouth.
Consider as an example some of the 

moderately priced homes in die city.
One home on Ann Arbor Trail sold in 

1992 for $81,000. Since assessments 
should be half of the market value, then 
that assessment should be around $40,500.

Close. Its current assessment is 
$45,770. Whoever lives at that address is 
paying the full amount of taxes.

But what about another house on Ann 
Arbor Trail — a 2,200-square-foot, 
colonia? It has a two-car garage, a deck, 
two full baths and one half bath, and it 
sold in 1992 for $248,000. That being the 
case, its assessment should be around 
$124,000.

Wrong. The current assessment for that 
house is $62,620, or half of what the 
assessment should be. In other words, 
whoever lives at that address is paying

Full recovery for crash victim

This month marks the second anniver­
sary of a tragedy for two families in the the 
Plymouth-Canton Community.

Actually the tragedy reaches much fur­
ther because it not only afreets the victims’ 
immediate families, but also their friends 
and neighbors.

On March 28, 1991, Tamara Carlson 
and Michael Fullerton, both 18, wore killed 
when the car they were riding in left the 
road and hit a stand of trees off of Napier 
Road just north of Warren Road.

Three other people riding in the car sur­
vived that accident, one o f them being 
Raymond Carlson, 18, Tamara’s younger 
and only brother. The other survivors were 
C hristopher Demey, 19, and W alter 
Guenther, 19.

Guenther, who was driving die car, was 
released from the hospital the same night; 
Demey, who was in serious condition, later 
recovered and was released.

After being removed from the wreckage, 
Raymond was flown to S t Joseph Hospital 
in Ypsilanti suffering from injuries that 
included bruises on both sides of his brain.

“I remember being thrown around, and I 
remember a tree. I was actually next to the 
tree. The next thing I remember it was May 
5,” he said.

The night of the accident Raymond suf­
fered a seizure th a t he said, put him into 
the month-long coma.

He said he didn’t feel confused when he 
came out o f the coma.

“I knew who the people (nurses and hos­
pital staff) were because they were there 
during my coma.”

It was May when he learned of his sis­
ter’s death.

“At first, I didn't realize what had hap­
pened. I wanted to feel sad. It didn’t fully 
hit me because I never saw her.

“I got out (of the hospital) on June 14 and 
went bade three times a week for therapy.”

It has been a busy two years for Carlson. 
He had to relearn basic movements and 
thought processes that people take for 
granted.

'I t  was fun and difficult The first time I 
tried to stand, I  collapsed. My balance was 
totally off.

“I first started walking with a shopping 
cart and m oved on to a w alker w ith 
wheels.”

Speech therapy, which he recently com­
pleted, consisted of memory games.

His mother, Pola San, explained that 
speech therapy deals mostly with how the 
mind organizes information.

Raymond: “My short term memory was 
terrible. If somebody left the room for a 
while and came back in, it would be like 
they walked in for the first time.

“My grade point dropped because I 
couldn’t remember things.”

His most recent accomplishment is earn­
ing an Eagle Scout award, which he will 
receive in late April.

After the crash, Tamara Carlson was 
taken  to the U niversity  o f  M ichigan 
Hospital where she was pronounced dead.

Pola San remembers what happened that 
night.

“I received a phone call from die hospi­
tal asking if  they could put a tube in 
(Raymond’s) heart.

“As I was on the phone, police came to 
the front door. They wouldn’t tell me any­
thing until my sister arrived.

“We were then taken to U of M. It was 
there when I found out she was dead and 
that Raymond was at St. Joseph.”

At the time of the crash, Raymond Sr. 
was serving with his Marine Carp Reserve 
Unit in the Philippines as part of Operation 
Desert Storm.

“By the time I got to the phone, I knew 
that Tammy was killed,” he said, adding 
that his initial reaction was, “shock.

“I was the one who was supposed to be 
in harm’s way.”

He was on his way home a little more 
than three hours later, but because of the 
distance and time differences, he didn’t 
arrive here until Saturday.

Funeral serv ices fo r T am ara and 
Fullerton were held separately but they 
were buried side-by-side. They had been 
dating steadily before the accident.

At the scene o f the accident, linked 
hearts with the names of the two still hang 
from the trees off Napier.

Since the accident, Raymond Carlson 
said he’s learned to be more careful.

“I look at life with a whole new mean­
ing. You can’t mess around with your life 
or someone else’s.”

He said he plans on graduating from 
Salem High School next year and moving 
on to Washtenaw Community College.

After that he plans on transferring to 
Eastern Michigan University and getting a 
teaching degree. His plans are to become a 
gym teacher.

Since the accident, the Carlsons and 
neighbors have been asking authorities to 
improve safety on that part o f the road 
where several people, including Tamara, 
have died.

Aside from removal o f the tree, they 
said nothing has been done to make the 
road safer.

Gill’s 1992 SEV was $11,326 for the 
200-acre farm; the SEV for 1993 was 
$31,940 —  an increase of 182 per cent.

That number is particularly interesting 
when compared with the increase in the 
SEV o f  G ill’s W ashtenaw  C ounty 
property: 0.

Gill, like the o t t o  farmers in Canton, 
has limited options.

“W e’re  going to  ask  the board  o f 
review for relief,” Gill said. “We’re also 
going to ask if this is what they want for 
Canton.

“If they won’t change the SEV we’ll 
go to the state tax tribunal.

half of the taxes that he or she should.
Ju st to show that th is p articu la r 

exam ple is not an iso la ted  inciden t, 
consider:

In 1990, one Ann Arbor Trail home —- 
a small two-story house with almost 1,500 
square feet —  sold for $89,900. Its current 
assessment is $48,340. That’s a little more 
than h a lf  its value, w hich is not bad 
considering the recent 10 per cent increase 
that was felt in die area.

Also in 1990, one home on Penniman 
sold for $225,000. It is a much larger 
hom e and its  curren t assessm ent is 
$79,630 —  $32,870 less than ha lf its 
value, and that figure comes after the 
recent 10 per cent increase.

The problem?
“We are in need of a re-appraisal,” said 

Judy Zirblis, the city’s assessor, “It’s been 
10 years (since the las t residen tia l 
assessment).”

To perform that city-wide appraisal of 
residential property, the city would need 
more than $80,000 this year, she said, to 
hire an assessing company to do the job.

should be zoned for general business, and 
said that it’s time to develop die site.

“The building isn’t being used and is 
somewhat o f an eyesore,” said Schaff, 
“the proposed developm ent is w ell- 
planned, and would fit nicely into the 
area.”

The rezoning, however is only the first 
hurdle to overcome. There is also a clause 
in the ordinance which forbids parking in 
front of buildings in that area.

“The clause doesn’t take into account 
if  a building is set well back from the 
street with landscaping in front to hide the 
lot (like the proposed development),” said 
Schaff.

He added that he’s confident about the 
plan.

“It’s well thought out, and can only 
add to the area.”

Golf tips for the beginners first outing

Funny pants and spiked shoes do no t a  golfer m ake. In fact, they do n 't 

even scratch the surface.
“You d o n 't really need the spikes," said Brad M cCarty, m anager o f The 

G olf C lub in  Plym outh, “O rdinary tennis shoes o r deck shoes are okay."
B arring  a  shoe purchase, a  young d u ffer needs a  set o f  clubs, and 

according to  M cCarty, prices can vaiy  widely.
“We have a  starter se t that runs fo r $89. ‘I t  com es w ith tw o w oods, four 

irons, and a  putter.
“T hat’s a ll you 'd  really  need to  start w ith," M cCarty said.
For those w ho w ant a  m ore auspicious first outing into the w orld o f 

golf, a  fu ll sets o f clubs run even higher.
“A fu ll set o f clubs usually start a t $199 and can run as high as $3,500 

to  $4,000,” M cC arty said, “It depends on how  m uch you’re w illing to 
spend."

He noted that the m ore expensive clubs have titanium  heads and other 
precision features that m ake their prices extrem e.

A ll prices on clubs are w ithout bags. A  collapsible bag can cost as little 
as $10. G olf bag prices vary depending on m aker and m aterials used.

Okay, now  that you have your clubs and a  bag to carry them  in, its tim e 
to  figure out how  to  p lay.

A t the 3-Putt Pro Shop O asis in  N orthville, you can get private, sem i­
private, o r group lessons.

“F o r $ 3 0  to  $32 a  h a lf-h o u r you  can  g e t p riv a te  le sso n s from  a 
Professional G olf A ssociation (PGA ) pro teacher,” said N ancy C atallo,

coordinator o f leagues and lessons a t O asis. “The sem i-private and group 
lessons are taught by pros as w ell.

O asis also has a  dom e-enclosed driving range that w ill be open until 
A pril.

“The rates on the dom e are $6 per half-hour before 5 p.m . and $10 per 
half-hour after 5 p.m . and on the w eekends,” C atallo said.

A ccording to  C atallo, O asis also runs ju n io r lessons ($60 fo r four 1- 
hour lessons), ju n io r leagues, and w om en's beginning and interm ediate 
leagues.

“We o ffer $11.50 fo r 9 holes o f play during  the w eek,” said  K evin 
W alker, assistant pro shop m anager, “$13.50 on the w eekends.”

W hile there are no caddies a t Fellow s Creek, golfers can ren t a  golf cart 
for the day.

“Carts are $11 fo r 9 holes, $22 fo r a  w hole 18 holes,” W alker said.
Fellow s C reek is expected to  open fo r business som etim e in A pril, 

w eather perm itting.
So, w ith your clubs bought, your lessons taught, and your feet on the 

fairw ay, you can see that playing go lf is as expensive as you w ant to m ake 
it. G olf doesn 't have to be prohibitively priced.

Now, the lounge bar tab., th a t's  a  different story.

High school golf
It’s not just for businessmen anymore

You d o n 't have to  be a  top executive on a  business trip to enjoy golfing. 

You d o n 't even have to  be out o f high school, a t least if  you live in The 
Plym outh-Canton Comm unity.

C anton and Salem  h igh  schools are am ong m any w ho sponsor g o lf 
team s fo r both boys and girls from  grades 9  to  12.

R anging in  size from  11-14 m em bers, h igh  school team s face o ff a t 
various area go lf courses around a  dozen tim es per season.

A typical go lf m eet finds tw o 6 player team s playing nine holes each.

In boys’ golf, the team  score is die to tal o f the low est five, dropping the 
highest score.

For d ie g irls ' team  score, the top tw o scores are dropped.
In addition to  the pay-to-partidpate cost, each team  m em ber provides 

all their own equipm ent The school d is tric t how ever, pays all green fees

for practices and m atches.
Each team  has a  hom e course to host m eets. P lym outh-C anton and 

Salem  boys share H illtop G olf C lub in Plym outh Tow nship, B rae-B urn 
G olf C lub in Salem  Township is the hom e course to the Salem  girl golfers, 
and Canton girls call Fellow s C reek G olf C lub in  Canton hom e.

In addition to  regular m atches, both m ale and fem ale golfers participate 
go lf tournam ents w ith several other high school team s.

For the guys, w ho play in the fall, th is includes the Sandm an B est Ball 
Tournam ent, co-hosted by the tw o Plym outh high school go lf team s.

O ne o f th e  f irs t tou rnam en ts in  th e  girls* season  is th e  B righ ton  
Invitational on A pril 30, which w ill include around 24 team s. The season 
started in  early M arch for girl golfers, w ith the first m atches to  be played 
in  m id A pril.

N ear the end o f each season, conference and regional fin d s  are held a t a 
neutral go lf course. Then the top 20-25 team s in M ichigan com pete in the 
state finals.

O utside o f school, there are still ihany opportunities fo r high-school 
aged golfers. Sum m er golf cam ps help m ale and fem ale players im prove 
their skills, and several tournam ents year-round are open to  individuals

Gouin said there’s not m uch chance o f im proper planning, “W e’ve got 
A rthur H ills designing die course,” he said, “they w ere aw arded first place 
by G olf D igest in  bo thpub lic and private course design last year.”

Paul said G ouin has gotten o ff to  a  good start, “A rthur H ills is one o f 
the m ost w ell-know n nam es in  course design, they’re really  starting o ff on 
th e  r ig h t fo o t. A ll th ey  n eed  to  do  is  fo llo w  th ro u g h  w ith  a good  
construction com pany and they’ll have a  great course.”

G ouin said that the clubhouse w ill be fairly  basic at about 4,000 square 
feet. It w ill likely  include a  pro shop, snack bar and a  sm all locker room .

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What will be the impact of the teachers’ pact?
Board approves renewal, 4-mill tax 
increase language for June ballot

As expected, die Plymouth-Canton 
Board o f Education has approved 
b a llo t language for the June 14 
millage election seeking renewal of 
17.74 mills of operating revenue plus 
a 4-mill, two-year tax increase.

Approval of both proposals would 
set a new operating millage level of 
37.8721 mills.

In addition, 2 mills are levied for 
debt retirement.

I f  vo ters approve both b a llo t 
questions, and with both m illages 
expiring in two years, district voters 
could be facing a 21.74-mill renewal 
request in 1995.

In add ition  to the m illage 
questions, voters will be electing one 
member to the Board of Education. 
Those currently filing for the post are 
incumbent David Artley and Robert 
Burger and the Rev. William Myers.

Both sides refused to release details of 

the agreement pending final ratification 
by the P lym outh-C anton Education 
A ssociation m em bership and school 
board approval.

Teachers received the wording of the 
agreem ent la te  M onday during an 
informational meeting at Canton High 
School. The membership then cast its 
ballots yesterday and today.

Although specifics of die contract are 
not known, enough information exists to 
piece together what its approval will 
m ean fo r a d is tric t facing  nearly  $5 
million in budget cuts should a 4-mill, 
two-year tax increase be rejected June 14.

Those 4  mills, placed on the ballot 
Monday night by the school board, join a
17.74-mill tax renewal.

For months, school district officials 
have been releasing figures showing that 
approval of only the 17.74 mills would 
result in a nearly $5 million shortfall for 
the 1993-94 school year.

However, should voters approve the 4- 
mill increase —  which would generate $8 
m illion  in new revenue —  not only 
w ould the cuts be unnecessary , but 
officials also project a restoration of 
almost $4 million worth o f previously 
reduced programs.

In addition, the district would be able 
to create  a $4 m illion  fund balance 
cushion with die remainder of the money.

And it is that cushion which comes 
into play in die teacher negotiations: The 
more than $1.5 million needed to pay for 
the expected contracts to be setded would 
come from that fund, leaving about $2.5 
million for other contingencies.

In fact, one administration official 
admitted that the key to negotiating the 
contract was die district “looking at the 
contingency fund” for the necessary 
money.

In short, part of die millage increase 
voters will be asked to approve is going 
to pay for school district contracts —  and 
district officials know that could make 
the tax question an even tougher sell.

Where do these figures come from?
Based on district budget reports, a 3 

per cen t increase in teacher salaries 
would mean an additional $1.2 million in 
district expenses.

B ut the im pact o f the teach er’s 
contract doesn’t end there: Five other 
district labor union contracts expire June 
30, and both district and union officials 
anticipate that die remaining agreements 
will follow the percentage pattern set by 
the teachers.

Should that happen, then, the overall 
impact of settling all six contracts could 
be more than $1.5 million.

“There are two questions here” said 
Supt. John H oben, “ the teachers 
(contract) and the 9 per cent increase in 
the tax base. But the fact is that we’re 
going to sell die millage on the quality of 
the school d is tric t and its effec t on 
property taxes.

“That people move here because their 
property values increase.”

Still, “I don’t care how you do this,” 
Hoben said, ‘The people see the millage 
and potential cuts as a threat.”

Which was obvious given the reaction 
of die nearly 700 people in attendance at 
Monday n ight’s board m eeting. (See 
related story.)

Taxpayers —  and voters —  made it 
clear that before any new millage was 
going to get a “yes” vote from them, they 
wanted to know that district employes

were exposed  to the sam e k ind o f 
economic hardships they were:

“It’s grossly negligent of the board to 
approve salary  in c reases ,” said  one 
woman. “M ost o f  us are facing  pay 
freezes, pay cuts and job losses; that’s the 
real world.

“The teachers have to face that, too.”
Bad financial news facing the district 

d id n ’t end w ith in ternal p roblem s, 
however: As of late last week, Gov. John 
Engler announced he is looking at a 
three-year phasing out of state funding of 
teacher retirement costs.

That means that by the end o f the 
1995-96 school year, the district would 
be responsible for another $4 million in 
expenses (based on 1993-94 figures).

Although district officials expected 
some action from Lansing on retirement 
funding, th is ou t-o f-the-b lue 
announcement angered several: “It’s like 
w e’re alw ays having  to react to 
som eth ing ,” said  R ay H oedel, the 
district’s associate superintendent for 
business and operations.

“And yet, how in the world are we 
supposed to react so fast?

“I like some of the plans, but this idea 
of an overnight startup could put some 
districts in precarious positions,” he said.

N evertheless, all is not com plete 
gloom and doom. In a meeting with The 
Crier last Wednesday, district officials 
said that it’s possible the district could be

in good shape within three years as the 
last o f the fiscal uncertainties from the 
state are settled and the district maintains 
labor peace.

“The district actually has been blessed 
with growth,” Hoedel said. “Three years 
from now we’d be in good shape; in fact, 
in the long run we might even be able to 
start reducing millage rates.”

Such a goal sounds similar to a view 
expressed by board Vice President Carl 
B attish ill m ore than a m onth ago in 
which he said he wished there were a 
way that the d is tr ic t cou ld  becom e 
financially self-sufficient.

In saying th a t, how ever, d is tric t 
o ffic ia ls  acknow ledge w hat m ost 
hom eowners already know: Property 
assessments have gone up —  in some 
cases, dramatically, because of last year’s 
countywide freeze. And that has only 
antagonized the people they need most: 
district taxpayers who vote.

For the district, the increased revenues 
from the rise in property values in the 
district equates to $4.6 million —  but it’s 
money the district will never see: The 
school board has rejected any plan to 
seek voter override o f the so-called  
Headlee Amendment and will, instead, be 
rolling back existing millage rates 3.26 
mills for the 1993-94 school year.

This on top of a 3.12-mill rollback this 
year.

Several weeks ago board members 
made it clear they didn’t want to “muddy 
the waters” by placing a Headlee override 
on the June ballo t in addition to the 
renewal and a lower millage increase.

Of course, “muddy waters” wasn’t the 
only reason: Headlee overrides have only 
a 50 per cent success rate in Michigan. 
And there is another factor.

A Headlee override in one year merely 
retains a given millage rate level, but the 
process must be repeated each year to 
retain the same level. By gaining voter 
approval of millage increases, however, 
districts can protect existing levels and 
deal with the new revenue figures in 
subsequent years.

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Community opinions
Mettetal debate:
Several points need to be reviewed by all parties during 
tomorrow night's meeting between local, state officials

I f  M ette ta l A irp o rt is  to  b e  p re ­
served through a  S tate o f M ichigan 
purchase, a num ber o f points should 
be considered.

F irst, public ow nership o f the air­
port is its only likely route to survival.
The best possible route for that, based 
on o th er sm all a irp o rts  around th e  
state, is for a local governmental unit 
(or consortium) to own and operate.

In M ettetal’s case, this could have 
m eant th a t several valid  local con­
cerns w ould m ore easily  have been 
guaranteed. Unfortunately, local polit­
ical leaders lacked the vision to recog­
n ize th e  lo n g -te rm  im p o rtan ce  o f 
M ettetal and those efforts to pursue 
local governm ent con tro l fe ll apart 
just as they did in the 1960s and again 
in the early 1970s.

Thus, a state operation is the best option now.
However, the state's approach when adding a  new facility to its steward­

ship in The Plymouth-Canton Community has, thus far, left something to be 
desired.

Its lack o f local consultation or even notification gives succor to  the 
M ettetal A irport opponents' worries that the airport operation will not take 
lo cal re s id en ts  in to  co n sid era tio n . P erh ap s th e  M ich igan  B ureau  o f 
Aeronautics (M BOA) did indeed vote on the M ettetal question at an open 
meeting, but it would have been appropriate -  and certainly polite -  to have 
at least notified local officials o f the agenda item .

And once the alarm  bells had been sounded by the v ig ilan t Concern 
C itizens group, other questions have been raised that the state has yet to 
answer thoroughly. The Canton Township and Plym outh Township boards 
have jointly asked for econom ic data on M ettetal -  a  fair question, although 
the state's need to  preserve the general aviation airport has more to do w ith 
safety and public service.

Canton board members who say they prefer die airport to remain private 
have some answering to do to, since they are charging ahead with their com­
m unity recreation center w hen privately-ow ned recreation opportunities 
alreadyjexist in the township (from  swimming pools and racquetball to  roller 
sk a tin g , b o w lin g  A N D  M e tte ta l A irp o rt) . A nd P ly m o u th  C ity  
Commissioners who echo that ^private^ ownership argument have the same 
question on purchasing the old post office.

Other valid questions on M ettetal's state operation should be answered:
•Once the state operation has upgraded safety changes at the facility, 

could the airport operation m ake “payments'* annually to  the Plym outh- 
Canton Schools o r “grants" to  Canton? The airport currently pays som e 
$43,000 in taxes each year.

•W hat guarantees are there that the runway w ill not be moved or greatly 
lengthened? O pponents cite conflicting Federal A viation A dm inistration, 
state and Southeast M ichigan Council o f Governm ent data as to the need for 
M ettetal’s runway length.

•If helicopter service w ill be allowed at M ettetal, w ill it be carefully con­
trolled to  direct traffic away from  subdivisions? Past ‘copter service at the 
airport created die ultim ate disruption in nearby neighborhoods.

•W hy d id  the s ta te  lis t “C anton  
Tow nship" as the airport sponsor on 
its grant application?

•W ill the state appoint a local oper­
a tin g  b o ard  fo r M e tte ta l th a t w ill 
an sw er to  T he P ly m o u th -C an to n  
C om m unity , c o n d u c t b u s in e ss  in  
acco rd an ce  w ith  th e  s ta te ’s O pen 
M eetings and Freedom  o f Inform ation 
acts?

•W o u ld n 't a b ill p assed  by  th e  
M ichigan L egislature carry stronger 
guarantees on M ette ta l's  operations 
than statem ents by M BOA officials? 
Such a m ove gave T he P lym outh - 
N orthville Comm unity greater confi­
dence about operations o f the S cott 
C orrectional Facility. (The appropri­
a te  s ta te  le g is la to rs , S en . R o b e rt 
G eake and Rep. D eborah W hym an

should consider this idea.)
Thus far, Canton Supervisor Tom Yack has attem pted to calm  the w aters 

on the sta te 's m oving in. H ow ever, C anton’s attorney on the m atter has 
refused to discuss her study o f the issue's options.

Since both the Canton and Plym outh Township boards have designated 
tomorrow night's meeting as official m eetings, they could take action. If, as 
the board m em bers say, there are no preconceived plans for tom orrow, it 
would appear suspicious if  either board voted to take legal action abruptly.

The public would be best served if  all inform ation on the state’s acquisi­
tion o f M ettetal was put out on the table by all sides —  the state, Canton and 
Plymouth Townships, the Concerned Citizens, the pilots-airport proponents. 
To expect the inform ation put out to be truthful (like the Concerned Citizens 
m ailing on John Stew art’s m ail perm it) m ight be too much, but at least it's  
out there for all to see.

W ithout turning M ettetal into  an em otional dram a, in terested  citizens 
should attend the meeting at 7 p.m . tomorrow at Canton Township H all to 
weigh the issue and get answers to the questions.

Once the questions are answ ered, state operations at M ettetal A irport 
should increase the facility’s usefulness and safety for another 50 years.

With (tax assessments rising), Supervisor Keen-McCarthy and the Board of Trustees will be 

making the single largest increase in our property taxes in the history of Plymouth Township.
