The bell has sounded for the first round 

of what could prove to be an exhausting 
six-month fight over key political seats in 
The Plymputli-Canton-Northville 
Community.

And the working phrase in this year’s 
election campaign has to be: “Filling a 
vacancy.”

With yesterday’s filing deadline of 4 
p.m., hundreds of candidates officially 
entered their names for a laundry list of 
positions at the local, county, state and 
national levels.

The next round comes Aug. 2, with the state primary election 
— followed by the main event: The general election on Nov. 8.

Among the races, however, six stand out locally, since each

will ultimately fill vacancies created by 
the resignation of their respective imcum- 
bents:

•Don Riegle’s U.S. Senate seat.
•Bill Ford’s 13th congressional seat. 
•Bill Faust’s newly designated 8th 

Senate District seat.
•Justine Barn’s 18th House District 

seat
•Bryan Amman’s 11th Wayne County 

Commission seat
•Judge James Garber’s 35th District 

Court judicial seat.
And most volatile among those races 

— as far as P-C-N voters are concerned — will be the impending 
battle for Ford’s congressional seat, and Garber’s court seat.

The Plymouth-Canton school board 

has tentatively selected Frontier (NY) 
School Supt Charles Little as the new P- 
C superintendent

The vote last Wednesday was 6-1, with 
Trustee Carl Battishill supporting the 
selection of Westwood (MA) Supt Robert 
Monson.

Little, Monson and Dr. Gary Hughes, 
of the Durand (MI) School District, had 
been called back for second-round inter­
views by the board.

The three were culled from an original 
list of six prime candidates for the posi­
tion submitted by the district’s outside 
search firm, Bickert, Prophet and Assoc.

The board’s decision came at the end 
of an hour-and-a-half meeting during 
which 17 residents — many of whom 
served on the citizens superintendent 
search committee — gave their own opin­
ions of the three finalists.

The decision by the board remains

Having a hard time making rent? 

Plymouth’s Housing Director Sharon 
Thomas could have the answer for com­
munity elderly, disabled and low income 
residents.

The Housing Commission, with last 
week’s approval by the City Commission, 
have 26 renewed vouchers to be pro­
cessed.

Thomas is encouraging interested par­
ties to act immediately, as the Housing 
Department will be establishing a waiting 
list on Friday, June 3 only.

“They have to be on the ball,” Thomas 
said. “If they miss that day, the money’s 
gone.”

Thomas said the rent subsidy program 
is part of the United States Department of 
Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 
Thomas said the government allocates bil­
lions of dollars for such programs.

Thomas stressed the June 3 date is to 
establish a waiting list only, not to grant 
funds. Interested parties are to go to a 
location at Ann Arbor Trail and Warren 
Road in Dearborn Heights between 8 a.m. 
and 2 p.m.

Thomas said due to the potential of 
callers flooding phone lines, her office 
does not give out directions or the build-

Student had another view of selection

The white smoke is up.
Barring any surprises from a two-day visit to his home 

district — a visit by three Plymouth-Canton school board 
trustees that ends today — Dr. Charles Little will soon be 
the first new superintendent the school district has hired 
in a generation.

The board, in selecting little during last Wednesday’s 
Jwork session, made it clear the process wouldn’t be com- 
‘plete until the visit is over, any remaining concerns are 
allayed and Little is actually offered a contract

But it would take a unexpected surprise at this point to 
keep the Frontier (NY) School District superintendent 
from taking over the reigns here July 1.

Not surprisingly, Little himself was “very pleased” 
with learning of his conditional selection, adding he was 
“eager to complete the process.”

And what exactly will the 49-year-old administrator 
bring to the Plymouth-Canton District?

Hopefully, just what the public said it wanted: A 
dynamic, high-energy motivator who puts children first 
and works best by working with eveiy sector of the com­
munity.

Ironically, it was precisely that high-energy cycle that 
worried some board trustees after little’s initial inter­
view.

Emerald Aviation owner refuses 
to leave Mettetal Airport facility

While it was decided last month by the 

Michigan Bureau of Aeronautics that 
Kitze Aviation would serve as the Fixed 
Base Operator (FBO) of Mettetal Airport, 
there is more than one operator at the site.

Emerald Aviation, the outgoing FBO, 
is refusing to leave the premises.

According to Dan Malone, owner of 
Emerald Aviation, the state has not prop­
erty terminated his services.

“My attorney has advised the state that 
it needs to hold with its agreement,” 
Malone said.

“The state has used smoke tactics to
my expense,” Malone said. “If they have
the proper document, let’s see it in writ- • _ ** mg.

According to John Wagner of the State 
Bureau of Aeronautics, Emerald Aviation 
has been issued all of the proper notices.

“A notice was issued to terminate the 
contract,” Wagner said. “We need to take 
steps to clarify that notice was sent.”

Wagner said that Emerald Aviation 
was sent a letter on July 14, 1993, from 
Desert Sands stating that there would 
only be a 30-day notice before termina­
tion of the FBO contract

Previously, the agreement between 
Emerald and Sands stipulated a 90-day 
notice period.

According to Wagner, business will go 
on as usual at the airport.

“The management contract with 
Desert Sands will continue month to 
month until the issue is resolved,” 
Wagner said. “We have to go through due

process.”
“As of May 1 Kitze Aviation is the 

FBO arid be will be working out of the 
north half of hangar 21,” Wagner said.

At the last meeting of the Mettetal 
Airport Advisory Committee, Doug Kitze 
stood before the board as the airport’s 
FBO for the first time. One of the things 
he explained first was his fee for operat­
ing the airport, $1.

“This is a $4 million facility,” Kitze 
said. “$1 for rent and $1 for my services 
is pretty good.”

Kitze has been in aviation for more 
than 30 years, working at Detroit Metro, 
Willow Run, Mettetal, Westland Airport 
and Pontiac Airport He was the FBO at 
Westland for 10 years.

ing where the interviewing will take 
place.

“Just go to that intersection, you’ll see 
signs telling you exactly where to go,” 
she said. “We will have people outside 
and inside directing people on where to

Plymouth’s Housing Department also 
handles requests from Dearborn Heights, 
which is why it is held there this year 
instead of Plymouth.

Upon arrival, applicants will be asked 
to fill out a form, from which information 
will be placed in a computer. Thomas 
said there are three governmental prefer­
ences — those displaced by governmental 
action, who spend 50 per cent of the 
income or more on rent and live in sub­
standard housing.

Housing Department computers then 
match up preferences, tabulating who 
meets more requirements than the others.

“When we call you in, we have you 
sign a kazillion pieces of paper,” Thomas 
said. “The government doesn’t do any­
thing without having you sign a kazillion 
pieces of something.”

Thomas’ office then evaluates applica­
tions to determine who is eligible and for 
how much.

The decisions, aside from the afore­
mentioned government preferences, are 
based on family size and income.

The department will determine how 
much money is available for the quali­
fied. For example, an elderly person liv­

ing alone in a $400 per month apartment, 
could quite possibly be eligible for a $300 
per month boost by HUD. That, provid­
ing the person meets the preferences and 
qualifications.

After approval has been made, the 
dwelling unit must be checked out b y  

Thomas’ inspector to make sure it is up to 
code, both HUD’s and Plymouth’s.

Vouchers are then sent to respective 
landlords on the first of each month.

The process, however, is not all t h a t  

simple. Thomas stresses recipients m u s t  

comply with rules sent down by HUD 
and the Plymouth Housing Department 
Any deviations from these rules w i l l  
result in the cancellation of the subsidy 
funds.

The rules here are simple, residents 
must pay their portion of the rent and 
report any changes in income

Thomas said she finds it frustrating 
when people cannot or will not comply 
with the rules.

“It boggles my mind when people 
mess up on this,” Thomas said.

She has stressed the application accep­
tance time (8 a.m. to 2 p.m.) as set in 
stone.

When 2 p.m. comes around, only those 
standing in line will be allowed to submit 
forms. Anyone else, either pulling into 
the lot or walking into the building, will 
not be allowed to apply.

Thomas is expecting over 1,000 peo­
ple to show up at Warren Road and Ann 
Arbor Trail.

Both men have called an end to their respective 
careers, opening the floodgates for posts that have tradi­
tionally guaranteed a long political life.

CONGRESS
For Ford’s seat, five Republicans, a Libertarian and 

three Democrats have filed petitions — but the early 
money is clearly on the GOP’s John Schall and the 
Dem’s David Geiss.

Schall, a former chief of staff for the Department of 
Labor in the Bush Administration, was the first to 
announce his candidacy —* before Ford even said he was 
leaving. Since then, he has put together what some 
observers feel is a top-notch campaign team.

Faced with playing catchup, then, are Cynthia 
Wilbanks, a one-time aide to former U.S. Rep. Carl 
Pursell; Dennis Fassett, a Belleville businessman; Glen 
Kassel and Greg Ingles.

On the Democratic side of the ledger, the early nod 
has to go to Geiss, a long-time aide to Ford himself, and 
a former Taylor councilman and Wayne County Charter 
cdmmissioner.

With what is expected to be a well-organized Geiss 
campaign, the remaining candidates will have their hands 
full heading into August, although state Rep. Lynn 
Rivers of Ann Arbor may have it a bit easier than fellow 
Democrat Fulton Eaglin.

Filling out the current slate is Libertarian Craig 
Seymour.

(Minor political parties are not required to submit 
their candidates until the day after the August primary — 
after each has held its respective county or state caucus.)

Because the 35th District Court serves all three commu­
nities, it will prove a challenge for each candidate to be 
recognized outside of his or her own hometown.

Originally, many candidates held out hope; that the 
Legislature would create a third permanent judgeship for 
the court — a move that could have diluted the field — 
but when the Senate eliminated the post from considera­
tion, the logjam was inevitable.

Still any early line of the race must be broken down 
by region — and be based, at this point, on name recog­
nition.

Therefore, the early line on the judge’s race from a 
Plymouth perspective has to put several notable names in 
the first row: Plymouth City Attorney Ron Lowe, former 
Plymouth Township Supervisor Maurice Breen and 
Plymouth City Commissioner Dennis Shrewsbury.

Other Plymouth-based candidates are Assistant 
County Prosecutor Kevin Simowski and attorneys

OTHER VACANCIES
Almost lost in the shuffle of these two races, however, 

are the impending campaigns to fill three other vacan­
cies: That of long-time state Sen. Bill Faust’s newly des­
ignated 8th Senate District seat; Barn’s 18th House 
District seat; and Amman’s 11th District seat

Faust announced last week that he will step down after 
26 years, leaving his district wide open. And as of yester­
day, current Canton Township Clerk — and Republican 
— Loren Bennett will find two Democrats facing off for 
that party’s nod in August: Wayne Mayor Pat Norton and 
David Jacokes.

In the race for Barn’s seat — in a district that skirts 
the east comer of Canton — Republicans Michael Novak 
and Walter Warren will face off; on the Democratic side, 
it’s a four-person race: Joseph Berrera, Eileen DeHart, 
Patricia Petitpren and Bob Stottlemyre.

And in the race for Amman’s seat: Canton attorney 
and Republican Bruce Patterson will make it to 
November unoposed, while two Democrats — Len 
Straub and Ken Warfield will do battle in August..

In fact, during his first interview, Little displayed 
rarely seen passion from top educators when he became 
visibly emotional about several of the points he was try­
ing to make.

The overwhelming reaction by many, however, was 
that such a display was a refreshing change of pace in an 
environment that can often become one of cold, calculat­
ed number crunching.

Trustee David Artley at the same April 11 meeting: “I 
don’t think any of the six blew our socks off, but Chuck 
came die closest.”

And what does the superintendent-select have to say 
about his style?

During a 45-minute interview with The Crier Friday, 
Little expanded on his approach to the business ofeduca- 
tion, and gave some insight not only where that approach 
comes from, but also where it can lead to.

“Yes, that’s what I am,” Little said when asked about 
his passion. “But I’m not going to bum out.

“I’ve had people telling me that all my career, but I 
won’t ”

The key, he said, is to utilize the existing strengths in 
the district and then find those who can help make the 
process work.

“The one thing we must do is discover the talent here; 
I can’t be the only one carrying the message in the dis­
trict.”

And while Little wears no rose-colored glasses — 
“It’s going to take several years, a long time, before I get 
to know this district; I’ll never stop being a student of the 
community” — he has no intention of approaching P-C 
like a timid suitor.

By nature, he said, he’s a “visible superintendent” 
who has “an eagerness and willingness to meet and talk 
with people.”

“People in school... people in town.
. “That’s something that will come quickly.”

Little speaks at a fast clip, never chopping sentences, 
but simply moving from one sentence to another like a 
jackhammer.

Or a preacher.
“When I first visited Plymouth, the thing that touched 

me was the church bells ringing; Plymouth reminds me 
of the stability of towns in America.”

It also reminded this son of a Methodist minister of 
sitting on the front stoop of his father’s church making 
sure the carillon recording didn’t skip.

When pressed, Little admits that his passion about life 
— and education —- stems in large part from his upbring­
ing: “I sat through a lot of sermons.”

But, he adds, “I’ve always had a highly-charged pas­
sion about life; I’ve always been competitive, wanting 
the best for children.”

In Michigan, of course, the process of attaining the 
best for school cliildren changed dramatically during the 
past year when the Legislature and then state voters not 
only shifted the financial burden of education from the 
property to the sales tax, but also restricted the ability of

local districts to ask for additional funds.
Does that worry little — especially given his lack of 

Michigan school experience?
“It’s part of a national trend: property owners can’t be 

the sole support of education.”
And about his knowledge of the state issues?
“Proposal A and all the rest have oeen in every educa­

tion newsletter and journal; the whole country is watch­
ing, wondering: ‘is this a shaky situation?’ ‘what if 
there’s an economic downturn?’

“You can’t do much about that; it’s been done.”
Which means that, barring any change of heart by 

Lansing, the future for P-C lies with how Little will go 
about his new job; in particular, how he would put into 
practice one of his favorite words: Focus.

Some typical Little statements:
“You can’t have disconnected dreams.”
“You need to be consistent with your vision and pro­

cess.”
“We need to keep the district focused.”
“When I get ahold of the focus...”
So what is Little’s focus?
This gives it away: “(Some districts) aren’t focused on 

the achievement of children, but on fiscal responsibilities 
and accountability.”

During his initial interview, Little put it this way: 
“Our first priority is young people; our prime customers 
are our children and their parents.”

To reach those customers, Little seems prepared to 
pull out all the stops — by reaching out to every sector of 
the larger community.

“We need to tell people what we’re doing,” he said. 
“When we speak, we need to talk the same themes; every 
time we communicate with a parent, we need to promote 
the ideals of the district”

Let’s take the three in order:
Dr. Charles Little most impressed me of the final 

three. He took time to talk to the students, and to answer 
our questions fully. His policy was “steady, but slow... to 
get us back on track.” He said all students need to be 
known throughout the school and the community.

Dr. Robert Monson had enthusiasm because of his 
anticipation at seeing change “in this new period of histo­
ry.” He said he felt support for change.

And the superintendent?
“He needs to come across as believable,” he said, 

adding that to make theory a reality “you do it and do it 
consistently; you make it genuine to people.

“You can’t sit back and (let people) say bad thing 
about us and let them get away with it.

“You have to take your message to the people.”
To that end, Little accepts the fact that the top job is as 

much political as educational; as much bending ears as 
balancing budgets and buying books.

But he also hopes to keep that role in perspective: 
“I’m sort of (a politician), but one that doesn’t disappear 
after the election’s over.

“What I try to be is professional, never really political; 
I never get involved in the dark side of politics.”

Soon, however — and unless some dark skeleton 
comes popping out of his Hamburg, NY, closet — Chuck 
Little will be getting involved in Plymouth-Canton, and 
it’s a move that carries mixed feelings.

“My family’s getting used to the idea, kinda eager 
about it,” he said, adding that his three children — 
Jonathan, 12; Craig, 10; and Jennifer, 7 — are actually 
looking forward to it

One thing that he and his wife, Diane, hope to avoid 
with this move, however, is not being able to find a suit­
able home as quickly as possible: When they first moved 
to Hamburg, Little said they looked at 22 houses before 
finally having one built.

And what does he expect once he gets here?
“Y’know, I used to live in Teheran — back in ’61 to 

’63, when my dad was with the World Council of 
Churches — and I learned one thing.

“I learned that the grass is as green as you paint i t”
Plymouth-Canton would be well-advised to break out 

the paint brushes.

Dr. Gary Hughes seemed uninterested in answering 
the student questions. He did praise the staff s qualifica­
tions and said that with the “right leadership” the district 
could move forward. He said he would first prioritize 
issues.

I’m not surprised the school board picked Little as the 
first choice, but I know he’s not definite yet. He was the 
one that would best get the trust of the community.

This was a great opportunity for me to get involved. I 
hope the students’ input into school district affairs contin­
ues to grow.

technically tentative: Three board trustees 
finish up their two-day trip to Little's 
home district today, and the board will 
take no official action until after die trip 
is completed.

As a result, the actual nature of the 
vote last Wednesday was to authorize the 
visit to a specific site.

Nevertheless, unless the three trustees 
-r~ board President Roland Thomas and 
Trustees David Artley and Jack Farrow
— learn some disturbing news during 
their visit, it’s almost assured that litde 
will be offered a contract

And that contract will mark the first 
time in a generation that the district has 
hired a new superintendent: John Hobeii 
retires June 30 after 23 years at the top.

For many observers, the overall tone 
of last week's meeting was seen as 
unusually upbeat, a hopeful sign, they 
said, that the enthusiasm exhibited by 
board members and the audience was 
direcdy related to the energy exhibited by 
Little during his two interviews.

“I came into that meeting clearly in 
favor of Monson,” said one resident, “but 
by the time everyone was finished talk­
ing, I felt that Chuck Little was die right 
person for the job.”

Others felt that Monson offered more 
of an academic challenge to the district
— a central point to Battishill’s support
— but conceded that Little’s high energy, 
consensus-building ability and enthusi­
asm was what the district needed.

Before making their decision, each 
trustee listed key strengths he or she felt 
the finalists displayed.

For Little, such comments ran the 
gamut:

•“a leader in all categories”
•“a skilled communicator”
•“a consensus builder5’
•“(someone with) exceptional inter­

personal skills”
•“(someone with) an ability to relate to 

people”
In addition, one of those who spoke to 

the board was Betty Bloch, a member of 
the citizens committee:

“We lost quite a bit of that last year 
with two failed millages,” she said, 
“which means we’re not doing a good 
enough job (of communicating).

“What we need now is to be as

straight with the people as (Little) is.” 
After listening to the audience, the 

trustees took turns expanding on their 
own observations — but many fell prey 
to reacting to the public comments.

For example, Trustee Barbara Graham 
said simply that “(the public) has spoken 
and I agree; there’s no doubt in my mind 
that the person they describe is Dr. 
Little.”

likewise, Farrow said he saw Little as 
the person who could “pull in a commu­
nity” into the educational process.

And finally, Thomas reduced the 
debate to one issue: Fit

“I truly hadn’t made up my mind

before tonight; when I walked out of the 
second interview with Dr. Monson, he 
was the best

“But after all the interviews, there was 
only a one-point difference between the 
two.”

In the end, Thomas said, “it was the fit 
issue: going back to that question on the 
committee’s questionnaire — ‘Do you 
picture this candidate sitting in the super­
intendent's chair?’

“My belief is that the way to reach 
educational excellence is with the talents 
of the man in the middle,” Thomas said, 
referring to Little’s chart bracketed by 
those of Hughes and Monson.

Still, for Battishill and others, Monson 
was the better choice: Battishill said he 
saw Monson as a person who would chal­
lenge the district academically.

A former Harvard fellow, Monson’s 
credentials and approach were seen by 
Battishill as able to “take us into the 21st 
century and excel.”

“Dr. Monson can raise the expecta­
tions of the district,” he said, ‘‘and not 
just make us feel good, but lead by exam­
ple.

“In the end, Monson, I believe, would 
bring out the very best of our abilities; 
Little would make us feel good about 
them.”

How to fix the Fall Festival in eight easy steps
, In my last column, I argued that the Plymouth Fall Festival was in danger of 

falling behind the times.
I now realize that I should have written more on the topic. It’s not enough to 

just point out what’s wrong with the Festival, anyone can do that.
These are some of the ideas that I and others have had concerning the Fall Fest 

and what needs to be done to fix it before it’s too late.
First: Get rid o f any booth that isn’t showcasing either an activity, game or 

unique craft.
The Fall Fest should not be the gravy train for groups that are trying to fund 

their entire next year’s schedule of events by selling whatever they have left in 
their collective attics.

If it doesn’t look like something you’d want to buy, don’t let someone sell it at 
the Fall Fest.

Second: Get rid of 90 per cent of the food booths.
There doesn’t need to be thirty food booths at the Fall Fest, last year was more 

like a Food Fest than anything else. See point number One about getting some of 
the dead weight out of the Fest (remember, the average person can only buy 
roasted almonds from one place, and there’s nothing special about high school 
kids selling pizza from a major chain).

Along the same lines, screen every group’s plans for Fall Fest. Encourage 
those long standing Fall Fest participants to do something new and different from 
years past. Try this idea: Rotarian Rib Roast on Sunday. Give the chickens a 
break.

Third: Get some real bands.
The Chautauqua Country Express is fine for the Barney and Huggies crowd, 

but as soon as die clock hits 6 p.m. the bandshell should be closed to anyone 
without amplification.

Not to put down the community singing groups or the orchestras, but that’s 
just not the kind of act that draws anything more than friends and relatives of the 
groups.

Get some band that’s trying to make a career out of their music and let them 
have the stage for a few sets. I guarantee results.

Fourth: Don’t charge people money just to see a craft show.

Let them see the show for free and let them decide whether there is anything 
there worth paying for. The only thing a festgoer should have to pay for is some­
thing that they either cany away or take part in.

Fifth: Get a fairway with rides. Get some of the larger businesses in town to 
lay down some money to bring carnival rides to Plymouth. Set them up in the 
parking lot across from Unysis and sell tickets. Big money and always good fun.

Yes, that also means getting some fairway games. Screen the applicants so that 
the games are reputable, but at least get some skill cranes out along Main Street. 
They’re fun.

Sixth: Two words: Beer Tent.
Seventh: Look into alternative activities for festgoers.
What about a parade with homemade floats? Throw a Mardi Gras-style cos­

tume affair. Hold contests or group activities that people can take part in; maybe 
a version of Nickelodeon’s “Super Sloppy Double Dare” for Plymouth.

Eighth: Keep an open mind.
So much of what afflicts the Fall Festival is rooted in the past. Just because 

something was exciting 38 years ago doesn’t mean that it holds the same appeal 
now.

In order for anything to survive in the world —  business, person or small town 
festival —  that thing has to move and grow as time passes. Those things that do 
not keep up with the times w ill inevitably become extinct.

If the 39th Plymouth Fall Festival is anything like the 38th, I very much doubt 
that anyone will come to a 40th.

World Cup media organizer unhappy with Crier column
