Hearing set for St. John’s sexual abuse case

A hearing has been scheduled for 
Friday in Wayne County Circuit Court to 
consider a complaint riled by a form e 
student of St. John’s Seminary alleging 
that he was sexually abused by priests 
there more than 25 years ago.

In his complaint filed against the 
Archdiocese of Detroit, Donald Davies 
— who now lives in Ohio — contends he 
was a victim of sexual abuse from 1969 
to 1973.

What makes the case particularly 
interesting is that Davies claims he only 
began to remember the alleged abuse in 
October, after experiencing a “traumatic

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Hearing set for St. John’s sexual abuse case
Continued from  p g .l  *
we-have-all-the-money-in-the-world, you-can-litigate-us-all-you- 
want stance,” Greenstein said.

"We will not tolerate this and we will ask the court to put a 
stop to it immediately/*

Greenstein said that at the hearing his client will be asked to 
give exact times and places of the alleged sexual abuse — all of 
which, Greenstein said, is irrelevant.

“What difference does it make?” he asked. “This is just one 
way of the Archdiocese trying to beat the victim down so bad, he 
goes away.”

The Archidiocese, through its director of communications, 
Ned McGrath, has continually denied the sexual abuse charges.

McGrath said the Archidiocese has a revised policy on 
“Sexual Abuse of Minors” and evaluates the credibility of sexual 
misconduct complaints brought against a member of the clergy.

“In this case, that process has yet to identify information that 
would qualify these allegations as credible or that would indicate 
the need for intervention by the Archdiocese,” McGrath said.

Babcock issued a statement to his congregation in Rochester 
on May 24 in which he too denies any wrongdoing and refutes 
Davies’ sexual abuse allegations.

“I have never abused this young man in question, or any other 
person,” Babcock said.

“Please keep in mind that the fact an allegation has been made 
does not make the incident true.’ ’

Detroit cop charged with assault, felony firearms
A nine-year Detroit police veteran 

pleaded not guilty Sunday to three felony 
charges stemming from an incident the 
day before at Skyway Precisions in 
Plymouth. Russell Jay Norris has been 
charged with two counts of assault with a 
dangerous weapon and a third felony 
firearms charge.

According to 35th District Court 
Administrator Marion Belding, Norris 
will face a preliminary exam on July 1 
before Judge John MacDonald.

Details o f the incident at Skyway were 
unavailable at presstime; Plymouth 
Police Chief Robert Scoggins is out of 
town for the week. Investigators handling

the case were unavailable for comment.
Norris’ attorney, Donald Stahlberg 

gave no details on the circumstances 
leading to his client’s arrest, but did offer 
his support.

“O fficer Norris is an outstanding 
member of the police force and is inno­
cent of any wrongdoing,” Stahlberg said.

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Bennett, Jacokes and Griffin vie for Faust’s seat

With state Sen. William Faust retiring 
from the state legislature, the race for his 
seat is already shaping up.

So far, Canton Township Clerk Loren 
Bennett, Van Buren Township 
Supervisor David Jacokes and Michigan

Director Charles “Trav” Griffin have 
weighed in for the battle for the seat 

Canton Township Clerk Loren 
Bennett is centering his campaign around 
a common-sense in government platform.

“I feel, to the very fiber of my being, 
that the citizens of the state are not under 
taxed,” Bennett said. “It’s that govern­
ment overspends at every level.”

To illustrate his point, Bennett listed 
some of his ‘favorite’ pork-barrel items 
in the state budget. High on the list is

corrections budget for prisoners to tutor 
each other and $6,000 to study the effect 
of grape leaf color on the quality of 
grapes after being picked.

growers should foot the bill.”
Bennett has already started to cam­

paign throughout the communities he is 
trying to represent. Aside from going to 
the various communities’ government 
meetings, by the middle of this week he 
plans to knock on his 5,000th door in 
Westland alone.

Van Buren Township Supervisor 
David Jacokes is also running for Faust’s 
seat. He said that he will use his knowl­
edge of inter-governmental cooperation 
to bring Republicans and Democrats 
together.

“I believe that I can make a difference 
as a voice of moderation between the par­
ties and bridge the partisan gap,” Jacokes 
said. “There has been more cooperation 
between the parties lately than there has 
been in recent decades but things could 
still be better.”

Jacokes, a self-described conservative 
Democrat, said that he plans to keep on 
enjoying support from members of both 
parties,

“I want to be an advocate for the peo­

ple,” Jacokes said. “I’ll cross party lines 
if it is good for the people. If I can be a 
moderator, that’s OK.”

Jacokes said that he wants to be a 
solution in Lansing, not another problem.

“People don’t trust government, for a 
lot of reasons,” Jacokes said. “I don’t 
want to become one of those reasons.”

Jacokes, who said he was disappointed 
about Faust’s retirement, said he would 
work to build on Faust’s legacy.

One of the things he is concerned 
about is the change in organized labor 
and the teacher’s union.

“I’m against the loss of collective bar­
gaining,” Jacokes said. “Everyone wants 
a level playing field but we need to make 
sure that the pendulum doesn’t swing the 
other way.”

Charles Travis Griffin, who is current­
ly the uniserve director for the MEA and 
in the past has filled the same post for die 
Plymouth-Canton Schools, also said that 
Faust's decision not to run was a major 
factor in his bid for the state senate.

“I wouldn’t have run against Faust, I

think that he has been a great legislator,” 
Griffin said. “But I’ve always wanted to 
be a legislator, especially a state senator, 
and now is the time to make a run for it.”

As far as what he plans to do if elected 
to the senate, Griffin has no set plans 
other than to tender his resignation to the 
MEA upon election.

“No particular thing, I’m a fiscal con­
servative and believe that less govern­
ment is best.” Griffin said. “When I took 
the job as the mayor of Westland there 
was a deficit running.

“When I left die post, there was a sur­
plus in the general fund and all of the 
outstanding city contracts had been paid 
off.”

Griffin said that there are more than 
enough issues on the minds of voters in 
Michigan to keep him and the rest of the 
state legislature busy.

“I’ll focus on the issues that are press­
ing to the people o f the State of 
Michigan; crime, welfare, education and 
drugs,” Griffin said. “I know how to 
forge alliances and get the job done.”

Streetscape ‘back’ on track 
as Senate readies new bill

The Michigan Senate was expected 

yesterday to introduce new legislation 
that would put Plymouth’s much-awaited 
downtown “streetscape” back on the fast 
track.

Back on?
Yep: Late last week the $2.5 million 

facelift had fallen victim to state politics 
when the Detroit delegation helped torpe­
do a bill that would have saved all 
Downtown Development Authority pro­
jects in the state.

At the same time, though, senators 
approved companion b ills allowing 
TIFAs and LDFAs to survive. (TIFA: 
Tax Increment Finance Authority; LDFA: 
Local Developmental Finance Authority.)

The DDA rejection came, according to 
Plymouth DDA Director Steve Guile, 
when Detroit officials saw the bill to save 
such projects as a threat to their own 
municipal financing plans.

By Monday, however, the state’s role 
in such financing had been clarified, and 
the Senate was expecting quick passage 
of the new wording, which would then be 
sent on to a legislative conference com­
mittee for further action.

Because the state Treasury Department 
already has signed off on the new word­
ing, Gov. John Engler’s signature is 
expected shortly thereafter.

Should everything go according to 
plan, Guile thinks the $2.5 million worth 
of construction bonds could be out for

bids within 60 days, and that such a 
timetable “will allow us to get a shovel in 
the ground this year.”

Although interest rates have climbed 
slightly during the past several months, 
Guile doesn’t believe it they will “affect 
the price of the project drastically.”

The City’s project was caught in the 
political crossfire when some senators 
rejected a DDA bill that would have had 
the state guaranteeing the long-term  
bonded indebtedness of such projects.

According to Guile, the plan called for 
the state to limit a municipality's ability 
to “capture” local property taxes, and 
making the state liable for all project 
costs in excess of those limitations.

However, some communities — most 
notably, Detroit — balked at the idea of 
giving up their ability to capture all local 
property tax revenue.

Under pre-Proposal A state law, local 
communities could “capture” all locally 
generated property taxes within a specific 
“district” and use the money to improve 
the area.

For Plymouth, that meant capturing 
property taxes within the downtown busi­
ness district to help pay off the $2.5 mil­
lion (plus interest) in loans used to recon­
struct the Main Street-Ann Arbor Road 
area.

Following Proposal A, however, the 
amount of local property taxes available 
for capture dropped dramatically, prompt­
ing the new legislation.

Residents asked for ozone help

Donn Shelton, director of communica­
tions for the Southeast Michigan Council 
of Governments (SEMCOG), said the 
groups are not asking much of residents.

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Breaking a date with history
Plym outh residen t w as a irborn e on D -D ay, bu t 
circum stances took  his m ission  on a different track

On May 31, 1944, the great day 

arrived. During the night of May 30, the 
490th Bomb Group’s first field order 
cane over the teletype. After much hustle 
and bustle, the 24 aircraft and three spare 
aircraft called for by the field order, took 
off at 7:30 a.m. in the morning.

The target was a German airfield 
located near Jemelle, Belgium. The two 
squadrons lead by the Group 
Commander, Col. Watnee, assembled 
with the other groups in the wing over 
England and headed out across the 
English Channel. Climbing on course 
near the enemy coast large cloud banks 
were seen ahead.

It was decided by the air leader that 
even if the formation could not get 
through the clouds, the Group had to do 
its best to try and get through to the tar­
get. So, the formation continued on 
course, climbing in an effort to get over 
the clouds. A 360° turn was made in an 
effort to gain more altitude. However, the 
cloud bank had formed fast and was 
building up higher than the B-24’s could 
fly. Before the squadrons had completed 
their turn, they were completely inside 
the heavy thunderheads and encountered 
snow and sleet

The formation dispersed as it was 
impossible to see the other airplanes in 
the same formation. A coat of ice covered 
the planes and it was impossible for the 
pilots to see out. The order was given 
over the radio for all aircraft to abandon 
the mission and fly back out of the clouds 
to reassemble.

All bombs were returned to the base, 
with the exception of the bombs of one 
aircraft piloted by Lt. Blankenbecler. 
They found a target of opportunity and 
released their bombs. Luckily, German

fighters had not desired to penetrate the 
bad weather to intercept.

Consequently, the 490th Bomb 
Group’s first combat mission ended in 
disappointment, but also had its lighter 
side.

The next target assigned to us was 
Caen, France, the little town directly in 
the path of the forces landing on the 
Normandy Beach.

Take off was at 2 a.m. in the morning 
of June 6. Thousands of heavy bombers 
climbed to altitude in the darkness over 
England, a constant rumble from the 
many powerful engines shook the coun­
tryside. With the break of dawn, forma­
tions could be seen in every direction; 
assembly flares lighted the sky from all 
points on the compass; it was truly an 
impressive sight to behold.

The group was destined for disap­
pointment however, for a solid undercast 
of clouds completely obscured the target 
that was assigned to our eager bombers 
near the beach of Normandy. Bombs 
were not released because the target 
could not be seen and because there was 
danger of hitting the invasion forces.

Returning to the base, one aircraft was 
lost out of the 849th Squadron. This was 
Lt. McAusland’s which ran out of gas 
near the English coast, and crashed just a 
few hundred feet from shore. Four men 
were lost.

A short time later, another mission of 
eighteen aircraft had taken off from the 
base at 6 a.m. in the morning. This flight 
accompanied another group to bomb a 
target located at Lisieux, France. They 
were also destined for disappointment 
like the other mission, finding only solid 
undercast.

A third mission was sent out in the late 
afternoon of this same day. This was a

squadron of 12 bombers. For most of the 
crews on this mission, it was their second 
midnight o f June 5. Over the south 
English coast, the mission ran into very 
foul weather and lost contact with the 
other groups. Unable to hold the forma­
tion together, the air leader brought the 
squadron back to the base.

Thus ended the 490th Bomb Group’s 
great effort on D-Day. Not a single bomb 
was dropped. It appeared that God was 
the German soldiers strongest ally that 
day. However, the group had done its 
best and failure was due to circumstances 
outside their control?

Edward Cutler
Cutler, Edward Malcolm, retired Ford Motor 

Company engine foundry quality control engi­
neer, avid stamp collector, international birder 
and churchman died of cancer on June 20, 
1994 in El Dorado Hospital in Tucson, Arizona. 
Mr. Cutler’s adult life was divided between 
employment as a Ford metallurgist before 
retirem ent and worldwide birding from his 
retirement home base in Portal, Arizona, in the 
Chiricahua Mountains.

From May 1930'until July 1968, Mr. Cutler 
— known as “Mac* to his friends — was 
employed by Ford as a chemical-metallurgical 
quality control specialist, mainly at the Rouge 
Rant in Dearborn, but with the last four years 
of his tenure at the company’s international 
foundry plant in Mexico City. While he lived in 
Mexico, his longtime love of sport birding and 
the Southwestern mountain and desert environ­
ment were strengthened, leading to his deci­
sion to live near Mexico, in southeastern 
Arizona in his retirement.

He was the son of two artists, W inifred 
Hyde and Edward James Cutler, who met at 
the Cincinnati Art Academy in 1901, and were 
married in 1907. E.J. Cutlers forebears includ­
ed Nathan Cutler of Coeymans, NY who served 
as a lieutenant in the New York Militia during 
the Revolutionary War. Winifred Hyde’s father 
was a professor of m athem atics at the 
University of Cincinnati and a founder of the 
American Association for the Advancement of 
Science. E.J. Cutler designed and painted 
stained glass in London, Ontario and 
Vancouver, British Columbia before moving to 
Detroit where, in 1915, he started working for 
Ford Motor Company. In 1922 he began to do 
special drafting assignments for Henry Ford, 
which culminated in his becoming the architect 
of Greenfield Village.

The oldest of Winifred and E.J.’s five chil­
dren, Mac was born in London, Ontario on 
January 6, 1909. When his father’s job was 
moved by Henry Ford from Highland Park to 
Dearborn, the family lived for several years in a 
Ford owned property in Northfield called  
Nankin Mills.He graduated from Greenfield Hills 
Elementary School and Northern Union High 
School in Detroit, attending Heidelberg College 
in Tiffin, Ohio from 1926 to 1929 (where he 
earned a letter in track), and transferred to the 
University of Michigan for his senior year. As a 
college student, he helped his Father set up 
Edison’s Menlo Park laboratory in Greenfield 
Village and laid brick in the Clinton Inn, the 
church, the town hall and other village build­
ings.

When he graduated from the University of 
Michigan with a B.A. in Education (Science and 
Chemistry) in June of 1930, in the depths of the 
great depression, his tattler’s ability to help him 
obtain an analytical chemist job in the Gate 
Four Main Laboratory of the Rouge could not 
be ignored, despite his intention to teach. From 
bench chemist, he was promoted to shift fore­
man, special chemist, division foreman, scrap 
inspection and control specialist, and finally 
(from 1952 to 1964) manufacturing test engi­
neer. In Mexico City his title was consultant 
engineer. While with Ford in Dearborn, he took 
30 hours of night school courses in law at the 
Detroit College of Law.

He married Gladys Victoria Bayler, the 
daughter of Carrie Stutzman and Jessie Gilbert 
Bayler, on June 25, 1931. Gladys, born in 
Roberts, III. on January 1,1907 and a graduate 
of Eastern Michigan University, was a music 
teacher, pianist, soprano soloist and widely 
published poet. Their children are Malcolm 
Rupert Cutler; bom in Plymouth on October 28, 
1933, and Edward Bayler Cutter, bom in Detroit 
on May 28,1935. Both earned Ph.D. degrees, 
Rupert’s in resource developm ent from  
Michigan State University, Edward’s in marine 
biology, from the University of Rhode Island. 
Rupert, who has been an executive of several

national environm ental organizations, a 
Michigan State University faculty member, and 
a Carter administration presidential appointee, 
currently serves as director of V irg inia’s 
Explore Park, a living history park in Roanoke, 
Va. Edward, a Navy veteran and retired from 
his post as head of the science faculty of Utica 
College, Utica, NY, lives in Boston, Mass, 
where he is completing a book on marine 
organisms. During their 35 years of marriage, 
Gladys and Mac shared an interest in music 
(both sang in the Trin ity Evangelical and 
Reformed Church Choir in Detroit) and were 
avid travelers, birders, and photographers. 
Gladys died in Mexico City in 1966.

On his return to Dearborn in 1968 following 
the completion of his Mexico City assignment, 
Mac opted for early retirement. He retired in 
July of that year at the age of 59, having mar­
ried V irginia C laire O lm stead, a retired  
Plymouth High School English teacher and 
guidance counselor and fellow activist in the 
Detroit Audubon Society, on May 4, 1968. 
Sharing Mac’s love of travel and birds, Virginia 
agreed to a southwest location for their retire­
ment home. They purchased a small adobe 
home in Portal, Arizona on February 14, 1969 
and moved from Michigan in April of that year. 
During their 25 years of marriage, Virginia and 
Mac became pillars of the active and close-knit 
Portal social community while traveling exten­
sively. Mac was the “reader* of services at the 
local Episcopalian church in Rodeo, New 
Mexico.

In retirement Mac concentrated on expand­
ing his worldwide postage stamp collection and 
his bird “life List.* His final tally of different 
species of birds seen around the world was 
3,148. Places he visited to see the native avi­
fauna, in a chronological order from 1970 to 
1991, included Alaska, West Mexico, Hawaii, 
Trinidad and Tobago, Puerto Rico, Yucatan 
and Chiapas, Costa Rica, Guatemala, Ecuador 
and Galapagos, India and Nepal, Peru, Tahiti, 
New Zealand, Australia, Panama, Hudson Bay, 
Surinam, Kenya, Colombia, England, Wales, 
Scotland, Pribilof Islands, Argentina, Honduras, 
B elize and the Amazon Basin, Bolivia, 
Venezuela, Madagascar, Seychelles, Nova 
Scotia, and Prince Edward Island. He was 
regarded as an expert on the birds of Cave 
Creek Canyon near his home. He and Virginia 
participated in numerous political campaigns to 
protect the unusual w ildlife habitat of the 
Coronado National Forest canyon from mining, 
logging, recreational facility construction and 
other kinds of intrusive developments.

His sons remember their father as a helpful 
teacher and willing chauffeur who took them on 
two-week family camping vacation trips all over 
the country, participated enthusiastically with 
them in Boy Scout hikes and Audubon Youth of 
Detroit outings, and tried to pass on to them, 
with mixed success, his many home repair and 
other mechanical skills. They also remember 
their father as a hobbyist, working on his stamp 
collection and among the electric motors, gen­
erators and huge ceramic vats of his home 
metal-plating shop. Most of all, they remember 
a father who was always there when they 
needed him and was always interested in their 
lives and careers.

Survivors include his wife, Virginia Claire 
Olmstead, of Tucson, Ariz.; a sister, Winifred 
Hamilton, of Malvern, Penn.; two sons, Rupert 
Cutler of Roanoke, Virginia and Edward Cutter 
of Boston, Massachusetts; four grandchildren; 
eight great-grandchildren; and many sisters- 
and brothers-in-law, nieces and nephews.

A graveside funeral service will be held in 
the Riverside Cemetery, Plymouth at 10 a.m. 
Saturday, July 9 with the Reverend Father 
Robert S. Shank officiating. In lieu of flowers, 
the family suggests that memorial contributions 
be made to either Portal Rescue, Portal, AZ

“What we are asking o f residents 

should not be seen as a burden,” Shelton 
said. “We are asking them to do one or 
two relatively easy things.”

Shelton said the “Ozone Action!” pro­
gram has two important facets, as citizens 
can help one another and avoid increased 
emission-related penalties in the future.

“The most important thing is when 
you reduce em issions, you make life  
healthier,” he said. “People ought to par­
ticipate for that reason alone.

“If we do not achieve a redesignation, 
it will cost much more money.”

According to CAC/SEM officials, resi­
dents will be asked to comply on hot, 
sunny days in excess o f 90 degrees 
Fahrenheit, with little or no wind.

The group has a long list of things 
people can do when an “Ozone Action!” 
day is declared.

Those helpful actions include postpon­
ing the mowing of lawns with gasoline- 
powered mowers (a gas mower running 
for an hour emits the same pollution as a 
car in 12 hours of driving), avoid buying 
gasoline for a day (if absolutely neces­
sary, wait until evening and don’t top off 
the tank), try to avoid idling and share 
rides by carpooling.

Other conscious actions residents can 
take are increasing their use of public 
transportation.

CAC/SEM said the Southeast 
Michigan region is currently in violation 
of the EPA’s standards for ozone in past 
years.

Shelton said readings are conducted by 
CAC/SEM throughout the year with 
ozone readings continuing through the 
end of the summer.

Shelton said there were no violations 
of ozone levels until Saturday, where 
sites in Algonac and in Detroit reached 
129 and 131 parts per million, respective­
ly. The EPA has established 124 ppm as 
the maximum number allowed.

The station nearest to the Plymouth- 
Canton community is located in Livonia, 
according to Shelton. He said numbers 
posted from that station have been favor­
able.

“I can tell you right now, the Livonia 
station has not had an exceedence in the 
last three years,” Shelton said.

Plymouth resident Paul Nasthoff is 
one person who said he has been ozone- 
friendly for several years when it comes 
to mowing his lawn.

I use an electric mower,” he said. 
“And I just can’t understand why other 
people don’t.”

If residents and businesses comply 
CAC/SEM officials say the seven county 
region (Wayne, Livingston, Macomb, 
Monroe, Oakland, St. Clair and 
Washtenaw Counties) would not be man­
dated to pay the annual $55 million in 
additional federal clean air requirements.

Southeast M ichigan, according to 
SEMCOG’s Chuck Hersey, can achieve 
redesignation by complying with the 
requests. If not, residents will end up pay­
ing more in the future.

“Either Southeast Michigan meets the 
air quality standards with voluntary 
actions or the USEPA will tell the region 
what we must do, and its mandates will 
not be easy,” he said.

Shelton added those mandates will be 
three-fold if Southeast Michigan is in vio­
lation. He said the area will not be redes­
ignated if any of the sites exceed levels 
more than three times this summer.

“Four strikes and you’re out,” Shelton 
said.

The $55 million will come in the form 
of increased automobile exhaust testing, 
Shelton said. Shelton said if the region 
fails to meet standards as a whole, that 
minimum cost could double.

There will also be additional costs on 
requirements in terms of gasoline use for 
automobiles, Shelton said.

“Something will have to be done to 
capture vapors,” he said. “There is no 
plan yet, but if there is, the cost will be 
the stations, and then subsequently, the 
consumer.”

According to V oyles, the Liberty Fest was 
created to showcase Heritage Park and create a 
fam ily event. A daunting task, as the Canton 
L iberty F est w as preceded  by the C anton  
Challenge Fest and die Canton Country Fest in 
the past.

For a fe s tiv a l o f  th is typ e, p lan n in g  is  
everything. A ccording to Canton Parks and 
Recreation Supervisor Bob Dates, planning for 
the 1994 Liberty Fest started after the 1993 fest.

“After last year’s festival I got together with 
the Liberty Fest committee to critique the Fest,” 
Dates said. “The committee meets in October to 
start planning the next year.”

W ith a ll o f the m ajor planning done and 
ready to go. Dates said that the rest o f the week 
w ill be spent getting the volunteer help in line.

“There are quite a lot o f volunteers working 
at this year’s fest,” Dates said. “There’s a lot o f 
manpower issues to go over. We’ll be having a 
staff meeting for the volunteers so that they w ill 
know what they have to do and where they need 
to go.”

According to Canton Supervisor Tom Yack, 
the Liberty Fest as an important part o f efforts

to expand the community spirit in Canton.
“A lot o f people look forward to the Fest, 

especially those who work on it,” Yack said. 
“For us (governm ent and participants) it’s a 
source o f pride.”

Yack said that the Fest is  a good way for 
residents o f Canton to enjoy the community in 
which they live.

“People are looking for things to do in the 
community,” Yack said. “Rather than go to a 
similar festival in another community they can 
come here and see people that they know and 
that know them.”

In the future, the Canton Liberty Fest w ill 
take on new dimensions as new ideas come up.

“T he com m unity cen ter w ill ev en tu a lly  
become part o f the festival,” Dates said. “We’re 
also looking into the possib ility  o f having a 
Liberty Fest golf outing in Pheasant Run.”

Dates also said that the Taste o f Canton part 
o f the fest w ill probably be bigger in com ing 
years.

According to Yack, with the march o f new  
ideas into the Fest, som e ideas have marched 
right back onto the drawing board.

“We thought about carnival rides for a while 
but that got shot down,” Yack said. “There’s 
two reasons for that.

T he first is  that they tend to be kind o f  
expensive, especially if  som eone has a lot o f 
kids.

“Secondly because they are com m onplace, 
we want the Liberty Fest to be as distinctive as 
possible.”

“It seem s that som etim es festival planners 
just give up on trying to plan for that age group 
(13-17),” Yack said. “That’s no good, and we 
plan to keep working on that.”

But.
“But I’ve always been conservative — 

and so I’ve had serious problems with 
(Bill) Ford and his positions,” Fassett 
said, “going back to cross-district busing 
and his (federal) spending policies.”

As a result, he said, “I really never 
worked for him much after the mid- 
’70s.”

And now Fassett finds himself actual­
ly running for the seat that he’d not only 
helped support, but also had covered as a 
Western Wayne County suburban news­
paper editor during the late ’ 70s.

In fact, it was a combination of his 
newspaper and business experience that 
got actually him involved in the ’94 race:

“I’d never run for anything before, but 
I got a call in October from the NRCC 
(National Republican Central 
Committee); they got my name and heard 
that I might be a viable candidate.

“Because I had been a local editor and 
helped built a local cable system,” he 
said, “they thought I’d have better name 
recognition.”

At that moment, Fassett said, he was 
the only one in the race; “I didn’t find out 
until months later that (John) Schall was 
running.”

And by February, Fassett had made up 
his mind for certain.

Yet while the candidate said he was 
informally in the race as early as 
November, Ford’s retirement announce­
ment certainly changed the complexion 
of the campaign.

“I was shocked, really shocked,” he 
said. “My first reaction was that this was 
really going to be a problem.

“Ford had a lot of (negative) bag­
gage,” Fassett said, that would have 
helped his critics.

“With him not running, though, it’s a 
whole new ballgame.”

Still, Fassett said, with Ford Chief of 
Staff Dave Geiss running on the

Democratic ticket, the dynamics should 
probably remain the same.

“Geiss is really a clone of Ford; it’s 
not likely that (Geiss’ politics) would be 
any different than Ford’s politics.”

But before Fassett gets a chance to 
take on any of the Democrats — Geiss, 
Fulton Eaglin and state Rep. Lynn Rivers 
—* he first has to get past four other 
Republicans.

And of the four, Fassett talks most 
about the weaknesses of Schall, a hint 
that he sees the former Bush 
Administration official as the early pacer 
in the race.

“He’s a bright guy,” Fassett said of his 
fellow Republican, “but he’s a 33-year- 
old who’s never held a private-sector job.

“How could someone like that repre­
sent the district’s voters?

“The fact is,” Fassett said, “he was 
part of a Bush team that snatched defeat 
from the jaws of victory (in 1992); it was 
disastrous.

“Even (Dan) Quayle blamed the cam­
paign on ‘waffling team members who 
weren’t committed to any ideology.’

“And Schall was part of that group.”
Drawing a direct connection between 

Schall and Geiss, Fassett also made no 
bones about Schall also being a political 
insider. (“I’d love to hang that on him,” 
he said.)

Of the issues, health care continues to 
surface as one of the most volatile in the 
campaign, with Fassett criticizing the 
Clinton Administration for “stampeding 
the nation” into thinking there is a health 
care crisis.

“We have the best health care in the 
world,” he said, “and the greatest down­
side (to reform) would be the dismantling 
of some of the great strides that have 
been made in medical research.”

In addition, the candidate fears that 
any half-baked attempt at cost contain­
ment w ill, in the Long run, create 
“rationing or a limitation on services.”

A case in point, Fassett said; is 
Canada’s highly-vaunted nation health 
care system:

“In Canada, anyone over 50 who 
needs a (heart) bypass, is put to the bot­
tom of the list,” he said, adding that 
statistics indicating vast differences in 
paperwork costs between the two systems 
are misleading.

(According to most studies, 24 per 
cent of the cost of the current American 
health care system is spent on paperwork; 
Canada, only 8 per cent.)

“That’s an oversimplification,” he 
said. “In the United States, you have the 
large pharmaceutical companies (spend­
ing) counted; everyone’s included in the 
total cost of American health care.

“But in Canada, the pharmaceutical 
companies aren’t (counted).”

And concerning the actually number 
of people not receiving health care in the 
United States, Fassett said the stats are 
equally as misleading: Once all the vari­
ous segments of society are figured in, he 
said, only 15 per cent of the American 
population don’t have access to health 
care.

But, he said, “we can’t create a health 
care crisis for 15 per cent.”

Why?
“Because there are 8 per cent who 

won’t participate in any program anyway 
— which really leaves only 7 per cent 
(denied access).”

Besides, Fassett said, if  we make 
health care universal, then we’re saying 
health care is a right; and if it’s a right, 
then why isn’t it a right for a child to be

bom?”
“If we want to talk about health care, 

we first need to remove it as a right”
Of the remaining issues, Fassett sees 

the crime issue as one requiring a new 
way of thinking — and to that end, he’s 
made a part of his campaign a proposal to 
bring the military into the correctional 
system.

“This is a raw concept; an idea that 
needs years of study,” he cautioned. “But 
one possible approach would be to allow 
judges at sentencing to designate inmates 
as members of the military — and then 
move them into closed military bases, 
guarded by our military.”

The fact is, he said, “the usd of these 
bases would not cost as much as building 
and maintaining new prisons.”

In addition, the concept addressed one 
of the true inequities in American soci­
ety, he said: “Inmates are treated like a 
special class of citizen, and they’re 
afforded care even our own military (per­
sonnel) aren’t afforded.”

Such a radical approach is a keystone 
of Fassett’s campaign: “When I solve 
problems I come at them from different 
directions.

“I’m not naive enough to believe I’m 
the smartest person, but I’m a problem- 
solver; and problem-solving is an art.

“It’s a matter,” he said, “of looking at 
common solutions and then being able to 
look beyond them to the unusual and the 
unprecedented.”

And for a former Democratic party 
official running as a Republican, 
unprecedented is an understatement.

great O.J. Simpson.
Then, when we saw O.J. run from the 

law, we felt anger. “How could O.J. run 
away,” we asked.

What hurts most is that our memories 
of the athlete are tom from our heads 
when something like this happens and 
that is why O. J. is under a suicide watch 
in jail.

Imagine how it would feel to let down 
millions and millions of people around 
the world.

O.J. will never be the same in our 
eyes.

How many people will remember O.J. 
Simpson charging through the line of 
scrimmage for the Buffalo Bills, throw­
ing a stiff-arm out to avoid a tackier?

No, most of us will remember his final 
run. The run from the law in that white 
truck followed by police, not other foot­
ball players.

We have to realize that star athletes 
are human and face the same problems 
we all face.

From the high school athlete that is 
caught drinking at a dance to O.J. 
Simpson being charged with a grisly dou­
ble murder, we must change our attitude 
about our heroes and realize they are 
human and have human problems and 
emotions.

We also must never forget that the ath­
letes need to be held accountable for their 
actions. Just because they are superstars 
doesn’t mean they can get away with a 
crime.

All of the Fall festival 
board should read that editorial carefully 
and consider Alex's opinions backed up 
by several professionals involved in 
Michigan area events, including myself (I 
believe Ice Fest and Plymouth Music Fest 
Producer Michael Watts would agree as 
well).

I have been in the professional enter­
tainment business as a talent agent and a 
sound engineer since 1978. I've worked 
with one of the nation’s largest talent 
agencies (Gail and Rice Productions) and 
have supplied sound services for many of 
the area’s largest festivals, including the 
Detroit Festival of the Arts, New Center 
Park the famous Chesaning Showboat, 
Southfield's Liberty Fest, the Dearborn 
Food Fest and many others. In addition to 
the events I work with, I’ve attended eas­
ily over 500 shows of various kinds, 
including the New Orleans Jazz and 
Heritage Festival (six years now), and 
event I consider the best managed festival

ever.
What these events have in common is 

top quality talent and food, creatively 
packaged and effectively managed. The 
problem with the Fall Fest is it is largely 
produced by people like Mr. Holmes who 
have no idea how archaic and shabby Fall 
Fest is when compared to even smaller 
events like the Dearborn Heights Spirit 
Fest That event has a carnival with rides 
and a midway, at least one professional 
show attraction (last year was a "Blues 
Brother’s Revue” like Dan Aykroyd and 
John Belushi did, including a hot band 
with full horn section). The Dearborn 
Food Fest has had Austin’s boogie piano 
star M arcia Ball, Dearborn’s 
Homecoming Event has name attractions 
like Sha Na Na or the Association at 
least

Anyone involved with the Fall Fest 
should get around to these area events 
and see how it is really done. They will 
notice activities for all ages and really 
quality food. What is quality food? It’s 
not six hot dog booths. It’s a real home- 
baked pie booth, good ethnic food like 
our polish booth has done, Italian and 
Greek, German, etc., specialties. Where’s 
the homemade chili contest that has 
become almost mandatory in the festival 
biz?

Right here in town we have a talent 
agency that produces events for high 
schools and colleges (the Talent Network 
in Old Village). Owner Mike Thornton 
has really neat stuff like the infamous 
"Velcro Wall” stunt. He’s got talented 
karaoke hosts (not the marginal ones the 
Fall Fest had) and many other creative 
gimmicks.

The point is, the Fall Fest is sadly 
behind the times. It is not attracting any­
one from distant communities (which is 
the only reason retailers would want to 
support any festival...note the Ice Fest) 
and it has got a big gaping hole in the 
demographics between 16 and 50. That’s 
your core spenders, folks.

Mr. Holmes is still in the dark ages 
regarding beer tents, too. Many people 
will simply not attend an event where 
they cannot relax with a beer (my wife 
Leann is one) and enjoy good food.

I don’t drink beer ever yet I’m in favor 
of having it a available for those many 
who enjoy it. In the past there were prob­
lems associated with the way it was han­
dled.

Today, with a new ethic about alcohol 
and newer, more effective management 
techniques, this is not a problem any­
more.

Too bad the detached Fall Fest plan­

ners haven’t noticed this yet If you have 
been to the Dearborn Food Fest you 
would know what I mean. To make it a 
nicer attraction, you also serve unusual 
imported brands, and you charge the pre­
mium price. Another lesson Fall Fest 
planners don’t get: people will pay pre­
mium money for a premium product A 
slice of homebaked pie is $1.75. That’s 
$14 gross per pie! If you’ve got raspber­
ry, peach, rhubarb, blackberry, etc., peo­
ple will pay it. Put out the quality and 
watch them come.

Don’t tell me it costs too much 
money. It costs too much to produce a 
mediocre fest where each year the energy ? 
and new ideas diminish. Many of the 
most effective ideas are no more expen­
sive to produce that the weak ideas.

Mr. Holmes, you and the other Fall 
Fest board need to get out more and see 
how it is done today. You need to recruit 
new, younger blood. You need to set a 
much higher standard of quality. *

You will then need to notice much 
stronger support from the community, 
corporate sponsors and retailers. It will 
take a while for it to build, but the first 
step is to realize that a complete re-vamp 
is in order. The motor runs, but the body 
needs a lot of work.

History gives clues about the shape of the judge’s race

Even as the 35th District Court’s 11 candidates vie 
for prime position in the Plymouth and Northville July 
Fourth parades, the real battle for votes in the Aug. 2 
primary looms closer and closer.

History is the best gauge o f what may happen with 
an open judgeship in The Plymouth-Canton-Northville 
Community. By comparing the current 11 hopefuls 
with the two modem fields o f open judgeships ■— in 
Jim Garber’s 1978 win and John MacDonald’s 1984 
win —  the crystal ball says:

• Plymouth and Plymouth Township are the key to 
winning the Aug. 2 primary. (Canton has the most vot­
ers, the Plymouths are second, the Northvilles are 
third, true. But with no strong identified Canton candi­
date in the hunt, as the Plymouths go, so goes the 
judgeship.)

• The gender vote will not be a factor in this race. 
(In 1984, Jacqueline George was the only woman in 
die race and ran third from out o f nowhere. This time, 
five o f 11 are women.)

• If there are 9,000 primary votes this time, the two 
candidates capturing 2,000 each will make the primary 
cut. (The other nine candidates w ill fa ll into two  
bunches splitting 5,000 votes into an “also ran” group­
ing under the two leaders and an “it looks good on my 
resume to say I ran for judge” grouping o f  distant 
hopefuls.)

• Spending in this race will top $100,000 for at least 
two or three candidates. (Have you seen the billboards 
put up by Victoria Hariri? Those are $6 ,000  per 
month jolts into the reality for her opponents.)

• Most importandy, the Aug. 2 primary is an entire­
ly different race from the Nov. 6 faceoff between the 
two primary winners. (In 1978, Phil Ogilvie ran first 
in the primary with 2,199 votes, while Jim Garber got
I, 893. But in the November faceoff, Garber won with
II, 437 to Ogilvie’s 8,437.)

With only 42 days left to carve up 9,000 votes, these 
11 lawyers will be busy.

They’ll vie to get their names out to the public.

And the m ost interesting question o f  the 35th  
District Court race: will the failure o f Maurice Breen 
to properly get petitions filed (he messed up 16 years 
ago too when he filed in the wrong race but conned 
state elections folks into moving his candidacy to the 
open seat) have any effect on other candidates in the
race?

(Some local Republican leaders have whined that 
Lowe shouldn’t have filed a challenge against a fellow  
candidate. These whiners are also the ones who are 
proud o f what their party has to offer in the open U.S.

Road paving wasn’t the township’s accomplishment

Over the past few months I have seen a number of items writ­

ten about the paving of a local road. It seems that some individu­
als have a misconception about this issue and I would like to set 
the record straight

In your last issue, one individual expressed her displeasure 
regarding a number of things, one in particular was an inference 
that Ms. Kathleen Keen-McCarthy is somehow responsible for 
getting Powell Road paved. I can tell you first hand, nothing 
could be farther from the truth.

While Ms. Keen-McCarthy does a large share of commend­
able work, this particular project was placed in my hands and 
those of my tireless colleagues. We had approached the township, 
certainly not the reverse.

For many months a group of residents located in the paving 
district have been working extraordinarily hard on this issue. The 
only contribution the township provided our group was the sup­
port and assistance of Public Services Director, Mr. Jim 
Anulewicz. Mr. Anulewicz had been inundated with calls regard­
ing the condition of the roads. Once he felt there were enough 
inquiries he assembled a staff consisting of a plan engineer and

township legal support to investigate our request of having 
Powell and Ridge Roads paved. These individuals were there to 
help us understand the entire process we would have to endure 
and the requirements we would need to meet to achieve our 
objective.

After months of negotiations, our group was given a petition 
to canvass with these strict requirements. Only once we had col­
lected enough signatures and met the strict percentage require­
ments could this project proceed. I can say truthfully, most resi­
dents in this area look forward to the completion of the project, 
there are some who do not. To them I can only say that those of 
us who walked the miles to gather the necessary public support 
are representatives only of your neighbors, certainly not township 
officials.

No one but area residents could or would be in a position to 
make the decision to pave Powell and Ridge Roads. We can say 
our numbers speak for the people. The community believes the 
roads need to be improved so don’t levy out unfair criticism or 
blame the township over this issue any longer, the proof will be 
in the paving.
