Fire service 
merger talks 
set for Aug. 1

The proposed merger of Plymouth and 

Plymouth Township’s fire departments 
has taken another step as both parties have 
responded to the fire unions’ position and 
encouraged timely negotiations.

An Aug. 1 deadline has been set by the 
City and Township to further discuss posi­
tions with the union. Township Supervisor 
Kathleen Keen-McCarthy said both sides 
are anxious to commence more discus­
sions.

“The City is at the point where they 
have to get on with their lives,”  she said.

Perhaps the biggest point of contention 
between the two is the proposed minimum 
staffing level. The union wants 24 full­
time firefighters and the City/Township 
said 21 is more appropriate.

Keen-McCarthy and Plymouth Mayor 
Douglas Miller said there is no need for 
24 full-timers.

They said 24 firefighters would be in 
excess, considering the three existing fire 
stations already have a limited work load.

Keen-McCarthy said the average time 
at fire scenes is approximately 30 minutes 
or less and the average runs per day per 
station is 2.8. Those emergency runs 
account for less than two hours out of the 
typical 24-hour shift.

“The community does not need and 
cannot afford additional firefighters to 
provide for this limited work load,” she 
said. “There is no legitimate need for this 
staffing level.”

Local 1496 President Chuck Russo 
said the Township and City, in making the 
number of desired full-time fighters at 21, 
will eliminate jobs in the department. He 
said the department currently operates at 
23.

“What they’re doing is reducing posi­
tions,” Russo said. “And being a union 
man, we have to fight that.”

Aug. 1 deadline set for fire merger 
talks between city and township

Russo said the union had the chance to 

be staffed at the level it wanted. Last 
year, the Township offered a pre-merger 
staffing level of 24. At that time, Russo 
said the union wanted 27 full-timers.

“We blew it the first time,”  he said.
Previous public response and discus­

sions have indicated staffing as a primary 
concern. Keen-McCarthy said 21 full­
time firefighters would be adequate, if not 
better, after the merger.

“All calls would have six full-time 
firefighters available, if needed,”  she 
said. “That is equal to the proposed 
response which would have been avail­
able from the Township departments if it 
were fully staffed, and greater than the

City department has been providing.”
McCarthy said the union proposed 

terms to the merger on April 27. The City 
and Township responded, indicating they 
would accept economic and non-econom- 
ic proposals, except the minimum 24 
staffing level proposal.

Keen-McCarthy said the City and 
Township are willing to accept the 
union’s proposal, except the staffing 
issue.

Previous discussion regarding the fire 
department centered around Public Act 
78. Keen-McCarthy said that act, which 
ensures proper hiring practices of civil 
service employes, needed to be temporar­
ily waived by the union for the merger to 
go through.

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The proposed merger between 
Plymouth and Plymouth Township fire 
departments is geared toward reducing 
department costs while offering citizens a 
more cost effective fire protection plan.

The plan will move fire fighting 
equipment to three fire stations through­
out the township on Ann Arbor, Wilcox 
and Beck Roads.

The city fire station, located on Main, 
will house the ambulance service.

The consolidated force will count 55 
part-time firefighters, 15 full timers, 
three lieutenants, three captains, one

adminsitrative assistant, one assistant 
chief and one chief.

All firefighters will be Plymouth 
Township employees.

Considering population and State 
Equalized values, equipment replace­
ments and other costs will be split 70-30, 
with the township picking up the larger 
part of the tab,

A merged force will continue to pro­
vide all the fire safety, medical emergen­
cy, inspection and fire prevention educar 
tion services as usual.

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Vacated house seat draws wide range of hopefuls

With State Rep. Justine Barnes vacat­
ing her seat for the 18th House District, 
the race to fill that seat has already began 
to fill with hopefuls on both sides of the 
political fence.

In almost all of the candidates cases, 
school and tax reform are important 
issues in their campaigns.

Walter Warren, a Republican from 
Westland, said that the first order of busi­
ness for him if he gets elected to the 
House would be to start on sweeping 
educational reform both in class length 
and finance.

“I would initiate a serious discussion 
on the quality of education in this state,” 
Warren said.

Warren said that he would push for the 
inception of a 220 day school year and a 
9 to 5 school day. He said that trying to

make that work would bring him into 
close confrontation with the Michigan 
Education Association (MEA).

“The MEA is the primary force that is 
holding back educational quality issues in 
the House,” Warren said. “They own the 
Democrats.”

Along those lines, Warren said that 
because school finance is in the hands of 
the individual school boards, the unions 
have dominating control over the finan­
cial well being of the districts.

Warren also said that the state needs to 
adopt a more “German” style education 
for those kids not headed towards col­

lege.
“We need to look at an apprenticeship 

program,” Warren said. “The system that 
we’re running now was made to prepare 
kids for college, those kids who aren’t 
going to college need a system that will 
keep those kids in school longer.”

Michael Novak, a Republican from 
Westland isn’t interested in making a lot 
of new laws, he said he wants to fix the 
ones already on the books.

“I’d like to see the laws concerning 
sentencing structure changed,” Novak 
said. “We don’t need new laws, we just

Although she may not have been the 
first to officially announce her candidacy, 
Cynthia Wilbanks makes it clear that her 
interest in the race for Bill Ford’s seat 
was not some johnny-come-lately idea.

In fact, it’s an idea that took root more 
than two years ago when her mentor and 
boss, Carl Pursell, decided not to go
h e a d - t ^ d  ag^inst Fp<din .the (ie,wly

realigned 13th District.
And it almost put her in the ‘92 race.
“When Carl decided not to run, I spent 

almost six weeks thinking about running 
myself,” she said, adding that the intrigu­
ing part of the equation was “how Bill 
Ford was going to fare in the new part of 
the district.”

(With congressional redistricting, Ford 
lost Taylor and Southgate — his longtime 
strongholds — and gained The Plymouth 
Canton Community.)

“I really wondered if now was the 
time to run.”

In the end, Wilbanks said, she decided 
not to enter the race, making room for 
state Sen. Bob Geake to take on Ford in 
November 1992. (Geake lost.)

Still, it was the voter demographics of

that race which got Wilbanks thinking 
again a year later: “Once we began look­
ing at the election results, people said 
‘Cynthia, you ought to take a look at run­
ning in ‘94.’

“And I really started (to take a look) 
after talking to more party people in the 
district.”

But nothing could have solidified her 
decision more than Ford’s announce­
ment.

“Lo and behold, three weeks into 
January, Bill Ford announces his retire­
ment,” Wilbanks said, conceding that 
“dancing in the streets is a fun way to 
look at (the reaction) from the 
Republican view.”

The fact is that GOP excitement about 
the party’s prospects in the 13th district is

almost palpable. As one of the “targeted” 
congressional districts in the country for 
‘94, nothing could have been more propi­
tious than for the Democratic incumbent 
to retire.

“There are a lot of party people really 
excited about (getting a chance at) 
Republican leadership in the district,” she 
said, adding that besides the chance for a 
party change, 1994 marks another turning 
point: “There’s a generational change 
under way.

“It used to be that people served for 
many years — that’s the old school,” she 
said. But now, she said, the public seems 
to be looking for something else, such as 
somebody who makes a connection with 
them.

and sensed the change.

“I think people have a respect for the 
congressm an w ho rep resen ts them , but 
they wanted m ore contact.”

And in that regard, W ilbanks said she 
can deliver: A fter a com bined 19 years 
w orking fo r congressm an  rep resen ting  
th e  re g io n  —  M a rv in  E sc h  a n d  C arl 
Pursell —  the candidate has dealt person­
ally with the people o f  the district.

“ M y p ro fe s s io n a l  e x p e r ie n c e  w as 
gained here (and) m y know ledge o f the 
federal government com es from  years o f 
acting on behalf o f constituents, not from 
years o f  m anipulating  the system  from  
inside the W ashington Beltway.”

A n d  i t ’s th a t lo c a l  e x p e r ie n c e ,  
W ilbanks says, that makes the difference 
in  th is race: because her p rev ious jo b s  
took  her from  T he C om m unity  to  A nn 
A rbor and back  again, she learned  that 
the m ost im portant aspect o f public ser­
v ic e  w a s n ’t w h e th e r  y o u  w e re  a 
D em ocrat o r R epub lican  (“I can  w ork  
with all stripes and persuasions”).

“F irst o f all, there is no w ork except 
the w ork to help your constituents,” she 
s a id , a d d in g  th a t  d u r in g  h e r  tre k s  
throughout the region, she found people 
that “want a com m on sense approach to 
government.

“ A nd th e  p eo p le  w an t access; they  
w ant to talk about the issues.”

Oddly enough, though —  yet consis­
ten t w ith a prim ary race atm osphere —  
the difference on the issues within parties 
is negligible.

S ti l l ,  W ilb a n k s  sa id  th a t  o f  th o se  
issues the public m ost wants To discuss, 
health care tops the list —  and her posi­
tion  appears som ew hat consisten t w ith 
other Republican candidates.

“ I d o n ’t b e lie v e  w e h av e  m a ss iv e  
p rob lem s today (in  health  care); m any 
people in the district feel we have excel­
lent institutions, a strong system.

“A nd while there doesn’t appear to be 
th e  k in d  o f  c r is is  b e in g  p o r tr a y e d ,

(President) Clinton should be com mend­
ed  for raising the issue o f health reform .”

W here W ilbanks and the president dif­
fer, however, is on one central point: “I 
don’t favor surrendering health care to 
the government,” she said.

“The program  is that there is a  bit o f a 
m oving target, which makes it difficult to 
respond —  and w e can’t afford to make a 
mistake here.”

On several o ther points, though, she 
agrees w ith m ost critics o f  the existing 
system.

“Portability (o f benefits) is important, 
p reex isting  conditions, m edical IR A s,” 
she said, ticking o ff points on her fingers.

It is in the area o f em ployer mandates 
that her agreem ent stops: “I ’ve talked to 
sm all business persons and asked them  
‘w hat w ould (the proposed) health  care 
plan do for you?’

“I received a wide variety o f respons­
es,” she said, although one response was 
ec h o ed  re p e a te d ly . “A ny sy stem  th a t 
requ ires (em ployer) m andates w ill no t 
work.

“Business needs some discretion,” she 
sa id , “bu t i f  m andates (are in s ta lled ), 
w e’re  go ing  to  have  a m uch  d iffe ren t 
workforce in the future.”

I f  there is a sta rting  po in t in  health  
care reform, W ilbanks says that it should 
be the scrapping o f the current paperwork 
industry.

“If  it’s the only thing we do, it should 
be done,” adding that, “did you know that 
there are about 600 d ifferent insurance 
carriers? Think about all the tim es people 
get a notice after they’ve received Care —  
the ones that say ‘this is not a  b ill.’

“T hink  o f  the cost o f  creating  those 
pieces of paper.”

T h e  is su e  o f  re d u c in g  h e a lth  ca re  
p a p e rw o rk , W ilb a n k s  sa id , “ is  n o t a 
bogus issue at all.

“This is som ething we should do.”
But when?
“I ’m not sure w e’re going to see any 

wholesale revolution in 1994,” she said. 
“ A s th is  y e a r  h a s  u n fo ld e d , w e ’ve 
watched the euphoria dissipate.”

A s a re su lt ,  sh e  sa id , “ I th in k  i t ’s 
going to be on the agenda in ‘95, ‘96 and 
‘97.

“The real challenge —  as w e’ve seen 
s a f a r . - ^  is io  re a c h x o n se n ^ 7 «

W hat W ilbanks hopes will happen is 
th a t w h a te v e r  p la n  is  in i t ia te d  h as  a 
phase-in  process, w hereby changes can 
be m onitored and adjusted as tim e goes 
by.

“Any tim e you have a phase-in o f  ben­
efits, you have a chance fo r a congres­
sional review o f  the process,” she said.

Regardless o f  w hich plan is enacted, 
though, W ilbanks said that several things 
m ust not be forgotten by fram ers o f  the 
reform : “The people w ant to be able to 
choose their own doctor, they want quali­
ty care, and they want quality insurance 
coverage.”

A n d  w h at r o le  c o u ld  sh e  p la y  in  the  
fram ing o f  that reform ?

“I think I can go to W ashington and 
m ake a difference,” she said, “although 
change doesn’t happen overnight.

“One o f my strengths, I think, is (that 
of) a consensus-builder; o f being able to 
disagree without being disagreeable.” 

W hat W ilb an k s  hopes fo r  b e tw een  
now and Aug. 2, is a chance to m eet as 
m any people as possib le, d iscuss those 
issues —  disagree, if  necessary —  but in 
the end, allow the people to “match a pol­
icy with a face.”

Her face.

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Library board petitions 
available at City, Twp offices

Candidate petitions for Plymouth 

District Library Board nominations are 
now available at both City and Township 
Clerk’s offices.

The general election is November 8, 
with four Trustee seats available for four- 
year terms beginning January 1,1995.

Residents of Plymouth or Plymouth 
Township are eligible for the seats. 
Nominees must exceed the age of 18.

The deadline for filing petitions is 4 
p.m., July 21.

Library Director Patricia Thomas said 
the Plymouth District Library Board con­
sists of seven members and is responsible 
for providing public library services in an 
administrative capacity.

Thomas said the Library Board acts 
much like a Board of Trustees or City 
Commission.

“It has total responsibility for library 
operations,”  she said. “From managing 
the library millage fund to setting library 
policies.”

Members also oversee the Library 
Board budget, which for 1994 is set at 
$1.6 million, according to Thomas.

She said in meeting once a month, the 
Board approves bills, establishes library 
hours and sets goals to achieve quality 
service.

The Library Board will be facing a 
major issue concerning funding and con­

struction of a new library facility.
The Board passed a June 21 resolution 

in which it will submit a ballot proposal 
to voters in the Nov. 8 general election to 
build and equip a new 38,000 square feet 
library on the Main Street site where the 
Dunning-Hough Library now sits.

According to Thomas, the plan calls 
for two proposals. She said the original
0.5 mill increase calls for the creation of 
the new library. Another proposal would 
be an increase of the same size to main­
tain operation of the facility after comple­
tion.

“It could total as high as a one mill,” 
Thomas said. “That would be over 15 
years for operation of the building.”

Thomas said the Board has had to deal 
with size constraints in the library, as col­
lections have expanded.

“We have 12,000 square feet and 
could easily fill 25,000 with the equip­
ment we have now,” she said.

Another topic of concern for the Board 
will be computerized information issues.

Thomas said the Board recently 
received a federal grant o f $50,000 to 
establish and maintain a computerized 
information system.

Seats available in the November elec­
tion include those of President Janet 
Campbell, Vice President Sheryl Tripp 
Khoury, and Trustees Larry Fobes and 
Mary Ann Prchlik,

Twp. hiring freeze thaws

It appears the freeze may be over, at 
least for now.

Plymouth Township’s hiring freeze, in 
effect since last January, will thaw out 
this summer when the Township hires 
several temporary and one permanent 
employe.

According to Township Supervisor 
Kathleen Keen-McCarthy, the adminis­
trative clerk pool will be created to com­
pensate for the loss of staffing due to 
vacations and sick time.

“We are basically creating our own 
internal Kelly Services,”  she said.

Last Tuesday, the Township Board of 
Trustees approved an amend to the 1994 
General Fund Budget to add $15,447. 
McCarthy said that money will be used to 
fund the positions.

She said the clerk pool will consist of 
hiring contingent or temporary employes 
who would be called in on an “as needed” 
basis.

“This would include working to 
replace ill employes, those on vacation 
and as supplemental employes during 
peak work periods such as tax time, elec­
tions, etc.,” she said.

McCarthy has proposed the hiring of 
six employes, with each one being placed 
in various Township departments for a 
six-week training session.

“While these are in training, we would 
proceed to hire six additional and would 
schedule a second training rotation,” she 
said.

Keen-McCarthy said the Township

will be seeking individuals with a certain 
amount of clerical and office skills.

“Specifically we are looking for peo­
ple with experience in Microsoft and 
Excel for Windows, 55 words per minute 
typing and at least one to three years of 
previous experience,” she said.

Those who feel they are interested in 
the temporary positions — paying $8 an 
hour — should have applications submit­
ted by July 15.

Position information is available at the 
Township Clerk’s office and Human 
Resource Department.

In a separate action, the Board also 
approved the creation of a new position in 
the Finance Department.

The full-time, administrative assistant 
position is being created to help the 
understaffed department, according to 
McCarthy. She said the Finance 
Department is responsible for a variety of 
duties, including accounting, assessing, 
water billing, purchasing, computer sup­
port and financial evaluations.

“All of these duties are divided among 
the three full-time staff members and the 
D irector,”  she said. “The Finance 
Department is the only Township 
Department that does not have clerical 
support of any kind.”

Finance Director Rosemary Harvey 
said the administrative help will go a long 
way in ensuring quality sevice to 
Township residents.

“It will free up the burden and let us 
do what we do best, and that’s account­
ing,” H arvey  sa id . . . ,
