Now that the school year has begun, 

there are a few things that the school 
board and the teacher’s union still have to 
hammer out.

First and foremost are salaries.
According to Assistant Superintendent 

o f Employee Relations and Personnel 
Errol Goldman, the current talks, which 
began on M ay 10, are taking place 
because they are in the teacher’s contract.

“The contract has a wage re-opener 
clause,” Goldman said.

“It means that we agree to talk about 
wages for 1994-95.”

Goldman also said that other points 
may be brought up at the talks, but only 
by the mutual consent of both the schools 
and the teachers.

“We can talk about any item that we 
both agree to open to d iscussion ,” 
Goldman said.

That doesn’t mean, however, that any­
thing needs to be done.

Goldman said that the talks, while part 
of the contract between the teachers and

the schools, don’t have to have any real 
outcome.

“We have just agreed to talk.
“There are some topics that the 

schools would like to talk about and the 
teachers don’t,” Goldman said.

“And there are topics that the teachers 
want to discuss that the schools don’t.”

Goldman said that, while there was no 
time limit on the talks, he said that he 
hoped to talks would go quickly.

“The sooner the better,” Goldman 
said.

Fire merger talks over, only formalities remain

The big fog has been lifted in negotia­

tions involving the proposed merger of 
Plymouth and Plymouth Township fire 
departments.

Last W ednesday, the four sides 
involved in m erger talks agreed and 
signed the letter of understanding.

According to Township Supervisor 
Kathleen Keen-McCarthy, the letter rep­
resents the agreement of all sides on key 
issues, including staffing and seniority.

“The letter is an agreement between 
union and m anagem ent on all m ajor 
issues,”  she said. “I don’t anticipate any 
major changes. We’ve settled on all the 
major issues.”

Plym outh C ity M anager Steven 
Walters said the letter has been accepted 
and signed, but needs to be approved by 
the the four parties’ respective governing 
bodies.

“There is still that technical step,”  he 
said.

“I’m assuming it is just a formality. 
We signed with an expectation that each 
group would approve. We wouldn’t have 
signed it otherwise.”

Since the letter has been completed, 
Keen-McCarthy said the next step is to 
ratify the labor contract

“When the labor contract is complete 
and sides agree it is accurate, that docu­
ment will need to be signed.”  she said.

“This will then replace the current 
contract and the city’s contract also.”

Both W alters and Keen-M cCarthy 
believe approval could come as early as 
mid-September.

The commission next meets Tuesday 
and the board on Sept. 13.

According to Keen-McCarthy, she is 
looking m ore tow ard the end o f

September.
“The goal is to take it my board by the 

27th,”  she said.
W alters said if  both governmental 

bodies ratify the agreement, merger final­
ization will require two more steps.

He said those steps include the devel­
opment of a union contract and modifica­
tion of cost-sharing issues between the 
city and township. The other step will 
involve insurance issues and working out 
an equity list.

“At this stage the negotiating is fin­
ished,”  Walters said. “This has been a 
very important step.”

According to Walters, if  both sides 
approve as expected, the merged depart­
ment could be completed as early as Nov.
1.

Walters said as the technical adminis­
trative duties wind down, the m ajor 
responsibility will shift to the fire depart­
ments.

Those responsibilities will involve a 
90-day transitional period for the depart­
ments.

“If the boards, commission and union 
approve the letter by mid-September, 
there will be a lot of administrative work 
done by the fire departments,”  Walters 
said.

That administrative work will be a 
cross-training of sorts for both depart­
ments, according to Walters.

It will include the familiarization of 
township firefighters with city policy and 
practices, and vice versa.

Plymouth Fire Chief Alan Matthews 
said he and Township Chief Larry Groth 
are currently working on locator maps for 
firefighters.

“We are working on the sector maps

to put in the trucks,”  Matthews said. “If 
they need to find a street in Old Village, 
they can pull up the map and get a loca­
tion.”

Matthews said the two departments 
will also need to get to know each other’s 
equipment.

“The trucks are very similar in opera­
tion, but they will need to familiarize 
themselves with the locations of various 
valves, knobs on pumps and the location 
of some equipment,”  he said.

He said the transition is expected to be

a smooth one, as many firefighters on 
both sides are already knowledgeable of 
the area and equipment.

“We anticipate a smooth transition,”  
Matthews said. “We plan on doing it as' 
efficiently as possible.”

Walters said part of the training will 
see township firefighters responding to 
any fires in the city before the merger is 
official. “It wouldn’t make sense not to,” 
he said.

“The township will be aware of city 
fires and they will do that as part of the 
transition.”

how to draw.
Whether it’s a doodle on the living 

room wall with crayons or a finger paint­
ing —  kids love to express themselves 
through art.

D Sc M Art Studios in Plymouth gave 
kids their artistic outlet through a series 
of classes. The studio also gave them 
their day in the sun.

D & M Art Studios held the Fourth 
Annual Children’s Art Show on Sunday 
at the Plymouth Cultural Center.

said. “North, south and downtown.

“We also have agents that are well 
trained.

An ounce of prevention...
Porterhouse Meats holds free benefit for the Institute 
for Preventative Sports Medicine, raises over $8,000

With good food, promotion, music, 

weather and a good cause; you can’t help 
but have success.

On Saturday, Porterhouse Meats’ free 
benefit barbecue for the Institute for 
Preventative Sports Medicine enjoyed all 
of the previous and raised over $8,000 for 
the cause.

According to Porterhouse Owner Jack 
Trabue, his connection with the fundrais­
er started when he got to know one of his 
customers a little better.

“Dr. Dave Janda was one of our cus­
tomers and we got to know about his 
work and research,” Trabue said. “We 
decided to hold the fundraiser.”

Dr. Dave Janda, from the Institute (a 
non-profit organization), said that his 
work is the key to effectively cutting 
health care costs.

“W e’re the only cost-containm ent 
health  care organization  in North 
America,” Janda said. “The only way to 
cut health care expenses is to cut the need 
by preventing injury.”

Janda said that the money raised by 
the benefit will go towards new computer 
system s —  software and m onitoring 
equipment —- to look into a phenomenon 
called the Chest Impact Fatality Scenario.

“For 5 to 14 year olds, the highest 
cause of death is being hit with a baseball 
in the chest,” Janda said. “Research at 
GM has shown that if a child is hit at the

right phase of the cardio-respiratory sys­
tem their hearts begin to beat wildly and 
don’t pump blood the right way.”

Janda also said that the Institute would 
be looking at materials and designs for 
chest protectors for players other than the 
catcher.

Overall, Janda was very pleased with 
the outcome of the benefit.

“It was great,” Janda said, “hopefully 
we can do it again next year.”

The food, provided by Porterhouse 
Meats, Chapin’s Pesto, M elinda’s and 
T rabue’ s side com pany “W ord o f 
M outh,” was barbecue ribs, chicken 
wings, six different sausages and dessert 
served to the estimated 1,200 people who 
showed up for the event.

Kristin Trabue said that the brunt of 
the money made at the fundraiser was 
generated through the raffle they held.

So long
Crier summer intern says goodbye to Plymouth-Canton for another yeanFor two summers now, I have been a member o f the editorial staff o f 
The Crier, and the opportunities I have had here are almost endless.

As a 17-year-old Salem graduate, I was busy working through the sum­
mer, with Michigan State University on my mind. I received a call one 
July morning from Craig Farrand, the editor o f The Crier. Craig explained 
his situation: a reporter had just left the staff, and they needed someone to 
fill in, covering Plymouth and Plymouth Township. I started the next 
morning at 9 a.m.

With high school experience, and two months before I left for college, 
The Crier took a risk —  a risk that rocketed me ahead o f Journalism stu­
dents my age. I went in to my freshman year o f college with professional 
experience, which any journalism major will tell you is most important in 
this business.

After my first year at school, The Crier invited me back as an intern. 
For the past four months, I have been working again for The Crier, gladly 
accepting their offer.

Craig announced he would be leaving The Crier in June, starting his 
own communications company out o f his Downriver home. Craig’s depar­
ture had a huge effect on the department —  not only was he the editor, but 
he also covered the Plymouth-Canton school district as a reporter.

The school district beat fell to me, just in time to cover the retirement of  
a 25-year veteran Superintendent, John Hoben, and the arrival o f his suc­
cessor, Charles Little.

Again, The Crier sent me ahead o f the crowd, and I can safely say that I 
was the only 18-year-old student in charge of reporting on the ninth largest 
school district in Michigan.

but it was also a great honor. The Crier’s staff had enough faith in my abil­
ities to put me in charge o f one of the most important aspects o f the news­
paper’s coverage. In the newsroom, I was not looked at as an intern, but as 
a part of the editorial staff like any other.

Throughout this summer, I had opportunities to meet and talk to so 
many people, it was virtually impossible to keep track. A  heartfelt thanks 
goes to the school district —  secretaries, administrators, teachers, parents 
and everyone else —  for making the summer that much easier.

No way to win
Split classes are a hassle for everyone, but less of one than oversized classes

Sometimes there’s nothing you can do, nothing that can be done.
In this case I’m talking about the dilemma that is before the Plymouth- 

Canton School board. They’re trying to juggle the need to keep class sizes 
low with the reality of a faculty that is not large enough to cover the load.

According to Superintendent Dr. Charles Little, over the last three years 
the number o f teachers has dropped by nearly 50 people while the number 
o f students has not changed at all.

This creates a problem.

split classes.

The teacher was a veteran kid-controller, Mrs. Evelyn  
Brown.

Over the course o f the year, the strain o f having two grades in one room 
became apparent Mrs. Brown couldn’t keep an eye on everyone at once

and close personal instruction was not an easy thing to get.
On the other hand, the experience took a lot out o f Mrs. Brown as well. 

What started as a lot o f Southern charm turned sour by the end o f the year. 
She quit a few years later after she was given two more split classes.

On the other hand, a split class is better than a huge class where the stu­
dent-teacher ratio is higher than 30-1.

Anyone that has been to college knows that, personal instruction and 
attention is impossible.

Hopefully, the schools will be able to bring the staff levels high enough 
to avoid or minimize the chance o f this happening next year.

Split classes aren’t the way to go, large classes even less so.

This is not the kind o f  decision that anyone likes to have to make.
