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Mettetal crash results will take months to compile

In the wake of a Sept. 3 airplane crash
that took the life of one and injured five
others, results of the investigation into
the accident’s cause will be a long time
coming. .

The crash just outside Mettetal
Airport, which took the life of pilot
Lawrence Gilleian of Plymouth, is cur-
rently being investigated by both the
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
and the National Transportation Safety
Board (NTSB).

According to Chicago NTSB Air
Safety Investigator Mitch Robbins, there

won’t be official word on the cause of the
crash for a long time.

“The preliminary report has been sent
to Washington D.C.,” Robbins said. “But
it will be several months before the final
report is published.”

Robbins said that the preliminary
report is comprised of simple factual
information such as the type of plane
involved, where the accident happened
and whether there were any injuries
involved.

According to Robbins, all of the infor-
mation in the preliminary report would
go into a database and that there was a lot

of work yet to be done.

“1 can’t speculate on the cause of the
accident,” Robbins said.

“There is still a lot of follow-up work
to be done.”

According to Mettetal Airport Fixed
Base Operator Doug Kitze (of Kitze
Aviation) the engine of the plane is at
Mettetal for the time being and will be
turned over to the NTSB for examination.

Mettetal Citizen’s Advisory Chairman
Mark Merlanti said that a representative
of the FAA would be on hand to answer
questions about the crash at the next
meeting of that board.

“David Sunday, the FAA accident pre-
vention program manager, will come and
discuss the process of the investigation,”
Merlanti said.

“He’ll be talking at the beginning of
the meeting.”

According to witness reports of the
crash, Gilleian’s plane took off from
Mettetal heading north. After clearing
Joy Road, the plane lost altitude and the
left wing of the plane clipped a tree in
front of Make-All Ceramics, driving the
nose into the ground.

The plane then flipped several times
and caught fire as it came to a stop.

Killing at Canton Commons first in four years

There was one shot fired at 41076
Canton Court in the Canton Commons
Apartment Complex.

But that one shot cost 25-year-old .

Wayne resident Russell Lee Harmon his
life. :
The homicide marks the first in
Canton since 1990 and leaves Canton
police searching for the suspect, who is
still at large.
Canton Public Safety Officer Tammi

Colling said they are looking for the sus-
pect, described as a white male, 25 to 35
years old, with black, curly hair, and a
motive for the crime.

Colling said the motive is unclear, but
there was not a struggle or any signs of
forced entry.

“We are not ruling anything out right
now,” she said. “The only thing we know
is it was not a robbery.”

The homicide occurred at approxi-
mately 10:15 Friday night at the apart-

ment of the victim’s girlfriend.

Colling said the victim’s girlfriend
was upstairs in her bedroom and the girl-
friend’s 4-year-old son was in the kitchen
when Harmon arrived.

The suspect entered and fired one
shot, hitting Harmon in the head and fled
from the apartment.

The 4-year-old discovered the body
and Harmon’s girlfriend dialed 911.

Harmon was pronounced dead at the
scene.

Detectives are working on the case
and are asking for tips. Ballistics have not
yet determined the caliber of the weapon
used, but Colling said it was a handgun.

“We are following up on all the calls
we receive,” said Colling.

“Anyone with any information can
call dispatch.”

The homicide is the first in Canton
since 1990. The last homicide was a
domestic dispute that also occurred in
Canton Commons Apartment Complex.

Canton expected to
purchase gas from vendor

Instead of going to their own pumps,
Canton may be asking gas stations to “fill
ler up”.

An internal Canton committee formed
a year ago to review and evaluate the
potential privatization of government ser-
vices presented the Canton Board of
Trustees with a report that explores
options available for purchasing and dis-
tributing motor fuel for Canton’s fleet of
vehicles.

The report concludes that the current
underground storage tank (UST) system
owned by Canton needs to be removed
and that above ground storage tanks
should be maintained at the Department
of Public Works for emergency needs,
while the bulk of the motor fuel should be
purchased from private vendors.

According to Canton records, the
township spent $85,222 on fuel last year.
So far this year, Canton has spent

$45,100.

Canton Administrative Services
Director Dan Durack said local gas sta-
tions are being contacted to negotiate a
price to buy gas privately instead of using
the eight USTs located around the town-
ship.

“It’s just 2 matter of what company it
is and what dollar amount it will be,” he
said.

The committee that made the recom-
mendation, the Government Services
Evaluation Committee, which includes
Clerk Loren Bennett, Durack, Public
Safety Director John Santomauro, Canton
CFO John Spencer and Trustee Bob
Shefferly, concluded the study of fuel pri-
vatization earlier this year.

During the study, four options were
considered: maintain and upgrade the cur-
rent UST system; maintain a UST system
at the DPW and purchase fuel from a pri-

Action’s Highland acquisition takes another step forward

The acquisition of the former
Highland Appliance Headquarters is pro-
gressing, according to the comptroller of
Action Distributing, the Livonia-based
beer distributor interested in purchasing
the facility.

The first step in attaining tax abate-
ment status was to establish the location
as a Plant Rehabilitation District. That
required the calling of a public hearing,
held at last Monday’s city commission
meeting.

According Action’s Attorney Ed

Draugelis, the request is for a tax abate-
ment on the projected $1 to $1.5 million
Action estimates rehabilitating the plant
would cost. v

“This measure is not the granting of a
tax abatement,”’ Draugelis said. “It cre-
ates a window of opportunity for Action.
It will be responsibie for 100 per cent of
the SEV.”’ i

According to City Manager Steven
Walters, the process for establishing the
Plant Rehabilitation District is similar to
establishing an Industrial District.
However, process completion will

require two things.

He said first, a determination is made
by the city commission that at least 50
per cent of the property is obsolete.
Secondly, he said the tax abatement pro-
cess will only adhere to the refurbishing
of the facility.

“An approved abatement would apply
only to the value of the remodeling and
improvements made, and not to the prop-
erty and existing facilities,” he said.

Action Comptroller Brian Crilley said
the deal is still in motion. He said
Action’s engineers and builders are cur-

rently evaluating the facility and is
expected to present its findings before the
regular commission meeting Monday.

“Everything is still moving forward,’’
Crilley said. “The builder will be giving
the modification plans and its adaptabili-
ty to suit our needs. We are still continu-
ing forward.”

According to Draugelis, he is confi-
dent the city will provide Action with
such incentives for purchase and rehabili-
tation.

“The commission appears very favor-
able,”” Draugelis said.

The bottoms of the traps were also
covered with a sticky substance that held
the bees in place.

He said that the sardines really did the
trick.

“We came in on Saturday and had to
empty six of the traps,” Thompson said.
“They were absolutely full.” :

Over the weekend, Thompson and?his
crew pulled in over 1,200 dead bees, hor-
nets, wasps and the odd earwig as well.

According to Thompson, this has been
a big year for the yellow-jacket popula-
tion and they’ve been handling them all
summer. '

vate vendor; put above ground storage
tanks at DPW for the entire township
fleet; and put above ground tanks at DPW
with a contingency fuel supply, using pri-
vate vendor for fleet fueling.

Durack said the committee decided on
the fourth option because in the long-run,
it will save Canton money.

“Maintenance and testing (for the
tanks) alone costs thousands of dollars
per year,” he said. “It will definitely be
cheaper in the long run to get out of the
gas business.”

Over the past five years, Canton has
spent $80,000 on two minor clean-ups.

_ = Durack said installing the above
. ground tanks will be cheaper than
installing the below ground tanks current-
ly used. “The cost of the new tanks has
not been determined,” he said. “It will
“-depend on the size and style.”

According to the report, Canton will
be relieved of the liability for cleaning up
-the underground fuel leaks after the tanks

are removed.

Although a cost for tank removal has
not yet been determined, the report notes
that removal of all eight township tanks
could add up to considerable expense.

Santomauro said Canton Public Safety
is currently purchasing gasoline from the
AMOCO station at Cherry Hill and
Canton on a year-long trial basis.

The committee’s mission, he said, is to
review/evaluate using the private sector
or government cooperatives to enhance or
maintain governmental services. The
committee agreed that criteria used for
such review would not necessarily be to
recognize immediate savings of money,
but at some point save the taxpayers
money by maintaining or improving ser-
vices.

From the outset, the internal commit-
tee weighed the pros and cons of privati-
zation issues, taking into account con-
cerns it was likely to raise among
employees about jobs as well as control
and accountability issues, said
Santomauro.

Canton residents will now be able to hear the straight
news of the township through new speaker’s program

Ever wonder what Canton Supervisor

Tom Yack thinks about the Canton _

SOCCET program.

Or how Clerk Loren Bennett feecls
about the reliability of the township’s
voting machines?

Groups in Canton will soon know.

Canton is about to offer residents,
business groups, civic organizations,
church parishes, and any other local
group the opportunity to find out all the
answers,

For the first time, the local
government is beginning a formal Canton
Community Speaker’s Bureau program
this fall.

The new program is designed to keep
residents informed as to what is
happening at all levels of the government
as well as provide an open forum during
which residents can interact with staff

members on various issues.

The program, approved by the
administration this summer, will be tested
for one year starting this month to gauge
overall interest from local groups, said
Yack, who noted that it was put together
by an internal communications
committee.

“This program is part of our
communications master plan,” said Yack.
“We are trying to find ways of better
reaching residents and community
groups.“

"We think this will be one of those
communications services residents can
really appreciate.

“We’ve always had a policy of
making our staff available to residents.
We’re glad to meet with anyone at
anytime.”

The program offers a wide range of
staff expertise, all provided by members
of the government, including engineers,

recreation directors, seniors coordinators,
police officers, information specialists,
administrative assistants and anyone else
involved in the government.

Under the new program, a local group
can make direct contact with the
appropriate department to make
individual speaking arrangements.

Speakers will be available throughout
the year, Monday through Friday during
the day.

Evening presentations can also be
arranged.

There is no fee for the Canton
Community Speaker’s Bureau, which is
full explained in a flier that is currently
being distributed throughout the
community next week.

The flier includes lists of potential
topics — though the township staff is
prepared to meet any speaking need
raised by a local group — and contact
phone numbers.

Church files suit against
township over religious freedom

The Redford Township church seeking
to build a large facility on 56 acres it
owns at Ridge and North Territorial
Roads filed a lawsuit Wednesday against
Plymouth Township and the Planning
Commission.

On Aug. 17, the commission denied
the church’s request to construct a facility
expected to house up to 4,000 worshipers,
sports fields and concerts.

According to the Rev. Brad Powell,
the church’s lawsuit is based on what he
feels is a violation of religious freedom.

“We meet all land use criteria and zon-
ing requirements,”” Powell said.

“Our rights were violated by their
decision.”’

Powell said the lawsuit, filed in
Wayne County Circuit Court, should in
no way be construed as vindictive of the
Plymouth community.

“We have no animosity toward any
elected officials, appointed officials or
the community,”’ Powell said. “We love
and value Plymouth Township and we
look forward to being a part of its
enhancing.”’

Township Supervisor Kathleen Keen-
McCarthy said the township has not
reviewed the 27-page suit.

“There has been no contact between
the church and township other than us

being notified last week and being told
we are going to be served,”’ she said.

Powell, however, does not agree. He

said he saw the commission’s unanimous
decision against the church as something
more.

Powell said in doing so, the township
is dictating how church’s conduct wor-
ship by saying Temple Baptist and its
4,000-plus members are too much for the
location.

“Very clearly they are saying they
believe worship should be done in num-
bers of 200 or 300 at a time,’’ Powell
said.

“This is certainly not a land use
issue.”

The attorney representing Temple
Baptist, Joseph Galvin, said the suit’s
goal is to let the church develop its prop-
erty as it sees fit.

“This is suit is to develop the property
for a religious complex,”’ Galvin said.

He said the church is also seeking
monetary compensation in a damage
claim caused by the delay.

“It's a question in the increase of con-
sulting fees and holding the land without
use,’’ Galvin said.

“The amount will be determined later
by the judge.”

The case will be heard by Judge John
R. Kirwan.
