Eckles was community’s grandmother

Maybe it was the pies. Or maybe it 
was the advice and charm of a woman
wise into her years.

Regardless, the Plymouth community 
lost someone special when Helen Eckles 
died last Wednesday of cancer at the age 
of 88.

A longtime member of the Plymouth 
Grange, Helen was also synonymous 
with the Fall Festival. It was her apple 
pies, as many as 360 one year, that served 
as one of her trademarks.

Elaine Yagiela, executive director of 
New Morning School, located next to the 
Eckles farm, said she was impressed with 
Helen’s sincerity and individuality.

“She was very tolerant of allowing a 
school going up next to her,” she said. 
“She was ahead of her time, independent 
and self-sufficient”

Yagiela said having Eckles next to the 
school was good for the children and 
adults alike.

She said she would go over and talk to

Helen at length, picking her brain and 
receiving advice. The students at New 
Morning would bring her cookies and 
sometimes rake her leaves.

Yagiela said Helen was a wealth of 
information and a valuable asset to an 
educational community.

“The elderly have so many resources 
to share that we’re not tapping into,” she 
said. “Knowing her was like knowing my 
own grandmother.”

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Canton to review water and sewer rate hikes

The Canton Township board, in an 
effort to find ways to overcome a fund 
imbalance to its water and sewer depart­
ment, is reveiwing the possibility of insti­
tuting a water and sewer rate hike.

According to Canton Chief Financial 
Officer John Spencer, the rates need to be 
adjusted to make up for a waning fund 
balance.

“We evaluate rates annually,” Spencer 
said. “Because of increases from Detroit 
Water and Sewer we have to increase the 
rates.”

The plan would raise the cost of water 
flow by 10 cents per 1,000 gallons and 15 
cents per 1,000 gallons of sewage and 
would become effective O ctl. Overall, if 
the measure gobs into effect, the adjusted 
difference for residents would be a com­
bined water and sewer cost of $3.43 per 
thousand gallons of waste/water.

Spencer said that there was little the 
township could do to affect the rate 
changes. He said that Detroit invites the 
township to their public hearings on the 
matter, but they have little more than an 
opinion.

“In the past we and other communities 
have banded together to sue the City of 
Detroit over the rate hikes,” Spencer said.

One of the other reasons to get the 
fund balance back on the plus side is to 
keep the value of water and sewer bonds 
up so that they can be sold.

“Boards in the past hadn’t raised the 
rates for some time, so eventually the 
fund started operating on a loss that was 
covered by interest income and developer 
fees,” Spencer said.

“That makes it harder to sell water 
bonds.”

Part of the cost to the water and sew- 
err system is the new connection for the 
flow of waste to the Ypsilanti Water and
Sewer system.

While Ypsilanti is even more expen­
sive that Detroit’s rates, the water is 
cleaned more thoroughly and is dumped 
into the Lower Rouge.

Spencer said that the township will be 
looking at a multi-year plan to get the 
water and sewer fund balance up to the 
break-even point.

The board will look at the rate hike 
again at their next regular meeting.

Standard Federal held 
up in broad daylight

Canton police are still looking for two 

men in connection with the daylight rob­
bery of Standard Federal Bank in Canton 
on Sept. 14.

According to Canton Police reports, at 
2:07 p.m., a beige Mercury Sable pulled 
up the Standard Federal bank on Ford Rd.

A man wearing a gas mask, baseball 
hat, surgical gloves and carrying a pistol 
got out of the car and went into the bank.

The report said that as the first man 
announced that he was robbing the bank, 
a second — wearing a t-shirt, gloves, gas 
mask and carrying a long-barreled rifle —  
siezed the manager o f the bank and 
forced two of the tellers to empty their 
cash drawers into a plastic garbage bag.

Canton police believe that the Sable 
headed south on Elmhurst, then to Saltz 
and from there to Bedford Square

Apartments where the car was found in 
the manager’s parking space.

“We believe that they probably 
switched cars at that point,” said Canton 
Officer Tammie Colling.

“We are asking if anyone in the com­
plex saw the car or the suspects possibly 
getting out of one car and into another 
and for them to call us.”

According to the police, a “respirator- 
type appratus” was found on Elmhurst St. 
It is believed to be part of one of the sus­
pect’s disguises.

According to the Canton Police, it is 
their policy not to disclose the amount of 
money taken in a robbery situation.

The report also said that a beige
Mercury Sable was reported caijacked at 
1:30 p.m. on the same day in Westland.

According to police reports, the first 
suspect is described as a black male 6‘ 4” 
tall, die second as a black male between 
5’6” and 5’8” tall.

Nighttime deer shootings at farm DNR approved

Neighbors of the Bunyea farm may 
have heard a few things that went bump 
in the night last week. More appropriate­
ly, things that went bang in die night.

On the Bunyea farm in Canton 
Township, residents of the area have 
heard gunfire in the night.

The Bunyea’s have stated their case to 
the Michigan Department of Natural 
Resources (DNR) and have been permit­
ted to shoot the deer cm their land.

According to DNR District Wildlife 
Biologist for the Jackson District Ralph 
Anderson, the shootings were DNR per­
mitted and sanctioned. “The Bunyea’s 
got in contact with us about their deer 
problem,” Anderson said.

“We went out to the farm and saw the 
problem area and saw that there was a lot

of damage. We agreed with them and 
issued a deer crop damage permit.”

The permit, which runs through Sept. 
25, allows deer hunting on the farm.

Anderson advised, for safety’s sake, 
that the Bunyea’s get police officers to do 
the actual shooting of the deer.

“So far they’ve killed one,” Anderson 
said. “It was given to the St Louis Boys 
School.”

According to homeowner Pay Bunyea, 
the loss of crops was significant.

“We lost one-third of the crops around 
the edges of the land and some crops in 
the middle,” Bunyea said. “The DNR 
agreed that the problem was significant” 

Bunyea said that she approached 
Canton Township for help but their solu­
tion to the problem, sending experienced 
bowhunters, would not satisfy the DNR.

Bunyea said that the DNR wanted the 
deer shot and removed from the site 
immediately.

“They even went so far as to tell us to 
shine die deer to get them to stand still,” 
Bunyea said.

As a result, Bunyea talked to 
Plymouth township and secured members 
of the force that were trained marksmen 
and could do the job with the minimum 
of pain to the animals. According to 
Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl 
Berry, the officers did the shooting on 
their own time and not under the direc­
tion of his offices.

After Sept.25, the permit w ill no 
longer be needed as the beginning of the 
hunting season is Oct. 1 (bowhunting), 
Nov. 15-30 (rifle), Dec. 1 (bowhunting) 
and then a 10-day muzzleloading season.

Anderson said that some of die devel­
opment in Canton was causing the move­
ment of the deer herds.

“Right now, there is home building 
going on in what used to be cropland for 
the longest time,” Anderson said. “When 
that happens you get an urban deer prob­
lem.”

He said that along with shrinking 
farmlands, deer see the remaining farm­
land in the area as prime eating grounds.

Unfortunately there are only two 
things that keep the numbers o f deer 
down, guns and cars. Anderson said that 
he doubted that there would be many ani­
mals shot

“After they shoot one or two of the 
deer the others will catch on,” Anderson 
said. “We’re hoping that it w ill force 
them away.”

With more than 100 Rotarians, com­

munity members and high school stu­
dents in attendance, the Plymouth Rotary 
Club welcomed and honored the heroes 
of die Sept. 3 airplane crash that took die 
life of pilot Lany Gillean.

Guests of the Rotarians that day were 
Steve Enders, Darrell Perry and Jim Pyda 
who pulled the survivors of the crash out 
of the burning plane.

Pat Gillean, the wife of die pilot of the 
crashed plane, was also in attendance at 
die luncheon.

The emotional luncheon meeting was 
called to honor the heroes of the crash 
and to have them say in their own words, 
how they came to give “service above 
self.”

Rotary President Tom Piotrowski 
explained why the club was honoring the 
heroes of the crash.

“It this organization, we have themes 
to inspire Rotarians around the world,” 
Piotrowski said. “Look past yourself, be a 
friend...

“We are here to honor four people 
who were called to look beyond them­
selves and personified the 80-year-old 
Rotary motto of ‘service above self.’”

Tom Kennedy, a member of the 
Rotarians and a witness to the crash, 
explained how he could not have made it 
to the site on time.

“I thought that I was going to be the 
first on die scene but when I got there I 
saw four individuals at the scene of the 
wreck,” Kennedy said.

“They entered the burning cockpit to 
save the survivors with hoses and chemi­
cal extinguishers.

“Seconds after die survivors were free 
the expanding gas vapors in the cockpit 
made it inaccessible,” Kennedy said.

Kennedy also said that the pilot of die 
plane, Larry Gillean, should be honored 
for bringing his crippled plane to the

ground with die minimum of casualties.
Darrell Perry of Detroit, who was 

working in die complex where die plane 
wait down, was one of the first people on 
the scene.

“I saw the plane as it was coming in 
and thought it was too low,” Perry said. 
“My first instinct was to call far help then 
I thought, ‘oh no,’”

Steve Enders of Sterling Heights was 
also at work when Gillean’s plane began 
having problems.

“We came in that day to get some 
odds and ends done when we heard an 
engine failure,” Enders said.

“We opened the blinds and all we saw 
was airplane.”

Enders said that as he ran out with a 
fire extinguisher, he saw Perry already 
trying to get Gillean out of the plane as it 
began to catch fire.

Enders said.
Jim Pyda, the third of the men on the 

scene, was out getting his mail when 
Gillean’s plane hit the ground.

“I saw the plane com ing down, 
cartwheel and tumble to a stop,” Pyda 
said.

“The next thing I knew I was grabbing 
the nearest fire extinguisher and running 
for the plane.”

It was Pyda who put the term hero in 
its proper context for the crash.

“This is not about us, it is about help­
ing someone else out,” Pyda said. 
“Whether it’s changing a tire or what 
happened with the plane, we were just 
helping someone out.”

So, we have no guarantee that the driver who is speeding is going to 
slow down solely because of a lower speed limit. Which leads us to our 
point.

Everyone must admit that when they see a patrol unit while they are 
driving, it is almost natural instinct to slow down, and definitely pay clos­
er attention to traffic signals and such.
