Omnicom sale rumors abound

Cable provider’s manager says there has been
no sale, but tales of the company’s purchase persist

Is Omnicom Cable being sold?

According to Omnicom Cablevision’s
General Manager Lisa Boland, the cable
provider is not being sold to Ann Arbor’s
Columbia Cablevision. Rumors have said
it was a done deal.

“That’s not true,” Boland said. “We
have not been sold. But we have heard
that Columbia has been sold.”

Larry Monroe, Chairman and CEO of
the consulting firm Municon, said that he
had heard the rumor as well.

“We have heard somewhat the same
rumor,” Monroe said. “We told all four

communities three months ago that we’

strongly believed that the company was
positioning itself for a sale.”

Monroe said that the rumor that
Omnicom was sold was unconfirmed.

The head of Omnicom’s parent com-
pany, Harry Suri, did not return phone
calls Monday and Tuesday.

According to Wayne Gamblin, operat-
ing manager at Columbia, there is no deal

in the works for the purchase of

Omnicom
“I haven’t heard anything,” Gamblin
said. “We haven’t even made a bid.”
Gamblin said that, officially,

Columbia has no comment or relation to
Omnicom.

He did say however, that Columbia
has been testing the waters concerning
selling themselves off.

“We’ve been taking bids, they’ve been
delivered this month,” Gamblin said. “No
definitive agreement has been ma

Gamblin said that the company is
looking at whether or not selling the
cable company is the right thing to do.

“We're exploring the market right
now,” Gamblin said. “We're seeing if it
would be better for our principals to sell
the business or to stay in it.”

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Ford Road task force releases reccomendations
Document outlines plans for maintaining Canton’s ‘Main Street’

BY ROB KIRKBRIDE
The future of Ford Road in Canton is
outlined in a 35-page document prepared

by the Ford Road Task Force, which con-

tains a series of recommendations from a
number of working groups in the form of
goals, objectives and strategies.

“Looking to the Future: A Strategic
Plan for Ford Road” is being released
when the task force meets again on
Thursday.

The task force working groups —_
made up of approximately 60 residents,
business leaders and government officials
— met throughout June, July and August
to prepare a number of recommendations
(both long and short term) for maintain-
ing Ford Road. They focused on aesthet-
ic, traffic circulation, the retail/office mix
and financial resources.

The working groups’ suggestions will
be reviewed by the overall task force
Thursday before being presented to the
Canton Board of Trustees at an October
study session.

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack said the
improvements to Ford Road are impor-
tant to the future of the community.

“Ford Road may not fit many resi-
dents’ ideal for a commercial center, but
it really is Canton’s ‘Main Street’ and we
need to maintain its vitality for the long
haul,” said Yack, who added that the road
is important to the community’s overall
image and ability to attract new residents
and businesses.

“We want this to be a community doc-
ument, something all of the residents and
members of our business c0mmunity
have an interest in.”

Yack said the document and solutions

‘are long overdue. “Taking a hard look at

Ford Road is something we have wanted
to do for more than a year,” he said.
“Now that the project is nearly complete
we have to devise ways to make the rec-
ommendations work, be it over the next
year or next decade.”

The working groups dealt with sepa-
rate issues concerning aesthetic, traffic,
retail/office and financial resources for
projects on Ford Road.

The top three objectives agreed upon
by the aesthetic group as outlined in the
document are:

*Beautifying the I-275 interchange, .

The most important strategies outlined
by members of the traffic group are:
*Computerization of traffic signals.
*Creation of additional internal drive
and parking lot connections between sites

to allow alternate traffic patterns and
reduce turning movements onto and off
Ford Road.

*Evaluation of signal timing to allow
safer pedestrian crossing times at inter-
sections.

- eConstruction of additional I-275
interchange to divert non-business related
rush hour traffic from Ford Road.

eRealign drive entrances and provide
access links between various shopping
centers.

The most important issues raised by
the retail/office working group is the
need for an economic development plan
and a marketing theme or identity for
Ford Road. :

The group also stressed that an on-
going organization/association needs to
be formed that will deal with the numer-
ous long-range issues surrounding mar-
keting and developing along Ford Road.
The formation of this group and its make-
up remains one of the unresolved issues.

Financing these projects was another
area looked at by the groups.

The group will pursue funding through
federal, state, local and private funding.

Mathison, who has been the plumbing supply business since 1953 — 25
years in Canton — has seen the business evolve dramatically.

“It used to be that you wouldn’t pay more than $40 for a kitchen sink,
back when they were made of either cast iron or porcelain,” Mathison
said.

“Now I sell ones made of quartz, in designer colors, for over $300.”

After 21 years of fire fighting service
in the Plymouth Community, Captain
Tom Lenaghan has hung up his boots.

Lenaghan was recognized for his ser-
vice during the Sept. 5 regular meeting of
the city commission when a resolution

Canton’s money wasting must stoy

To spend more money, we need more money. That's the way
we all have to run our finances. But apparently, that’s not how
local government works.

In Canton, the Ford Road Task Force is ready to release their
findings on ways to improve the congested road, called Canton’s
“Main Street” by Canton Supervisor Tom Yack.

The plan calls for improvement in aesthetics, traffic flow and
retail/office development along the road. What it doesn’t specifi-
cally outline is the cost of the projects and who is going to pay
for them.

Here is a list of “Specific financial resources which were rec-
ommended for projects in the Ford Road Task Force
Implementation Schedule”. They appear in the document in this
exact order: Chamber of Commerce Funding; Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds; Community Fund
Raising Project(s); ISTEA Highway Enhancement Funding;
MDOT Roadway Construction Fund; MDOT State Trunkline
Program; MDOT Street Lighting Fund; MDOT Traffic Signal
Fund; MichCon Foundation; Private Funds (Private Sector
Developments); Revolving Loan Fund Program; SBA/DNR Tree
Planting Program; Special Assessment Acts 188, 246 and 264;
Township Funds.

It’s interesting to note that the list is in alphabetical order,
placing “Township Funds” at the bottom of the list.

Canton taxpayers beware!

There are 80 strategies listed in the Ford Road Task Force
Strategy Summary & Implementation Schedule. Of those 80
strategies, 23 specifically note “Township Funds” as a financial
resource to fund the project.

Another 40 note “Staff Time” as a financial resource. Here is a
simple equation. “Township Funds” + “Staff Time” = Higher
Taxes.

‘We must remember that this is in the planning stages. None of
the recommendations have been approved and there is no guaran-

tee that they ever will be approved. But to even consider these

recommendations would be a slap in the face to all Canton tax-
payers.

On this week’s agenda for the Canton Board of Trustees is the
second reading of ordinance 30-H increasing water and sewer

‘rates effective Oct. 1, 1994,

The ordinance would increase the water and sewer rates by 25
cents per thousand gallons. The reason behind the increase is to
keep up with the City of Detroit and Wayne County increases in
the wholesale water and sewage treatment rates.

At the last board meeting, increases in the police and fire mil-
lage were discussed. Several residents stood up at that meeting
and voiced their displeasure at the tax increase (which has not

But we have to make budgetary decisions that,
for most of us, make these items impossible or impractical to
attain.

The Canton Board of Trustecs needs to remember they are
functioning under a budget as well.
