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^Canton approves con tract w ith  p olice

The Canton Board o f Trustees 
approved a three year contract with the 
Canton Police Officers Association that 
will increase wages by 3 per cent for each 
of the three years at last week’s meeting.

The contract between the POAM, 
which represents police officers and 
police service personnel (dispatchers), 
expired on June 30, 1994. This contract 
runs from July 1,1994 to June 30,1997.

Canton Township Supervisor Tom 
Yack said the contract is good for the 
township and the officers. “I am pleased 
to bring this contract to you,” he said. “It

is in the best interest of both parties.”
Dan Durack, Canton’s administrative 

services director, said there are several 
changes in the new contract.

Those changes include:
•Furnishing a bullet proof vest to all 

patrol officers who request one. Under 
the new contract, “An employee who is 
provided a bullet proof vest shall wear 
the vest at all times while on duty. 
Employees who currently have their own 
bullet proof vest will not be issued a new 
vest until their current vest becomes 
unserviceable.”

•An increase in life insurance cover­

age from $30,000 to $50,000. Accidental 
death and/or dismemberment group cov­
erage in the amount of $50,000 will also 
be provided.

•A simplification of the employee fit­
ness program and test. Employees receive 
a $250 fitness allowance payment for 
meeting minimum levels of physical fit­
ness, which includes pushups, situps and 
a two mile run.

•Increase in vacation time at the 16 to 
20 year seniority rate. After 16 to 20 
years of service, 188 work hours per year 
(approximately 24 8-hour days) will be 
given to the employee.

School board meeting flooded by teachers, 
contract negotiations still underway

At Monday’s meeting o f the 

Plymouth-Canton School board, the 
trustees once again heard from the teach­
ers about how they felt about the contract 
negotiation process ongoing between the 
board, the teachers and the mediator.

At the meeting, which was scheduled 
to be held at Bentley Elementary and had 
to be moved to the Salem High auditori­
um, the board was joined by 450 mem­
bers of the Plymouth-Canton Education 
Association (PCEA).

President of the PCEA, Chuck 
Portelli, said before the meeting that the 
last meeting with the mediator was long 
but unproductive.

“We met with the board and the medi­
ator until 4:30 a.m.,” Portelli said. 
“Things just didn’t come together.”

One by one, the educators and con­
cerned citizens who got up to speak 
before the crowd echoed the same feel­
ings about the progress of the negotia­
tions; disillusionment and betrayal.

Tom Corner, chief negotiator for the 
PCEA, after acknowledging small 
progress and expressing appreciation for 
the effort, said that he wanted the discus­
sion to stay on fair terms.

“We want a fair fight and no more dis­
information,” Cotner said. “It has been 
said that the MEA (Michigan Education 
Association) has been running this show, 
that the negotiators are not representing 
the wishes of the members and lying to 
the members.

“The 3 per cent raise was paid for and 
was given up by the teachers to return 
services to the students, and we face the 
growing contempt of the superintendent 
and the board,” Thompson said. “Now 
we’re being asked to continue delivering 
the services without the return. You’re 
asking the students to do what you’re not 
doing with the teachers.”

Laurie Manoogian, a teacher and par­
ent in the district, said that the “open and 
honest” suggestions made by the goals

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Judges’ race was example of successful, failed strategy

Did Ron Lowe win the 35th District 
Judge race?

Or did Steve Boak lose it?
Many local court watchers had origi­

nally called the seat this way:
It was Lowe’s to lose.
Even Boak sent a $50 donation in to 

Lowe.
Then came the hordes. A dozen 

lawyers —  including Boak — decided to 
get into the fray before it was the filing 
deadline. One of them, former Plymouth 
Township Supervisor Maurice Breen, 
was disqualified when Lowe (and his 
campaign-honcho-brother Chuck Lowe) 
questioned the Breen petition signatures.

With 11 hopefuls, the popular theory

became that one o f the two finalists 
would be a man, another a woman. After 
all, five of the 11 were women, and one 
of them, Jacqueline George, had run a 
strong third out of nowhere the last time 
there was an open judgeship.

Then, two of the candidates got to 
work. Mike Gerou and Karen Woodside 
turned up the volunteers, the doorbell 
ringing, the advertising. Although known 
in their respective communities, they

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both mounted respectable district-wide 
efforts.

Gerou ran third, Woodside fourth.
But Lowe had finished second on 

Aug. 2.
Boak commanded the lead by 96 

votes.
Second place on Nov. 8 wouldn’t be 

good enough.
What had started as Lowe’s race to 

lose was now Boak’s to command.
Some Lowe backers wondered, “Has 

the moment passed?”
Boak and Lowe scurried for the sup­

porters of the nine losing candidates —  
sometimes openly, sometimes covertly. 
Breen had already thrown in for Boak 
and some Plymouth-Canton-Northville 
voters criticized Lowe’s challenge o f 
Breen’s petitions and would thus throw 
their support to Boak.

Others, who had seen Boak run a half­
hearted campaign for Plymouth 
Township Supervisor (finishing a distant 
third) two years ago and a campaign for 
Wayne County Circuit Court in 1980, 
termed him a “loser.”

The war of the endorsements ensued.
In theory, a well-known, local, popu­

lar person can bring other voters along by 
supporting a candidate. Boak and Lowe 
attempted to capitalize on that.

Lawn signs are as controversial in 
judge races as in other political contests, 
but became an issue. If a voter can be 
swayed by a lawn sign on a prominent 
citizen’s lawn, how do voters view cam­

paign signs plastered on abandoned 
hotels?

Breaking with tradition, the retired 
“founding” judge of the 35th District —  
Dunbar Davis —  backed Lowe. So di<| 
North ville Mayor Chris Johnson, arid 
Canton Supervisor Tom Yack, who both 
sit on the 35th Court’s Advisory Board.

In a way then, Boak’s supporters ■*— 
who included many of the best-known 
Plymouth-Canton-Northville business 
leaders — were the ones running against 
the 35th District Court insiders.

(But neither o f the incumbent 35th 
judges, Jim Garber and John MacDonald, 
openly endorsed a candidate.)

The race was on.
Lowe outraised and outspent Boak, 

although Boak’s “free donuts” and his 
heavy-duty law firm’s role in the cam­
paign got more mileage for the buck.

Three months before the primary, 
Lowe’s wife was enduring a difficult 
pregnancy and became house-bound. 
Since both candidates’ wives were active 
in the campaigns, this meant Boak’s team 
had an extra player on the field.

At the end, both campaigns planned 
for the home stretch.

Boak had concentrated on reaching 
out to Canton and the Northvilles —  
assuming the City o f Plymouth was 
Lowe’s and Plymouth Township was his.

Lowe, sharing the assumption on the 
Plymouths, staked out his last-minute 
“out of money” strategy: he stole Geroii’s

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Goodfellows hit streets Saturday

Sleet and snow won’t be the only 
thing hitting die streets this holiday sea­
son. On Saturday, Dec. 3 the Plymouth 
and Canton Goodfellows will brave the 
elements to promote their “No Kiddie 
Without a Christmas” program, selling 
copies o f their newspapers to benefit 
underprivileged kids.

The two local Goodfellow groups are 
run by Clara Hill in Plymouth and Nancy 
Spencer in Canton. Each coordinate the 
efforts and actions of their volunteers’ 
attempt to sell papers to raise money to 
support the charity program.

According to Spencer, “Our goal is for 
no child to go without a Christmas.” Hill 
added, “We are making a mission state­
ment... so that there is no kiddie without a 
Christmas.”

Though the two Goodfellow groups 
operate individually, the goals o f each 
group remain almost identical. Families 
are interviewed and submit a wish-list to 
the Goodfellows who try fu lfill the 
requests. “Each child will have at least 
one gift, hopefully more, depending on 
the contributions,” Spencer said. Every 
child will also receive a turkey dinner 
with all the trimmings to accompany their 
holiday gifts.

Recipient parents also get to take part 
in making their childrens’ Christmas spe­
cial. Goodfellows deliver coupons to par­
ents for clothing and food. These coupons

allow the parents to buy necessities at 
local stores such as Meijer and K-Mart.

The Goodfellows have been a fixture 
in Christmas community activities since 
1938 while the “No Kiddie Without a 
Christmas” program has its roots nestled 
in the street comers of Detroit. Started in 
1914 as a way to bring a Christmas to 
poor kids, former street peddlers began 
selling newspapers to raise money for 
charity.

The Old Newsboys, as these peddlers 
were known, had been working together 
since 1885 and were perfect volunteers to 
work street comers. Hill said, “It started 
in Detroit... with a fellow who used to be 
a newspaper boy, selling fliers to raise 
money for the less fortunate.” She added, 
“The theme has been the same as long as 
I can remember.”

In the past Goodfellows involvement 
used to be more extensive by taking the 
children to stores and buy them shoes and 
clothing. This practice is no longer possi­
ble due to personnel constraints. 
“Numbers have gone down, times have 
changed,” Hill explained.

At street comers, along sidewalks and 
in front of stores the Goodfellows will 
carry on the tradition this year resulting 
in approximately 120 deliveries. The 
Plymouth Goodfellows will coordinate 
their efforts with The Salvation Army in 
order cover as much ground as possible.

The needful children and families

aren’t the only people to benefit from the 
program, volunteers are rewarded with a 
sense of holiday happiness. Art Winkel, 
a Canton Goodfellow volunteer, declared, 
“I find it very satisfying, I get a kick out 
of the people I deliver to,”. Describing 
her experience, Hill said, “You really do 
something right now for somebody, you 
don’t just put money in a box.” Spencer, 
a 19-year veteran of Goodfellows service, 
became involved as a result of a personal 
tragedy. “My father had died and I was 
really at a loose ends,” she declared.

However, for the G oodfellows to 
accomplish their deeds they need as 
much help as possible. “We need more 
volunteers,” Winkel proclaimed. 
Currently, 20 to 30 people are slated to be 
out selling papers for each 
Goodfellows group. “I hope we have 
more(volunteers) than last year.” Winkel 
said.

More recruits will be needed when the 
Goodfellows make their deliveries. The 
Canton Goodfellows will make their 
deliveries on Dec. 17 while the 
Plymouth Goodfellows present their gifts 
on Dec. 24.

“The community is becoming more 
involved, last year was the first year in 
four years we didn’t have to go in to our 
savings,” Hill stated. Summing up the 
general theme of the Goodfellows’ expe­
rience, Winkel proudly said, “I like help­
ing people.”

“In good faith we deferred the 3 per cent raise,” Manoogian 
said.

“The Plymouth-Canton school district should be financially 
competitive with other school districts.”

Denise Kimple, a psychology teacher at Canton High School, 
said that the job that she does extends beyond the textbook into 
the realm of research and counseling.

“I go to seminars to keep up, I work hard to come up with 
challenging lesson plans,” Kimple said.

“picket signs” form of campaigning at the 
expressway exits.

Both candidates gathered volunteers to 
cover the precincts throughout the 
Plymouths, Canton, and the Northvilles.

Election day dawned with plans to 
pester the voters equally displayed by 
both the Boak and Lowe camps. 
(Although a Boak supporter was perhaps 
more agressive than most by stopping 
cars as they pulled in at a Canton school.)

Most courtwatchers gave Boak a 
resounding Plymouth Township “home- 
base” lead. That vote advantage would 
equal or exceed Lowe’s margin in the 
two cities — Plymouth and Northville —  
which are smaller. (There might be 8,000 
Plymouth Township voters to 3,000 City 
of Plymouth and 2,000 City of Northville 
voters.)

Thus, by 8 p.m. when the polls closed, 
all eyes were on Canton and Northville, 
Township. Most thought the race would 
be won or lost there.

Traditionally, the races for open 
judgeships in the 35th District Court were 
not close in the final. But this race had. 
defied history in other ways —  notably 
that it was very low key.

The oddsmakers — yes, even in a 
judge’s race — said, “Too close to call.”

As the first results trickled in, Lowe 
lost in the City of Northville by 16 votes.

| He had been expected to come out there 
by 200 votes and his campaign workers 

! looked like they were headed to 
Oakwood Hospital.

Then, the City of Plymouth performed 
CPR on the Lowe poll watchers when it 
delivered a 670-vote margin for its City 
Attorney.

Votes from the three townships started 
coming in next.

Northville Township was running 
slightly for Boak — he ended up taking 
both absentee precincts and seven of 10 
precincts for a 353- vote victory. Still, 
not enough of a Boak victory to take the 
lead.

Canton’s precincts were running the 
other way —  Lowe eventually took 22 
precincts plus four absentee precincts, 
Boak took two precincts plus one absen­
tee board. The final margin for Lowe was 
1,213.

Still* with its potential 17,848 voters, 
Plymouth Township’s ability to become a 
rout had Boak’s staff poised and Lowe’s 
staff worried.

By 11:30 p.m. enough of the 
Plymouth Township result was in to 
show there would be no rout.

Fifteen minutes later (even though not 
all of Canton was in), it was clear that 
Lowe wouldn’t lose badly in Plymouth 
Township. Then came the last precincts...

Boak lost on his home turf by 173 
votes!

(Actually, 3,046 Plymouth Township 
voters who cast ballots on Nov. 8 
D ID N ’T VOTE in the 35th District 
judge’s race! They alone could easily 
have made the difference.)

It was over, all told, by 1,694 votes.
Just as when the retiring Garber had

beaten Phil Ogilvie 16 years ago, the sec­
ond-place finisher in the primary had 
edged out the top primary vote getter.

In a recent newspaper article,. Boak is 
quoted as blaming Lowe’s victory on
4,000 votes supposedly delivered to 
Lowe by the Michigan Right to Life 
lobby.

But newspapers had reported on a 
Lowe letter he sent that group before the 
primary declining to fill out their ques­
tionnaire. (Woodside said she did the 
same.)

An analysis o f votes in other 
Plymouth-Canton-Northville races in _  
which the Right to Life group endorsed 
(State Representatives, State Senators,

Congress, etc.) shows no 4,000 vote 
block.

Boak termed Lowe’s support by the 
group as “improper” in an interview last 
week in The Northville Record and 
blamed his loss on taking the high road in 
the campaign.

But in reality, what went wrong with 
Boak’s campaign happened in his own 
community where he lost badly two years 
earlier in die supervisor’s race.

If Boak were to blame anybody for his 
loss in his own backyard, he should criti­
cize his 3,046 neighbors who went to the 
precincts but didn’t vote in his race or his 
4,154 neighbors who voted for his oppo­
nent — Judge Lowe.

Bradley said mail carriers will always 
pick up mail from a home mailbox.

There are 11 additional people work­
ing at the post office for the holiday rush.

Bradley suggests dropping those cards 
and packages early to ensure delivery by 
Christmas. “If you get the mail into the 
system sooner,” he said, “it gives it a bet­
ter chance to get to the destination soon­
er.”

Bradley said foreign mail should be 
sent as soon as possible to make it before 
the end of the holidays.

“Usually, foreign mail takes a week to 
10 days to get to its destination,” he said. 
“I wouldn’t be surprised, depending on 
the country it’s going to, if it took three 
weeks.”

Bradley has other suggestions to make

mail delivery run smoothly this holiday 
season:

•Customers should bundle their 
Plymouth mail together and put it in the 
local mail box;

•Make sure the full address and apart­
ment number is on all mail;

•If leaving on a holiday vacation, put a 
hold on mail service three to four days 
before leaving;

•Don’t waste time by going to the post 
office for stamps. A form can be filled 
out to receive stamps through the mail. 
The service is free;

•Area senior citizens should look for 
the post office’s “Stamps on Wheels” 
program, where stamps are delivered to 
senior citizen centers and senior housing;

•When the snow begins to fall, 
remember to keep the sidewalks and 
porches clear for the mail carriers.

State approached about buildings at Mettetal
BY ALEX LUNDBERG

The State of Michigan has been approached by a local businessman about buying a 
pair of buildings on Mettetal airport property.

According to Mettetal Airport Citizen’s Advisory Board Chair Mark Merlanti, nothing 
has been decided as yet

“The state has no active interest in the buildings,” Merlanti said. “There is currently 
no plan to purchase the buildings.”

Merlanti said that the owner of the property, Ed Tate, approached the state to see if it 
would be interested in the property for use with the airport. He said that, conceivably, the 
buildings could be used as either a meeting room or as the location of the fuel field.

“It’s not easy to analyze the property for use when there is no real interest in the prop­
erty,” Merlanti said.

Merlanti said that the proposal would be discussed at the meeting in an effort to keep 
everything about the airport’s business out in the open.

“Nothing is going on behind the scenes,” Merlanti said. “This is just a proposal, there 
wasn’t even a price quoted on the buildings.”

For his part, Tate offered the buildings at the airport out of exasperation with Canton 
township. Tate said that he was planning to re-open his business, J &J Autoelectric, at the 
Mettetal site but said that it has taken him between six and seven months to get the site 
plans approved.

“I’m not happy about the way that I was treated by Canton,” Tate said. “I had to sub­
mit 15 different site plans for my business. I got the run around.”

Tate said that he was tired of trying to get his business going and approached the state 
about the buildings.

“They said that the site plans are ready, but I’ll wait until I see them,” Tate said. “If 
the state comes up with the money I’ll sell to them. If not I’ll open the business.”

In other issues to be faced by the board at Thursday’s meeting, Merlanti will clarify 
the rules and regulations concerning the operation of ultralights (one-man open-air air­
planes) in and around Mettetal.

According to Merlanti, there was a question about what were the rules concerning the 
operation of ultralights at the airport.

“The complaint was that there was an ultralight flying over Plymouth and that the 
pilot was not licensed,” Merlanti said.

Merlanti said that fellow Boardmember John Vergona knew the pilot and knew that he 
was a licensed pilot. The difference was that a person does not need a license to fly an 
ultralight.

According to Merlanti, David Sunday of the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)

said that an ultralight should not fly over congested areas.
“Sunday basically said that he should follow the highways, which he said he was 

doing anyway,” Merlanti said. “But because Mettetal is a public airport, he needs a prop­
er ingress-egress path for the airport.”

Merlanti said that the problem was not a Mettetal issue.
“This is a FAA issue,” Merlanti said. “If someone has a complaint about an ultralight, 

they should call the FAA.”
Merlanti said that the board’s involvement with the issue was to keep communications 

open.
“We just facilitated the communications,” Merlanti said, “that’s all we can do.”

Bread store offers holiday eating alternatives
Holiday menus, traditionally filled with sugar, cholesterol, and 

calorie-laden goodies, can be made more healthy, according to 
Val Jaroch, owner of the Breadwinner, breads and bake shop 
located in Plymouth.

“Normally in the mass production of bread products, the 
nutritional value is lost,” explained Mark Jaroch, of the family- 
owned shops, who manages the business with his brother Eric 
and father Val. “We use unbleached and unbromated flours. In 
the bromating process, chemicals are used and many vitamins are 
lost in the milling process of flour. With our white breads, we re­
introduce wheat germ. We use sea salt in our breads instead of 
iodized salt, so we reduce the chemicals.”

Jaroch said Breadwinner also uses canola and olive oils in the 
baking process, both low in saturated fats with no cholesterol.

’’Honey and apple cider vinegar are used in the products in the 
leavening process of the yeast,” he said. “Canola oil lubricates 
the gluten in order for the bread to expand, but we use 1/4 
teaspoon or less per loaf. This also serves as a natural 
preservative and improves shelf life.”

Jaroch, his brother and father, operate the Breadwinner shop 
in Rochester as well and offer customers a selection of 27 types 
of breads for all occasions from the traditional white breads to 
breakfast breads such as Oat Cranberry and Cinny Swirl to Val’s 
Veggie, Dilly Cheddar and Onion Poppy.

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OLGC associate pastor arrested for drunken driving

Father John “Doc” Oilman, associate 
pastor at Our Lady of Good Counsel 
Parish in Plymouth was arrested for 
drunken driving on Monday, Nov. 21 and 
was relieved of his duties at the church 
until he receives therapy.

Father John J. Sullivan, pastor of 
OLGC, informed his congregation of the 
arrest at Sunday Mass this past weekend.

Sullivan could not be reached for 
comment, but released a statement to The 
Crier that said since this was not 
Ortman’s first offense, there would be 
some serious consequences that he must

face.
“I ask you as parents and as individu­

als to take this time to talk together, or 
with your children and teens about this 
very insidious problem of drinking in our 
society today,” Sullivan said. “Please 
pray for Father Doc, his family, all those 
who try to help him. Pray for us all.”

Sullivan said in his statement that the 
anti-drinking message is appropriate for 
the holiday season, “...when the problem 
of alcoholism rears it’s ugly head so 
often and in such a deadly way,” he said.

“As we see, it happens in all kinds of 
families.”

According to a police report, Ortman 
was driving a 1994 black Jeep north on 
Main Street when he turned in front of a 
southbound vehicle which struck 
Ortman’s Jeep on the right passenger 
door.

When police arrived, Ortman asked if 
they would drive his Jeep back to OLGC. 
When Ortman was in the police car, the 
officer that responded to the accident 
asked him if he had been drinking.

“I only drink milk,” Ortman said to 
the officer.

The report went on to say that as they 
drove to OLGC, the officer noticed a

stronger scent of alcohol.
Again Ortman was asked if  he had 

been drinking and again he told police he 
only drank milk.

When Ortman and the officer arrived 
at the police station, Ortman was asked to 
take an alcohol test. Ortman was tested 
and blew a .18 and .17 —  nearly twice 
the .10 legal limit.

Ortman was then arrested. It was later 
found that Ortman was driving without a 
license for past traffic infractions. 
Attempts were also made to contact 
Ortman himself, but he was not accepting 
phone calls.

CFCU to expand with new Novi location

“We are planning to run out of the 
Northville branch for the time being,” he 
said.

No site in Novi has been secured at 
this time for the expansion.

With branches in Plymouth, Canton, Northville and several northern locations, 
Community Federal Credit Union will open their new branch in Novi.

Bar Association rating system needs overhaul
E D ITO R :
As a recent candidate fo rju d g e , I  was a partic ipant in  the ju d ic ia l ratings o f a loca l B ar 

Association as w e ll as a c iv ic  organization.
Even though I  received re la tive ly  good evaluations, I  was disappointed to  learn the 

process by w hich the ratings are derived. N ow  that the elections are over and th is c r iti­
cism  cannot a ffect any pending race, I  suggest that these organizations review  th e ir pro­
cedures to  see i f  they can be im proved.

U n til I  participated in  the process, I  assumed that the ratings probably included a fa irly  
comprehensive evaluation based on some objective scoring c rite ria  and that in  the case o f 
a B ar Association, the added elem ent o f a peer evaluation was included. M y experience 
was contrary to  these assumptions.

The area B ar A ssociation evaluation, fo r exam ple, invo lved responding to  a lengthy 
w ritten  questionnaire fo llow ed  by an oral in te rv iew  by a panel o f attorneys. The w ritten  
questionnaire took several hours to  com plete and in  addition the subm ission o f three legal 
w ritin g  samples and a lis t o f six legal references, (attorneys o r judges who could attest to  
your ab ilities , experience, character, etc.) were requested.

Candidates w ho inquired, were to ld  that the ora l in te rv iew  portion  o f the evaluation 
was sim ply a fo llo w  up to  th e ir w ritten  questionnaire response and the legal w ritings that 
they had subm itted. I t  came to  me as a great surprise when I  discovered the fo llo w in g :

•There is no objective scoring crite ria  whatsoever u tilize d  in  the ratings process;
•Candidates fo r the same o ffice  are not necessarily, and in  m y case were not, in te r­

viewed by the same in te rv iew  panel;
•M y  in te rv iew  panel had not read m y legal w ritin g  samples as o f the tim e o f m y in te r­

v iew  nor d id  they ever contact any o f m y legal references;
•The panel’ s recom m endation is  read to  a com m ittee-at-large consisting o f some 100+

members and is  then adopted, unless an at-large com m ittee m em ber moves to  increase o f 
decrease the ra ting.

The ra ting  process in  m y op in ion  has some g la ring  deficiencies. I  suggest the fo llo w ­
ing  changes:

•Candidates fo r the same o ffice  should be interview ed by the same panel because ra t­
ings by th e ir very nature are com parative. Th is w ou ld  a llow  a vo te r to  compare apples to  
apples.

•R atings should be based on an ob jective  scoring c rite ria  w ith  perhaps a range o f 
scores w ith in  several pertinent categories. W h ile  i t  is  no t possible to  e n tire ly  e lim ina te  
subjective elements in  a ra ting  system, th is change w ou ld  be a m ove in  the d ire c tio n  o f 
fairness, w ould im prove consistency, and w ould a llow  a candidate to  rebut a pa rticu la r 
score in  th e ir evaluation rather than be branded by a to ta lly  subjective ra ting  labe l.

•The scoring c rite ria , as w e ll as the members o f the in te rv iew  panel and th e ir back­
grounds, should be in fo rm ation  know n to  the candidate and ava ilab le  to  the p u b lic , in  
advance.

•Com prehensive evaluations by sm all panels should be the basis fo r  the ra tings. A  
sm all panel provides more accountability. To a llow  a com m ittee-at-large o f 100+ mem­
bers to  make adjustm ents a fte r an in itia l ra ting  has been recommended, poses a s itua tion  
ripe  fo r corrup tion. I t  is said that a chain is  as strong as its  weakest lin k . A  cyn ic  cou ld  
argue that tw o  weak lin ks  in  th is chain, (one to  boost a candidate’ s ra tin g  and one to  
decrease a com petito r’ s ra ting ) could theore tica lly have a m ajor im pact on  an e lection  i f  
one presumes tha t voters g ive these ratings s ign ifican t w e ig h t

Presumably, voters do re ly  on these ratings. W e owe i t  to  the voters to  m ake the ra tin g  
system as fa ir and incorrup tib le  as possible.

Goals presented to school board were attainable
E D ITO R :
I  w rite  to  you to urge c la rifica tio n  o f a quote that was a ttribu t­

ed to  me in  you r a rtic le  “ P-C School Board adopts, approves 
goals re p o rt,”  w h ich  appeared in  the N ov. 16 e d itio n  o f The 
C rier.

The quote that was attributed to me w ould leave a reader o f 
that a rtic le  w ith  the d is tinc t im pression that the P lym outh-Canton 
C om m unity Schools 1994-1995 Goals C om m ittee, o f w h ich  I  
was a member, came up w ith  the goals i t  presented to  the school 
board in  ignorance o f the fe a s ib ility  o f atta in ing the goals, and 
thus decided upon the goals in  a vacuum. That is s im p ly not true, 
and the quote a ttribu ted  to  me was inaccurate. I t  states tha t I  
believed that our jo b  as com m ittee members d id  no t include con­
sideration o f ways to  im plem ent the goals we u ltim a te ly  present­
ed to the school board. I  never said that I  believed that i t  was not 
our jo b , bu t I  d id  say that we were asked to  provide the board 
w ith  the tools o r strategies from  im plem entation o f the goals. We 
believed that i t  was w ith in  the board’ s province to  decide on the 
best methods fo r reaching the goals we presented and, apparently, 
so d id  the superintendent, Charles L ittle , when he gave us our 
charge. H owever, that d id  not prevent us from  com ing up w ith  
m any ideas on how the goals m ight be reached.

The goals were strongly debated and though tfu lly  considered 
and supported. They were also delivered w ith  a series o f sugges­
tions o r ideas, i f  you w ill. The suggestions/ideas were not part o f 
the goals language, bu t were extensively discussed and then p ro f­
fered by the com m ittee to the board along w ith  the goals. Indeed, 
m any o f the ideas gave concrete guidance to the board on what

the com m ittee believed were methods by w hich the board could 
begin im plem enting the goals.

The goals themselves were drafted w ith  language that re flec t­
ed the com m ittee’ s co llective  in tent that the board begin im m edi­
ate e ffo rts tow ard achieving the goals. Language in  the goals such 
as “ design and im plem ent,”  “ in itia te ”  and “ ins titu te  a process”  
reflected the sense o f urgency that the com m ittee wanted to  con­
vey.

A ll o f the goals are im m ediately measurable, as w e ll. The in i­
tia l measurement can be made the firs t day a fter the board begins 
im plem enting the goals. That measurement w ill show tha t the 
school d is tric t has begun m oving forw ard and is one day closer to 
achieving in  th e ir en tire ty  the goals tha t the com m unity-based 
com m ittee believed were w orthy o f presentation to the board —  
a ll w ith  one underlying goal in  m ind: to im prove student learning.

I  had the d is tinct pleasure o f w orking  as a member o f the goals 
com m ittee. A ll members o f tha t group con tribu ted  s ig n ifica n t 
amounts o f th e ir tim e to form ulate and a rticu la te  several basic, 
attainable goals fo r the P lym outh-Canton School D is tric t fo r th is 
academic year. From  parents to  students, from  teachers to adm in­
istrators, and from  seniors to  business people, the goals com m it­
tee considered, digested and evaluated the many com m unity per­
spectives that were represented on the com m ittee. The end result 
was a set o f three consensus-backed goals w hich were presented 
to  the school board along w ith  numerous ideas in  support o f those 
goals.

I  am very proud to  have been a part o f that e ffo rt.
