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Cities, Twps. to join police dispatch, lockups?

After two-and-a-half years of discus­
sions about joint police dispatch and 
lockup went nowhere, but a renewed

effort is rapidly gaining speed.
But instead of a five-community con­

sortium —  Canton, the two Plymouths, 
and die two Northvilles —  it now looks

like a four-community deal may fly with­
out Canton.

“The preliminary numbers suggest it 
will work,” said Northville Mayor Chris

Johnson.
The four elected leaders of the com­

munities, Plymouth Township Supervisor 
Kathleen Keen McCarthy, Plymouth 
Mayor Doug Miller, Northville Township 
Supervisor Karen Baja, and Johnson have 
discussed:

•Joint dispatch including an upgrade 
to 800 megahertz and record keeping.

•Joint lockup of prisoners.
•An “off-site” location for the four 

police departments’ joint service center. 
Two locations have been discussed as a 
possible site for a new facility: die 35th 
District Court building or the Wayne 
County property at Five Mile and 
Sheldon Roads.

Canton’s size —  approximately the 
same size population-wise and geograph­
ically to the other four combined —  
made adding it to the equation for joint 
services an unequal partner. “Because of 
our size and, I think, our leadership, 
we’ve already developed (our own) effi­
cient system,” said Canton Supervisor 
Tom Yack.

“They can move on without us 
because it doesn’t make sense for us,” 
Yack added. “We won’t stand in the way; 
we should bless them.”

Plymouth City Manager Steve Walters 
said, “There’s so much similarity of the 
four (governmental units), the cost sav­
ings distribute equally.”

The renewed discussions on the joint 
police services began in earnest two 
weeks ago following a Conference of 
Western Wayne meeting with a conversa­
tion between Baja, Keen-McCarthy and 
Johnson. A meeting between the four 
elected officials is scheduled for next 
week.

The City of Northville also has the 
option to link with Novi to the north, but 
Johnson said, “Long range, we’d proba­
bly be better off in the 35th District 
group. I’ve tended to prefer that because 
of the court.”

Walters said that the decision 
between locating a joint service facility at 
the courthouse or at Five Mile and 
Sheldon made little difference geographi­
cally but that the courthouse has one 
appeal.

“We already own it,” he said, adding 
that the five governments which jointly 
operate the court could make an adjust-

Campaign photo usage prompts apology letter

Bill Joyner and Cynthia Burgess McGuire on the steps of the U.S. Supreme Court

With elections over and done, voters 
in The Plymouth-Canton-Northville 
Community thought that they would get a 
much needed break from politicians and 
rhetoric.

But like a bad re-run, part of the 20th 
State House race is back, demanding to 
be addressed.

North ville Attorney Carolyn 
Blanchard, who ran unsuccessfully 
against Gerry Law for the 20th State 
House seat, has released a letter of apolo­
gy to a woman whose picture appears on 
one piece of her campaign literature.

Blanchard sent The Crier a certified 
copy of the letter last week.

The controversy also involves a local 
political consultant who once sought the 
same seat —  and lost to Law.

Bill Joyner, who has been active in 
many local elections and once served The 
Plymouth-Canton-Northville Community 
as its Wayne County Commissioner, has 
refused to discuss his role in the photo­
graph controversy.

The retraction letter, from the offices 
of “Many Citizens to elect Carolyn 
Blanchard," said “(We)...regret a picture 
of a woman appeared on our campaign 
literature in the fall 1994 election. Use of 
the picture by the committee was an 
error.

“The woman pictured never supported 
the candidate, she has never been incar­
cerated due to any illegal activity, she has 
never had an abortion, she has never 
actively or publicly supported abortion. 
We apologize to the woman, her family 
and the community for using the picture. 
We retract use of the picture and any 
implications use of the picture might 
have caused."

The letter was signed by Carolyn 
Blanchard and her campaign treasurer, 
Jeanette Blanchard.

The mailing, which depicted a woman 
behind bars, makes dire allegations about 
what would happen to a woman’s right to 
an abortion if Law were to be elected.

The woman in the picture is a former 
Canton resident now living in Ohio, 
Cynthia Burgess McGuire who said that 
she knew where the picture came from. 
Burgess was formerly the co-director of 
The Canton Community Foundation.

“Someone who knew me when I lived 
in Canton sent it to me,” McGuire said. 
“My guess is that it is an old Canton 
Foundation picture from 1990.

I’m sure that it was supplied by Bill 
Joyner.”

Burgess and Joyner, also a former 
director of the Canton Foundation, had 
dated at one time.

Ironically, Law served as a state repre­
sentative before his return this November 
—  having defeated Joyner for the posi­
tion in November, 1982.

Joan Noricks, executive director of 
the Canton Community Foundation, said 
that the foundation had no knowledge of 
the picture or of its use in the Blanchard 
campaign literature.

When Joyner had headed the 
Foundation, he was criticized for using 
its resources for political purposes.

McGuire said that die letter made her 
feel better about the whole ordeal, but 
said that there’s another letter she’d like 
to receive.

“I want an apology from Joyner," 
McGuire said. “He knew what he was 
doing.

“I was used," McGuire said.
“All of the things that were implied in 

that letter, that I had been in jail, that I 
had an abortion, that I supported the can­
didate, none of that is true."

At oi% time, Joyner was suing Burgess

Building in October of 1989. 
for injuries he received in an auto acci­
dent while a passenger in her car.

Joyner declined comment about the 
accident and that lawsuit

Carolyn Blanchard, who stated in the 
letter that she was not involved in the 
selection of the picture for the literature, 
declined to discuss the matter further. 
She did say she had been contacted by 
Burgess-McGuire.

“The letter says it all," Blanchard said. 
“I’m not going to elaborate on it. It is an 
unfortunate situation and I regret that it 
happened.”

Blanchard declined to say how much 
Joyner was paid for his work on her cam­
paign, as did Joyner himself.

In a similar fashion, Joyner declined to

comment further on the photograph, its 
use in the campaign literature, its origins 
and his relationship with Burgess.

“Because I was employed by 
Blanchard for a few weeks this fall, any 
statement should come from her,” Joyner 
said.

“This is a client-professional relation­
ship.”

Burgess-McGuire said she has not 
filed a lawsuit against Blanchard or 
Joyner, but was considering the move.

Blanchard said, “I wish this would go 
no further.”

She also declined to say whether she 
would hire Joyner for political consulting 
in the future. “I have no comment on 
that,” she said.

Teacher negotiators, schools reach tentative agreement

After weeks of talks and heated school board meetings, the Plymouth-Canton 
Education Association (PCEA) and the Plymouth-Canton School Board has reached a 
tentative agreement on a teacher contract.

In a session that lasted until midnight Monday night, the PCEA and the schools agreed 
on a package that will be voted on by the teachers. Details of the agreement are not avail­
able, pending teacher ratification.

The agreement will cover wages and benefits for the remaining three-year contract 
which will run through the 1995-96 school year.

According to Superintendent Chuck Little in a P-C schools press release, one of the 
problems faced by the board was a lack of funding from the state.

“This settlement recognizes the needs of the teachers while trying to maintain funding 
for other programs,” Little said. “Our problem is that we are shortchanged under the new

state funding provisions.”
The release pointed out that Livonia has a foundation grant of $6,630 per child, Ann 

Arbor receives $7,785 per child while the Plymouth-Canton schoolchildren only receive 
$5,515 apiece.

“Regardless of that inequity, however, we’ll continue to do the best job possible with 
whatever funding is available,” Little said. “The important thing is that this lets us once 
again concentrate all our energies on the job of teaching and learning.”

PCEA President Chuck Portelli said that the negotiators feel that this agreement is 
good enough to take to the teachers.

“As anyone knows who has ever been involved, negotiations are never an easy pro­
cess,” Portelli said. “While we did not get everything we had hoped for, this is an agree­
ment which we can and will recommend to our membership.”

The PCEA membership is expected to vote on the agreement next week.

Services held for Canton 
helicopter paramedic

Services for Janice Dianda Nowacki- 
Tobin of Canton were held at St Thomas 
A’ Beckett Catholic Church yesterday. 
The nurse-paramedic was killed last week 
when the Medflight helicopter she was 
traveling in crashed shortly after takeoff.

According to Ann Arbor Police Public 
Information Officer Sgt. Phil Scheel, wit­
nesses noticed problems with the heli­
copter after it cleared its helipad.

“It had got about a mile away from the 
pad when things started to happen/’ 
Scheel said.

“Witnesses said that there appeared to 
be mechanical problems.”

Scheel said that witnesses to die crash 
noticed that there was a light gray smoke 
coming from the helicopter and that the 
rotors didn’t appear to be moving fast 
enough to keep the helicopter aloft

“Witnesses said that at 100 or 50 feet 
the helicopter started to lose lift and start­
ed to fall nose first,” Scheel said. ‘They 
said that it came down, hit a tree and 
rolled over on its side.”

Scheel said that, even though there 
was no fire, area emergency technicians 
sprayed the wreck with flame retardant 
foam. The three occupants of the heli­
copter; Tobin, pilot Richard Elliot and 
Dr. Terry Raciot were killed on impact 

Tobin was a 10-year resident of 
Canton. She is survived by ter son; Philip 
Nowacki, daughter; Jennifer Nowacki, 
mother, Lorraine Cartwight, three sisters, 
one brother and her husband, Mike.

Tobin had been married for 7 months.

ment financially to accommodate Canton 
not participating in a joint lockup-radio 
center.

Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl 
Berry asked, “Is the goal to save money 
or to improve service?

“How are the citizens going to react, 
especially if it’s not going to save them 
money. If it’s going to save money, that’s 
a different picture,” Berry said.

Keen McCarthy, who was a leader in 
discussions and negotiations leading to 
the joint Plymouth-Plymouth Township 
Fire Department, said die discussions on 
joint dispatch and lockup were not con­
nected to the fire department merger.

City and township officials have 
received a report from the “Fire-Rescue 
Communications Process Action Team,” 
comprised of public safety personnel in 
the city and township of Plymouth.

The report calls for a short term solu­
tion that would fit into the long term goal 
of joint communications.

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Proposed City newspaper box ordinance reviewed

Plymouth’s draft of a newspaper box 
ordinance received praise and raised con­
cerns from members of the Detroit 
Newspaper Agency at the city council’s 
regular meeting Monday.

John Taylor, counsel for the DNA —  
who represents the Detroit Free Press and 
Detroit News —  called the draft of the 
law “a good ordinance.”

Plymouth City Attorney Ron Lowe 
drafted the ordinance in response to con­
cerns over the “dangerous” newspaper 
box situation at the comer of Main Street

and Penniman Avenue downtown and 
other locations throughout the city.

“We do have a couple of concerns,” 
said Taylor regarding die legality certain 
aspects of the proposed newspaper ordi­
nance as written.

Taylor mentioned item seven of the 
ordinance draft —  which regulates news­
paper boxes in a location used for “public 
transportation purposes” —- and refer­
ences to newspaper box modular design, 
that he said needed to be reviewed legal­

P-C, Northville schools 
extend bilingual agreement

Trustees on the Plymouth-Canton

economical to have a bilingual program 
of our own,” McMaster said. “This way is 
better for everyone, economically and 
educationally.”

McMaster said that Northville used to 
have their bilingual education through 
Wayne County RESA (Regional 
Educational Service Agency) but their 
operation got too big to serve Northville’s 
needs.

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Canton PD to crack down on use of handicapped spaces

Morton Taylor Road will be extended 

from Warren Road to Ford Road in 1995 
according to the assistant Wayne County 
highway engineer.

Alan Richardson said the survey is 
complete and the design process of the 
road that stretches approximately one 
mile in Canton is underway.

Canton Township Engineer Tom 
Casari said he estimates a spring 1996 
startdate, but added that a late 1995 start 
is-possible. Mgfit-of’Way property still

needs to be resolved.
“The survey work is complete,” Casari 

said.
“We are now seeking proposals for the 

environmental studies.”
Richardson said the project will be 

funded by Wayne County. “Our planning 
estimate is for a cost of $1.25 million,” he 
said, “but there is much more engineering 
yet to do.”

Regional Coordinator for ADAPT-

“They are a means of accommodation 
for people (with disabilities) so they have 
access to the outside world.

permits, are using fraudulent or expired 
permits, or are abusing the system by 
using a temporary permit long after a dis­
ability is gone.

Santomauro and representatives of the 
ADAPT-Michigan group are also study­
ing a legislative approach to addressing 
concerns over handicapper parking 
spaces, enforcement of abusers, and how 
these issues can be addressed in Canton 
and elsewhere. Santomauro said he 
would raise the issue before both regional 
and state chiefs-of-police groups.

Canton police have a gift for the com­
munity and a lump of coal for lawbreak­
ers.

As part of their traditional holiday law 
enforcement efforts, Canton officers will 
be paying special attention to those who 
improperly use parking spaces reserved 
for those who have disabilities. “The 
Canton Police Department is going to be 
stepping up enforcement in zones desig­
nated handicapper spots,” said Public 
Safety Director John Santomauro.

“It’s an important issue, which 
becomes much more critical as people 
begin their holiday shopping.”

Captain Laura Golles said Canton 
adds additional holiday patrol detail each 
year during the holiday season, beginning 
at Thanksgiving, specifically targeting 
the township’s shopping districts. The 
handicapper parking focus will be in 
addition to this annual effort, she said.

Drivers must have a valid permit of des­
ignated license plate in order to park in a 
space designated for handicapped people.

The effort stems from a series of meet­
ings Santomauro has held in an effort to 
develop a partnership with ADAPT- 
Michigan, (American, Disabled for 
Attendant Programs Today) a 17-year-old 
advocate’s group for people with disabili­
ties whose members address a wide vari­
ety of disability issues throughout 
Michigan. Canton Building and 
Inspection Services inspectors are also 
working with the group as part of this 
partnership effort, reviewing the legali­
ties of handicapper parking in several 
older shopping centers.

ADAPT-Michigan representatives feel 
strongly about the parking space issue. 
Using parking spaces designated for the 
disabled is “not a privilege” to be used by 
everyone, said Scott Heinzmann,
