Canton nabs 
Sept, slaying 
suspect

G arden  C ity  re s id e n t M ic h a e l 

C hristopher W arinne r was arrested and 
a rra ig n e d  T uesday on open m u rd e r 
charges fo r the Sept. 9, 1994 shooting in  
the  C a n to n  C om m ons A p a rtm e n t 
Complex.

W arinner’ s exam date has been set fo r 
Feb. 23 at 1:30 p.m . at the 35th D is tric t 
Court.

The h o m ic id e  was the f ir s t  in  fo u r 
years in  Canton —  and cost 25-year-o ld  
W ayne resident Russell Lee H arm on his 
life .

As o f press tim e, Canton P olice had no 
knowledge o r in fo rm ation  concerning the 
arrest.

The hom ic ide  occurred at the apart­
ment o f the v ic tim ’ s g irlfrie n d .

A cco rd ing  to  p o lice  reports, the v ic ­
tim ’ s g irlfrie n d  was upstairs in  her bed­
room  and the g irlfr ie n d ’ s 4 -year-o ld  son 
was in  the kitchen when Harm on arrived.

The suspect en te red  the  a pa rtm en t 
where one shot was fire d , h ittin g  Harm on 
in  the head. The suspect fle d  fro m  the 
scene. The 4-year-o ld discovered the body 
and H a rm o n ’ s g ir lf r ie n d  c a lle d  911 . 
H a rm on  w as p ro n o u n ce d  dead a t the  
scene.

A t the tim e  o f the hom ic ide , C anton 
P olice had no m otive, bu t said there was 
not a struggle o r any signs o f forced entry.

Schools to consider adding sexual 
orientation language to harassment policy

A fte r  b e in g  ta b le d  in  o rd e r to  he 

adapted to  apply to  the hoard, students 
and a ll s ta ff equa lly, the sexual harass­
m ent p o lic y  o f the  P lym o u th -C a n to n  
Schools has been held o ff another week 
to  consider adding sexual o rien ta tion  to 
the po licy .

As the po licy  was brought before the 
b o a rd  a t M o n d a y ’ s m e e tin g  o f  th e  
P lym ou th -C an ton  S chool board  w hen 
M ic h a e l C h iu m e n to , band te a ch e r a t 
W est M idd le  School, brought up tha t the 
hoard had a m oral obligation to  add sexu­
al orientation to  the po licy.

“ I f  someone ca lle d  me a dago o r a 
w o p , th e y  w o u ld  be suspended o r 
expelled,”  Chium ento said. “ B u t i f  they 
ca lled me a fag o r a queer, there w ould be 
no problem .”

H e a lso  sa id  th a t the  B irm in g h a m  
board  o f educa tion  was re v ie w in g  an

id e n tica l p o lic y . W hen one m em ber o f 
the hoard m entioned that they had never 
heard o f any com pla in ts o f harassment 
fo r sexual o rie n ta tio n , C hium ento said 
that i t  was no surprise to him .

“ T h e y  w o n ’ t com e to  y o u ,”  
C h iu m e n to  sa id . “ T h e y  com e to  me 
because I  have chosen to  be ou t in  the 
open.”

Chium ento said that instances o f sexu­
al orientation-based harassment already 
are apparent in  the schools. He called to 
m ind a teacher w ho illu s tra ted  the term  
norm al as “ norm al as a man and a woman 
in  the back o f a car,”  then characterized 
a b n o rm a l as “ a m an and a m an o r a 
wom an and a w om an in  the back o f a 
car.”

A ccording to  Chium ento, that k ind  o f 
ta lk  creates an abusive clim ate.

“ Im agine what e ffect th is k ind  o f con­
versation has on someone who is already

s tru g g lin g  w ith  th e ir  id e n tity ? ”  
Chium ento asked. He also said that, a fter 
re tu rn ing  fro m  the C hristm as break, he 
found  the w ord  “ Faggot”  spray-painted 
on his bathroom  door.

“ W hoever d id  i t  m isspelled faggo t,”  
Chium ento said

Superintendent C huck L ittle  said that 
i t  w ould  not be much o f an e ffo rt to  add 
sexual o rienta tion to  the po licy .

“ This is not much o f an issue,”  L ittle  
sa id , “ i t ’ s the  sam e as a d d in g  a fe w  
w ords.”

E rro l G oldm an, P-C Schools superin­
tendent o f em ployee and personnel re la­
tio n s , sa id th a t the m easure was m ore 
than the law  required.

“ This w ou ld  be stepping fu rth e r than 
the la w ,”  G oldm an said. “ B u t i f  i t  is a 
part o f board p o licy  ( it  is  the ru le ).”

The board decided to  tab le  the issue 
u n til the M arch hoard m eeting.

T he  change in  g ra d u a tio n  re q u ire ­
ments fo r the class o f 1999 (now  eighth 
g ra d e rs ) m ay have  h it  a snag as the  
P lym outh-C anton Education Association 
(PC EA) takes issue w ith  the way that the 
changes m igh t a ffect th e ir membership.

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“ T he  d is tr ic t used th e  C -S IP  
(C o lla b o ra tiv e  S ch o o l Im p ro v e m e n t 
P rocess) process to  com e up w ith  the 
graduation requirem ents,”  P o rte lli said. 
“ I t  is  ou r fee ling  that that process has to 
be used to  the end.”

Under C-SIP, a bu ild ing -w ide  change 
has to  be approved by 75 per cent o f the 
s ta ff o f the school.

P o rte lli said that, because the change 
in  requirem ents m igh t a ffect those teach­
ers at the low er end o f the sen io rity  scale, 
they should have a vote to  see i f  the s ta ff 
agrees.

P ublic Acts 1951).

P atterson sa id  the  roads have been 
n e g le c te d  b y  the  W ayne  C o u n ty  
E x e c u tiv e ’ s a d m in is tra tio n  fo r  yea r, 
despite what Patterson said w ere, “ ...the 
very able e ffo rts o f p rio r Com m issioners 
M ack and Am ann.”

“ Canton Tow nship’ s roads need to  be

im proved,”  he said in  a le tte r sent to  The 
C rier. “ They m ust be fixe d  now , no t later. 
W ayne C ounty is  p rim a rily  responsible 
fo r the tow nship ’ s roads.

W hy are g irls  less lik e ly  to  take higher 
math and science classes? W hat can be 
done to  change th is trend?

T h e re  are  th e  q u e s tio n s  b e in g  
addressed a t th is  and every year’s G irls  
Excel in  M ath and Science (G EM S) con­
ference in  the Plym outh-Canton Schools. 
T h is year’ s conference, the fif th  G EM S 
conference in  the P-C  Schools, w ill be 
held on A p ril 1.

A ccording to  P-C Schools C urricu lum  
C oordinator fo r M ath and Science K athy 
H arrenda, there are m any fa c to rs  th a t 
contribute to  the lo w  enrollm ent o f g irls  \ in  advanced math and science classes.

“ A  lo t o f  i t  is  w ha t is  expected o f 
; them , fro m  th e ir parents, teachers and 

peers”  Harrenda said. “ W e have to  tu rn  
that around.”

The GEM S conference started a fte r an

A m e rica n  A s s o c ia tio n  o f  U n iv e rs ity  
W om en (A A U W ) survey th a t show ed 
that boys outnum ber g irls  in  eighth grade 
m ath and b y  the 12th grade, boys o u t- 
num ber g irls  in  calculus tw o to  one.

W h ile  the d isparity in  enrollm ent has 
decreased, Harrenda said that there is  s till 
a long w ay to  go.

“ The purpose is  to  raise the leve l o f 
awareness o f both parents and students,”  
Harrenda said.

“ W e have to  lo o k  a t w hy there are 
few er g irls  enro lled in  m ath and science 
classes w hen m ore and m ore jo b s  are 
requ iring  those sk ills .”

The conference is funded p a rtly  by a 
$3 fee fo r those in  attendance and partly 
by a g ran t fro m  the A A U W  E ducation 
Foundation C om m ittee. The $2,000 w ill 
go to  cover m aterials, speakers and con­
ference content m aterials.

Harrenda said tha t a lo t o f the fig h t is  
keeping a student’ s self-esteem  up, tha t 
kn o w in g  w hat they are capable o f and 
k n o w in g  th a t th e y  can  ta k e  a r is k  o f 
d o in g  s o m e th in g  th ^ t e th e rs  are  n o t 
doing.

T o  he lp  re in fo rce  th a t in d iv id u a lism , 
the lo ca l A A U W  w ilt  be o ffe rin g  th e ir 
tim e and expertise.

“ A A U W  members w ill be taking g irls  
under th e ir w in g  to  m entor,”  H arrenda 
said. “ They’ l l  meet w ith  the g irls  fo r up 
to  three years and help w ith  scheduling 
and o ffe rin g  encouragement.”

Harrenda said tha t the mentors w ould 
o ffe r a k in d  o f ‘ th ird-person’ ins igh t that 
they cou ld  not get from  e ither th e ir teach­
ers o r parents.

She said that the m entors’ taking in te r­
est in  th e ir schoo ling  w ou ld  g ive  them  
the  encouragem ent to  go on w ith  the

tougher classes.
Harrenda said that the ha lf-day confer­

ence w ould be broken in to  sessions.
“ There w ill be hands-on science and 

m ath courses, a to ta l o f 18 sessions fo r 
parents and students to  choose fro m ,”  
Harrenda said.

“ There w ill be ro le  m odels fro m  16 
d iffe ren t careers on hand to  exp la in  w hat 
is needed to  do those jo b s . I t ’ s an e xc it­
ing  m orning, some o f the g irls  have come 
back a ll three years tha t they have been 
e lig ib le .”

H arrenda stressed th a t re g is tra tio n  is 
tig h t fo r the conference.

In  January, the E ducational E xcellence Foundation 
(E E F) o f  the  P lym ou th -C an ton  C om m un ity  S chools 
re c e iv e d  a g ra n t o f  $ 1 5 ,0 0 0  fro m  the  P ly m o u th  
C om m unity U nited W ay to support the Plym outh-Canton 
C loth ing Bank, a reading/m ath summer program  at F ie ld  
E lem entary, Extended Day Care scholarships and assis­
tance fo r special needs children.

The grant m onies w ill be app lied  to  program s tha t 
meet the fundam ental as w e ll as academic needs o f the 
more than 15,000 ch ild ren  enrolled in  the P-C Schools.

M arie M orrow  o f the U nited W ay said that the money 
sent to  the EEF was on ly  a po rtion  o f the to ta l monies 
sent out at the annual m eeting in  January.

“ A t the January m eeting we gave out agency alloca­
tions to ta llin g  $132,754.75,”  M o rro w  said. “ W e also 
gave out $29,850.50 in  grants.”

M o rro w  e xp la in e d  th a t the  U n ite d  W ay g ives its  
grants to  U n ited  W ay agencies. N on-m em ber agencies 
w a n tin g  to  rec ieve  grants can f i l l  o u t an a p p lica tio n  
w hich is reviewed by the U nited W ay com m ittee.

A ccord ing  to  EEF D ire c to r C arole Levine, w ho has 
been at her present post since last fa ll, the EEF is expand­
in g  its  operations.

“ O ver the past s ix  m onths, were been in v o lv e d  in  
more and more program s,”  Levine said. “ W e’ re looking  
fo r more donations fro m  loca l businesses and corpora­
tions and applying fo r more grants.”

Levine said that the com m unity’ s schools are every­
one’ s concern.

“ E veryone has an in te re s t in  the p u b lic  schoo ls ,”  
Levine said. “ W e need to  make sure that the schools are 
viable.”

The Extended D ay Care Program , fo r exam ple, cu r­
re n tly  serves m ore than 750 
students at a ll 14 elem entary 
schools. S taffed by ch ild  care 
p ro fe s s io n a ls , the  p ro g ra m  
o ffe rs  an e n v iro n m e n t fo r  
c h ild re n  b e fo re  and a fte r 
school.

W h ile  the costs fo r th is program  are reasonable com ­
pared to many priva te  day care options, i t  is s till unattain­
able fo r many fin a n c ia lly  strained fam ilies. U nited W ay 
support c u rre n tly  p rov ides assistance fo r 15 ch ild re n  
fro m  low -incom e, p rim a rily  single-parent fam ilies.

“ These scholarships p rovide  a w ealth o f enrichm ent 
o p p o rtu n itie s  fo r  these k id s ,”  sa id  Jean B e v e v in o , 
Extended D ay Care coordinator. “ I t  also allow s parents 
the chance to  go back to  school o r w o rk w ith  the peace o f 
m ind that the ir ch ildren are in  a safe environm ent.”  

E stablished in  1985, E E F ’ s m iss ion  is  to  augm ent 
teach ing  and le a rn in g  in  the  P -C  sch o o ls . C h ild re n  
attending school today face a m yriad o f societa l and aca­
dem ic pressures unpara lle led  in  p rev ious generations. 
C o n fro n tin g  these ch a lle n g e s has becom e an e v e r- 
increasing load on our existing  pub lic  school system.

In  response to these grow ing demands, EEF provides 
d is tric t “ stakeholders”  —  parents, teachers, c itizens, and 
other com m unity members —  the opportun ity  to  help stu­
dents reach th e ir fu lle s t po ten tia l as educated and respon­
s ib le  c itizens. In  add ition  to  the p re v io u s ly  m entioned 
program s, EEF o ffe rs  the M in i-G ra n t P rogram , w h ich  
provides support fo r teachers to  pursue innovative  class­
room  projects.

The U nited Negro C ollege Fund lives by the m otto: “ A  m ind 

is a te rrib le  th ing  to  waste.”  The P lym outh R otary C lub brings 
th is m otto to  a loca l leve l fo r the th ird  consecutive year, o ffe ring  
tw o academic scholarships w orth $4,000 each.

‘T h e  P lym outh R otary Foundation is  set up to  be n e fit stu­
dents. T hat’s one o f its  creeds,”  said Paul S incock, co-chairm an 
o f scho la rsh ip  fu n d . The P lym outh  R o ta ry  C lub , w h ich  also 
o ffe rs voca tiona l scholarships and donates m oney to  a th le tics, 
had previously restricted the academic scholarships to Salem and 
Canton students.

Heritage Park ponds 
open for family skate night

The arctic blast that’s engulfed The 

Plymouth-Canton Community has 
drained car batteries, sent heat bills sky­
rocketing and sentenced area residents to 
a bout with cabin fever.

But the teeth-chattering and bone-shiv­
ering weather has had at least one posi­
tive effect: The ponds are frozen over. 
And the Canton Parks and Recreation 
Department is encouraging families to 
come out of their winter hibernation and 
enjoy Family Skate Night tomorrow from 
7 p.m. to 9 p.m. at Heritage Park Ponds.

There’s no residency requirements and 
admission is free. But refreshments and 
baked goods will be sold to benefit the 
Canton Playscape project. “In the past, 
they’ve had a real good turnout,” said 
Sally Wright, playscape volunteer coordi­
nator.

The ponds will lighted and only skat­
ing will be allowed. Dress appropriately 
because there will be no shelter available 
to keep warm. Wright said, “You got to 
keep warm. You got to keep moving.” 

The money raised w ill go to the

sprawling 15,000 square foot playground 
structure. Playscape is the dream of gen­
eral coordinator Christine Donaldson. 
“She saw one (elsewhere) and just 
thought it was great,” Wright said.

Leathers and Associates architects of 
New York has been contracted to build 
the Playscape behind the Canton Library. 
“They have built hundreds throughout the
U.S.,” Wright said. “They’re really up- 
and-coming.” Construction will be swift 
and is scheduled to begin June 7 and fin­
ished on June 11.

However, 1,500 volunteers and 
$100,000 are needed to build it. “We 
need people to registrar and sign up,” 
Wright said. “They don’t need to know 
what day you’ll work.” Without enough 
volunteers, Canton Parks and Recreations 
won’t be able to build the Playscape as 
big as it’s currently planned. Wright said, 
“It’s a real huge project. But it’s really 
well organized by Leathers.”

Tools, port-a-johns and wood are just 
some other necessities that Wright is try­
ing to collect to help the project. 
“Anything to defray the costs,” she said.

The saying has always been: “Nobody ever remembers who 

finishes second.”
But Salem wrestling coach Ron Krueger sure will, as the 

Rocks finished second at the Western Lakes Activities 
Association (WLAA) league meet on Saturday.

Krueger sad, “It’s about the only place we could finish and be 
happy. Nobody was going to beat Stevenson.”

Livonia Stevenson, ranked in the state’s Top 10 poll all sea­
son, won the WLAA league meet.

Salem had 10 wrestlers place in the top eight. Sean Hughes 
(100 lbs.) got things off to a good start by finishing fifth. He was 
followed by one of Krueger’s most reliable wrestlers this year, 
Eric Cobum (112 lbs.), who finished third.

Scott Hughes (119 lbs.) gave one of his most impressive per­
formances of they year by winning his weight class. “He pinned 
everybody all the way through,” Krueger said. “I’m hoping he 
gets going for districts.”

Justin Viau (126 lbs.) continued his ascent to becoming one of 
Salem’s elite wrestlers by finishing second before losing to a 
Walled Lake Central competitor. “He found his way to the 
finals,” Krueger said.

At 134 lbs., Phil Mitchell not only won his weight class, he 
also settled a score with a familiar foe. “He beat Adam Hall from 
Franklin,” Krueger said. “One of his old time nemesis. Hill had 
beaten him every time they wrestled.”

Dave Poppney, who has done a lot of his work at 151 lbs. this 
season, dropped some weight and had a respectable seventh place 
performance at 142 lbs.

Salem returned to the finals with Jeremy Breithaudt. 
Breithaudt, who was impressive at the Berkley Invitational and

other tournaments, battled Chris Mullett of Stevenson for the 160 
lbs. title. Mullet prevailed in the match and Breithaudt claimed 
second place.

The Rocks didn’t place at 160 lbs., but Temo Wilson (171 
lbs.) returned his team to the spotlight by finishing fifth. It capped 
off a dramatic season of improvement for Wilson, who saw his 
fortunes change for the better after his second place finish at the 
Salem “B” Invitational in January.

Clayton Walker (185 lbs.) has consistently reached the finals 
throughout the season. He did it again at die WLAA league meet, 
finishing second. “He beat the number one seed, 7-6, in the 
semi’s,” Krueger said. “That was a good job by Clayton.”

Nate Moreland (215 lbs.) wrapped things up for the Rocks 
with another second place finish.

The Rocks’ second place finish in the WLAA and 6-3 dual 
meet record, their best in years, was declared a stepping stone for 
bigger and better things by Krueger.

“We’ve started to come back. We used to dominate this 
league,” Krueger said. “Three years of pay-to-play killed us.”

For three seasons, both Salem and Canton’s rosters were dras­
tically effected by budget cuts. This year, without the pay-to-play 
clause, interest in the sport has returned to the schools, creating 
an influx of talent.

Salem can continue their comeback tonight at 5 p.m. when the 
Rocks host team district competitions. Most of the WLAA will be 
there along with Brighton, Howell, Novi and Pinkney.

Krueger considers Brighton one of the favorites, but is opti­
mistic some of the Rock wrestlers will move on in individual 
competition.

He said, “I hope to get five or six through districts. It just 
depends on how they feel.”

Patterson, a first-term commissioner, has led the fight to help solve 
Canton’s road problems. He has not backed down to anyone on the Wayne 
County Commission — including WACO Big Cheese Ed McNamara. In

Twp. officers’ organization feel pursuit rules need review
EDITOR:
The Police Officers Association of Plymouth 

Township feels it is our duty to make known the 
restrictions being placed on officers which is 
directly effecting the safety of the citizens and 
visitors of Plymouth Township.

Administrators of the Plymouth Township 
Police Department recently issued orders pro­
hibiting officers from entering expressways 
within the Township (i.e. M-14 and 1-275). 
pfficers can no longer check the expressways 
p r  stranded motorists, stop drunken drivers on 
the expressways, or even stop drug traffickers 
traveling on M-14, which is a known drug 
pipeline supplying our communities dealers.
I On Feb. 1, 1995, one of our officers was dis­
ciplined for entering M-14 to stop a drag race 
he observed as he was driving over M-14 on the 
Beck Road overpass. The resulting traffic stop 
revealed that one of the drivers was driving on a 
suspended license and had an outstanding war­
rant for his arrest. This driver even admitted to 
the officer that he was drag racing down M-14

with a friend, and had reached speeds of 95 
miles per hour. Yet, department administrators 
saw fit to discipline the officer rather than rec­
ognize his fine work by taking a dangerous, 
unlicensed driver off the streets and safely end­
ing a drag race which could have easily resulted 
in serious injury or death.

We understand that as Township officers, our 
priority is to patrol the surface streets, residen­
tial and commercial areas, and that the 
Michigan State Police normally patrol and 
respond to calls on the expressways within the 
state. However, the State Police have an enor­
mous area for which they are responsible for, 
along with a high workload, and are not always 
in or around Plymouth Township. In fact, dur­
ing 1994 alone, Plymouth Township Police 
received over 165 calls from the Michigan State 
Police requesting assistance in handling inci­
dents occurring on the expressways!

Upon becoming Plymouth Township Police 
Officers each and every one of us took an oath 
of office, swearing to uphold the laws of the

State, County and Township, and to protect the 
property and lives of the citizens of our com­
munity. It is difficult for us to fulfill this oath 
when knowing that doing so will result in pun­
ishment. We should also mention that the 
administrators enacting these restrictions also 
took this same oath of office. Although their 
actions clearly breach that oath.

We hope that the residents and visitors of our 
fine Township will recognize these restrictions 
are increasing their risks while traveling on 
Township expressways, as well as adding to the 
detriment of our community, and allowing 
criminals “asylum” as they use the expressways 
to escape our officers.

In realizing these detriments, we would high­
ly encourage our Township residents and visi­
tors to voice their concerns and displeasure over 
these restrictions to the Township Supervisor in 
hopes of correcting this problem as quickly as 
possible.

Cheif’s handling of City policing will cost more money
EDITOR:
The Chief of Police and the 

police union of the City of 
Plymouth have decided among 
themselves that the department 
has a manpower problem during 
the night shifts and the only way 
to solve the problem is by hiring 
and training part-time officers.

I don’t dispute the fact there is a 
problem, however, the problem 
was created by mismanagement

on the Chief’s part. I feel the best 
way to solve the problem is re­
allocating current personnel.

The city has just cleaned out 
extra uniforms and it could cost 
several thousands to buy new. 
There would also be additional 
costs relating training in the fol­
lowing areas: firearms (the city 
utilizes outside people), portable 
breathalyzers (PBT), standard 
breathalyzer, computers, depart­

mental, city and state policies and 
laws.

Training would also be required 
for a field training officer. When 
all is said and done, the city will 
have an expensive ticket writer 
who might work less than 20 
hours per month. By contract the 
overtime has to be offered to full 
time personnel first.

The officers currently work 12 
hour shifts, two shifts per 24 hours

a day. A year ago there were three 
officers on any one day shift with 
a lieutenant as a supervisor an$ 
the chief in the office during the 
weekdays. At night there was a 
sergeant and two officers on one 
platoon and three officers on the 
other platoon. ;

The chief decided to promote a 
sergeant, so there would be a 
supervisor for each platoon day

and night. He wanted 24 hours of 
supervision.

After the promotions occurred, 
things started changing. During 
some of the day shifts there are 
three patrol officers, two lieu­
tenants, one chief and a sergeant 
that starts at noon. This was done 
so the chief could give the supervi­
sors some of his work load and he 
would be able to take more R days. 
Now we have from five and a half 
to six and a half uniformed officers 
on days and two and a half officers 
at night. Most area police depart­
ments have more officers at night 
because of the work load and safe­
ty factors. Plymouth obviously 
does not work this way.

I have not seen the Plymouth 
police department so poorly run in 
the nearly 27 years of service.

The department can be run well 
with the personnel on staff.

I say either educate the chief in 
scheduling practices or maybe it’s 
time to replace him.
