The fate of the newly-formed Wayne
County Transit Authority is in the hands

Canton and the Northvilles.
Local governments have the option of

“opting out.” By opting out, the commu-
nity would not be part of the multiple
county vote on the system. Plymouth,
Northville Township, Grosse Pointe
Township are just a few of the communi-
ties that have officially opted out of the
authority — many more communities will
discuss and vote on the issue this week.
The component of the plan that wor-
ries local officials most is control. The
plan lacks the representation most subur-
ban leaders expect. That lack of control
was discussed with SMART director
Mike Dugan at Friday’s meeting of the
Conference of Western Wayne — where
suburban leaders proposed revisions to
the Transit Authority’s articles of incor-
poration. The revisions — which would

Plymouth opts
out of authority

The Plymouth City Commission voted
unanimously to “opt out” of the Wayne
.County Transit Authority Monday.

Commissioners cited a lack of repre-
sentation on the governing board of the
newly-formed authority as one of the
main reasons for dropping out.

“My concern is that we don’t have a
system that works that well,” said Mayor

Will Plymouth District Library relocate to Wilcox property"

Will the Plymouth Library move to the Wilcox property?

At a special, closed-door meeting of the Plymouth-Library Board tonight, it appears
possible — if not-likely — that the Library Board will vote to make an offer on the
" Wilcox site.

After last fall’s bond issue (and operating millage issue) approval by voters, the
library has been looking towards tearing down all but the facade of the current library,
and building a new facility behind the columns. '

At the time, the Wilcox property was committed to a housmg development — the

fourth publicly-proposed use of the site that never materialized. Since that deal fell apart,
its owner, Jack Wilcox, said he was open to other uses and asked for help from the City
of Plymouth’s Downtown Development Authority in finding a suitable use.

Now that the former Wilcox deal has fallen through, the site was studied more fervent-
ly by the Library Building Committee which reports tonight to the full Library Board.

Steve Harper, chair of the Library Building Committee, said tonight’s meeting will
review all possible sites, but admitted the Wilcox property has gained new interest since
its former deal fell through.

There are financial ramifications
regardless of whether our local govern-
ment officials choose to opt in or opt out.
If the communities choose to opt out,
they will lose a total of $68,300 in munic-
ipal credits — most of which are used for
subsidized and/or free taxi and bus con-
nector service for handicapped and senior
citizens (Plymouth stands to lose $7,300,
Canton may lose $43,000 and Plymouth
Township could lose $18,000). If the
issue passes, SMART has promised to
increase these municipal funds
(Plymouth, for example, would receive
$21,000 in credits).

If the communities opt in, it could
mean — if the multi-county vote passes
— an increase in taxes. The transit

authority would be able to levy a 0.33

mill increase. Plymouth’s share would be
$87,735, Canton’s would be $402,414
and Plymouth Township’s would be
$294,760.

~ The question is: Should communities
such as the Plymouths, Canton and the
Northvilles be responsible for $784,909

when very few riders in our community
actually use the system?

If everything passes, SMART does
have some much-needed improvements
to the system slated. New services that
would affect our community include a
new route serving Canton and an increase
in elderly/handicapped service.

The passage of time is making this
muddled issue a little clearer. Local gov-
ernments have until April 8 to make a
decision whether to opt in or opt out.

Our elected Wayne County officials
have already taken a stand.
Commissioner Thaddeus McCotter —
who serves the Northvilles and
Plymouths — has come out strongly
against the Wayne County Transit
Authority. Canton’s Commissioner Bruce
Patterson has not picked a side. He said
the diverse communities he serves, which
includes communities such as Wayne,
Belleville, Sumpter Township and Van
Buren Township, have very different
opinions of SMART service — some like
it and some do not — he said he’ll let
them decide.

Canton halts incinerator project

The Canton planning commissioners
have determined that a proposed incinera-
tor project is not an allowed use in the
township’s General Industrial zomng dis-
trict.

Co-Generation Energy is proposing to
locate what company officials call a
“medical waste incinerator/co-generation
boiler” on DeWitt Road, south of
Michigan Avenue to dispose of various
types of medical waste.

Commissioners killed the proposal on

March 20 by determining such a facility
is not permitted in that zoning district.
The commiission voted unanimously in a
formal motion to make the determination.

The proposed use is not specifically
permitted or listed as a special land use in
Canton’s zoning ordinance.

The ordinance allows the planmng
commission to make a formal interpreta-
tion of the code.

The company contends the new facili-
ty would be an energy-producing boiler,

but commissioners and staff said they felt
the primary use would be as an incinera-

~ tor.

“The ‘co-generation’ of electricity is a
by-product of the incineration process
and should not be used as a determining
factor,” Community Planner Jeff Goulet
said in making his staff recommendation.

Goulet also said that Canton’s General
Industrial district has a height limitation
of 45 feet and the proposed facility would
have a smokestack well above that limit.

Department goals will be developed and reviewed prior to December 31 in all future years.

6. Achievement of Goals will result in a bonus payment of 0 to 10% of base salary beginning January 1,
1996. Bonus payment will not be rolled into base salary. Adjustments to base salary wiil be deter
mined in the annual comparable community evaluation to maintain the 6% above the mean policy.

Department Head. The employee must product evidence of a grade of “C” or better and supply all receipts in order to be
reimbursed. No money will be paid up front. The maximum reimbursement will be $1,000 per year.

Bercavement Leave: Adjust the current policy to include leave time due to the death of mother-in-law, father-in-law, step-
children, grandchildren and step-parents. Leave time may be up to five days if funerals is more than 500 miles.

Retirement Medical: Establish a program to provide to provide medical coverage for employees who retire. Coverage will
be the Blue Cross CMM 100 Plan or equivalent, or a plan provided by a health maintenance organization. Upon eligibility,
Medicare would be the primary insurer and coverage would coordinate with Medicare. Availability of coverage would be
based on acquiring at least 75 points that would be equal to the sum of the employee’s age and number of years of service
with the Township. Employees would not be eligible for coverage unless they had completed at least ten years of service,
and were at least sixty years of age. Retirees would pay 5% of the. medical premium as a co-payment on a annual basis,
billed in advance. The co-payment would be capped at 1% of the retirecs final base wage with the Township.

Manufacturer to build third plant in Canton

BY BRIAN CORBETT

It seems as though every street corner in Canton and every
parcel of land in industrial and technologlcal parks are being
gobbled up by investors-or companies.

Add MascoTech, Inc. to that list.

The designer and manufacturer of complex tubular products is
currently constructing a 62,000 square foot facility at Haggerty
and Koppernick roads. It will be MascoTech’s third plant.

If it was a secret why businesses are flocking to Canton, Kurt
Ruecke, communications manager for MascoTech, wanted to
make sure it did not stay that way. “We basically came to Canton
because Canton made it very easy for us,” he said. “(Township
Supervisor) Tom Yack, the Planning Commission, the
Engineering Services were all a big help.”

The facility will include sales, administrative and engineering
offices. Imtlally, 55 employees will be transferred from the
company’s Hamburg, MI plant. Another 50 new jobs are
expected to be created in the next two years.

The first phase of the building is scheduled to be completed by
July with costs reachmg $13 million. Production is set to begin
later this year. It is expected that MascoTech will expand on
property to the north of the current site sometime in the next three
to five years, enlarging the facility to some 100,000 square feet.
The location of the plant also contributed to MascoTech’s

selection of Canton. “We look at a lot of different factors,”
Ruecke said. “Certainly, it’s a plus being right there at I-275.”
Tom Yack, Canton township supervisor, said, “We are
certainly pleased and excited to have a firm of MascoTech’s
quality and reputation make Canton home for its new plant. It has
been a pleasure working with company in developing their
project and seeing it come to fruition. I think MascoTech would
agree that we made (every) effort to treat them in a very

Jbusinesslike manner.”

The building will be implemented with high pressure
hydroforming manufacturing equipment. Hydroforming is a
metal-forming technique that can be used to produce a wide

_ variety of automotive products, including intake and exhaust

manifolds, chassis and suspension components. Automotive
components that were traditionally stamped, bent and welded can
now be produced by a single hydroforming process.

This process requires specific building features, another reason
why MascoTech chose the Canton location. Ruecke said, “The
facility had to have unique regulations, like ceiling height.”

‘MascoTech has applied for an industrial facilities exemption
certificate. A public hearing on the tax abatement application is
expected sometime in May. “Canton has a clean cut tax
abatement application program, whereas their neighbors have
taxes that are more objective,” Ruecke said. -

Golf gadgets are hot sellers

Has it reached the point in your life

where golf encompasses everything you

do? Do you plan vacations and social.

activities around the nearest golf course?
Are warm and sunny Sunday afternoons

spent wearing your Greg Norman straw

shark hat and shark polo shirt gripping
your putter watching golf tournaments
and waiting for that perfect stance to help
your game? You are probably shaking
your head from side to side thinking,
never! Not me! 1 do not get that crazy! I
am a rational person. Sure.

If golf has truly not reached you yet, do
not worry, it will. “Out of 220 or so
million Americans, 40 million are golfers
in the U.S. It proves that everyone can do
it and enjoy it,” said Brad McCarty of
The Golf Club in downtown Plymouth.

The great surge in golf erupted in the
‘80s for everyone and women’s golf is
growing even more today, said Jim
Taylor, owner of Las Vegas Discount
.Golf and Tennis on Ford Road in Canton.
He said golf equipment improved in the
“80s which made the game less
frustrating, along with golf courses being
‘built everywhere making a course easily
‘accessible. :

- “Michigan is now number three or four

in the nation with the most golf courses,”
said Taylor.

The changes in the sport of golf have
moved away from the traditional,
sophisticated aspect of the game and now
include everyone. Although some courses
still require certain attire, long hair,
baggy shorts, tee shirts and Doc Marten
boots are just as common today on the
golf course as Polo shirts, sweaters and
khakis.

Goilf is also played more for the social
aspect, because anyone can play together
from all different levels and still have the
game be competitive using handicaps.
Business negotiations, client entertaining
and family outings are revolving more
and more around the golf course.

Taylor commented, “Golf is a nice and
relaxing way to get out and enjoy
yourself. You can really get the true
character of a person on the golf course,
because the game makes people react
without thinking. If I want to set up a
deal or interview a person for a job, I
would want the most informal setting as
possible, such as a golf course.”

As a perfect example, a woman who
works as a sales representative in the area

-said that during her interview for her

current position two. months ago, she

was told that learning to play golf would
be a requirement for her employment.

Taylor said the test of golf is what
brings him to the game each time. Golf is
addictive and unconquerable and a
challenge each time you play. “You can
challenge yourself at work, but no one is
keeping score. Golf is a challenge
without the risk and you do not have to
be serious about the game to love it.”

An amateur golfer can start the game

with a set of golf clubs and golf bag for
under $200. But as Taylor commented,
“Golf equipment is no different than any
other consumer product. The amount you
should spend depends on how serious
you are and the number of opportunities
you get to play. The purchase of a stereo
system, for instance, all depends on how
good you want it to sound and what you

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Will Plymouth library
relocate to Wilcox site?

“First you have to find an owner
who’s willing to sell,” he cautioned.

Wilcox said Tuesday he had been con-
tacted by the Library Building Committee
but had no further comment until a spe-
cific offer was made.

Harper said the committee will update
the entire library board — including its
several new members — on alternative
sites to the current location. “We'll pre-
sent costs and ask, ‘Do you want to do
this or not?’ ” Among the other sites to be
discussed are the vacant Farmer Jack,
property near the 35th District
Courthouse, and others.

“For any site we pick, there’s going to
be some significant disadvantages,”
Harper said. “The board must be pre-
parw b4

Any property occupied by the library
would be tax-exempt.

Tonight’s 7:30 p.m. meeting at the
Dunning-Hough Library, includes just
one topic — “property acquisition.” By
law, the board can meet privately on
property acquisition matters, but an open
board discussion is expected at some
point tonight. '

There are several hurdles to be cleared
before the library could be relocated.

First, after several failed attempts to
develop the Wilcox property, no deal
appears easy.

Steve Guile, DDA Director, said, “I
have no comment until Jack (Wilcox)
says he going to do something.”

Secondly, the City of Plymouth must
approve releasing the library from its
bond-payout-lease, give a site-plan
approval and — at least unofficially —
give tacit approval to remove a major
development plum parcel from the DDA
funding district.

With little room left for develpment,
that last point may make the Wilcox site a
less than desirable library location from
City Hall’s position.

One proposal reportedly being consid-
ered for the Wilcox site would include
row housing condominiums. A similar
project in Royal Oak will bring $5 mil-

_lion in disposable income to that city,

estimates say.

Another potential roadblock to the
library locating on the Wilcox site could
be the house itself. Many of the past pro-
posed uses of the three-acre site have
involved saving the house for some use.
An earlier architectural study for the
library showed saving the Wilcox house.

Wilcox has said he would not rule out
demolition of the house, but has obvious-
ly favored restoration and preserving the
house.

It is unclear what ramifications there
are for the Wilcox House because of its
location within the Historic District of
Plymouth. That new designation begins
its impact following last night’s first
organizational meeting of the Historic
District Commission.

The financial picture of a library loca-
tion on the Wilcox site is unclear.

It is known that the library would save
about $200,000 by building elsewhere
from its current location because building
on-site means temporarily housing the
facility and two moves.

Although the library bond issue was
sold to the public without specific plans
— except for promises to preserve the
existing facade — it was generally said to
be aimed at keeping the same location.

If the library leaves its current build-
ing, the City then has several possible
routes.

It could turn the Dunning-Hough
Memorial Building into a community
center housing the many civic groups cur-
rently sprinkled throughout the communi-

It could sell or lease the building for
private use — which might offset con-
verting the Wilcox property to tax-
exempt status.

After a CAT scan and a brace of X-
rays, Piesko had only suffered some
scrapes and took a few stitches. Piesko
said he knows how serious things might
have been had he not been found.

“l was wearing a helmet, it was
cracked in half, destroyed,” Piesko said.
“Since I was not able to ride, getting out
of that park would have been a hairy situ-
ation.”

Hill said that the incident with Piesko
reaffirms one of the iron-clad rules of
being a Boy Scout.

“This has been one of the biggest
object lessons in the importance of not
going out by yourself in a dangerous situ-
ation, it’s why we never go anywhere
without telling someone where you’re
going,” Hill said. “We call it the ‘buddy
system’, and what happened showed the
reasoning behind it.”

Hill said, just as the Boy Scout hand-

book has instructed for decades, expertise
does not guarantee safety, and the buddy
system can save lives,

“Here was an experienced, confident

rider that went out alone and lost control

— once you start to lose control on a
mountain bike you go a lot faster very
quickly,” Hill said. “If he was not found
there was a good chance that he would
have suffered from exposure, God knows
if he would have been able to recover.
We had snow that evening.”

Hill said that he and the troop were
pleased to be able to give Piesko a hand.
He was thankful too.

“I'm glad it wasn’t one of my scouts,
Hill said.

Opening day at Tiger Stadium is a rit-

Community. But since the strike was set- -

tled last weekend, fans must now wait
until the end of April — unless they
come to Salem High School Friday to see
the Rocks take the diamond against
Stevenson in the season debut.

“(Stevenson) has really improved a
lot,” said coach Dale Rumberger. “I'm
throwing Justin (Marcis) at them. I never
take anything for granted.”

Rumberger’s squad enters the 1995
season with seven returning starters from
a team that went 24-9 a year ago. “I
always think we have a good team,” said
Rumberger, who is in his first year as
skipper after seven years as an assistant.

Kurisa had 20 RBIs in 1994 while bat-
ting in the lead off spot. Also, he is a
legitimate threat on the bases.

Kurisa and Styles will be handling the
rifle throws of catchers Ahmande Grimes

“and Ryan Rumberger. Both catchers can

consistently get the ball to second in four
seconds, though Grimes will get the
majority of the starts. Grimes has a sharp
eye, he led the team in walks while bat-
ting just under .400 and is currently being
scouted by several Division I programs.
“He’s a prototype player and person at
Salem,” Rumberger said. “He’s a quite
player.”

Center fielder Sammy LaGrow (.478
on base percentage in 1994) completes
Salem’s up-the-middle field positioning,
a key ingredient to a championship team.

At the corners of the infield will be a
variety of players. Brad Lear, who played
first base last year, will switch over to
third base this season and could see some
pitching duties. Senior Dave Bol, who is
a defensive specialist, will play both first
and third. Kurt Craggs will move in from
left field to fill in at first base. “He’ll see
a lot of time,” said Rumberger. “He’s an
excellent athlete.”

Right fielder Geoff Mackiewicz, the
team’s big wheel, completes the outfield.
He had five dingers last year while bat-
ting .391 and looks to improve on that
output this year. Said Rumberger: “His
work ethic has improved so much. I'm so
tickled with the way he’s improved. If I
had to give out awards for the most
improved, I'd give it to him.”

Left fielder Mike Brannon, infielder
Aaron Leanhert, shortstop Jay Wasalask
and utilityman Jason Gerandinac round
out Salem’s player roster.

In the bullpen, pitching coach Todd
Marian may have his work cut out for

him. “I think if you looked at other teams
and asked them what our weakness was,
they’d say it’s our pitching,” Rumberger
said. “Although I don’t believe it.”

The undisputed ace of the staff is
Marcis. The senior was flawless in 1994,
winning one-third of Salem’s games,
while on his way to a 8-0 record and a
2.08 earned run average. Marcis has been
clocked in the 80 mph range and has
developed an effective change-up. “When
he’s out there on the mound, he’s as.
tough as nails,” Rumberger said. “He’s
the toughest competitor. He’s going to
lead our staff.” )

John Fritz and Ted Bentley are the two
other righthanders in the rotation.
Southpaws Dan Quaine and Keith
Botinger will see a lot of time on the
mound as well. Botinger is interesting
because he has the screwball in his reper-
toire, perhaps the most effective pitch a
southpaw can throw. “He throws strikes,”
Rumberger said. “He gets people to get
themselves out. X

Junior Ryan Andrzejewski is another
hard-throwing starter.

If the pitching establishes itself as a
reliable force, Rumberger has no doubts
that his team will compete with John
Glenn, Canton, Franklin and Harrison for
the WLAA title, a very competitive base-
ball conference. But that’s not a surprise
— Rumberger believes that every year.
“Our goal hasn’t changed, we want to -
win as many games as possible and still
use our player. We have 19 kids,” he
said.

| As the deal stands now — and it’s constantly changing — the newly-created Wayne l
County Transportation Authority is a bad idea for The Plymouth-Canton-Northville

Community.

The plan includes a 0.33 mill tax hike, which would do little to improve or maintain

transportation in our community. -

Although many improvements are promised, few will benefit residents of the

Plymouths, Canton or the Northvilles.

The residents of our community deserve more for their tax dollars than they are
receiving from the current regional transportation system.

It is perhaps the clearest proof that sin not only
taints individuals, but that it also taints our schools and
workplaces, our towns-and legislatures, and, yes, even
our churches. .

It hasn’t gone away. We have made mighty strides to
* eradicate it from our nation. In a Civil War that cost us

the blood and lives of more than one million Americans, .

we put an end to institutionalized slavery in the United
States. In the Civil Rights Acts of 1964 and 1968, we
abolished the “Jim Crow” laws and policies that sus-
tained segregation through the first half of this century,
Under the administrations of Presidents Johnson and
Nixon, we adopted policies meant to level the playing
fiéld in the areas of employment and housing. In spite of
all these heroic and vigilant efforts, it hasn’t gone away.
Of course, by now, you have figured out what ‘it’ is.
‘It’ is racism. Whether perpetrated by White against
Black or Black against White, by Asian against Latino, or
Latino against Native American, racism continues to

plague the lives of all Americans.

“But I'm not a racist,” you might say. “I have nothing
against Blacks or Asians or Native Americans.”

But even those of us who hold fo a personal credo of
tolerance and non-prejudice live in a land simmering with
racial turmoil. Whether it’s riots in Los Angeles three
years ago, or a fight among Whites and Blacks at the
Plymouth-Canton High Schools last week, it hasn’t gone
away. '
