18 non-homestead renewal and the 2.3 
mill enhancement millage. All eight have 
ideas o f what should happen if  those 
issues fail.

Maloney — “If the enhancement does 
not pass there would be a serious effect 
on operations in the district,” Maloney 
said. “We would have to find out what 
the community thinks is important.”

Dunnigan — “The key issue is long- 
range planning. In two years the millage 
will run out, the district should lobby 
Lansing for adequate funding of instruc­
tion and material.”

Schrauben — “It has improved, there 
were a lot of years of public distrust. It’s 
getting better, (Supt.) Little has an open 
door policy.”

P h illip s  — “This year has been 
tremendously better than in prior years. 
I ’d like to see more less-formal work­
shops where people can bounce ideas off 
each other.”

Blamer — “We have to ask questions 
and comprehend what is being said. If 
there is an error, we need to be able to 
ask to have it checked out and get feed­
back.”

Trum pka — “The dialogue has to be 
kept up. There are the same 20 faces at 
all of the meetings, communication has to 
be kept up with those who are not at 
meetings regularly. The board is getting 
better.”

Student pilot, instructor ditch landing on airport lawn

A plane coming in for a landing at 

Canton-Plymouth Mettetal Airport Monday 
afternoon missed the runway and skidded 
into the grass.

A legal battle, threatening to delay Plymouth Streetscape con­
struction for more than a month, seems to have been defused 
before making it to the courtroom.

Bill Beitner, owner of Beitner Jewelry, feels the layout of the 
streetscape project along Ann Arbor Trail in front of his business 
is dangerous to pedestrians and would hurt business —  and he’s 
prepared to go to court to stop construction.

; Plymouth Downtown Development Authority Director Steve 
v Guile said they are willing to work with Beitner to address his 
: concerns over the pedestrian island slated for construction in the 
5 center of Ann Arbor Trail.

“This is a safety issue,” said Beitner. “It’s impossible to have 
' the pedestrian island and parking both.

“I do not want one of my customers maimed or killed coming 
i to see me — but I don’t want parking eliminated.”

Beitner said Guile was not receptive to his concerns. “I went 
to the manager of the DDA,” said Beitner. “He said, ‘If you don’t 
like it, do something about it’ so that’s what I’ve done.”

Guile said changes to the pedestrian island are being proposed. 
“The compromise I came up with negates any of Mr. Beitner’s 
concerns,” he said. “We would reduce the island 66 feet and 
would have to remove some streetlights and some of the aesthet­
ics of the island.”

Beitner said he’s not the only one concerned about the safety 
of the streetscape design. “All the people who have been through 
here don’t like the whole concept of revamping the looks of 
Plymouth,” he said. “Plymouth is unique. Why would we want it

to look like other cities?”
Steve Mansfield, co-owner of Heide’s Flowers & Gifts, said 

that although he has not seen the updated plan for the pedestrian 
island, Ann Arbor Trail does not lend itself to the proposed 
changes.

“If they want to turn us into a mall without customers,” he 
said, “that’s their prerogative. We could all move to Ann Arbor 
Road and Sheldon if they want to drive us out of town.”

Annette Horn, owner of Native West, said she has attended 
every meeting held regarding the streetscape project, but did not 
know there were plans to put the island on Ann Arbor Trail.

“I think the island on Main Street will be attractive,” she said, 
“but an island on Ann Arbor Trail — I don’t think it’s necessary. 
I would be against it.”

Guile said the current Ann Arbor Trail layout is dangerous and 
the streetscape will improve safety.

“Most merchants have seen pedestrians having a hard time 
getting across the street,” he said. “We have had no other com­
plaints about the island. Our feeling is that a pedestrian island is 
necessary.”

Beitner said he will fight — in court if necessary — to keep 
the streetscape safe and convenient to his customers. “It’s never 
too late (to stop) until the concrete is poured.”

Beitner has started a list of signatures at his store of those who 
question the safety and need of the streetscape project.

Guile said the changes to the project should not delay con­
struction.

“We know that there 
are a lot of needs for the pile of money. We’re very proud of what the P-C Community 
Schools have done.”

Gordon said the P-C Schools are poised for 21st century education and are trying to 
send students to the Centennial Education Park who are ready for the curriculum and 
have a foundation of learning that will let them excel.

“In 1993-94 we added six teachers, in 94-95 we added 12.5 teachers,” Gordon said. 
“That may not seem like much but since kids were pulled from existing classes, the intro­
duction of 1 teacher means that 125 to 150 students are affected.”

Don Kronig, a member of CAP, said that his experience at his former home did not 
prepare him for class sizes in Plymouth-Canton.

“We used to live in Colorado, where the state mandate is that there are no more than 
23 students per class,” Kronig said. “When we got here we had a real shock.”

Kronig said that CAP has identified three challenges. First: Get the administration to 
view solving the class-size problem as a key objective. Second: Have a strategy for man­
aging class size (how to fund solutions, establishing a timetable and identifying the num­
ber of kids in the classes). Third: Build on the present momentum.

“When the board and administration sees this,” Kronig said, “then we can move for­
ward. I challenge the (trustee) candidates to embrace reducing class size as a goal and 
have a plan to solve the problem.”

At a serious cost to taxpayers in 
Canton, the amount of false alarms in the 
township is starting to be a problem.

According to Canton Com m unity 
Relations Officer Lew Stevens, the num­
ber of false alarms is an expensive prob­
lem.

“Last month we had 206 false alarms,” 
Stevens said. “That isn’t much more than 
it was the month previous but as Canton 
grows there will be more.”

The problem is getting to be a costly 
one. Ofc. Stevens said when an alarm 
goes off, at least two officers are dis­
patched to the scene. At an average of 20 
minutes per alarm call a lot of manhours 
are wasted when they go off for no good 
reason.

“On a normal call, we send two offi­

cers, we always send backup,” Stevens 
said. “But when we get an aimed robbery 
alarm we send several officers.”

Stevens said most o f the time these 
false alarms are caused by error.

“Some go off in storms and there’s 
nothing that can be done about that, but 
mostly i t ’s a lot o f em ployee error,” 
Stevens said.

“Someone isn’t trained in how to use 
the system or someone trips the alarm in 
a house and doesn’t know that they’ve 
done it.”

Stevens said an ordinance against false 
alarms (providing a penalty of $10 for 
two false alarms in a four month period 
—  going up $25 for each subsequent false 
alarm) has not been strenuously enforced 
but is being considered for review by the 
director of public safety.

Don McDurmon does not do it for the recognition, but more 
publicity means more volunteers for the Plymouth Jaycees.

After more than 30 years of service to the district and schools 
in general, P-C Schools Associate D irector o f Community 
Relations Dick Egli is moving on.

Egli, whose contract ends at the end of June, said that the deci­
sion to get out of the district was purely financial.

“The teachers got a severance package in the last negotiations 
and the administration got one too,” Egli said. “Anyone could 
take it that had 30 years in.”

Egli said he was not planning on retiring this year, but the 
buyout package and his tax situation made it hard to turn down.

“I talked to my CPA and he said that the offer was too good to 
turn down,” Egli said. “I hadn’t given it a lot of thought, I like my 
job.”

Egli said the position, which will be posted on June 23, had to 
be rewritten because it had not been posted for 15 years and a lot 
had changed at die job since then.

“There’s more to the job these days,” Egli said. “For instance, 
when I signed on there was no need for computer use. Now, they 
can’t hire someone who doesn’t know how to use one.”

Egli also said that there are more things that someone in his 
position has to do to serve the district well. His position includes 
getting the word out on awards to employees (VIPs and Extra-

Milers), coordinating cable programming (scrolling messages and 
zap-shot camera stills), and the coordinating of focus groups to 
gauge public opinion.

“Focus groups are very much in vogue these days,” Egli said. 
“It used to be a lot of that kind of polling was done over the 
phone.”

Egli said that retirement did not mean that he would be mov­
ing to Florida and he would be looking for work.

“I’m not sure what I will be doing,” Egli said. “I have options 
open to me, I just have to review what those options are.”

Associate Superintendent for Business and Operations Ray 
Hoedel is also retiring this year.

It makes sense for an antique store to be located in the Old 
Village of Plymouth. After all, most the buildings there are 
historic. But they are forgotten too. So when Gerry Sindici 
decided to open the Robin’s Nest, 640 Starkweather, he did not 
surprise anyone when he disclosed his motivation. “I’m doing it 
to build up Old Village,” Sindici said, “that’s the only reason. It 
used to be a jewel.”

Sindici is not degrading the area, he just wants to return it to 
its former glory. Sindici is moving from the Plymouth Antique 
Mall to the Old Village, where he will compete with Paul Kalik 
and others who started him in the business. Sindici hopes Robin’s 
Nest, which is named after his wife, will initiate the process of 
rebirth to the area. “We have antiques and collectibles,” Sindici 
said. “The big difference is the price. You’re actually going to be 
able to buy them. They’re priced to go out the door. Whatever 
your heart desires, we’ll have it.”

“You should de-clutter the house, so that it looks bigger,”  Bittinger 
said. “The same goes for the closets. Get all of the clothes you don’t 
wear out —  send them to the Salvation Army —  because people want a 
lot of room.”

By the same token, Bittinger said that people like a bright house. 
When getting ready to show the house, have the curtains open and the 
lights on so that prospective buyers can see how much light the room 
has.

Bittinger also said that the walls should be considered before inviting 
people to see the house.

“If the walls need paint, they should get a coat, something neutral,” 
Bittinger said. “The same goes for wallpaper. If it is too colorful, 
people will look at it and think that it will need to be replaced. If they 
are looking at another house for the same amount of money that doesn’t 
need as much work they’ll take the easier house.”

Some of the things to think about when selling the house are the big 
ticket items. According to Anita Crumley, a realtor for Weir, Manuel, 
Snyder and Ranke, there are definite pre-sale hot spots in a house.

“The kitchen and the bathroom should be updated,” Crumley said. 
“Windows are important too. If they’re just old aluminum windows 
they can knock $3,000 to $5,000 of the price of the house. I think 
windows are the number one concern.”

Crumley said a good rule of thumb is to take care of anything that 
looks like it might pose a problem to a buyer. Things like an old 
furnace, unkempt basement or a poor roof can cause problems when 
someone is looking at a house.

Low interest rates are making it a perfect time to think about moving or 

buying a new home — especially in The Plymouth-Canton Community.
According to Wendy Hewitt of the Community Federal Credit Union 

mortgage department, all interest rates are down, and fixed rates are in 
single digits. “The housing market is slow, both construction and re-sale,” 
she said. “It’s a really good time to buy a home.”

Hewitt said that a slow down in the housing market can cause a drop in 
interest rates, which fluctuate continually. The trend has been to lower 
rates due to a slow economy and slow real estate market, and as a result, it 
is a great time to buy.

He 
said he sees stability in the future of rates, with “nothing too dramatic 
happening.”

D istrict cham ps
Salem baseball moves on to regionals at Novi

Championship teams find ways to win, 

and the Salem baseball team did just that 
on Saturday defeating Franklin, 10-7, and 
Churchill, 3-0, to win the district champi­
onship and move on to regional competi­
tion at Novi this Saturday.

“I don’t think we’re over exuberant,” 
said coach Dale Rumberger. “We’re glad 
we won, it was something we wanted.”

It was the Rocks seventh district title 
in nine years. The two games —  one 
played right after the other — could not 
have been any more different. In the first 
game, Salem used their bats to overcome 
a disastrous defensive outing. The fol­
lowing game saw Salem’s bats go silent, 
but was accompanied by a nearly flaw­
less pitching and defensive performance.

Against the Franklin Patriots, staff ace 
Justin Marcis took the mound for Salem. 
He went all seven innings, allowed six 
hits and two earned runs while striking 
out four and walking two. “He really 
d idn ’t have his good s tu ff,” said 
Rumberger. “He was tired, but he was out 
there pitching the whole way.”

The Rocks scored 10 runs on 11 hits, 
but made six errors. Kazuki Kurisu, Bill 
Styles, Dan Quaine and Marcis all fal­
tered in the field. Rumberger was flabber­
gasted. “These guys are all consistent 
fielders,” he said. “They all seemed to be 
routine plays, they just booted them. We 
were just lucky to win.”

Kurisu redeemed himself at the plate 
by recording two hits and scoring two 
runs. Salem jumped out to a 2-0 lead, but 
let Franklin take the lead on a couple hits, 
an error and two sacrifice flies in the top 
of the fourth. “Literally, we gave them 
three runs,” Rumberger said.

Right fielder Geoff Mackiewicz, tied it 
up by leading off the bottom of the fourth 
with his second dinger of the year and 
seventh of his Salem career. The shot 
easily cleared the 355 mark in the right

center field alley. “He was really swing­
ing the bat well today,” Rumberger said.

The game remained tight until the bot­
tom of the seventh when “we kind of put

it away” Rumberger said, referring to the 
four hit, six run outburst.

A fter receiv ing  a scolding from  
Rum berger concerning the defensive 
breakdown, the Rocks took the field to 
face C hurchill. P itcher Ryan 
Andrzejewski got the nod, and responded 
four hit shutout —  Salem’s first goose 
egg since April 28. Andrzejewski struck 
out six and walked two.

“He was pretty effective,” Rumberger 
said. “He hadn’t had a start in two weeks. 
His location was a bit off, but his velocity 
was good.”

While Andrzejewski kept the Patriots 
o ff  the base paths, Franklin  p itcher 
Jayson Tomassi was throwing curve balls 
that seemed to defy logic.

“He threw a lot of curves, a lot of off- 
speed pitches,” Rumberger said. “That 
stuff caused us a lot of trouble. We like 
people who try to throw it by us.”

Salem ’s scored in the first inning 
when Kurisu, Styles, Lear all singled. 
Grimes doubled, bringing in Kurisu, but 
Styles was thrown out at the plate after 
getting a bad jump from second. Another 
run came in off Quaine’s sacrifice fly to 
right. “Then we ju st stopped hitting,” 
Rumberger said.

Salem broke the drought in seventh 
when Aaron Leanhert —  running for 
Grimes — stole second and then scored 
on Kurt Craggs’ single. The 3-0 Salem 
victory was completed in just 90 minutes. 
Now the season turns to regionals and a 
game with Ypsilanti, a team Salem split a 
doubleheader with this season. “They’re 
a pretty good team, they’re athletic,” 
Rumberger said. “We didn’t see they’re 
best pitcher, and they didn’t see ours.”

The game will be played at Novi High 
School. “W e’re excited to play there, 
because it’s a small field,” Rumberger 
said. “ If we can ju st hit line drives, 
they’ll go out.”

By the end of a sports season, a team’s coach should know the 
players’ capabilities; be able to measure his team’s chances;

“Two more to go,” said Salem girls 
soccer coach Ken Johnson after the 
Rocks had defeated Churchill 3-1 on 
Friday for the regional championship.

The victory gave Salem the right to 
play in the state semifinals tonight at 
Jackson High School versus Brighton 
(21-1) o f the K ensington V alley 
Conference.

The winner will play in the state finals 
on Saturday at Canton against the 
Birmingham Seaholm/Rochester winner.

In the last week, Salem has defeated

Salem posted 118 points, and finished third at the 

Western Lakes Activities Association boys track meet, 
behind the soaring Rockets of John Glenn (150) and the

“We were happy with it,” said Salem coach Geoff

Out of a field of eight desirable candidates for the Plymouth-Canton 
school board, two stand out.

The top candidates are Michael J. Maloney and Carrie F. Blamer, who 
will be fighting the other six candidates for the two, four-year seats.

Maloney’s background and education in business, negotiation and large 
organization will give the district the managerial support it will need in the 
financially tricky times ahead.

Blamer’s dedication to the children of the district, through her work on 
the superintendent search committee, the Bird Elementary PTO, her 
understanding that many viewpoints need to be considered in the schools 
and that the “three T ’s” should be part of the operating budget with or 
without the millage give her the edge over the other candidates.

It needs to be said that all of the other candidates are worthy alternatives

In order to put the Plymouth- 

Canton Schools in a good position 
to educate in the 21st century, the 
community needs to rally behind 
not only the renewal millage but 
the enhancement as well.

The renewal of 18 non­
homestead mills is necessary to 
keep the schools running as 
detailed in Proposal A. This is not 
a rise in the amount of taxes for 
businesses in the district —  
passing the renewal will still leave 
taxes for businesses lower than 
they were before the passage of 
Prop A.

Without this money, $15  million 
to keep the district operating, the 
schools would lose approximately 
$1,000 per student.

The request for 2.3  
enhancement mills should also be 
supported by the district. The 
millage, which will be collected 
for only two years and budgeted 
over five years, will be earmarked 
for the “three T ’s” —  textbooks, 
teaching tools and teacher 
training. A separate account has 
been set up for the money and the 
school board has pledged not to 
use the money for anything other 
than instructional purposes.

The main reason for the 
community to support both the 
renewal and the enhancement is 
because the well-being of the 
schools is important to the well­
being of the community. Better 
schools make the community

more attractive to prospective 
homebuyers and that means higher 
property values. In the 
terminology of the district, all of 
the stakeholders have a vested 
interest in the Plymouth-Canton 
schools.
