They came so close.
A sanitary sewer line running under 

Ann Arbor Trail — slated to be repaired 
last week — burst last Tuesday night, 
flooding basements along the Trail with 
as much as four feet of raw sewage.

Plym outh D epartm ent o f Public 
Works Director Paul Sincock said crews 
had started prelim inary work on the 
sewer the day of the collapse — although 
the cause of the break has not been deter­
mined.

“This just stresses the point that our 
underground infrastructure is something 
that needs atten tion ,” he said. 
“Obviously, these kind of collapses can 
cause serious problems.”

Sincock said 15 feet of sanitary sewer 
pipe and 30 feet of storm sewer pipe has 
been replaced since the break occurred. 
Approximately six to eight yards of sand, 
which was washed away when the line 
burst, was also replaced.

Problems with the sewer lines are 
minuscule when compared to losses suf­
fered by residents and business owners 
along Ann Arbor Trail.

“This is devasta ting ,” said Fran 
Russell, adm inistrator o f W est Trail 
Nursing Home.

West Trail Nursing Home uses their 
basement as storage for their adult under­
garments and laundry.

“It was mainly used as storage,” she 
said. “It did not affect our residents 
directly.”

Russell said the Michigan Department 
of Public Health tests showed the sewage 
did not pose a public safety hazard for the 
residents, who were not evacuated fol­
lowing the line break.

“We estimate between $10,000 and 
$20,000 in losses for us,” she said, 
adding that donated clothing and rubber 
soled shoes are needed to replace those 
that were destroyed.

In addition to stock items, Saxton’s 
Garden Center lost most of their records 
that were stored in the basement

“This is the worst thing we’ve ever 
had to deal with,” said Valerie Saxton. 
“About 45 years ago, we had a sewer 
backup, but nothing like this.”

Kirkbride)
Alan Saxton said the history of the 

store was destroyed along with “thou­
sands of dollars of inventory.”

Although the sewer break has been 
tough for everyone along Ann Arbor 
Trail, residents and business owners said 
the City of Plymouth has done everything 
by the book.

“They ought to be commended,” said 
Russell. “They nipped this in the bud. 
Paul Sincock did an excellent job.”

The Saxton’s agree with Russell. “The 
city has been excellent,” Valerie said. 
“The mayor (Doug M iller) was down 
here yesterday.”

Don Bush, Owner o f O&D Bush 
Jewelry, said the sewer started backing 
up at approximately 7:30 p.m. Tuesday 
night. “By 9:30 p.m. Inrecon (an insur­
ance reconstruction firm based in Ann 
Arbor) was on the scene,” he said. “By

11 a.m. (Wednesday) clean up had start­
ed.”

Bush said the city has given residents 
and businesses updates on the progress of 
the clean up and sewer repair every four 
or five hours.

The question now remains, who is 
responsible for paying for the clean up?

Sincock said the city has paid for 
Inrecon and Johnny on the Spot (an emer­
gency flood clean up company) to clean 
up the mess — but will be waiting for a 
report from Wade-Trim engineers on the 
cause of the break.

“We have accepted the billing for 
now,” he said, “but if  it is determined 
later that someone else caused the break, 
the cost will be passed along.”

Total cost for the clean up has not 
been determined.

The Plymouth Historical Society, the Plymouth Historical 
Museum and the Downtown Development Authority (DDA) are 
working together to give everyone in town a chance to own a 
piece of Plymouth history.

Or several pieces, depending on how much one wants to 
spend.

The historical group is going to be selling the paving bricks 
uncovered by the Streetscape construction on Main Street

According to Jack Kenyon, of the Plymouth Historical 
Society, the bricks have been in Plymouth for a long time.

“They were laid in 1908 and later were covered in blacktop in 
the 1960’s,” Kenyon said. “There are about 550,000 bricks on 
Main Street from Ann Arbor Trail to Mill St.”

The bricks were pulled out of Main Street and put into the 
DPW yard. Steve Guile,’ DDA director, consented to donate the 
bricks to the museum to sell as a fundraiser.t

According to Kenyon, buying bricks from the society is a real 
savings.

“We’re selling them for 50 cents apiece, three of them make 
up a square foot,” Kenyon said. “Bricks like them are $2.20 
apiece at a masonry store and they’re four bricks per square foot

“Which would you want,” Kenyon asked, “history or plain 
vanilla?”

If buyers want to get even further from ‘plain vanilla,’ they 
can get an inscribed brick.

“We’re going to select some bricks to be sandblast etched by 
Simpson Granite,” Kenyon said. “They’ll say ‘Main Street, 
Plymouth MI, 1908.’ The cost will be $30 apiece. We’ve got 21 
done now and we’ll go as many as there is a demand for.”

Kenyon said that the brick sale would go on through July or 
until the supply of bricks runs out.

“There’s no limit on how many you can buy,” Kenyon said, 
“die only question is, ‘does your check clear?’”

In an effort to contain costs, increase visibility and further deter crime, the Plymouth 
Township Police are taking to the streets on new wheels.

No, not the Batmobile or attack Harleys. Mountain bikes.
At last Tuesday’s meeting of the Plymouth Township Board of Trustees, the board 

moved to purchase two Rockhopper FS mountain bikes and equipment for two officers. 
The total bill on the project is $1,987.28.

According to Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl Berry, the bikes are going to have 
an effect on public relations immediately.

“First, they will have a higher visibility in neighborhoods,” Berry said. “Hard to 
believe, people don’t really notice squad cars. But on the bikes people will interact more 
with the officer.”

For now, the Plymouth Township Police have two bikes which will be used 24 hours a 
day. For July 4th festivities, two more officers on bikes will help to cover the parking lots 
and help with crowd control.

Cable agreement hailed 
as first of kind in nation

from  Albany, NY.) said offering 
Ameritech a franchise was a good move.

“History is being made here tonight, 
and die nation is watching,” Monroe said.
“All of the technical, legal and financial 
concerns check out. We have absolutely 
no concerns about Plymouth Township 
granting this franchise.”

Monroe said that the Ameritech sys­
tem will have all of the services that cable 
companies have fought to provide for 
years. With back-up power, status moni­
toring and all electronic components, the 
Ameritech system will be able to offer 
better service.

“All cable problems can be traced to 
the cable monopolies,” Monroe said.

The new alternative w ill create  a 
unique situation in the area: residents will 
have a choice between cable companies.
Most cable companies act as monopolies, 
meaning that there is only one company 
available to subscribers living in a given 
market. For years, The Plymouth-Canton- 
Northville Communities were restricted 
to Omnicom Cablevision, a company that 
is in the process of being bought out by 
Continental Cablevision.

The Am eritech com pany w ill add 
competition to the market, which will 
likely end up in lower prices and better 
service for all subscribers. “The cus­
tomers are going to benefit universally,” 
said Canton Township Supervisor Tom

Yack.
According to Donna Garofano, vice 

president of public affairs at ANME, 
Ameritech’s initial investment will be 
mom than $8 million, and setting up and 
maintaining the service will create around 
300jobs for southeast Michigan.

“W e’re backed by Ameritech’s high 
standards for service,” said Garofano. 
ANME’s main office will be in Troy, but 
local offices will be set up for conve­
nience and service.

ANME will offer an expanded channel 
lineup for basic Cable subscribers. The 
company is working with BellSouth, SBC 
Communications and the Walt Disney 
Co. to expand services from there.

Garofano said that the company h a s . 
“plans for advanced products and infor­
mation services.”

Video programming and interactive 
services — like home banking or grocery 
shopping —  could potentially run on 
ANME’s network.

Garofano said that the network ANME 
plans to install will be a 750 megahertz 
fiber-optic system, and will leave a lot of 
room for service upgrades. As new tech­
nology becomes available, it can be 
incorporated into the network ANME will 
have established.

At a press conference last week, 
Am eritech representatives said they 
expect to have the initial system up and 
running by the beginning of the year.

Consider this as a gauge for Bernice 
Lawrence’s 25 years of ownership at the 
Little Peoples’ Place, 11523 Haggerty 
Rd.: She is taking care of her former stu­
dents children. The parents and children 
showed their appreciation for Lawrence 
by holding a celebration recently  at 
Maybury State Park in Northville. “She’s 
wonderful,” said Canton resident Shelly 
Babcock, who sends her children to the 
Little Peoples’ Place. “She does such a 
wonderful job with the children, and she 
doesn’t change an exuberant amount.” 

Explaining her reason for longevity in 
child care, Lawrence said, “Much of it is 
because of a situation that you like chil­
dren. If you can see the emotional devel­
opment of a child, it becomes fascinating 
because no two children are alike. It’s 
fascinating.”

Lawrence got her start in child care a

quarter of a century ago when her daugh­
ter required speech therapy. Since her 
husband worked, and Lawrence’ insur­
ance would not cover all the therapy; she 
knew she had to continue to work while 
simultaneously taking care of her daugh­
ter. As a result, little  Peoples’ Place was 
bom. She became fully licensed by the 
state, and received a degree in child care 
development in 1980 from Schoolcraft 
College. She now is permitted to handle 
12 children at one time, from ages two to 
five. Lawrence’ average day is long, but 
rew arding she w ill always tell you. 
Children begin arriving as early as six, 
and they are greeted with a breakfast. 
Throughout the day, Lawrence mixes 
exercise, music, math, research, nutrition, 
safety education and a discussion period. 
The day is equally dispersed by snack 
time, lunch and recess outside. “What 
I’m trying to do is offer a broad range to

prepare them for kindergarten, but make 
it interesting,” Lawrence said.

Often the children make it interesting 
themselves. For example, the time a girl 
got stuck on the toilet or another instance 
when the children, without provocation, 
began an in-depth discussion about reli­
gion. “It’s a never ending, and never bor­
ing job because of the wonderment of the 
child,” Lawrence said. A grandmother 
and wife of 43 years, Lawrence plans of 
working three more years before retiring. 
She will take with a wealth of experience 
and advice about children. “With children 
I’ve been very fortunate,” Lawrence said. 
“It’s been very rewarding to see them 
become very good students... I feel what 
is important to the child that they be 
aware of the other people around them, 
that is one of the important things. And 
that they have a goal set for what they 
want to do.”

Dr. James McHenry’s commute to 
work is a little  d ifferen t than most 
peoples’.

The only stop he makes is at a door, 
not at a red light. And the only objects he 
dodges are his ch ildren, not cars. 
McHenry, a Plymouth resident, makes his 
home next to his dentist office at 1075 
Maple St. “Before, I could walk through 
my living room into my o ffice ,” 
McHenry said. “Now my only connector 
is through my bedroom. It’s all under one 
roof so-to-speak.”

The rush hours had finally taken its 
final toll on McHenry in 1990. He had 
been practicing out of an office in 
D etroit. “It was a busy clin ic-type 
practice with two guys working for me,” 
McHenry said. “What I really wanted 
was to have a practice where I could be a 
little more one on one with my patients. 
It’s totally opposite from what I had in 
Detroit. It’s a homey place, besides the 
fact that it’s attached to my home.”

O f course, advantages are 
accompanied by disadvantages. “I ’ve 
done root canals in the middle of the 
night. I ju st can’t turn them away if 
they’re in pain, McHenry said. “Last 
Fourth of July I was out barbecuing in

my backyard, and this guy comes to the 
fron t door and says he has a tooth 
problem. He said, ‘Can you take a look?’ 
My wife has some experience in 
barbecuing, so I said, ‘O kay .’ It

sometimes interferes in my life. I’ve had 
some strange things happen.”

Like the instance when McHenry was 
working on a patient with the connecting 
door to his house open, “and my kid 
comes running through without a stitch of 
clothing on.”

Still, McHenry, a practicing dentist 
since 1980, would have it no other way. 
In fact, he feels as though fate intervened 
when he was attempting to the buy the 
house, which was bu ilt in 1964. For 
instance, as McHenry began to search for 
an office, he found a comfortable, well- 
suited building. But at the last minute he 
made a bid lower than the asking price, 
and another suitor cam e forw ard to 
outbid McHenry. But just days later, he 
found out the Plymouth building was 
interested in selling. “We feel like we 
were led here,” McHenry said.

Now that McHenry, who received is 
undergraduate degree from  U-M 
Dearborn and his doctorate from U-D, 
has found his home, and business, he 
plans on continuing to offer his services 
to The Plymouth-Canton Community. 
“It’s too convenient to be here in town,” 
he said. I love Plymouth. We went over 
and helped them with the Playscape. I 
can’t see anything more ideal.”

P l y m o u t h  C h a m b e r  s e e k s  s u r v e y  v o l u n t e e r s
For the first time in alm ost a decade, The Plym outh 

Community Chamber of Commerce is participating in the 
Michigan Business Retention and Expansion Program. “The 
survey was done eight, nine years ago — it was the same, survey 
—  by many, many communities in the tri-county area,” said Fran 
Toney, executive director for the the chamber. “There were a 
couple of reasons for doing it again: First of all, things change. 
But most especially, we’re probably 75 per cent more industrial. 
Like the five industrial parks, they’ve never been surveyed.

The retention program is a comm unity-based effort to 
encourage and aid the growth of existing local businesses. A 
series o f interviews, conducted by volunteers, develops a 
comprehensive profile of the local business climate. When the 
two-part profile is done, results are processed — in Plymouth’s

case the survey will be completed by MSU — and a specific plan 
of action will be presented in the spring to ensure continued 
growth and to maintain a healthy economic base.

“It’s a very concise survey that will help the community,” 
Toney said.

Part A of the survey, a five-page questionnaire, was sent out 
last week. Part B will begin this week with volunteers visiting 
companies to do personal interviews. Volunteers are needed, 
Toney said, but a short training session is required. “They have to 
do three interviews, which usuajly take about 30 to 40 minutes,” 
Toney said. “They’re personal not by phone, and they have to go 
through a half-hour training period.”

The Ambassador

Canton resident Ahmande Grimes is an ambassador to Puerto 

R ico.
Grimes, a catcher for the Salem  varsity baseball team this past 

season, has been selected  as a mem ber o f  the East-W est Baseball 
Ambassadors, an organization that specializes in sending youths 
overseas to serve as budding diplom ats for their country w hile at 
the sam e tim e p laying their favorite sport. “I’m  excited , but it 
really hasn’t hit yet,” Grimes said.

G rim es b ecam e aw are o f  the A th letic  D ip lom acy  program  
after hearing a p layer from  W estland  John G lenn’s team  that 
w ent to Australia last year. “I’d heard o f  it, but I didn’t actually 
know  what it w as,” he said.

U ntil one day w hen he w as paging through a local newspaper, 
and discovered a notice about try-outs for the Ambassadors at 
Henry Ford Com m unity C ollege in  Dearborn. “It w as som etim e 
in September,” Grimes said. “T he first things w e did were hitting 
and throwing, and I did real w ell; so  I didn’t have to do anything 
else . T hey told m e I could g o  hom e, that I didn’t have to do any­
thing e lse .”

There w as som e work still ahead. Grimes had to raise $1 ,600  
through candy sa les and raffle tickets. A fter attaining enough  
funds, Grimes was signed on to  the trip. H e had the option o f  v is­
it in g  G erm any, France, C hina, H olland , C uba or H aw aii, but 
G rim es ch o o se  Puerto R ico  because he w as told  it offered the

best com petition. G rim es, how ever, is counting on  the experience 
to  be m ore than a road trip for a baseball team. “I ’m  looking to 
get a lo t o f  things out o f  it,” he said. “W hile I’m  there, I ’ll get to 
see their culture. I’ll get a lo t o f  things from it, not just baseball.”

A fter leaving Canton on July 2 4  Grimes w ill m eet his team­
m ates at a preparation cam p in  Sarasota, FL, in  order to familiar­
iz e  their s ty le s  o f  p lay  w ith  each  other. A t the con clu sion  o f  
cam p, the A m bassadors w ill leave for Puerto R ico. It w ill be a 
fine reward for Salem ’s defensive anchor in a season that saw  the 
R ocks advance to the state quarterfinals. The trip w ill a lso  serve 
as the beginning o f  a new  lev e l o f  com petition for Grimes w ho  
w ill p lay  c o lle g e  ball next year. “I ’v e  been talking to  Eastern  
M ichigan,” G rim es said. “T hey approached m e during the quar­
terfinals. A s o f  now , I ’m  going  to (M SU .)

It w ill be the continuance o f  a dream for G rim es, an 1 1-year 
baseball veteran w h o  cou ld  not im agine p lay ing  another sport 
with the sam e passion. “I like hitting the ball, and watching peo­
p le  ch ase  after it ... it’s ju st the thrill o f  the com petition . T he  
pitcher is  up there trying to  embarrass you in front o f  all those  
p eop le ,” said G rim es, w ho w as qu ick  to credit Salem  baseball 
coach D ale Rumberger for m uch o f  his success and good  tim es.

Plymouth newspaper box draft ordinance would open a can o f legal worms

First Amendment, The Constitution of the United States o f America: 
Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or 
prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, 
or of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to 
petition the Government for a redress of grievances.

If newspapers had a penny for each time the government tried to 
infringe upon the freedom of speech or freedom of the press, we’d all be 
millionaires.

Don’t look now, but it’s happening again — right here in Plymouth.
The Plymouth City Commission is preparing a newspaper rack 

ordinance to try and “clean up” the downtown area. Some commissioners 
feel the newsracks, normally linked together at the comer of Main Street 
and Penniman Avenue (located on the east side of the Penn Theatre during 
streetscape), are an eyesore.

The first draft of this ordinance was penned by Ron Lowe when he was 
still the city attorney — that gives an idea of how long this ordinance has 
been in the works.

Seems as though the city commission is finding out just how hard it is 
to side-step the First Amendment.

Their concern for public safety and welfare is admirable. Sometimes the 
comer does get a bit messy, but that’s not a good enough reason to get into 
a First Amendment quagmire — which is exactly where the city 
commission is headed.

It seems as though Bill McAninch is the only commissioner (the only 
one who has spoken up) against the newspaper box ordinance. He said on 
many occasions that the ordinance is an unnecessary waste of the 
commission’s time and the taxpayer’s money (in legal fees). He’s 
absolutely right.

If this ordinance is passed — in any form — there will be legal 
challenges.

In the city commission’s defense, they have gone to all the newspaper

agencies and asked their legal opinion on the subject. The only response 
has come from the Detroit Newspaper Agency, which said the law is 
pretty good, but suggested some changes.

My advice to the city commission is to scrap the ordinance altogether. 
Although I am not a legal scholar, I have studied First Amendment law 
enough to know that local ordinances that infringe in any way on freedom 
of speech or the j>ress are usually shot down and end up costing the 
community much more in legal fees than it is worth.

Here are several points in the ordinance that could cause legal problems 
for the city:

• What is a newsrack? This is probably the toughest thing the city faces 
when creating a newsrack ordinance. Is an apartment guide news? What if 
the American Nazi Party decides to publish a newspaper? Is it protected 
under the First Amendment? What about religious brochures? And most 
importantly — who is going to decide the answer to all these questions?

• Where can the boxes be placed? Under Section 3 of the draft 
ordinance it says, “This ordinance shall only apply to newsracks which are 
located, in whole or in part, in, on or over any part of the public right-of- 
way or other public property.” Who decides where they can be placed?

The way to go about this is to contact the newspapers if there is a 
problem with safety or litter. In almost all cases, the newspaper is willing 
to work with the community.

Until the City of Plymouth can tell me what a “newspaper” is and where 
that “newspaper” can be placed, they should worry about more important 
problems that actually affect the health and welfare of the community.

22 
eliminate their parking lot is even 
worse. We have already suffered 
through over two decades of 
infringement by Box Bar patrons 
on our parking facilities during 
our business hours. Our customers 
frequently complain that they 
can’t find a place to park in our 
lot. The type of items and services 
we provide involve heavy, bulky, 
hard to handle items and it is a real 
hardship to have to haul items a 
great distance.

Posting signs has proven 
ineffective and monitoring the 
usage is much too costly. Telling 
someone not to park brings 
negative reaction.

If you have a car towed away, 
you make a lifetime enemy who 
will tell all their friends, neighbors 
or relatives not to shop in your 
store — the lot owner is put into a 
“no-win” situation. Gates or 
meters are a real inconvenience. 
We are totally baffled as to how to 
prevent unauthorized parking 
during business hours.

We are in favor of 
improvements and business 
expansion downtown, providing it 
entails adequate provisions for 
parking to support the intensified 
usage. Failure to provide 
additional facilities will 
intensifying the usage is a totally 
irresponsible public policy. There 
is no question that such a policy 
will infringe on and have a highly 
adverse impact on those 
businesses who have made the 
investment to provide parking, this 
puts the city in the position of 
penalizing those businesses who

responsibly provided for their 
parking needs, while rewarding or 
letting those who do not, and 
letting them get off scott free.
