A speed limit is suppose to limit speed, 
ut motorists on their way to a destination 

are often not paying attention, and day­
dreaming drivers can be dangerous in high 
risk areas locations — such as schools.

On Monday night, Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools Superintendent 
Charles Little developed a solution for 
numerous complaints about speeding in 
school areas.

Rather than install lights or change 
sidewalk configurations, Little suggested 
using a Speed Monitoring Awareness 
Radar Trailer (SMART.) “It seems to be a 
device that would be a good system/’ 
Little said, “it’s called the SMART sys­
tem.”

SMART is a portable trailer that is 
towed to a site that has experienced fre­
quent speed related problems. Equipped 
with a Kustom radar clocking unit, 
SMART displays the oncoming driver’s 
current speed. Little said SMART is an 
effective way of handling a problem at not 
too high of a cost. “I think it would be a 
good investment,” Little said.

The SMART trailer would cost about 
$15,000. Little said he met with Canton 
director of public safety John Santomauro 
to discuss the matter, since a majority of 
complaints were about speed on Morton 
Taylor Road in Canton. Little said the 
SMART trailer would have .Plymouth- 
Canton Community Schools printed on it 
and Canton Township.

Secretary Sue Davis questioned its 
effectiveness if it showecHhe driver’s 
speed in only one direction, and said she 
would like input if it was accomplishing

The great Hulsing
A fter nine o f months 
o f water damage, 
contractor believes 
elusive leak has 
been found

The Beatles sang: “I’m fixing a hole, 

where the rain came in.”
Hulsing Elementary School teacher 

Sally Evans wishes it was that easy.
For that last nine months Evans, a first 

grade teacher, has battled mysterious 
leaks coming from the ceiling of her 
classroom. “There has been a continuing 
problem in Room 13 at Hulsing 
Elementary School,” Evans said.

Evans moved into the room on Jan. 9, 
1995 when the new addition to Hulsing 
was opened. Since then, “there has 
always been a pool of water in Room 
13,” Evans said.

Evans said the contractor who built the

addition — the project manager was 
Barton Marlow have sent representa­
tives in to try and locate the leak. While 
the investigation went.on;.the situation 
worsened as new leaks developed, 
impeding classroom activities. “These are 
all leaking in an instructional area,” 
Evans said.

Evans, who has kept a log of the class­
room’s problems and samples of the dirty 
water, said the leaks fill up' buckets and 
wastebaskets. “The room leaks whether it 
rainsornot,” Evanssaid.'

When she returned this summer, she 
found he carpet in her classroom had 
become moldy because of the condensa­
tion. The temperature reached 91 degrees 
tins school year, while the air conditioner 
was shut off as possible source of the 
leaks. Superintendent Charles Little sur­
mised that the air condioning was the 
cause of the leak. Barton Marlow’s vice 
president, Jim Giachino, was schduled to 
visit the school yesterday to verify that

Evans requested the board repair the 
roof and/or ceiling, replace the damaged 
parts with new parts, and keep her updat­
ed on the progress. “I’d like a report back 
back on where the Board of Education is

in a timely fashion... to see where we 
are,” Evans said.

The board answered Evans with 
resounding support and disbelief that it 
has taken so long for the problem to tie 
taken care of.

‘This is not a good thing, instruction is 
being interrupted,” said Little, who 
reminded everyone in attendance that the 
patch work done over that last nine 
months was paid for by the contractors 
not taxpayers.

Secretary Sue Davis said she would 
not want her children sitting on a wet 
floor and suggested moving the class to 
another room. Little said that was a possi­
bility, but getting the problem solved was 
the best thing to do. Vice President Mark 
Horvath said he wanted reports from the 
contractor on why the leak occurred. 
“This is just absolutely unacceptable,” he 
said.

Treasurer Michael Maloney said, 
“This thing could be fixed tomorrow. 
They’re (the contractors) just trying to 
save a little money.”

Little said he would have a report to 
the board in two weeks on what has been

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Twp. slides into ice age with 2 new rinks slated

There are 25 acres of land on Beck 
Road between Port Street and Five Mile 
that are host to a small pond.

If TNT Systems of Plymouth develops 
the property like they hope to, the land 
will soon become home to two large, 
frozen, man-made ponds: ice rinks.

TNT Systems has won Plymouth 
Township Planning Commission 
approval for the Westech Sports Centre, 
to be built on the east side of Beck and 
south of Five Mile. If built according to 
the current proposal, the complex would 
house two ice rinks, one designed to 
National Hockey League standards and 
the other conforming to Olympic compe­
tition standards. A narrative description 
of proposed use compiled by TNT 
Systems said die rinks would be located 
on the lower level with a glasses observa­
tion viewing lounge on the upper level 
separating the two rinks. Also included in 
the project are planners Robert Leighton 
Associates, Inc. of Ann Arbor and engi­
neers Bechman Wehbe Corporation of 
Madison Heights.

The site plan has been filed for the 
Sept. 20 meeting. Neither Community 
Development Director Shirley Ramey or 
Chief Building Official Charles 
Mcllhargey could be reached for com­
ment.

The narrative description said the 
sports complex will provide more ice 
time for The Plymouth-Canton 
Community. “The emphasis Of the facili­

ty will be youth and adult hockey 
leagues, figure skating and open skating 
for die public,” die description said.

The description said there is currently 
a high demand for ice rental in the 
metropolitan Detroit area due to the 
increasing popularity of youth hockey 
and figure skating. The Plymouth 
Cultural Center has experienced such 
problems. Last year, families camped out 
to try and secure a spot in a youth hockey 
league, and open skate times are stag­
gered around other activities.

“Presently, it is difficult for youth

hockey organizations and local figure 
skating clubs to secure ice time at exist­
ing rinks such as the Plymouth Cultural 
Center, Livonia, Redford and Westland 
facilities. The proposed facility will help 
alleviate die demand for ice time at these 
facilities and provide a valuable commu­
nity recreational resource for Plymouth 
Township,” the description said.

Also included in the narrative descrip­
tion of proposed use are:

• Several locker rooms, including two 
team lockers with separate access to a 
special team parking lot

• The upper level will include a 
doomed sky light entry and lobby, a full 
service pro shop, concession area and 
small cafe.

• The facility will have a maximum of 
eight employees.

•The facility will utilize many of the 
sites natural features as part of the overall 
plan. Millington Pond, wetlands, vegeta­
tion and topographic characteristics have 
been incorporated into the site planning 
— including molding the arenas into a 
hillside.

After 17 years, Hilltop Golf Course may 
have new management, bids being accepted

The Plymouth Township Board of Trustees is currently accepting 
proposals and qualifications regarding the professional management 
and maintenance services for Hilltop Golf Course since the current 
lease with John J, Wor will be ending in November after 17 years.

Hilltop is the only golf course in the township that is the responsi­
bility of the trustees. Township Clerk Marilyn Massengill said it is 
normal procedure to solicit proposals when a lease is up to see if 
another bidder can provide equal services at a lower post, thereby 
allowing the township to profit more from HiUtop’s operations. “It 
just makes sense to go through the interview process j” Massengill 
said. “I think you have to go out for bids. I think we-d be highly criti­
cized if we didn’t.”

Township Supervisor Kathleen Keen-McCarthy agreed with 
Massengill, saying it was the trustees’ responsibility “to see what 
else is out there.”

Massengill said she expected a lot of proposals by the Sept. 29 
deadline.

Wor said last week he had not made up his mind whether or not tb

submit another proposal. Massengill said she had not received a pro­
posal from Wor as of yesterday, but did say he had been mailed a 
proposal. •-

No, contractors aren’t looking for the general publics’ help 
finishing Streetscape. The Plymouth Community United Way 
needs help from community members to kick off their 1995

logical, promotes efficiency and contains no real hidden agenda.
The problem is that the Recorder’s Court hears cases from Wayne County at large, but 

has judges who are elected only by City of Detroit voters. This is the only case of elected 
government officials who cannot be held accountable to the public that they serve.

This is not only contrary to the important U.S. Supreme Court ruling in Reynolds v. 
Sims 377 U.S. 533 (1964), but also to two separate clauses of the Sixth Amendment to 
our Constitution which is applied to the states through the 14th Amendment.

Although Reynolds dealt with legislative districts, it should be applied to judicial 
districts as well. Reynolds is the famous one man, one vote ruling which, as a matter of 
fact, caused the people of Michigan to amend their one-year-old (1963) Constitution to 
comply. All the other judicial districts in Michigan are held to a one man, one vote 
system.

. One clause in the Sixth Amendment reads “...by an impartial jury of the state and 
district wherein the crime shall have been committed;...” which means if a felony is, lets 
say, allegedly committed in Plymouth, the proper district would be Wayne County 
Circuit Court, wherein Plymouth is a part of that larger (Wayne County) district. 
Plymouth is not a part of the district of Detroit!

Clearly, this proves that the Whyman bill is well thought out and logical.
I now must respectfully disagree with Recorder’s Court Judge Jackson, who is 

reported to have said that “all an outcounty citizen has to do is request to have his or her 
case removed to the Circuit Court” (The Community Crier, Aug. 23,1995, pg. 3).

How can a citizen have; a speedy trial when they have to fool around changing courts, 

causing still further unnecessary delay, costing that citizen more money in attorney fees 
to cut through more liberal bureaucratic red tape.

Clearly, this proves once again that Whyman consistently proposes efficient tax 
saving laws. To the very erroneous charge that Whyman has a hidden agenda is dearly 
not true or well thought out.

It is true that Whyman is a true conservative and would like to see other conservatives 
elected (but who wouldn’t).

But the likelihood that any of these current Recorder’s Court Judges once having to 
face an at large county vote would be unseated by a Republican in liberal Wayne County 
is in reality (and unfortunately) dreaming.
