Officer Lew Stevens said there were
rumors circulating about more fights on
Friday, but nothing more ever developed.

Ostoin said security at the PCEP has
changed as a result of the fights. “We
have some new people,” he said.

“I think we need to continue to pro-
mote the dignity and respect motto,”
Little said, who praised the other students
at the PCEP for not getting involved.

Jacobs said preventative methods are
always considered and said the schools
had applied for and been accepted for a

Plymouth resident Daniel S. Krueger
was killed Sunday afternoon in a rollover
accident on I-96 in LeRoy Township in
Ingham County.’

Krueger, 18, is the son of Salem High
School teacher and coach . Ronald
Krueger.

Sgt. Trenton Taylor of the Ingham
County Sheriff Department said Krueger,
Plymouth residents Barton James Nafe
and Kirsten Clough, and Canton resident
Andrew Thomas Bertha III were travel-
ing east on 1-96 at 2:21 p.m. when Nafe
hit the shoulder on the side of the road.
Taylor said Nafe over corrected, lost con-
trol and struck a guardrail sending the
vehicle rolling.

Taylor said the vehicle rolled three
times, throwing Clough and Krueger
from its confines. Clough, 19, sustained a
broken wrist. Nafe, 17, sustained minor
injuries and Bertha, 18 and the front seat
passenger, had back and chest injuries.

Taylor said there were no other vehi-
cles involved.

Close, but no cigar.

The Canton football team hosted
perennial powerhouse and defending
Class'AA champion Farmington Harrison
last Friday night and put up a good fight,
but came up short and lost 28-14.

Plymouth Road interchange
idea needs more study

EDITOR:

A recent update on the proposed I- .

275/Plymouth Road interchange
contained the headline, “Project moving
"quickly.” My question to the interchange
committee is, “What’s the hurry?”

With all due respect to the committee,
is the interchange the dream of a few
opportunists? Or is this truly a project
that has been researched for the benefit of
the entire community? Who are the
members of the committee, what is their
motivation, and how will the project be
financed? (Legislators are proposing-a
gas tax solely to fund repairs for existing
highways).

Perhaps these questions have been-
answered in previous news articles and -

‘letters that I have missed. However, I feel
the questions are worth repeating, since I
am sure there are people who are not
aware that this project is unfolding. =

One reason for the interchange is to
relieve traffic congestion at the Ann
Arbor Road and Ford Road interchanges.
By design, that is one intent of freeways

and interchanges; to relieve congesuon in -

other areas.

However, instead of traffic relief,
freeways and interchanges encourage
more development, and more traffic.
Eventually, the new freeways and
interchanges mirror the same roads they
were meant to replace. The existing roads
‘{do’ notiexperienice 1ess! traffic and the new
roads experience more.

An increase in Plymouth Road traffic -
would have a significant impact on the
City of Plymouth and Main Street. The
increased traffic volume, railroad
crossing delays, and pedestrian safety are
concerns that need to be studied. To deter
traffic on Main Street, a suggestion is to
impose a 25 mile per hour speed limit.
The speed limit is already in place, is not
obeyed, and has not reduced traffic.

I commend the committee for the
research it has accomplished. However, I
am skeptical of the interchange for the

" reason that a project of this size appears

to have more steam than less costlier
traffic safety improvements, such as
adding a right turn lane or installing a left

. turn traffic light.

The impact of a new church building
at Beck Road, which has sparked loud
concerns, pales in comparison to the
impact a major. freeway interchange will
have on the community. Ironically, it is

- the interchange project that has received
little opposition.

If the new interchange means progress,

by all means let us plant the seed. The
promises of planned development are
eventually lost though, due to lack of
cuitivation. Before the community
-embraces the new interchange like a long
awaited harvest, we should remember
that history repeats itself, and not be
surprised when the growth becomes over
ripe: ' - .

Leonard was the first person I met
(outside the newspaper) when I came to
Plymouth two years ago.

It was a frigid day in January that I
started working at The Crier — it was
also the first time I met Leonard. The
temperature was -20 degrees with a
windchill that made it seem twice as cold.

My first job was to deliver newspapers
to downtown businesses. House of Fudge
was one of the first places I stopped. The
minute I walked in, I knew I .would like
this place — it smelled incredible. As I
warmed my hands, Leonard carved off
the end piece of a batch of fudge he was .
working on. He handed me the candy,
which probably weighed a pound, and
thanked me for bringing the newspaper.
If I remember correctly, it was a piece of
chocolate raspberry fudge — it was the

best piece of fudge I've ever tasted. Not

only did I like the candy, I also became
friends with Leonard.

Leonard made frxends easily.
Leonard’s wife Peggy said the children
who came into the candy store were some

of his best friends. “He loved making .

children happy,” she said.

His love of children may have began
when he drove bus when he was living in
Gaylord. Where ever the love came from,

‘Leonard somehow put it in the candy he-
made.

It all started 20 years ago when
Leonard was asked by a friend to help

run a candy store. From there it grew, and
after a couple other locations, he opened
a candy store in Plymouth in 1982, the
day after Thanksgiving.
“We.lived in Northville Township,”

Plymouth turned
out to be the place we wanted to be.”

Leonard started the business as a

worked here stayed with us,” Peggy said.

Leonard treated people with respect
and kindness — and those rare values did
not go unnoticed.

“I knew he was well liked,” said
Peggy, “but it’s just been incredible. I
have never received so many hugs. It
does make a difference.”

As Peggy leafed through a packet of

newspaper clippings about Leonard and -

the House of Fudge during our interview
Monday, she stopped at an article about
President Bill Clinton’s visit to Detroit.
