Plymouth lost a hero last week.
R etired Plym outh Fire D epartm ent 

Captain Paul Edward “Sandy” Sanders 
d ied  T h u rsd ay , S ep t. 28, in S iloam  
Springs, AK. He was 71.

“He was an excellent friend, a very 
sincere fire fighter. He would do anything 
for anybody,” said Plymouth Community 
Fire Chief Larry Groth, who worked with 
Sanders from 1960 to 1966.

Sanders jo in ed  the P lym outh  F ire 
D epartm ent as vo lun teer in  1953. In 
1955, he became a full time fire fighter. 
He was prom oted to sergeant in 1958, 
lieutenant in 1960 and to captain in 1980.

Sanders was known for heroics when 
duty called. He once helped rescue a 
heart attack victim from atop a 50-foot 
HAM radio antenna. Even though the 
sk inny  pole  was w avering  w ith  the 
weight o f the man, Sanders still scaled up 
it to try and save him. “With two men up 
there I didn’t know if the pole would hold 
u s ,” S anders sa id  in  1981. “ I t was 
attached to the ground by two very thin 
looking strings.”

But Sanders, in typical fashion as cap­
tain in command, rushed up the pole.

“I thought he was a very good officer, 
a very good leader,” G roth said, who 
went on numerous calls with Sanders. 
“To sum it up: he was well respected by

all the fire fighters.”

Sanders’ dedication was not confined 
to his job. He joined the Goodfellows in 
1953 and was president in 1964. “He

Sanders was bom to Samuel and Ava 
on Sept. 18, 1924 in C rom w ell, OK, 
where his father moved oil rigs with a 
team  o f horses. Sanders served in the 
A leu tian  Is lan d s d u ring  W W II and 
worked for a construction crew before 
becoming a full time fire fighter. He met 
his wife, Lorraine, at a dance in Salem 
Township; they were married in 1948.

Sanders moved to Arkansas after his 
re tirem en t in D ecem ber o f 1981. He 
enjoyed fishing, gardening and farming

Scott officer charged with rape of prisoner

da to address the delay with the ZB A, according to a letter from 
the committee to Plymouth City Mayor Doug Miller.

“As a retail committee we support this (the proposal),” said 
Annette Horn, owner of the Native West Gallery. “We feel it 
would be a major plus to the community and won’t hinder it at 
all.”

Miller said that he too would like to see the micro-brewery 
become a reality, but not at the expense of the City’s future.

“According to architectural and city plans we need to have 
1,500 parking spaces,” said Miller. “We have 900 City-owned 
spaces.

“If we ignore the parking issue, a few years down the road we 
will have a problem.”

The ZBA does have the ability to grant an exception to the 
developer on the parking requirements, if  they can come up with 
an alternate parking plan, Miller said.

The options that the commission spoke of during Monday’s 
meeting included: Finding on-site parking, finding adequate park­
ing within 300 feet of the site, the purchase of parking credits, or 
the leasing of parking spaces.

“I have no objections to people (going to the Box Bar and the 
Mayflower Hotel) using it after hours,” said Saxton. “I do have a 
tremendous objection with them utilizing the parking when I ’m 
open.

“I stepped up 25 years ago and bought the lot. If  you can’t 
handle it (the parking situation) you better not do it.”

Randy Lorenz, of Mayflower Square, agreed with Saxton.
“I’m all for the Box Bar project. The problem we have is there 

is no on-site parking,” said Lorenz. “While this would be good 
for downtown, this may not be the right place (the current loca­
tion).

“You would no more build a restaurant without restrooms, 
then you should build a restaurant without parking.”

The parking issue, according to Commissioner Stella Greene, 
is going to require some patience.

“We need a little bit o f patience and a lot of understanding that 
we’re trying to find a solution to the parking problem,” she said.

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Twp. resident arraigned in $6 million fraud case

Plymouth Township resident Gregory Dworzanin was arraigned last Wednesday in
U.S. District Court in Detroit for allegedly participating in a scam to defraud the 
Medicare/Medicaid fund out of $6 million.

U.S. Attorney Saul A. Green said the indictment alleges that Salinski, doing business 
as Plasma Products, conspired with five hemophilia patients from 1988 to December of 
1993 to defraud the Medicare/Medicaid programs by purchasing the patients’ medication, 
intended only for their personnel use, and recycling it by supplying it to Dworzanin’s 
pharmacy. Green said the patient/conspirators would then have their new prescriptions 
filled at Dworzanin’s pharmacy with the very medicine they previously sold to Salinski, 
with Medicare and Medicaid being billed again for exactly the same product. The product 
would then be sold back to Salinski, Green said, and sold yet again.

Dworzanin is a pharmacist and owner of V.C. Piaskowski Drugs in Detroit.
Dworzanin stood mute and had a not guilty plea entered for him according to his attor­

ney Ken Sass. The pretrial is set for Oct. 12.
Green said Dworzanin was indicted by a federal grand jury on Aug. 30.
Said Sass: “This thing has been lingering almost for a year and a half now. We 

thought we could get it settled without a trial. But they went ahead and indicted him.”
Dworzanin is named in the 27-count indictment with 61-year-old Grosse lie resident 

Theodore Salinski, the owner of Plasma Products Company, Inc. “Mr. Dworzanin is 
charged only in the five false statement counts and with five counts of paying kickbacks

for referrals of Medicare/Medicaid patients,” said Green.
Sass said Dworzanin’ role in the scam was minor. “He’s a minor character in the over­

all scheme of what was going on here,” Sass said.
Green said Dworzanin paid Salinski 98 percent of all monies collected from the gov­

ernment, keeping two per cent as a “handling fee.”
The fact that Dworzanin is accused of making such a small percentage from the fraud, 

proves he was unaware of Salinski’s plan, Sass said. “If he knew something was going 
on,” Sass said, “he’d been asking for a lot more.”

Green said the indictment alleges further that Salinski and Dworzanin relied on fraud­
ulent documents such as claim forms and invoices, indicating Dworzanin had already 
paid for the product when, Green said, no payment had been made. “The indictment also 
alleges that Mr. Dworzanin paid and Mr. Salinski received remuneration in exchange for 
the referral of the Medicare/Medicaid hemophilia patients,” Green said.

Green said the indictment alleges that from 1989 to 1993, the Medicare/Medicaid pro­
grams paid out over $6 million in claims for medication for the patient/conspirators. 
Green said $3.35 million was obtained directly from Medicaid through V.C. Piaskowski 
Drugs.

“Both defendants face maximum penalties of five years and $250,000 per count if 
convicted of making false statements to the government and paying and receiving kick- 
backs,” Green said.

Thomas said that with the continued 
help of the community, Tonquish Creek 
Manor’s future looks bright

“I think the people of Plymouth should 
be commended for donating such a fantas­
tic site and supporting the residents of 
Tonquish Creek,” she said.

If Mark Sassak’s life is not all fun 

and games, his business sure is.
Sassak, a Plymouth resident, owns 

Saturnian I Incorporated-Sport and Fun, 
a toy business. “They’re more or less 
junior-type sporting good toys,” said 
Sassak.

Sassak has a warehouse in Canton, 
but manufacturers his products overseas 
— to his regret. “It’s the only way to 
cut our costs and be competitive,” he 
said.

Sassak is the definition of a small 
businessman. He made his first product, 
the Finger Zinger, in the basement of 
his home six years ago.

“I’m basically an inventor, first and 
foremost,” he said. “And I was turned 
down le ft and right by all the big 
companies.”

That is until a road trip to New York 
City ̂ through a blinding snow storm 
proved fruitful. Sassak and his wife 
arrived a day late because of the snow. 
But they were able to get an exhibit 
booth because the bad weather forced 
another inventor from M ichigan to 
cancel.

Adding to the drama was the fact 
Sassak did not have any money; he had 
to run through New York City to 
various ATM machines to accumulate 
enough money to pay for a booth. But it 
m ust have been fate , Sassak said, 
because the first day he put his Finger 
Z inger on display, he landed an 
account. “It’s a million in one shot,” 
Sassak said. “I t’s like winning the 
lottery.”

Now Sassak travels to three or four 
shows a year and he has 10 products on 
the market, selling his inventions to K- 
M art and num erous o ther stores. 
Sassak’s Splatz Game moved more than 
20,000.

And Sassak’s Fling Sock, a bean bag 
with a tail, has become the rage among 
school kids. The most recent invention 
by Saturnian is a tie-dye line of kites

and sting-free balls. “You have to be 
p ers is ten t,” Sassak said  about his 
m ethod for developing  successful 
products, “and you have to never give 
up. When things look the lowest, that’s 
when you have the big brainstorm.” 

Sassak said his latest brainstorm 
could very well be his best “We’ve got 
a couple things in the works,” he said, 
adding that a fly ing  d isk  will be 
released to the public next year, “that 
blows away anything that is out on the 
market.”

The fly ing  disk — m uch like a 
Frisbee but patent’s prohibit Sassak 
from calling it that — can be flown 
anyway. It also judges air pressure 
Sassak said. The challenge o f 
developing new items is what keeps 
Sassak in the business, but even he 
admits it can be too much some times. 
“The biggest thing is you have to come 
up with something new every single 
year, things get old after two, three 
years,” said Sassak

T his w eekend, a sm all group w ill gather at the M ayflow er H otel in  Plym outh to  
remember their friends that served in the war and the tim es they spent together —  both 
good and bad.

The 348th U .S. Army Station Hospital w ill be holding their 50th annual reunion in our 
town on Oct. 5 ,6  and 7.

The 348th is not one o f  the glam orous fighting units —  hot the type that w ould be 
portrayed by  John W ayne, but they are responsible for saving m any, many lives during 
W orld War II.

T hey served on every major battlefield o f  the war and their m ission was to treat war 
com bat casualties in the theater o f  operations —  in effect, they were the first M .A .S.H . 
units —  on the front lines.

The 348th was activated in A ugust 1942 and supported by 500 physicians, nurses and 
m edical technicians. They trained in Oregon and California, before treating casualties in  
hospitals m oving from W ales, England, Germany and M aginot, France. They operated an 
air evacuation  unit at Prestw ick, Scotland. T he 348th  operated a German hospital in 
occupation  army at Brem erhaven, G erm any, and served  the 28th  and 29th Infantry 
D iv ision s. A  segm ent o f  the unit accom panied the D -D ay  invasion  forces on June 6,
1944.

H o w  a p p ro p r ia te  th a t th e  3 4 8 th  5 0 th  r e u n io n  c o in c id e s  w ith  th e  n a t io n ’ s 
com m em orative year highlighting the 50th anniversary o f  the end o f  W orld War EL M any 
M ichiganians and others from the Great Lakes area staffed the 348th.

After the last brick is set in place, the real work of the Downtown Plymouth 
Streetscape begins,

As Canton can see in its Ford Road Streetscrape, without constant maintenance 
the effort looks overgrown and dried out.

To facilitate Plymouth’s new look, the Downtown Development Authority 
(D D A )  has considered a one-mil tax to fund maintenance. That would be an 
outrageous and unfair levy.

Since the City Commission and the DDA sold the Streetscape as 
“infrastructure repair” in the first place, the taxes paid by the downtown busineses 
and landlords were diverted to other City schemes rather than to downtown 
maintenance. * .

The City must balance the mainetance needs of the entire community — 
residential, commercial and industrial — but the downtown has been receiving 
less caretaking than in the past. Kellogg Park even looks a little shabby at times.

If the DDA needs to levy taxes, they should go for added programs (like 
marketing) not to pay for services that are already being paid for but not 
performed.

And both Plymouth and Canton need to pay more attention to maintaining 
these great ideas they developed. The Ann Arbor Road corridor folks should 
■ think about it as they plan for major facelifting.

Tradeport idea should be scrapped

W e are w riting  to le t  the p eo p le  o f  

w e ste r n  W a y n e  C o u n ty  k n o w  th a t a 
project is  in  the w orks that is  g o in g  to  
drastically affect their standard o f  living. 
The W ayne County E xecutive and other 
in te r e s ts  are a c t iv e ly  p u r su in g  th e  
creation o f  a tradeport at the W illow  Run 
Airport.

A  major com ponent o f  the tradeport is 
that d ie current runways m ay be extended  
at anytim e it is “deem ed necessary to do  
so.” T he purpose o f  the extension w ould  
be to  allow  bigger planes to take-off and 
la n d . W ith  or w ith o u t th e  ru n w a y  
extension, air traffic over western W ayne 
C o u n ty  w il l  d r a m a t ic a lly  in c r e a s e .  
C o m m u n itie s  th at w i l l  b e  a f f e c te d  
include: C anton, W estland , B e lle v il le ,  
V an B uren , P lym ou th , N o r th v ille  and  
Livonia.

Supporters o f  the tradeport cla im  that 
it  w i l l  c r e a te  2 6 ,0 0 0  jo b s  and  b r in g

m illions o f  dollars into the area. There is 
no evidence to support these claim s.

T he negative im pact o f  the proposed  
airport ex p a n sio n , h ow ever, w o u ld  be  
trem endous. Perhaps the m ost serious  
c o n s e q u e n c e  w il l  b e  th e  n o is e  from  
planes. I f  you w ould like to get an idea o f  
w hat it w ould  be lik e , go  spend a few  
m in u te s  in  R o m u lu s  and  H uron  
Township. The noise is  deafening.

In ad d ition , the n o ise  prob lem  w ill 
cause our com m unities to lose their quiet 
resid en tia l natures. T his w ill lead  to a 
decrease in property values and a drop in 
the tax base because people w ill not want 
to  l i v e  th ere  a n y m o re .
