The battle between Temple Baptist 

Church and Plymouth Township is over.
The Plymouth Township Board of 

Trustees voted unanimously last night to 
approve a consent judgment from Temple 
Baptist to develop their land. That deci­
sion left many residents of the area feel­
ing like they were casualties of war.

“We as homeowners believe that the 
zoning process, the township board and 
the judicial process have failed us in 
regards to the details of the Temple 
Baptist proposal,” said Tim Boyd, speak­
ing for the Fox Pointe subdivision home-

owner’s board. “In effect, we made a 
decision to trust the board to defend our 
interests, and that trust, it turns out, was 
the incorrect action on our part.”

Township Supervisor Kathleen Keen- 
McCarthy said it may not be popular, but 
settling the dispute was the right thing to 
do. “I don’t think anyone was happy with 
the outcome,” she said. “We have done 
everything we can do to evaluate the case 
and make the best decision.”

The approved consent judgment from 
Temple Baptist is very similar to the 
counter offer the trustees rejected at their 
Sept. 26 meeting.

Under the judgment:
♦ Temple Baptist is allowed to build, 

maintain and use a church, private recre­
ation areas, and related uses on their 55.8 
acres of property.

• The parking lot will have no more 
than 835 spaces.

* There will be an impact evaluation 
period of five years, during which no 
expansion or increase in capacity can 
take place.

* Initially, the worship center’s audito­
rium cannot have more than 2,500 seats.

• The size of the buildings cannot 
exceed: a floor area of 90,000 square foot

for the worship center; 100,000 square 
foot for the Christian education building; 
and 45,000 square foot for the recreation 
building.

• Musical service event times have 
been limited.

• The church will be responsible for 
installing (at no cost to the township) a 
traffic signal light at the intersection of 
North Territorial and Ridge roads.

Attorney Joseph Galvin, who is repre­
senting Temple Baptist, said that they 
(the church) were very pleased with the 
board’s approval and that they would get 
under way with their plans soon.

the department cleared the sight at 6:02 
p.m., only to be called back at 8:26 p.m.

According to D etroit Edison 
Spokesperson Mary Kay Bean no one 
was injured in the fire and no service was 
interrupted.

“The control house that was damaged 
is unmanned,” said Bean. “The incident 
didn’t cause interruption of service.”

Fire department officials said that

Superintendent Charles Little and the 

Plymouth-Canton School Board were 
blasted Monday night for their two-week 
suspension of Salem High School girls 
swim coach Chuck Olson.

Swim team members, parents and oth­
ers just showing their support spent near­
ly 90 minutes expressing their displea­
sure. Tim Mangan, whose daughter is a 
member of the Salem team, said, “Chuck 
Olson taught my daughter to were a hat 
on the way home from school, and you 
say he doesn’t care about their safety, 
something doesn’t add up here.”

D avid Pugh, a form er m ayor of 
Plymouth who has known Olson for 20 
years, said, “I ’m really shocked at the 
penalty that Chuck has received.”

“I really appreciate the support from 
the swim team and parents, both boys and 
girls,” said Olson. “There was quite a 
few staff members there and friends from 
the community. That’s one of the bright 
spots from all this.”

The displeasure toward the P-C School 
board shown by a vast majority of those 
in attendance at the meeting, held at 
Farrand Elementary, stems from an inci­
dent Sept. 29 when a small object that 
appeared to be fecal matterivas spotted in

the Salem pool.
According to Olson, he ordered the 

pool closed immediately. That is when 
the problem occurred. According to the 
P-C schools, Olson told a team member 
to go into the pool and retrieve the object, 
which was about the size of a kernel of 
com. Then, Canton girls swim coach Ron 
Krueger removed it from the water. “Ron 
Krueger was actually the one who took it 
out,” said Olson. “We couldn’t identify 
what it was.”

Olson closed the pool for the remain­
der of the day to closely monitor the pool. 
“Readings indicated we did not have a 
problem,” Olson said. “Wayne County 
(Board of Health) came out on Monday 
(Sept. 30) and took water samples. The 
water sample came back and we agreed 
we didn’t have a problem.”

When the team member returned home 
that day and told her parents what had 
transpired, they were incensed. “It was a 
humiliating experience on the child’s

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County to resurrect property plan
‘If the county were a private 
landowner, w e’d probably be in ja il 
right now for letting the property

Abandoned for a decade, the Wayne County property at 

Sheldon and Five Mile roads may get a new lease on life tomor­
row.

The 1,000 acre Wayne County Training School property is 
expected to receive a facelift following a tentative vote by the 
Wayne County Board of Commissioners yesterday.

Final approval of the plan to clean up the property, prepare a 
site plan and market the property for sale is expected at tomor­
row’s commission meeting.

Demolition of the numerous buildings at the site, located in 
Northville Township on the west side of Sheldon Road, was 
approved by the board last week. The project is expected to begin 
soon with work being com pleted by Best Group, Inc. for 
$193,700.

Demolition work for the rest of the site — between Sheldon

Road and Hines Park Drive — would be part of the new plan 
being voted on tomorrow. The demolition, which would be fund­
ed, in part, through a $209,000 community development block 
grant (CDBG). The entire demolition project on the west side of 
the site is expected to cost between $600,000 and $700,000.

Wayne County Commissioner Thaddeus McCotter, who repre­
sents the Northvilles, Plymouths and part of Livonia, said that 
although much planning and environmental work will still be 
needed after demolition is completed, the project is a step in the 
right direction.

“It is about time something is being done,” he said. “As has 
been pointed out in the past, something had to be done out there.

“If the County were a private landowner, we’d probably be in 
jail right now for letting the property deteriorate.”

McCotter said many possible land use plans have been dis­
cussed, but a final decision on the use o f the property has not 
been made. Ultimately, Northville Township will make the final 
decision on the land. “It will be a mixed use,” said McCotter, 
“but (Northville Township) will decide. The county has no power 
to zone.” McCotter said he is in favor of the county plan to parcel 
and develop the property — as long as its use does not adversely 
affect Plymouth and Northville.

“I don’t want to see commercial development out there that 
w ill in terfere with (business) in downtown Plym outh or

Police vow to end ‘body dumping’ 
in Hines Park, say park still safe

Edward Hines Park will no longer be a 

dumping ground for dead bodies, said 
Wayne County Sheriff and Plymouth 
Township Police officials.

Although the investigation into the 
murder of Debbie Linkewitz, whose dead 
body was found in Hines Park near 
Haggerty Road by a passerby Oct. 13, 
remains open — police officials want the 
public to know that Hines Park is a safe 
place for families.

“We’re (the Sheriffs Department and 
Plymouth Township) working as a team 
to ensure it doesn’t continue to be a 
dumping ground,” said Plym outh 
Township Police Chief Carl Berry.

According to Wayne County Sheriff 
Robert Ficano both police organizations 
have heightened patrols in the area.

“They don’t like to do it when they 
can be spotted,” Ficano said of the dump­
ing. “The more activity there is the less 
likely it is to use (as a dumping ground).

“We’ve tried to make sure there is an 
emphasis on roadways and parked cars.”

It was almost a year ago to the day (of 
finding Linkewitz’s body) , Oct. 7, 1994, 
that the body of Mary Buzby was found 
in the park behind where the former

Radisson Hotel was, on Northville Road. 
That case, according to Ficano, remains 
open.

The S heriff added that there is 
believed to be no connection between the 
two cases.

“There doesn’t appear to be anything 
linking the two cases,” he said.

Ficano said that his department does

have some strong leads in the Linkewitz 
murder case.

Even with both cases rem aining 
unsolved the c itizens o f Plym outh 
shouldn’t be worried, said Berry.

“We want to make sure people are 
well aware that there is no crime spree on 
Hines Drive,” said Berry.

ATF investigates Lake Pointe pipe bomb

A pipe bomb, packed with fast burning gun powder, exploded 
in a Lake Pointe neighborhood Oct. 18, according to Plymouth 
Township Police officials.

According to Sgt. Steve Rapson, the police received a call 
about the explosion, on Farmbrook, at 10:30 p.m. Wednesday 
night.

The two suspects, who have been released pending a federal 
investigation, were allegedly walking around the neighborhood 
looking for someplace to detonate the bomb, Rapson said.

“Through interviews we know that they (the suspects) were 
walking around the sub looking for a place (to detonate it),” said 
Rapson.

The bomb was set off in a plastic recycling bin sitting near the 
curb, he said.

According to Police Chief Carl Berry the two suspects, who 
were caught at the scene of the crime, were testing the bomb for 
sale.

“They’re in the business of manufacturing,” said Berry. “They 
wanted to test the product.”

The bomb was 16 inches in length and one and a half inches in 
diameter. The sizable explosion sent shrapnel as far as a block 
and a half away from the scene, according to Berry.

Berry said that his department turned the case over to the 
Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms Agency, but that they will contin­
ue to aid that agency in this case.

1 
self-esteem ,” said Kathy Byrum, the 
child’s mother.

The girl’s father, Wayne Byrum, said 
his daughter had previously had ear 
surgery and a doctor’s note to say she 
should not go into the water. Wayne said 
Olson disregarded the note by saying: 
“Doctors don’t know anything, get into 
the water.”

The incident was taken to Little who 
investigated, and then suspended Olson 
from school Tuesday and Wednesday last 
week. Olson was also placed on probation 
for a year and suspended from coaching 
for two weeks, effective Oct. 16 — less 
than a month before Salem swimmers are 
scheduled to travel to the state swim 
meet. “I just don’t know how fair it is to 
the girls,” Olson said.

That sentiment was played out again at 
Monday’s meeting. “It’s just really hard 
that my coach isn’t there for me,” said 
Salem swimmer Andrea Bien, who was 
holding back tears.

Erica Penderson said, “You made the 
decision not to punish (Olson), but the 63 
girls on his team.”
* Another person raised many questions, 

asking why it reached Little’s attention, if 
a lawsuit was threatened by the girl’s 
family and that the small object in the 
pool had never been identified. “So many 
questions, yet no one with the courage to 
give a straight answer,” he said.

Trying to obtain some answers led to 
another problem for Little. Last Tuesday, 
Sara Casillas, one the swim team cap­
tains, set up a meeting with Little to dis­
cuss the effect of O lson’s suspension 
from the team. Little said he changed his 
schedule to be able to meet with Casillas 
and the three other captains.

At 2:30 the next day, when the meet­
ing was scheduled to take place, the four 
captains showed up with about sixty stu­
dents. When Little walked out of his 
office he was surprised by the amount of 
students. “I said: ‘Where’s Sara? Or is 
Sara here?’ And I said something like: ‘Is 
this remedial math class?’ Or something 
like that, just to break the ice because 
there were so many kids here,” Little 
said.

But Casillas thought the remark was 
serious and intended for her. “It embar­
rassed me. It embarrassed him,” Sara 
said. “He said that it was a joke, I didn’t

find it funny.”
Neither did Sara’s father, Jim. “Dr. 

Little, upon seeing the audience, asked 
who the group’s leaders w ere,” said 
Sara’s father, Jim. “He then asked who 
Sara Casillas was. Sara raised her hand, at 
which time Dr. Little said: ‘You need 
remedial math.’ Sara was embarrassed at 
being singled out for this comment and 
humiliated as a spokesperson, in front of 
other team members.”

Little said, “I was just making a com­
ment. I said: ‘Is Sara here, the girl who 
called me?’ Or something like that. It 
wasn’t like I was looking for her... The 
context was not hostile or demeaning, it 
was light.”

Jim said Little intended the comment 
to bring levity to the situation and that 
Sara had misunderstood the comment. 
Said Jim: “Who in today’s world, and 
especially a person in education, would 
jest about special education?”

Jim said L ittle’s comment was an 
attempt to dominate the meeting by cut­
ting down one of the student leaders. Jim 
demanded an apology from Little, and 
said Little’s actions decimated the very 
qualities it took for Sara to go to the high­
est administrator in the school district 
with a problem.

Little said yesterday he will send a let­
ter of apology to Sara.

After the citizen’s comments had been 
heard, Trustee Barbara Graham was the 
only board member to address the issue. 
Graham said she was angry about the 
incident, and that it should have been 
taken care o f the day it happened. 
Graham said, “I did my job the way I saw 
fit.”

The School board released a statement 
saying they recognized the concern 
regarding Olson and that all “administra­
tive positions are made with the  ̂highest 
regard to teaching, learning and education 
of the more than 15,000 students in the 
district.”

The statement said Little and the board 
spent several days investigating the inci­
dent to obtain facts, following all of the 
district’s guidelines, and that a range of 
actions were discussed. The statement 
concluded support for the disciplinary 
action. “We understand your concerns,” 
the statement said. “We care very much 
about the student affected as a result of 
this disciplinary action. The Board of 
Education supports the action.”

Steve Veresh proves retirement is just the beginning

“In order to have a full life you have 

to experience everything you possibly 
can.” It’s a quote that Steve Veresh lives 
his life by.

Veresh, an 81-year-old resident of 
Plym outh, re tired  from Ford M otor 
Com pany, where he worked in the 
Design Center, in 1970 and that’s when 
he really got busy.

He has done a little bit of everything, 
from carving to blowing glass to writing 
his own life story.

“Because so many of my friends have 
said ‘Boy you’ve done so many interest­
ing things you could write a book’,” said 
Veresh. “One day I decided to write the 
book.”

But not one to jump into a project 
without any information, Veresh sent out 
for a correspondence course in how to 
write your life story.

“From that class I got a few hints on 
how to do it (write his life story),” he 
said. “Then I saw that they were offering 
classes in creative writing at Schoolcraft 
(College), that’s how I got started.”

Northville,” he said. “I want to see as many local devel­
opers as possible get involved in this project.”

The land has remained unused since the late 1980s. In 
1990 the county concluded an agreem ent with the 
Huntington Falls Limited Partnership to sell the property. 
The deal was never closed because of changes in the 
financial markets.

In 1993, the county again sought proposals from inter­
ested developers. Huntington Falls Limited Partnership 
again presented a proposal — and again had a final 
agreement with the county. The results were the same — 
the partnership withdrew.

In the past, the county has tried to sell the entire par­
cel, but have been hampered by three issues, according to 
an Oct. 6 report from Assistant CEO/Director of the 
Wayne County D epartm ent o f Jobs & Economic 
Development Dewitt J. Henry.

“First,” the report says, “the parcel is too large for 
most developers to handle.

“As a consequence, the County has received proposals 
where they would receive little up-front cash, but would 
have a land contract for 10 years or more.

“Second, there are a number of environmental prob­
lems with the property, including many old buildings and 
tunnels with asbestos and 18 underground storage tanks.

“Third, the property is not appropriately zoned or mas­
ter planned. Therefore, developers have been reluctant to 
provide any significant down payment and have had zon­
ing and environmental contingencies that would leave the 
county with little assurance that a deal would go through 
in 24 months or more.

“In short, developers have attempted to tie up the land 
with little up-front commitment. The county would have 
kept the risk, but lost the control of the process.”

The county is now recommending the property be 
parceled.

There will be several key players in the development 
of the land. Wayne Doran, chairman of the Ford Motor 
Land Development Corporation has offered to help the 
county identify a golf course architect-developer-opera- 
tor, according to Henry’s report.

A 200-acre championship golf course is one possibili­
ty for the site.

“I’ve been opposed to a county owned golf course 
because all it helps is the county,” McCotter said.

The report goes on to suggest Burton Farbman, chair­
man of the Southfield-based Farbman Group, and his 
company be hired for project supervision, coordination of 
the planned unit development (PUD) approval process, a 
market analysis of the entire site and marketing of the 
property to the development community.

Farbman Group would receive $250,000 plus a 7 per­
cent commission on sales for their services under the pro-

In a move to better coordinate the maintenance of its

The township has given the county a preliminary estimate 
of the site plan approval process fees for the PUD of 
$100,880.

According to Henry, “...It is the county’s intention, not 
to be the developer of individual lots, but to sell mar­
ketable parcels of property without contingencies to the 
private development community. We expect to broaden 
the market to smaller developers with this approach and, 
further, expect higher values from the sale.”

The total project is expected to cost the county 
$991,950 with profits from the land sale going to reim­
burse the initial investment.

P a rk  w as jo in  th e  orchestra,” said  B radley. “In  fact, th a t  w as a  b ig  a ttra c tio n  
to  coming to  Plym outh. I knew  about th is  o rchestra .”

B radley  b eg an  playing th e  cello w hen  she w as ju s t  13 years old a n d  h a s  
been  playing ever since.

“T he cello w as m y big love,” she said. “And th e  m usic h a s  b een  m y life. 
Besides m y children, it’s one of th e  m ost im p o rtan t th ings in  m y life.”

An experienced cellist, she is th e  oldest m em ber of th e  orchestra , a n d  said  
she practices w henever h e r schedule allows.

“W henever I get tim e, I practice — m aybe th ree  or four tim es a  w eek,” sa id  
Bradley.

B radley, who claim s to  be a  homebody o ther th a n  th e  orchestra, sa id  th a t  
she doesn’t  foresee a  re tirem en t from th e  group anytim e soon.

“As long as  m y fingers will move I’ll play,” she said.
As for w orrying about being pushed  ou t by  young m usicians ju s t  com ing 

in to  th e  orchestra , B radley didn’t  seem  w orried.
“We (the older m em bers) ju s t s it back  an d  le t th em  ta k e  th e  lead ,” said  

Bradley.
The N orthville residen t said  she really  enjoys th e  o rchestra  an d  th a t  those 

c o m m u n ity  m e m b e rs  w ho  d o n ’t  a t t e n d  o r s u p p o r t  th e  g ro u p  s h o u ld  
reconsider.

“I t  (the sym phony) isn’t  anyth ing  th a t  grows w ithou t a  lo t of support,” she 
said.

A ccording to  P ly m o u th  Sym phony O rc h e s tra  C onducto r R u sse ll R eed, 
B radley is im p o rtan t p a r t  of th e  orchestra.

“I enjoy h e r  trem endously. T here a re  several m em bers who have b een  p a r t  
of th e  o rchestra  for 30 and  40 years,” sa id  Reed. “I th in k  th a t  is a  sign  of a 
h ea lth y  o rchestra  an d  a hea lthy  com m unity.”

As for B radley, she said  she is ju s t happy to  be p laying in  one of th e  b es t 
com m unity o rch estras in  th e  area.

“I th in k  for a  com m unity o rchestra  we do p re tty  w ell,” she said . “W e’re 
probably as  good as any com m unity o rchestra  could be.

“I’ve been  very fo rtunate .”

M usicians need a reed  to  p lay  a  woodwind instrum ent.
Well, th e  en tire  P lym outh Sym phony O rchestra  (PSO) p lays w ith  a  Reed.
C onductor R ussell Reed is in  h is  n in th  season  lead ing  P lym outh’s  o ldest 

m usical outfit. “I w as inv ited  to  guest conduct a  couple years before (being 
hired),” said  Reed, an  Y psilanti resident, “an d  th e  board  sim ply asked  m e to  
tak e  th e  position.”

I t  h a s  been  m usical m ayhem  for Reed an d  th e  PSO since th a t  fall day  in  
1987. “We’ve h ad  a  lo t of g re a t m usical experiences together,” he  said. “T he 
o rchestra  is really  com m itted to  doing th e  m usic as  b es t as possible. T hey love 
to  perform  an d  I do too.”

R eed  ad d e d , “I ’ve en jo y ed  th e  o p p o r tu n ity  to  w o rk  w ith  a  t a l e n t e d  
orchestra, and  very ta len ted  g u est a r tis ts .”

L ik ew ise , s a id  th e  o ld e s t o rc h e s tra  m em b er, L ou is B rad ley , “H e is  a 
w onderful m usician. H e’s really , really  nice to  play  for.”

Reed’s ten u re  h a s  n o t been  completely perfect. The PSO  hom e is th e  Salem  
H igh School auditorium . W hen you cross th e  schedules of all th e  ind iv iduals 
in  th e  orchestra, th e  num erous school activ ities and  th e  itin e ra ry  of th e  g u est 
a r t is t ,  th in g s  can  g e t k in d  of com plex. “W e’ve h a d  som e d ifficu lties  w ith  
scheduling,” Reed said.

B u t th e  PSO  is  ab le  to  f in d  tim e  to  p ra c tic e , u su a lly  once a  w eek  on  
M onday nights, except for concert weeks, w hen  th e  PSO h a s  tw o re h ea rsa ls  to  
p repare .

C urren tly , R eed is w orking on th e  th e  PSO ’s nex t perform ance “B irth d ay  
B ash .” “I t’s a  very significant piece, and  I th in k  it’s going to  be exciting,” R eed 
said.

D ecem ber w ill b r in g  th e  ho liday  favorite  “T he N u tc rack e r.” Aside from  
local perform ances Dec. 1-3, th e  PSO will trav e l closer to  th e  N orth  Pole for a  
concert in  Gaylord. “T h a t’s a  new  ven tu re  for us, so I’m  looking fo rw ard  to  
th a t ,” R eed said.

S p ring  also  p rom ises to  be exciting. “N ex t S pring  we’re  doing th e  ‘V erdi 
Requiem ’, which is  a n  absolutely m onum ental piece,” sa id  Reed.

Conducting complex classical m usical pieces is along way rem oved from  th e  
R eed’s  f irs t encounter w ith  m usic. Said Reed: “My p a ren ts  b ro u g h t hom e a  
com et one day, a n d  I said, ‘W h at is th is?’ ”

R eed figured i t  ou t a fte r a  w hile an d  would jo in  th e  h igh  school band , a  jazz 
b an d  an d  a  college orchestra. H e eventually  would p u t h is  in s tru m en t aw ay 
an d  teac h  m usic in  h ig h  school, an d  lead  th e  E a s te rn  M ichigan U n iv ersity  
O rc h e s tra . “I ’ve s tu d ie d  a ll  th e  in s tru m e n ts ,” R eed  sa id . “I re a l ly  d o n ’t  
perform  any of th em  anym ore.”

W hether R eed perform s w ith  th e  PSO m ay be a  good question  n ex t y ea r 
w hen  h is  contract is up. “If th e  board  an d  th e  o rchestra  say  th ey  w a n t m e to  
continue, I will seriously  consider it,” sa id  Reed, who sa id  h is  re la tio n sh ip

Teammates Shaun 
Dyer, Chris Homick, Nick Kanaan, Pat Nelson and Chris Mazur are sparkplugs that have 
kept the Canton engine humming all season.

But just when Canton’s parts seem to be interchangeable, Salem throws a wrench into 
the game that could loosen the bolts to the Chiefs’ tight defense: the wishbone. “I think 
we need to execute. I think we need to play defense. You know Salem plays the bone, 
which nobody else does,” Khoenle said, naming the keys to a Canton victory.

But if Canton doesn’t have those keys, they may never get their engine started and 
they might be locked out of Salem’s party, hosted by Nate Gray. Last week, the Salem 
running back broke loose for 101 yards on just 16 carries. He could be the difference 
along with the other half of Salem’s Doublemint offensive threat, wide receiver/running 
back Randy Mack, who rushed for 166 yards two week ago.

But is that enough to out run the Rocks?
I say no. After back to back one-point, heartbreaking defeats to Salem, the cross creek 

bragging rights will belong to Canton, 28-20.

C h a r g e s  a g a i n s t  O l s o n  b o r d e r  o n  s l a n d e r
I attended the Oct. 23 open meeting of 

the Board of education and was shocked 
that members of the board used innuendo 
to besmirch the good name of coach 
(Chuck) Olson, the Plymouth Salem High 
School swim coach.

Comments made by one of the board 
members toward a parent who attended 
the m eeting, contesting  the b oard ’s 
punitive actions against coach Olson, 
suggested that if  the board members 
simply had the liberty to speak openly, 
they would be able to justify their action 
against Olson.

had asked one of his swimmers to scoop 
it up with a flipper and place it into a 
bucket, a suspected piece of fecal matter 
the size of a pea that was in the pool.

swim coach) retrieved the object. Coach 
Olson closed the pool for the remainder

26 
tested the pool and found it safe for 
swimming. Interestingly, the m other 
never confronted coach Olson and hung 
up on him when he tried to contact her. 
For this aggredious offense, the coach 
was suspended without pay from teaching 
for two days, suspended from working 
with his swim team for two weeks and 
given a year’s probation. I believe in 
cause and affect, and crim e and 
punishm ent. But I also feel the 
punishment should fit the crime. I would 
suggest that the punishment borders on 
excessive.

The mother of the swimmer said that 
her daughter had an ear infection with a 
doctor’s note not to swim. She further 
stated that her daughter had a history of 
ear operations, and that coach Olson 
endangered her daughter’s health. Let me 
ask all fair-minded readers this: If your 
child had a history of era infections

would you not make every effort to have 
the swim class waived? Would you allow 
your child to be on the swim team (which 
the child is) if the child were subject to 
ear infections? As for coach Olson and 
safety, I have always found that he puts 
the highest level of concern for the health 
and safety of his students. It’s not in.his 
make up to endanger a child.

Coach Olson has been a teacher and 
swimming coach at Plymouth Salem for 
26 years. He is regarded by his peers as 
epitom e o f the dedicated, caring 
com petent teacher and coach.

My son swam on the team for four 
years, and my daughter has been on the 
team for three years.

members of the board were offended by 
the show of support by the parents for 
coach Olson. They said it seemed that 
victories, championships, etc., were more 
important than the safety of a child. But 
this has nothing to do with victories or 
championships; this has everything do to 
with over-reaction on the part o f  the 
board and all to do with the punishment 
being applicable to the “crim e.” This 
punishment is excessive, punitive, and 
grossly unfair.
