N ew spaper strike  
tensions run high a t

The D etroit N ew spaper Agency 

(DNA) strike has reached Plym outh 
Township. Approximately 200-300 peo­
ple picketed the DNA regional distribu­
tion center here Sunday.

According to Plymouth Township 
Police, they were called to the site at 
about 2 a.m. Sunday.

“They were quite active, damaging 
vehicles and throwing spikes into the 
roadway,” said Sgt. Steve Rapson.

According to Plymouth Township 
Police Chief Carl Berry, no arrests were 
made at the site and the police are hoping 
to squelch any further violence.

“We’re hoping to meet with the union 
folks to lay down some ground rules 
before there is anymore violence,” said 
Berry. “Our job is to maintain the order 
as much as possible and make sure every­
one is safe.”

Berry added that the picketers and the 
DNA complied for the most part with the

officers at the site.
“When police officers requested they 

(union picketers) do something — they 
complied,” said Berry. “We got the same 
compliance from the Detroit Newspaper 
Agency people.”

A ccording to DNA Senior Vice 
P resident fo r Labor Relations Tim 
Kelleher, the police have done what 
they’re supposed to do.

“The police are doing the job they’re 
expected to,” said Kelleher. “That’s all 
we’ve asked them to do is uphold the 
law.”

Kelleher added that the picket did not 
cause any delayed service.

Berry said that there were no injuries 
reported at the scene, but one DNA driver 
was assaulted at Sheldon Road and M-14 
while he was changing the flats he 
received from driving over spikes placed 
in the road at the DNA site. The driver 
was taken to Oak wood Hospital in 
Canton for treatment. “We are investigat­
ing that assault,” said Berry.

Anyone who may have seen the attack 
taking placing at the corner of Sheldon 
Road and M-14, the traffic was blocked 
by the attackers, at approximately 2:30

The Canton community is standing 

united against the proposed Willow Run
Tradeport.

The Canton Board of Trustees unani­
mously passed a resolution last week to 
voice their opposition to the development 
of the Willow Run Tradeport.

Bill Mosher, a long-time Canton resi­
dent and political activist who is organiz­
ing opposition to the project, said much

of the community is against the tradeport.
“I’m standing up here now,” he said at 

the Canton board meeting last Tuesday, 
“but it’s not just me — 500 other people 
surround me and are against the project.”

The resolution against the tradeport is 
the first formal public statement by the 
Canton Board o f Trustees regarding 
Willow Run. They are also calling on all 
elected representatives of the community 
—  at the county, state and even federal

level — to make every “reasonable 
effort” to oppose the designation or 
establishment of Willow Run as a trade- 
port and express their opposition to the 
runway extension.

The extension of the runway from 
from 7,500 to 10,800 feet to accomodate 
747 cargo airplanes is one of the main 
points of opposition. Opponents of the 
plan feel the increased air traffic will hurt

Olson files grievance against P-C Schools

s Salem High School swim coach Chuck 
5 Olson has filed a grievance through the

American Arbitration Association in an 
effort to reverse the disciplinary taken by 
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools

Superintendent Charles Little. “I want 
everything overturned,” Olson said.

Olson is back on the job this week, 
preparing his team for the state finals, after 
serving a two-week coaching suspension 
for allegedly ordering a team member into 
the pool to retrieve suspected fecal matter. 
Olson denies that charge.

Olson was also suspended from the 
classroom for two days (Oct. 17-18) and 
placed on one year’s probation.

Little could not be reached for comment 
on Olson’s grievance claim. Chuck Portelli, 
president of the Plymouth-Canton 
Education Association, said, “Our position 
is that the punishment was too severe.”

Portelli said the grievance does not 
name any individual. “It’s for just cause,” 
Portelli said.

If the grievance can not be resolved 
within the school district, an arbitrator will 
rule on the outcome.

The incident occurred at 11:30 a.m. on 
Sept. 29 after one class was exiting the pool 
and another was preparing to enter. 
According to Olson, teacher Tom Garrett 
was the first to notice the object, compared 
in size to a pea, on the bottom of the pool in 
approximately three feet of water.

Neither Olson, Garrett or Canton girls 
swim coach Ron Krueger could identify the 
object while standing on the deck.“We 
couldn’t identify it,” Olson said. “You 
could see it, but you couldn’t really tell 
what it was.”

According to Olson, he asked a nearby 
team member to enter the pool and remove 
the object. “I asked for help, and she gave 
it,” Olson said.

The girl’s parents, Wayne and Kathy 
Byrum, tell a different story that has been

Explosive situation defused in Twp. home

The Plymouth Township police officers that responded to a 
domestic violence call at General Drive and Ann Arbor Trail last 
Thursday got a little more than they bargained for.

According to Sgt. Steve Rapson, Sgt. Robert Smith and officer 
Cal Lauria arrived at the home Thursday at 11:30 p.m and ques­
tioned the female that made the 911 call. “She said that the hus­
band grabbed and pushed her and that he wouldn’t let her leave,” 
said Rapson.

Smith and Lauria questioned the husband who told them that 
the fight was about drugs, said Rapson. “The officers asked him 
‘Do you have drugs?” ’ said Rapson. “He said, ‘Yes, they’re 
under the couch’.”
. * After ̂ onfiscatingthe drugs, the officers asked if there were 
anymore in the house, said Rapson. “He said there were more in

the bedroom,” Rapson said. “There were two rifles in plain sight 
in the room, which the officers disarmed. One of the officers saw 
an oily wrapping, when he picked it up he saw that it was explo­
sives.”

According to Rapson, Smith and Lauria handled both the 
domestic abuse, the discovery of the drugs, and especially the 
discovery of the dynamite, extremely well.

“They evacuated the area for the residents safety, which 
included a couple of homes on each side. And because they 
weren’t sure what type of explosives they were dealing with, they 
called in the Michigan State Police,” said Rapson.

The township is handling the domestic abuse and possession 
investigation while the explosives investigation was turned over 
to the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms (ATF).

3
supported by Little and the P-C School 
board after an investigation. According to 
the Byrums, Olson disregarded a doctor’s 
note excusing the girl from the water 
because of ear problems and then violated 
Michigan Department of Public Health 
(MDPH) codes by ordering the girl into a 
pool with suspected limited contamination. 
John Fierow, MDPH district engineer for 
Wayne and Oakland counties said, “We 
contacted the Wayne County Health 
Department (WCHD) to send out an inves­
tigator, and they did. And they told us the 
incident was not handled properly. We 
agreed it was improper to have the girl enter 
the pool/’

Krueger was the person who finally 
removed the object. “He picked it off the 
bottom, and came up with it,” Olson said.

Fierow said the WCHD should have 
been notified immediately, but were not 
until Oct. 2. Fierow also said the pool — 
even though the object was small and never 
identified as fecal matter — should have 
remained closed for eight to 24 hours to 
check bacteria levels and increase disinfec­
tants. But Olson held a swim practice about 
four hours later. There was good reason for 

* that, Olson said. He believes the object was 
not fecal matter. “We get stuff tracked in 

i here all the time,” Olson said.

Olson said it is a constant battle to keep the

deck area around the pool free of dirt. “Why 
anyone thought it was fecal matter as 
opposed to clay, I don’t know,” Olson said.

The object was thrown out after being 
extracted from the pool.

Olson said he then “took the necessary 
precautions” by monitoring chlorine levels 
and closing the pool until swim practice that 
afternoon. “You don’t super chlorinate the 
pool for a piece of clay,” he said.

Tom McNulty, WCHD program supervi­
sor, said that since the object was never 
identified as not being feed matter, Olson 
should have treated the pool as though it 
was contaminated. ‘The main thing is you 
err on the side of safety and health ,” 
McNulty said.

Even though Fierow did find fault in 
Olson’s actions, he said, ‘To suspend a guy 
for two weeks seems a little harsh.”

Fierow also said he thought it was very 
common for the health department not to be 
immediately called in minor contamination 
incidents.

Olson was the only teacher suspended 
even though Krueger and Garrett were both 
present. “I’m happy for them. Strange 
might be a good word,” said Olson about 
why he was suspended and they were not. 
“I think maybe since I was the one who 
asked the girl to go into the water.”

Olson, who has taught in the school dis­
trict since 1970, said being removed from 
his typical coaching schedule has been 
tough. “This two-week suspension is the 
hardest,” he said. “I didn’t enjoy not being 
in my classes teaching.”

Vera Angelico works 
hard to stay a t top o f  
design fie ld

As a young Brazilian woman, Vera 

Angelico wanted to plan a successful 
career.

Now the Plym outh arch itect and 
president of The Angelico Design Group 
plans and designs buildings’ office and 
mail centers for clients such as Comerica 
and Ford Motor Company. “Mail rooms 
are quite a pillar of every business,” said 
Angelico. “However, most architects do 
not want to have anything to do with 
them. Mail rooms are overlooked, often 
located in a basem ent or small 
backroom.”

Designing mail centers for corporate 
offices is a long way — literally — from 
her earlier architecture days when she 
designed houses in her native Brazil. 
Angelico becam e fascinated with 
building designs as a young girl because 
of the impact a living environment can 
have on a person. “I discovered when I 
was really young that architecture can 
really  move people, strike people,” 
Angelico said.

She pursued  her in terest at the 
University of Sao Paulo, earning a BS in 
architecture. Angelico then spent three 
years with a Brazilian design firm before 
forming a partnership with a close friend. 
Angelico moved to a small town about 
three hours outside of Sao Paulo where 
her friend’s family lived and contracted 
the two women to design houses; they 
also designed the local county offices. “It 
was just heaven,” Angelico said. “It was 
just fabulous. We just got along so well.” 

But Angelico was not satisfied. “As 
much as th ings were going well, I 
thought m aybe I could have another 
chance (in the U.S.) going to graduate 
school,” she said. “I heard Houston was 
just booming, this was the early 1980s.” 

A ngelico had visited  the U.S.

previously, but said, “It’s different when 
you come to visit, then when you come to 
stay. F irst, I had to adjust to the 
language.”

There was additional culture shock to 
come. In Brazil, students often studied in 
groups, sharing ideas, and w orking 
together towards completion. Not in the 
U.S. Angelico said. “The competition is 
so fierce; they don’t exchange 
information here,” she said.

Adding to the difficulty of adjusting to 
a new home and way of life on her own 
was the sad reality o f discrimination. 
“There was a lot of caution by people, 
especially in business,” she said. “It’s 
very, very frequent for people to say, 
‘Where did you get you get your degree 
from?’”

A dean even inquired  about the 
c red ib ility  o f her degree from  the 
University of Sao Paulo.

But Angelico is not a person to dwell 
on the d iscrim ination  she has 
experienced.

“I don't focus on that, I don’t think

about that. I just try to be professional 
and do professional work,” Angelico 
said. “I say to people, ‘If  we can be 
successful in the U .S., we can be 
successful anywhere.’ It’s competitive 
out there.”

Angelico has persevered in the battle 
as a m inority. She has m astered the 
English language. She reinstituted the 
Women In Architecture committee for 
the D etroit Chapter o f the Am erican 
Institute of Architects. But Angelico 
refuses to become complacent or single 
out one of her many accomplishments as 
her greatest moment. “It’s too early for 
me,” said Angelico, who is 40. “I think 
something new unfolds every day, that’s 
how I measure myself... Every single day 
is a new accomplishment for me. The 
best is yet to come. And I do believe that 
every day is a new day, and it brings 
something new for me.”

Angelico is optimistic because she is 
considering a partnership, and will be 
licensed soon — allowing her to build 
structures and not just interiors.

advice to the Canton Board of Trustees 
was to oppose the project.

“This is a declaration of the begin­
ning,” Amann said of the resolution 
against the tradeport. “It is a declaration 
of determination on what you’re going to 
do.

“It is one other way of putting the 
county on notice.”

The main points of the resolution 
against the tradeport include:

• The frequency of the flights that 
would affect the life, environment and 
safety of the community;

• the reduction of property values and

growth as a result of the tradeport;
• the use of tax dollars on a tradeport 

while other infrastructure improvements 
remain unfunded;

• tradeport job creation are specula­
tive, illusory and without foundation; and

• the use of Passenger Facility Charge 
funds — collected at Metro Airport — to 
partially fund the tradeport project.

Wayne County Commissioner Bruce 
Patterson said he supports Canton’s reso­
lution.

“I am delighted to see this resolution 
before you,” he said. “We’ll have to con­

tinue to monitor the situation.”
Yack said the time was right to pass 

the resolution.
“We decided we needed to do this 

now for two reasons,” he said. “First, we 
wanted to keep the lines of communica­
tion open as long as possible. If we had 
acted earlier, it m ight have sent the 
wrong message to the proponents of the 
tradeport.

An incident at the Michigan 
Secretary of State office in Canton 
last Tuesday reminds ns all that 
hatred and impoliteness may be 
scarce, but they are still alive in 
our community.

The mother of a teenager put on 
quite a rude and abusive show that 
came to a crescendo when she 
called a clerk in the office a racial 
slur, slapped her own son and 
stormed out.

Fortunately, the clerk, the

Dismuke, Greene, Shrewsbury, 
Brass deserve commission vote

Don Dismuke, S tella Greene, Dennis 
Shrewsbury and Craig Brass are the best 
candidates for the four Plym outh City 
Commission seats open in the Nov. 7 election.

Dismuke is the best candidate of the field of 
candidates and will best represent the City of 
Plymouth on the commission. He is a recent 
newcomer to the City, moving here in August 
of 1994, which will prove to be an asset to the 
commission through his fresh outlook and new 
ideas.

His experience living in Kalamazoo’s historic 
district has given him valuable insight into the 
w orkings of a small community — and a 
concern of historic development. Dismuke has 
vowed to include residents and businesses in 
Old Village in all City development plans.

Greene, a commission incumbent, is the next 
best candidate for a seat.

Greene’s main downfall is that she makes a 
better candidate than commissioner, often 
remaining ineffective during the commission’s 
meetings as opposed to leading the issues that 
are important to her and to the City.

The “seat of the conscience” plays an 
im portan t role in the City com m ission. 
Shrewsbury, an incumbent, has proven himself 
to be that conscience. He is the first to question 
an issue to ensure that the commission makes 
informed decisions.

Shrewsbury is not without his faults however. 
He sometimes allows other political interests to 
get in the way of the business at hand.

Considering all the factors involved, 
Shrewsbury is the best candidate for the third 
and final four-year commission vacancy.

Brass is the best candidate for the fourth 
open seat (a two-year seat). Although he has 
shown no effort in campaigning or getting his 
message to the voters because of a family 
illness, Brass’ no-nonsense attitude will help to 
expedite City politics.

Brass’ strong roots in the community (he’s 
lived here for more than 30 years) will help

Plymouth grow, while keeping its “small town” 
charm. The two-year term will allow voters to 
weigh Brass’ commitment to the community.

Joe K och’s vague answers to questions 
regarding the City of Plymouth make for a good 
campaign speech, but do nothing to help voters 
decide who to choose on Nov. 7. Without any 
concrete platform, Koch does not deserve a 
vote for the City Commission. Running a strong 
campaign is not enough — substance is needed 
to lead the City.

Bill Warren’s campaign was cut short by a 
court decision that said if he were elected, he 
would have to resign his job as a Plymouth 
Com m unity F irefighter — a Plym outh 
Township employee position.

Unfortunately for the voters in Plymouth, the 
end of Warren’s campaign silenced an unique 
perspective. Warren would have brought insight 
into the working of City services — a view 
none of the other candidates hold. Warren vows 
to return to City politics; good!

The best choices are: Dismuke, Greene, 
Shrewsbury and Brass.
