Greene, Shrewsbury, Koch, Dismuke 
win Plymouth City Commission seats

Stella Greene, Dennis Shrewsbury, Joe 

Koch and Don Dismuke were elected to the 
Plymouth City Commission yesterday.

Incumbents Greene and Shrewsbury, 
along with Koch, won election to four-year 
seats. Dismuke, who firiished in fourth 
place, will serve a two-year term. 
Commissioners Bill McAninch and Bob 
Jones did not seek reelection.

More than half the votes cast in this 
election, which had a 15 percent turnout, 
were cast absentee ballot.

Greene was the leading vote-getter, cap­
turing 839 votes. Shrewsbury was second 
with 742, Koch was third with 712 votes 
and Dismuke received 642 votes.

Candidates Craig Brass and Bill Warren, 
who did not actively campaign for the four 
vacant seats, received 341 and 213 votes 
respectively, and were not elected.

Greene said that the strong finish by her­
self and Shrewsbury spoke well of the work 
of the past commission has done.

“I think it speaks well that Dennis and I

did as well as we did,” she said. “I think the 
voters recognized our work and the hard 
work of the commission.”

Shrewsbury echoed Greene’s comments 
and added that he is looking forward to 
working with the new commission.

“We’ve had a good commission for the

past two years, I hate to see it end but that’s 
the way it’s set up — to bring new blood 
in,” said Shrewsbury. “They (Koch, 
Dismuke) both seem to have the interest of 
the city at heart. And they both seem eager 
to learn things and get things done.”

Koch said that his heavy campaigning is

what won him the four-year seat. “We’re it 
really counted was the absentee ballots,” he 
said. “That’s where I pulled a lot of votes. 
That was definitely my strong suit.”

The total number of absentee voters was 
540 compared to the 535 voters at the polls.

Dismuke said that campaigning for the 
seat has been an exciting experience at that 
he is looking forward to working with the 
new commission. “This (campaigning) has 
been a great deal of fun. It was also harder 
than I ever imagined it would be, but the 
reward is great,” Dismuke said. “I’m look­
ing forward to working together to make an 
impact on the community.”

According to City Clerk Linda 
Langmesser the turnout for yesterday’s 
election was low, with only 15.10 per cent 
of the 7,120 registered voters casting bal­
lots. All four of the elected commissioners 
will be sworn in by 35th District Court 
Judge Ronald Lowe, the former City of 
Plymouth attorney, at a special City 
Commission meeting Monday at 7 p.m. at 
City Hall.

The dynamic growth in Canton is not limited to resi­

dential development.
Industrial development over the past 10 months con­

tinues at a brisk pace in Canton, according to statistical 
information prepared by the Canton Planning Services 
Division.

Canton Community Planner Jeff Goulet said the com­
munity continues to draw and retain industrial and com­
mercial businesses.

“We meet with potential businesses each week,” he 
said. “We are the new ‘hot spot’ on 1-275.”

Overall, the community has seen more than 610,000 
square feet of new industrial development in more than 
25 different projects. That compares with a total of more 
than 560,000 square feet of industrial space constructed 
for all of 1994.

“Canton has become the new magnate area (for indus­
try),” said Goulet.

“Once Haggerty Road is paved, Michigan Avenue 
should take off in the next few years.”

The expansion of the industrial sector coincides with 
the on-going growth of Canton’s single family housing 
market. At the same time, 1995 has seen more than 20 
commercial projects go through the planning process.

And according to Goulet, Canton has one of the most 
stringent zoning and planning policies in the area. “We 
have fairly high standards,” he said. “Companies the plan 
on moving to Canton not only have to develop in a cer­
tain manor, we also ask them to make a commitment to 
the community.”

Much of the industrial development this year has been 
concentrated in Canton’s two key industrial areas — the 
Northeast Industrial Development District in the area of 
Haggerty, Koppemick, Joy, Warren and Lilley roads and 
along the Michigan Avenue corridor.

Among the major projects planned or already under 
construction include a 57,000 square foot expansion of 
Baron Drawn Steel; a 60,000 square foot expansion of 
Arctic Cold Storage; a 26,000 square foot expansion of 
Durcon; and the new Daikan Clutch building of 52,000 
square feet.

Other major new projects include Duo-Gard’s 22,000

square foot facility; Antech Tool’s 11,000 square foot 
site; International new 62,000 square foot building; the
33,000 square foot Westland Controls building; K & Y 
Screw’s 26,000 square foot site; and a 47,000 square foot 
building for Circuit City. Motor City Mold and Dynamic 
Metal Treating companies are also constructing major 
new facilities in Canton.

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Family speaks out on pot

Kathy Byrum had heard all the rumors.
And she had heard all the accusations 

about the decision to suspend Salem High 
School teacher and swim coach Chuck 
Olson for asking her daughter, Laura 
Coates, to enter the school’s pool to retrieve 
alleged fecal matter.

Kathy, her husband, Wayne, and Laura, 
have spent the last month watching and lis- . 
tening to outspoken supporters of the Salem 
High School swim team harshly criticize 
the Plymouth-Canton School board and 
Superintendent Charles Little for their pun­
ishment of Olson during a crucial part of 
the team’s season.

But the family has rarely replied, in fact, 
Laura has shunned the situation entirely — 
until now. “Articles have been printed in 
the paper that contain misinformation, and 
this is the reason we have decided to come 
forward with Laura’s version, which has 
been substantiated by the superintendent’s 
investigation,” Kathy said. “Those individ­
uals that are speaking out against the 
board’s decision to discipline the coach 
who asked our daughter to retrieve fecal

matter were not present when this incident 
occurred.”

The incident transpired on Sept. 29 at 
about 11:30 a.m. during swim class when 
an object was spotted in the shallow end of 
the pool. What the object was comprised of, 
and how big it was may never be answered. 
Olson has said the object was about the size 
of pea and that it may have been clay as 
opposed to fecal matter.

Laura tells a much different, disturbing 
story. She said the object was more than an 
inch in diameter, and that at the time she 
entered the pool to retrieve it there was no 
question about its composition. “I came into 
class and some kids were like, ‘Did you see 
what was in the pool?’ And I said, ‘No.’ So 
they said, ‘Go look,’ ” Laura said. “And it 
was in the gutter... It was crap.”

According to Laura, Krueger even made 
ah announcement stating what it was. “Mr. 
Krueger said, ‘We can’t swim in the pool, 
there’s feces in the pool’.”

Laura said the class was directed to go 
to lunch for the remainder of class.

Laura was then asked by Olson to enter 
the pool and remove the object from the

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water. According to Laura, she denied 
Olson’s first request, but relented after his 
second. According to Laura and her par­
ents, another team member offered to do it 
instead of Laura, but Olson refused by say­
ing, “No, I want Coates to do it. She’s a 
freshman. You were already a freshman, 
and freshman do the dirty work.’

Laura tried twice to remove the object, 
but was unsuccessful. She left the pool visi­
bly upset, and would tell a teacher later in 
the day about the incident. Laura’s shock 
increased when she found Olson had no 
intention of canceling practice — an action 
that the Michigan Department of Public 
Health and Wayne Country Health 
Department would later fault the coach for.

Laura returned home and relayed the 
story to her parents who were shocked. “I 
just can’t believe a teacher would do that,” 
Wayne said.

The situation worsened when Kathy said 
she was stonewalled by school administra­
tors. According to Kathy, Athletic Director 
Brian Wolcott promised a phone call after 
he talked with interim principal Ken Jacobs. 
He never called back. Kathy said Jacobs 
gave her vague answers such as “the matter 
will be dealt with.”

Only the boards’ of health and Little 
brought her action. “(Little) called me back 
within the hour, and he was very concerned 
about it,” Kathy said.

“That shows his concern,” Wayne said.
' The boards of health said the situation 

was not handled properly since Laura 
entered the pool when the object was in the 
water, and that the pool was not closed for 
eight to 24 hours.

As a result of Little’s three-day investi­
gation, Olsdl was suspended from teaching 
for two days, from coaching for two weeks 
and placed on probation for a year. The 
punishments have been deemed too severe 
—- Olson has filed a grievance with the P-C 
schools to try and have the decision over­
turned. His battle has just begun, while 
Laura and her parents are hoping their bat­
tle is over.

Laura plans on staying the swim team. 
She sees no reason to quit. She loves it. 
“She would like to stay on the team all four 
years,” Kathy said.

And if she makes it that far? “(Little) 
said, ‘You know maybe you’ll be captain of 
the swim team one day,’ ” Kathy said.

B e your ow n (watch) dog.
Builder B ob Gerich know s constructing a house can be like  

getting your car fixed: you have to trust the builder or mechanic 
not take advantage o f  you.

That is  w hy Gerich put together a “how  to” video on building 
or contracting a house entitled, “Your N ew  H ouse.”

“ This is a w atchdog v id eo ,” Gerich said. “I’v e  had builders 
call m e and say, ‘H ey, you ’re ruining the industry.’ And I said, 
‘Are you building a good  house?’ And they said, ‘Y eah.’ And so  
I w ould say, “Then you have nothing to worry about.’ ”

The video, w hich can be purchased by writing to P.O. B ox  
62 0 0 , P lym outh, 4 8 1 7 0 , spends about tw o hours covering  the 
construction o f  a house from  the foundation up.

A fter serving in  rea l estate and n ew  hom e construction for 
m ore than 2 0  years, G erich  d ec id ed  to produce “Y our N ew  
H ouse” after w itnessing the frustration o f  people because o f  the 
com plexity o f  the business. “A n electrician doesn’t have the time 
to stand there and talk for three hours., and the custom er gets

frustrated,” G erich said. “T hey w ere getting rushed into all o f  
their decisions.”

G erich film ed  the v id eo  in  su bd iv isions in T he P lym outh- 
Canton Com m unity during 1990 and 1991. “I w ent out and got a 
professional camera, and I spent hundreds o f  hours in the fie ld ,” 
he said. “Then I w ent to a professional studio to ed it it, and I 
voiced  over it.”

T he end result is  a v ideo and accom panying guide book  —  
c o m p le te  w ith  ch e c k  lis ts  and sup p lier  and trade p erson n el 
recom m endations. With book and video in hand, a custom er w ill 
know , for exam ple, when to order their ceramic tiles or w indow s; 
what, w hen and how  items should be inspected; cost estimates; 
and when and how  to be prepared for an electrician or plumber. 
“Then w hen (electrician or plumber) is ready, you ’re ready,” said 
Gerich. “A nd the arguments go  away.”

R e s p o n s e  to  “ Y o u r  N e w  H o u s e ” h as b e e n  tr em en d o u s  
according to Gerich.

“T hey like the w hole video,” he said. “Y ou can literally build  
a house with it.”

In a major decision, 35th District Court 

Judge Ron Lowe held up the first amendment 
rights o f a Plymouth Township man while 
striking down a township ordinance calling it 
unconstitutionally vague.

The case involved Plymouth Township 
resident Paul Hancock, who was charged with 
disturbing the peace under ordinance-number 
51M25 on May 9, 1994 and May 19, 1994. 
Hancock allegedly shouted obscenities at his 
neighbor during an ongoing feud between the 
two households.

Hancock’s attorney, Andrew Nickelhoff, a 
cooperating attorney w ith the M ichigan  
branch o f the American Civil Liberties Union 
(A C L U ), argued that the ordinance was 
unconstitutional and, therefore, the case  
against his client should be dismissed.

Specifically, N ickelhoff referred to his 
client’s right to say what he wants in his own 
backyard. ^ ,

Lowe said that the Ordinance does not 
specify any clear standards to distinguish  
between lawful and unlawful behavior.

“For instance how loud is too loud, merit­
ing criminal sanctions? If one is angry and 
making noise, at what point does that behav­
ior become boisterous? Rude or coarse is also 
a subjective interpretation that changes with 
time and our society. What is acceptable to 
one person many not be acceptable to another, 
or what was not acceptable 50, or even 20 
years ago, is all too often readily acceptable 
behavior today,” Lowe said in his decision.

“Ordinance 51.125 must be stricken down 
for its unconstitutionality and cannot be 
enforced,” the decision continued. “The court 
finds Plymouth Township Ordinance Number

51,125 to be unconstitutionally vague.”
Nickelhoff was pleased with the judge’s 

final decision on the matter.
“I think Judge Lowe made a courageous 

decision,” said Nickelhoff. “It’s not easy to 
overturn a local ordinance.

N ick e lh o ff added that h is c lien t was 
pleased with the outcome,

“He (Hancock) really felt vindicated after 
the decision,” said Nickelhoff. “He felt all 
along that the First Amendment issues were 
serious, that’s why he contacted the ACLU in 
the first place.”

This may not, however, be the end o f the 
story.

“I think we’ll probably file for an appeal,” 
said Ron Witthoff, who represented the town­
ship in the case. “We have 21 days to file an

appeal and w e’ll be filing within that time 
period.”

Witthoff said that the township disagrees 
with Lowe’s decision,

“He ruled that die ordinance was to vague 
to be enforceable as a criminal statute and we 
b elieve  it can be enforced as a crim inal 
statute,” said Witthoff.

Witthoff said that if  the appeal fails the 
township still has some options.

‘There are some options for the township 
to redraft the ordinance if the appeal fails,” he 
said.

Plymouth Township Supervisor Kathleen 
Keen McCarthy was unavailable for comment 
on whether the township would indeed appeal 
Lowe’s decision.

Lowe said that the case proved to be very

interesting, j
“It was an interesting exercise in law ,” 

said Lowe. “When I was campaigning (for the 
judgeship) I told people that being a judge 
meant reading the law and applying it to the 
facts.

“Sometimes that’s easy, but in this case we 
never had a chance to apply the law to the 
facts (it was a case o f whether the ordinance 
itself was constitutional).”

Lowe said that he was impressed with the 
work o f both attorneys in the case.

“What I found was both attorneys were 
very, very capable and both made terrific 
arguments. It was a joy to watch them work, 
evaluate what they said, read the law and 
apply it,” Lowe said.

In a major decision, 35th District Court 

Judge Ron Lowe held up the first amendment 
rights o f  a Plymouth Township man while 
striking down a township ordinance calling it 
unconstitutionally vague.

The case involved Plymouth Township 
resident Paul Hancock, who was charged with 
disturbing the peace under ordinance , number 
51M25 on May 9, 1994 and May 19, 1994. 
Hancock allegedly shouted obscenities at his 
neighbor during an ongoing feud between the 
two households.

Hancock’s attorney, Andrew Nickelhoff, a 
cooperating attorney w ith the M ichigan  
branch o f the American Civil Liberties Union 
(A C L U ), argued that the ordinance was 
unconstitutional and, therefore, the case  
against his client should be dismissed.

Specifically, N ickelhoff referred to his 
client’s right to say what he wants in his own 
backyard. ^

Lowe said that the ordinance does not 
specify any clear standards to distinguish  
between lawful and unlawful behavior.

“For instance how loud is too loud, merit­
ing criminal sanctions? If one is angry and 
making noise, at what point does that behav­
ior become boisterous? Rude or coarse is also 
a subjective interpretation that changes with 
time and our society. What is acceptable to 
one person many not be acceptable to another, 
or what was not acceptable 50, or even 20 
years ago, is all too often readily acceptable 
behavior today,” Lowe said in his decision.

“Ordinance 51.125 must be stricken down 
for its unconstitutionality and cannot be 
enforced/’ the decision continued. “The court

51.125 to be unconstitutionally vague.”
Nickelhoff was pleased with the judge’s 

final decision on the matter.
“I think Judge Lowe made a courageous 

decision,” said Nickelhoff. “It’s not easy to 
overturn a local ordinance.

N ick e lh o ff added that h is c lien t was 
pleased with the outcome, .

“He (Hancock) really felt vindicated after 
the decision,” said Nickelhoff. “He felt all 
along that the First Amendment issues were 
serious, that’s why he contacted the ACLU in 
the first place.”

This may not, however, be the end o f the 
story.

“I think we’ll probably file for an appeal,” 
said Ron Witthoff, who represented the town­
ship in the case. “We have 21 days to file an

appeal and w e’ll be filing within that time 
period.”

Witthoff said that the township disagrees 
with Lowe’s decision.

“He ruled that die ordinance was to vague 
to be enforceable as a criminal statute and we 
b elieve  it can be enforced as a crim inal 
statute,” said Witthoff.

Witthoff said that if  the appeal fails the 
township still has some options.

‘There are some options for the township 
to redraft the ordinance: if  the appeal fails,” he 
said.
; Plymouth Township Supervisor Kathleen 

Keen McCarthy was unavailable for comment 
on whether the township would indeed appeal 
Lowe’s decision.

Lowe said that the case proved to be very

interesting, j
“It was an interesting exercise in law ,” 

said Lowe. “When I  was campaigning (for the 
judgeship) I told people that being a judge 
meant reading the law and applying it to the 
facts.

“Sometimes that’s easy, but in this case we 
never had a chance to apply the law to the 
facts (it was a case o f whether the ordinance 
itself was constitutional).”

Lowe said that he was. impressed with the 
work Of both attorneys in the case.

“What I found w as both attorneys were 
very, very capable and both made terrific 
arguments. It was a joy to watch them work, 
evaluate what they said,, read the law and 
apply it,” Lowe said.

Salem beats Stevenson to advance in soccer playoffs

For the past tw o years, the Salem  boys 
soccer team  has had the talent and heart 
to  go  far in the post-season.

A s a W ayne County em ployee and Plym outh resident, 

I read with a great deal o f  disappointm ent your Oct. 18 
front page article/editorial claim ing that T he Plymouth- 
C an ton-N orth  v i l le  C om m u n ity  r e c e iv e s  fe w  co u n ty  
services. It is alarming that a respected com m unity paper, 
from  w hich  residents form  their ow n op in ions, w ould  
print so  prom inently such a n egative p iece , obviously  
w ithout spending any tim e to research its claim s or to  
offer the county a  chance to defend itself. In the absence 
o f that opportunity, I fee l I  must respond in  writing.

A m ong the com plaints w as one that no road work gets 
d on e in  th e  P -C -N  a rea . C a n to n , in  p a rticu la r  has  
b en e fited  from  cou n ty  road  se r v ic e s . In ad d ition  to  
designating W ayne C ounty’s first four Natural Beauty  
Roads (at the request o f  residents) in Canton, the county 
has w id e n e d , p a v ed  or r e su r fa c e d  2 0  m ile s  (or  41  
percent) o f  Canton’s prim ary roads over the past eight 
years. T hey  include: Palm er, S h eldon , W arren, B eck , 
Haggerty, Joy, Cherry H ill, M orton T aylor, R idge and 
H annan . In ju s t  th e  la s t  tw o  y e a r s , w e  h a v e  m ade  
sign ifican t im provem ents to  S h eldon , Palm er and tw o  
sections o f  both Cherry H ill and Joy roads.

This year, W ayne County is preparing plans to rebuild 
Morton Taylor and reconstruct Canton Center Road from  
Cherry H ill to Ford, w idening it to five lanes. The cost o f  
these tw o projects w ill exceed  $6.5 m illion , w hile it w ill 
not cost Canton anything.

T he fo llo w in g  is  a lis t o f  roads during the last tw o  
years that have benefited from  im provements in other P- 
C-N comm unities:

N orthville Township: H ines Drive; North v ille  Road;

Bradner; Haggerty; and tw o sections o f  B ase Line.

C on sid erin g  the fa c t that M ich igan  ranks near the  

bottom  nationally in terms o f  road funding, this kind o f  
attention g iven  to the P-C -N  area can hardly be called  
“neglect.”

In addition, W ayne County is ready to begin its third 
winter o f  increased salting and p low ing  o f  8 .5  m iles o f  
C a n to n  ro a d s , thanks to  an a g r e e m e n t w o rk ed  o u t  
b e tw e e n  S u p erv iso r  T o m  Y a ck  and  W a y n e  C ou n ty  
E xecutive Edward McNamara. This m eans safer driving 
for all motorists w ho use these Canton roads.

N orthville  T ow nship residents should be aware that 
the county has devejgped plans to develop  900  acres o f  
land w ith in  its boundaries. T h e ^ r ie r  had pictured w ith  
the article. T he developm ent w ill include new  residential 
developm ents, a g o lf  course, a research and developm ent 
park and com m ercial developm ent, all o f  w hich w ill add 
greatly to the tow nship’s tax.base. In fact, several o f  the 
vacant b u ild in gs your article h eld  up as exam p les o f  
neglect are being dem olished in the next w eek  or so.

W h ile  it has taken a lo n g  tim e to  p u t th is project 
to g e th e r , it  h a s n ’t b e e n  fo r  la c k  o f  e f fo r t .  T h e  
developm ent o f  this property has been a top priority o f  
the M cNamara administration since 1987. Unfortunately, 
because o f  the size and scope o f  the project, it has taken 
som e tim e for the right plan to be worked.out. But now  
that it has, N orthville Township, and surrounding areas 
w ill reap the benefits.

R egarding our efforts a lon g  H ines D rive: It seem s

unfortunate that you seem  to fee l that i f  a park am enity is 
n ot lo c a te d  s p e c i f ic a l ly  w ith in  y o u r  c o m m u n ity ’ s 
boundaries that i t  d oes not b en efit you . Y es , the new  
canoe livery is in L ivonia, but i s  an am enity m eant for 
residents o f  all com m unities.

D o n ’t fo rg et, th is is  th e  sa m e  park area that w as  
riddled w ith drug use, trash and overgrow n parks before 
the McNamara administration. That is  no longer the case, 
although, adm ittedly, steady budget cuts to  the W ayne  
County Parks D ivision  h)ake it m ore d ifficult to maintain 
our high standard o f  service.

Perhaps W ayne C ounty’s problem  is  that it d oesn ’t 
brag enough  about itse lf . W e k n ow  that p eop le  d on ’t 
think o f  us when they drive on good  road (only the bad 
ones), flu sh  the to ile t (not caring w hat happens to its  
contents), use the park, breathe cleaner air, canoe along a 
cleanCr R ouge R iver, or fly  out o f  an im proved M etro  
Airport. In fact, it’s becom ing fashionable to rail against 
government in any form.

B ut I fear that people m ay have lost sight o f  the fact 
that governm ent isn ’t just politicians; it ’s people. W ayne  
C ounty’s governm ent is m ade up o f  ordinary m en and 
wom en, many o f  w ho work, live  and pay taxes in the P- 
C -N  area, and w ho w ere p rob ab ly  o ffen d ed  b y  your  
article, as I was.

N ext tim e, before you  run such a negative article so  
p rom in en tly , w hether or not it is  d irected  at W ayne  
C o u n ty , I h o p e  y o u  w il l  n o t  d o  y o u r  r ea d ers  th e  
disservice o f  denying the subject o f  your article a chance 
to be heard.
