(CFCU) is seeking approval for the con­
struction o f a three-story, 30,000 square 
foot headquarters and branch office in 
downtown Plymouth.

If the Plym outh City Planning  
Commission approves the request, construc­
tion on the building would start in the 
spring, approximately 100 yards south of its 
current headquarters at Wing and Harvey 
streets. Under the proposed plan, only the 
branch’s drive-thru service would be affect­
ed. Once CFCU moves, the existing struc­
ture would be leveled for parking.

“It was time for us to look for a larger 
headquarters, but we didn’t want to give up 
our prime location in downtown Plymouth,” 
said CFCU President James Cantrell. “This 
plan w ill allow us to have ample office  
space w hile rem aining a fixture in 
Plymouth for years to come.”

CFCU M arketing D irector Sue 
O’Connor said there were many reasons 
that necessitated the move. “It’s too small,” 
said O’Connor. And that is after numerous 
additions, she said, which has portioned the 
building into several areas. ‘They’ve added 
on to it at least five times,” O’Connor said. 
“It’s not too cost effective to restore it all 
the time. We’ve gotten all we can out of the 
building.”

CFCU purchased the former church  
building in 1961.

O’Connor said plans have not yet been

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P-C Schools’ field trip policy questioned
Should board vote on every trip 
scheduled throughout district?

The Plymouth-Canton School Board approved a West Middle 
School field trip to Toronto last week after tabling the motion at 
its Oct. 9 meeting.

At the Oct. 9  meeting, Horvath, Farrow and Secretary Sue 
Davis all questioned why school board approval was needed for 
field trips not scheduled for school days.

, so do concerns

A s stud en t p o p u la tio n  in  the  

Plymouth-Canton School District contin­
ues to rise, so do concerns.

“It’s a high priority for me because I 
know that next year, w e won’t even have 
an art and m u sic  room *” sa id  A lle n  
Elementary School Principal Jim Burt. 
“Every room  w e have w ill be used as 
classrooms.”

That is already the situation at Tonda 
and Isbister elementary schools. And if  
no action is taken, Bentley and Eriksson 
elementary schools and L ow ell M iddle 
School will encounter student attendance 
problems, according to a report presented 
to the sc h o o l board  la st w ee k  by  
A sso c ia te  D irector for R esearch  and 
Technology David Rodwell.

T he h ou sin g  e x p lo s io n  in  T he  
PJymoUth-Canton Community has added 
434 students to the district this year, rais­
in g  the en ro llm en t to ta l to  1 5 ,3 9 0 .  
Although enrollment is up at the middle 
sc h o o ls  and T he P lym ou th -C an ton  
Educational Park, where freshmen classes 
at Canton and Salem  total m ore than
1,200 students, the most immediate prob­
lem s are in the elem entary schools. In 
five out o f the 14 elementary schools, the 
kindergarten class is the largest, and in 
another three schools it is a close second.

A Plymouth Township resident that 

brought an unexploded pipe bomb to the 
attention o f  Plymouth City Police offi­
cials may have blown the lid off a string 
o f  pipe bomb explosions.

The resident found the 6 ” unexploded 
bomb at his residence and took it to the 
Plymouth P olice Department Saturday 
night, thinking it was their jurisdiction.

“The township resident brought it into 
our police department,” said Plymouth  
Police Chief Bob Scoggins. “W e had him 
place it outside the building.”

Plymouth Police then blocked off part 
o f Main Street (in front o f  City Hall) and 
called the Michigan State Police Bomb 
Squad, said Scoggins.

P lym outh  T ow n sh ip  P o lic e  w ere  
informed about the incident and upon fur­
ther investigation, questioned juvenile  
suspects in the case.

A ccord ing  to P lym outh  T ow nship  
Police Sgt. Steve Rapson, there are six  
juvenile suspects in the case.

According to the suspect’s statements, 
the rampage started on Nov. 14 when one 
o f the homemade bombs was detonated 
in Hines Park behind the old Radisson  
Hotel, said Rapson.

On Nov. 15 the suspects drove, while 
assembling the bomb device, to the end 
o f Warren Road. The group tried to light 
the fu se , but it w ould  n ot lig h t, said  
Rapson.

growing, and w ill continue to grow for 
some time.

“It also limits 
our flex ib ility , because when w e’re in 
session, every room we have is in use,” 
Harrison said.

Harrison has been in the school district 
since the 1970s and has confidence the

I certainly don’t 
know how  it ’s go in g  to end up, but I 
think i f  everybody Sits down and puts 
their heads together, w e’ll com e up with 
something.”

A s w ith  an y  chore, g ift w rap p in g  is  e a s ie r  an d  fa ster  w ith  lo ts  o f u p -fron t 
p lan n in g . S ta rt b y  dum ping you r p u rch ases on  th e  k itch en  ta b le . If you  ow n a  
pool ta b le , th a t’s  even  b etter , b u t you’ll  h ave to  p u sh  asid e th e  p ile s  o f lau n d ry  
to  m ak e room  for th e  w rapping.

N ow , se t u p  a  sm a ll a ssem b ly  lin e  w ith  th ree-sta tion s: w rapping paper, tap e, 
and bow .

Johnson Controls strengthens 
position at top of auto seat market

Two recent occurrences have added to Johnson Controls’ 
outstanding year.

The world’s largest seat producer, which has offices in 
Plymouth at 49200 Anchor Ct., attended an international auto 
show in Germany this fall and announced earlier this month that 
they have reached a definitive agreement to acquire a majority 
interest in Roth Freres S.A., a European automotive industry 
supplier of seats and interior components.

These developments come when Johnson Controls just 
disclosed that fiscal year 1995 was its most successful ever, 
achieving record sales of $3.8 billion.

Johnson said it will pay $175-200 million for approximately 
75 percent of Roth Freres, a joint venture partner since 1988. The 
acquisition is expected to positively affect earnings for Johnson 
Controls in fiscal year 1996. Johnson Controls and Roth Freres 
said the acquisition is expected to be completed this month, 
following governmental approval.

Roth Freres, headquartered in Strasbourg, France, had 1995 
estimated sales of $600 million. It produces foam cushions,

headrests, headliners, interior door trim and shelves for customers 
such as Renault, Peugeot and Volvo. The company was founded 
in 1920.

Johnson Controls was among 1,000 companies from 40 
nations at the 10-day international auto show in Frankfurt, 
Germany. The company showcased a selection o f its latest 
products and concepts in a major exhibit at the event, which 
attracted one million visitors.

“We’re involved in a number of industry shows and technical 
expositions worldwide each year,’' said John Barth, Johnson 
Controls’ executive vice president. “These events, especially the 
auto shows in F rankfurt and in D etroit, give us a great 
opportunity to introduce new products and display our strengths 
to the global automotive community.”

Among the seating innovations Johnson Controls exhibited at 
the auto show were seat padding made with recycled soft drink 
bottles, a seat belt system fully integrated into the seat instead of 
the vehicle’s body, and a computer controlled “Self-Adjusting 
Comfort Seat” that custom fits its occupant automatically.

Great game, poor ending
It was all over the news. It shouldn’t

Unfortunately, while players are on the 
field, these emotions unfold and things are 
said and done that most fans don’t see or 
hear to get the opponent’s mind off the 
game. During the game, some of these 
emotions were released and some tempers 
were displayed. It wasn’t really that bad — 
some of my teammates and some of the 
Portage players were joking together on the 
field.

It was a relatively clean game and sec­
ond half, but the last 30 seconds showed 
how poor sportsmanship can almost ruin a 
good moment.

Just as the game ended — while we 
should have been celebrating and Portage 
should have been reflecting on their own 
fine season — a Portage player made a run 
and body checked one of my teammates, 
which ignited an unfortunate incident.

The postgame ceremonies and celebra­
tion held for both teams made most of the 
thoughts sway away from the negative 
actions that had just taken place. The vision 
of Salem coach Ken Johnson winning the
state championship for the first time in his 
15 th and final year of coaching — along 
with the fact that the whole Salem boys 
soccer program won for the first time in 
three tries — overpowered the negative 
events that took place.

After everything is all said and done, I 
think both teams were at fault for the inci­
dent. Soccer is a game of skill and stamina, 
not a game to prove how tough or how 
strong a player thinks they are.

The people at the Michigan High School 
Athletic Association who are attempting to 
clean up the trash talk in high school sports 
have their work cut out for them. Although 
their ambition to clean up high school 
sports is admirable, emotion will always 
play a part.

Unfortunately, some of the newspapers 
and television stations focused on the fight 
and not the tremendously played game. The 
intent of this column is not to glorify what 
happened, but to try to set the record 
straight and condemn it at the same time.

Middle school needs more repairs
EDITOR:
About two months ago, a group of 

concerned residents who live near 
Central Middle School approached P-C 
Schools Superintendent Charles Little 
about painting, repairing and generally 
sprucing up the Central Middle School 
property and grounds.

We are pleased to report that Little, in 
conjunction w ith Barbara Church, 
principal at Central Middle School and 
Dan Menghini, director of maintenance, 
took these concerns seriously and 
initiated several steps to begin to reverse 
the signs of years of neglect that the 
school was showing.

For example, service buildings and 
school doors, in which some cases were 
covered with graffiti, received their first 
fresh coat of paint in at least a decade. An 
unsightly dumpster was finally moved 
away from the edge of Adam Street and 
placed behind a screen. The small dirt 
and pothole-filled area near the school 
warehouse was paved and high weeds 
were cut down. Further, through the 
in tervention  of L ittle , the C ity of 
Plymouth repaired the stone fence and 
the fron t o f the school, which was 
literally falling apart.

While these filings make a great start 
and are sincerely appreciated, the Central 
Middle School area still needs additional 
attention. For example, the tennis courts 
and surrounding fences require major 
repairs, landscaping is currently virtually

non-existent, and the school’s track and 
ball fields could use some “T.L.C.” to get 
them into usable condition. One can also 
envision playground equipm ent for 
neighboring children installed at some 
point in the future.

Central Middle School is, after all, the 
one school building seen by virtually 
every visitor to downtown Plymouth, 
especially during festivals and special 
events, and therefore serves as an 
ambassador between the school district 
and the community at large. It is, for 
better or worse, often perceived as a

reflection of the quality of our school 
system and our community. Moreover, 
each week, and especially each weekend, 
the grounds around C entral M iddle 
School are used as a community resource 
by dozens, if not hundreds, of residents. 
The fact that such a visible building and 
its grounds has been neglected in the past 
is an unfortunate situation that we want 
to help remedy.

We are m indful o f the fact that 
improvements cost money and take time. 
Because of this, several dozen residents 
around the school have expressed their

w illingness to devote both tim e and 
personal resources to make necessary 
improvements. We hope that others in the 
community interested in pitching in with 
a “can do” attitude, both individuals and 
businesses, jo in  us in th is goal o f 
improving Central Middle School so that 
it reflects our pride in our community. If

Mettetal Airport should be scrapped

One of the people told me it was “a favor to the governor.” I 
believe this is so, since Attorney General Frank Kelly told me the 
governor is in charge of Mettetal Airport. This money is used to 
hire out-of-town contractors, who do not get permits to do any

work. They use all our facilities — water, police, roads, etc. This 
is what we, the taxpayers, pay for and they use the services and 
don’t have to pay.

There is talk now of a new building for experimental airplane 
construction for private companies and individuals. While we pay 
millions for the buildings^nd added utilities, they get free rent 
and use of the airport.

While I have been trying for 1 1/2 years to get permits to use 
my property next to Mettetal Airport, they allowed the people in 
this airport to expand the airport and to open businesses without 
permits and to violate most of the codes in Canton. But of course, 
I don’t have a million dollars to give to any of my buddies.

The FAA keeps pouring millions into the rundown piece of 
trash called Mettetal Airport and this is our money. The only way 
to stop this waste of our money is to write your Congressman and 
Senator. If that doesn’t work, maybe we can get this airport back 
on the ballot and vote it out of Canton and at the same time, vote
