Handling of 
water problem 
angers Twp. 
officials

The problems surrounding Plymouth 

Township’s Nov. 14 implementation o f y 
the “boil water notice” will be resolved, 
according to township officials.

Public Services D irector James 
Anulewicz and Public Works Manager 
Tom Hollis were at the Nov. 28 township 
board of trustees meeting to report on the 
Nov. 14 water incident.

The City o f D etroit experienced a 
pump failure at its Joy Road (and Rocker) 
pump, causing low or no water pressure in 
western Plymouth Township, according to 
Hollis.

“Even though the outage in Plymouth 
Township probably lasted only a half hour 
or 45 minutes, working with the state and 
W ayne County we were required to 
implement this plan (boil water notice),” 
said Hollis. “With this procedure being, 
brand new, there’s no doubt it was a very 
difficult thing to deal with.

“Residents were very concerned, which 
they should have been, about what was 
going on.”

The residents were not the only people 
concerned with the situation. Township 
officials are upset about the way the entire 
incident was handled, said Hollis.

“Prom ises were made by D etroit 
(Detroit Water and Sewer Department and 
Wayne County) that if  such an event 
(shortage/outage) occurred, samples in the 
affected areas would be taken to make 
sure its safe,” said Hollis. “They promised 
us an immediate response. We didn’t get 
that response.

“A situation that could’ve been cleared: 
up within 24 hours took over two days to 
resolve.”

Hollis said that the township will solve, 
the testing problem itself.

“We’re going to get certified by the 
state so we can utilize a local laboratory to 
exclude them (DW SD and W ayne 
County) from the process if  it ever hapr 
pens again,” Hollis said.

DWSD and the township was another problem, according to Hollis.

“We initially found out about the problem through residents calling the dispatcher,” 
said Hollis. “We had to call them (DWSD) to find out about the problem. And even then, 
it was just the vague details.”

Hollis said that much of the confusion that township residents felt was because of 
errors made by the media reporting on the incident.

“It got to the point where people thought it was a sewage pumping station that had 
gone bad,” said Hollis. “That was totally erroneous. There was never a problem with that. 
Everyone thought their water was contaminated.

“I never, ever, felt there was a contamination problem in Plymouth.”
The “boil water notice” procedure was developed following a similar incident with the 

DWSD in 1993, said Anulewicz.
“We have a meeting with the City o f Detroit and Wayne County Dec. 6 ,” said 

Anulewicz. “We will not try, we will get answers from the City of Detroit. They will give 
us guarantees that this will not occur again or we will seek other measures to ensure that 
our public and our businesses are not impacted in this negative way.

“We talked one time. The time for talk is no longer, it’s time for action.”
Both Hollis and Anulewicz stressed that if  ever there is any type o f emergency in 

Plymouth Township, residents should watch the township’s cable channel, channel 10, 
for important information.

Ward appears before Supreme Court

Plymouth resident George Ward has 
had his 15 minutes of fame.

Last week, Ward, who is chief assis­
tant prosecutor for W ayne County, 
appeared before the U nited States 
Supreme Court. ?

“I think were in pretty good shape,” 
; Ward said. “This was a lot of fun.”

Ward was arguing a forfeiture proper- 
| ty case that Wayne County uses to deter 
| vice crimes. The case in question began 
i in 1988 when a man was arrested for 
soliciting a prostitute, and his car was 
impounded. The man’s wife has since 
sued for the interest o f the car, claiming 
she was not responsible for his actions. 
Wayne County law, says the woman, is 
held accountable because she is listed as 
an owner of the car withjier husband.

Ward has argued the case in Wayne 
County Circuit Court, Michigan Court of 
A ppeals and the M ichigan Supreme 
Court, where the law was upheld.

Ward appeared in the Supreme Court 
with Assistant Prosecutor Larry Roberts 
on Wednesday; they were one o f two 
cases to be heard that day. “They (the 
Supreme Court Justices) were all very 
active in the questioning,” Ward said, 
whose wife and daughter watched in the 
courtroom audience. “With the exception 
of Clarence Thomas, he did not ask any 
questions in either session.”

Ward said the Supreme Court will not 
render a decision for another six months. 
“It’ll be close to summer before we get 
an answer,” he said.

Ward also listened to the other case in 
court that day, a prisoners’ rights case

from Arizona.
After that, he left and walked down 

the steps o f the Supreme Court where he 
was met by a gallery o f national televi­
sion media. The case received coverage 
on ABC World News Tonight and the 
New York Times, just to name a few. On 
Thursday morning, Ward appeared on 
CNN to discuss the case.

But all o f the media attention and the 
intense preparation for the Supreme 
Court still did not fluster this legal veter­
an. “Not really,” Ward said. “I’ve been at 
this business long enough.”

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Architect hired for new Canton fire station

The new Canton Fire Station and Fire Headquarters is 
one step closer to reality.

The Canton Board of Trustees voted to sign a contract 
with the architectural firm o f Coquillard, Dundon, 
Peterson & Argenta to design the new fire station and 
headquarters to be built north of Canton Township Hall 
on Canton Center Road.

Canton will pay the architectural firm not more than 
$160,000 for the design. The amount is based on an esti­

mated construction cost o f $2.2 million.
Coquillard, Dundon, Peterson & Argenta was the Fire 

Headquarters Study Committee, which was formed to 
address the feasibility of building a new fire headquarters 
and to determine the best site for the project.

The com m ittee presented the Canton Board o f  
Trustees with several options to consider on June 6, 
including: Renovation o f Fire Station No. 1, located at 
the comer of Canton Center and Cherry Hill roads; con­
struction of a new facility on the existing site; and con­

struction of a replacement facility on a new site.
At that time, the board endorsed the construction of < 

new fire headquarters building on the property north oi 
the Public Safety Building, with an addition to the second 
floor of the existing Public Safety Building to accommo­
date fire administration. It is proposed that the project 
costs be funded through a building authority bond issue.

A representative from the architectural firm said they 
expect to seek bids for construction of the project in June 
or July.

Holidays in Old Village

T he ghosts o f  Christmas are walking the streets o f  Old Village, 
and they have a lot to say about the past, present and future.

“We were always happy about C hristm as,” said the O ld Village 
G host o f  C hristm as Past W ayne G lass, w ho lived in  th e area at 
various locations starting in  the late 1920s, and now calls Livonia 
h o m e . “It w as a g o o d  fe e lin g  b e c a u se  e v er y b o d y ’s k ids w ere  
everybody’s.”

It was not like Glass’ family needed  any more. H e was one o f  10 
children, which m ade for som e interesting times. “We used to build  
forts out in  the backyard,” Glass said. “You get 15, 20 kids together, it 
doesn’t take too long to roll som e snowballs together to make a fort. 
We used to make som e big ones back there.”

O f course, having a lot o f  snow helped. Glass recalled a massive 
blizzard that struck Old Village just after holiday vacation in 1937. 
Living just three houses away from  Starkweather School, Glass and 
his siblings figured the snowfall was not enough to keep them  from  
attending. “We tunneled  all the way over to Starkweather School 
because the snow was so deep ,” Glass said. “Then, we got there and  
nobody was there.”

However, there was always plenty o f  O ld Village kids on  W ilcox 
Lake during the holidays skating and playing hockey, or sledding  
dow n the h ill Glass and his friends built at Starkweather. “They  
needed to bank a hill up  anyway. They were putting bleachers in ,”
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— past, present, future
G lass sa id . “T h e h ill in  th e w inter tim e w as g rea t. T h e  w h o le  
neighborhood was there.”

Tim e flies  w hen you are having fun, but Glass had to make sure 
time did not fly  too fast or else he would miss dinner. “A  train always 
came through at 5:45(p.m ),” said Glass. “It was our sign  to go  to  
dinner. There was no heating up, no seconds.”

As w ell as acting as a d in n er b ell for G lass, th o se  trains a lso  
carried a lot o f  Christmas shoppers to their destinations in  Detroit. 
“T he day after Thanksgiving they had to put m ore cars on  because  
everyone was going to J.L. H udsons,” said Glass, w ho said he did  
m ost o f  his shopping in  Plymouth, except for the occasional trip to 
Sears at Grand River and Oakman in  Detroit.

“There were no freeways to take you there. I guess if  you got there 
without a flat tire, you were lucky, because before (W.W. II) it was 
rough,” said Glass, who often opted to buy a 15 cent bus ticket.

Holiday routines were just as rough as the roads during W.W. II. 
“I’d say (times) were skimpy because som e o f  the boys weren’t here,” 
Glass said. “I suppose it carried on  the sam e way, but for a lot o f  
families it was different.”

For a lot o f  families it was tough too, Glass rem embered. H e used  
to carry groceries hom e for families and collect ice blocks with his 
friends from W ilcox Lake for houses that still had iceboxes instead o f  
refrigerators to keep the holiday foods preserved for Christmas Day.

T hat clout cam e in  the form  o f  the O ld  V illage D evelopm ent 
Authority (OVDA), which was organized in  A ugust o f  last year.

A lth o u g h  m uch has b een  acco m p lish ed  sin ce  its  o r ig in , the  
group began with a small goal — to acquire playground equipm ent 
for the Knights o f  Colum bus Park at the corner o f  Starkweather 
and Mill streets.

Susan Clark and Terri Kariniemi, w ho is now  chairperson o f  the 
OVDA, w ent to the C ity lo o k in g  for h elp  w ith  th e  p layground  
project.

“This year, programs are being put in place in Old Village,” he 
said. “Next year, we can look at what worked and what didn’t, and 
build on the programs.”

Kariniemi said she hopes those programs will include longtime 
Plymouth events such as the Plymouth Ice Sculpture Spectacular 
and Fall Festival, which have traditionally been contained to the 
downtown area. A lthough Kariniemi said O ld Village would be  
interested in participating in the “traditional” downtown Plymouth 
events, the OVDA does not want the neighborhood to lose its 
identity.

“The OVDA wants to see Old Village becom e its own, unique 
area, separate from downtown Plymouth — kind o f  a Greenwich 
Village-type community,” she said. “Our goal is not necessarily to 
compete with downtown Plymouth, but to compliment it.”

As downtown Plymouth continues to prosper, businesses in Old 
Village hope to succeed by offering unique products and services.

Stan Baldwin, m anager o f  Big J ’s TV on  Starkweather, said  
business has been good the past few years. “The people I’ve talked 
to around here seem to be doing pretty good,” he said.

G uile and K ariniem i said O ld V illage is on  the right track. 
“T here are several new  b u sin esses  o p en in g  in  O ld  V illa g e ,”

It’s impossible to prepare for tragedy.
It happened at 2:30 a.m., the day after 

Easter and the family could not have 
foreseen the tradegy slowly building up 
around them — they could in no way be 
ready for what was in store.

The Cunningham family, with a house 
on the corner of Beck and Joy roads, 
were at home on April 17 when a fire 
erupted in the attic above their garage. 
John Cunningham’s middle son, 18-year- 
old Adam, was in his room with three 
other friends watching a movie when 
they began to smell smoke. Adam’s 
room is next to the attic, so he was able to 
discover the fire and warn everyone in 
the house before any smoke alarms went 
off.

John — a teacher at the P-C High 
Schools for 27 years and the girls gym­
nastics coach at Canton for 16 years — 
went to combat the fire with an extin­
guisher, but came a bit to late. Smoke had 
filled the house and the piercing sound of 
the alarms emphasized the need to leave.

“With no kitchen 
or refrigerator, it was like going to the 
store, reaching for the milk, and realizing,

Joking aside, the fire was only the 
beginning o f the hardship for the 
Cunninghams.

“Then came the real beginning of 
everything when we had to start dealing 
with insurance com panies, deciding 
where we’d live and what we’d wear,” 
John said.

Presently, they are living in a town- 
house while their house is being repaired. 
Because the entire superstructure of the

School is in session.
Or is it?
If a field trip that includes students and teachers was actually a school field trip, was 

the question posed by Plymouth-Canton School Board Vice President Mark Horvath and 
Trustee Jack Farrow.

The two board members, especially Horvath, have questioned the school district’s 
field trip policy after a proposed West Middle School visit to Toronto, scheduled for Feb. 
28-March 1 during the school district’s winter break, came to the school board for 
approval.

Horvath abstained from voting on that field trip saying it had nothing to do with the 
school board since it was not on school time. He also said that Superintendent Charles 
Little and school administrators know what good field trips are, and should approve or 
deny field trip requests, keeping them off the agenda.

But isn’t it the function of the school board to monitor what its students are learning 
and how? How many trips are being taken? Where they are going? What the students 
who can’t afford to go will be studying?

It does not take long to glance at a field trip’s itinerary to decide if its acceptable, 
which is nothing compared to the length of discussion some other topics receive.

For instance, Trustee Barbara Graham saw that the students were scheduled to go to 
the Hard Rock Cafe during the field trip to Toronto. She questioned its viability to 
education and stated her disapproval. I agree with her. I love making pilgrimages to the 
Hard Rock. But what kind of educational value does it have? Maybe, a little music

history. But there is certainly not any “Canadian culture” in that place.

So if the School Board can’t spend a minute or two to approve field trips, why did it 
spend what seemed like an eternity on the name of a class?

At the Nov. 27 school board meeting, a report on class curriculum was presented. 
Included in it was a list of name changes. One of them was Close Up, which is replacing 
Civics as a required class for sophomores. School board President David Artley, who said 
he was told by many students and parents that they were confused whether die optional 
Close Up trip to Washington D.C. was optional or not, said he wanted to use two 
different titles for the same class. Civics for those students choosing not to go and Close 
Up for those making the trip. He said this would make a clear distinction, allowing 
parents and students to decide the appropriate course in the privacy of their home.

In the school board packet under the class tide of Close Up it says — in bold — “The 
trip to Washington D.C. is not required but an option for students.”

I can’t think of a more clear way to say it.

No curves

Special Assessment Districts are great 
examples of representative government in 
action. They are also great examples of 
small community, political nightmares.

Just ask the Canton Board of Trustees. 
They held a hearing last Tuesday to 
decide w hether the P ilgrim  H ills 
subdivision should have city water. The . 
residents of the subdivision packed the 
meeting room at Canton Township Hall. 
The people we’re split almost evenly 
over the issue.

SADs — which, by the way, is an 
accurate acronym —- basically ask a pre- 
defined group o f residents to tax 
themselves in exchange for a service to 
that specific area. A petition is brought to 
the board or commission by the residents, 
where they decide whether the project is 
good for parties involved and the 
community. If the project is approved, 
the residents split the cost of the project. *• 
The local government then acts as a 
“general con tracto r,” seeking bids, 
making sure the project is done and 
billing the residents on their taxes. The 
project could involve street paving, 
installing lighting or, as in the case of 
Pilgrim Hills, running water mains into 
the subdivision.

Sounds simple enough. Sometimes the 
SADs are clear-cut, where all the parties “ 
involved want (or don’t want) to pay for

not that simple. ~

Unfortunately for the politicians, they 
often find themselves in the middle of 
these SADs. For them, it’s a lose-lose 
situation — and it’s one of the toughest 
decisions a community politician must 
make.

Take, for example, the situation at 
Pilgrim Hills. About half the residents of 
the subdivision are having a tough time 
with their water wells. The other half are 
not. When one of the residents of the sub 
circulated the petition to install water 
mains, 52.6 percent o f the residents 
affected voted in favor of the project, 
while 47.4 percent were against with a 
total of 76 lots affected by the SAD.

To install the water main and hook 
each home to the line would cost $15,000 
per lot. That cost would be split over a 
10-year period on the residents taxes for 
a $1,500 per year increase.

Is it worth it?
The board decided it was not. They 

voted 4-3 to turn down the SAD, even 
though the residents in favor comprised 
more’ than a majority.' • '  * ~ * * • ■ ’ *

It was a close vote. Canton Supervisor 
Tom Yack jokingly uses the example of 
neighbors sending pies across the streets 
to try and influence the vote. “It’s not 
easy to decide,” said Yack. “(SADs) pit 
neighbor against neighbor. It is not a 
decision we relish having to make at all.

“Any way you cut it, it’s a tax. My 
rule of thumb is that SADs should have 
more than a sim ple m ajority. There 
should be a ‘super m ajority ’ o f 60 
percent or more. I look for a 
preponderance of support.”

T rustee Phil La Joy said he voted 
against the SAD because of the money 
involved. “(The 52.6 percent) is a very 
narrow margin to spend that kind of 
money.”

Trustee Elaine Kirchgatter voted for 
the project. “We should let people know 
up front we want 60 percent if that’s the 
case,” she said, “but if I go to the polls 
for a school millage and the vote is 50.1 
percent, I pay the taxes.”

Kirchgatter’s comment brings up an 
° interesting point about SADs. The local

government has complete discretionary 
control over the fate of SADs. Even if a 
project receives 99 percent support, the 
local governmental unit can still deny the 
project.

Maybe that’s what makes SADs such 
a touch issue for local politicians.

Think about it. There were 76 lots 
involved in the Pilgrim Hills SAD. For 
the sake of argument, let’s say there are 
two registered Voters on each of those 76 
lots. Since 40 lots were for the project, 
that means 80 voters didn’t get their way.

SADs are one o f the few areas in 
which residents are directly involved in 
their local government. If they have a bad 
experience at their SAD hearing (i.e., 
don’t get their way), it’s the type of thing 
they will remember at the polls.

It’s a nightmare for a local politician. 
The seven Canton Trustees may have lost 
80 votes in one-evening— just for voting 
their conscience. r

I t ’s som ewhat unfortunate . The 
Canton Board of Trustees did a great job 
last Tuesday making sure both sides got 
their say. The vote was close, but they 
did what they fe lt was righ t for the 
community. They did their job — and for 
that, they may be punished at the polls.

Like it or not, SADs are heire to stay 
and as long as they are, they will 
continue to be one o f the toughest 
decisions a local lawmaker can make.

One group that is noticeably absent 
from the festiv ities is the Plym outh 
Community Chamber of Commerce.

In fact, many Old Village merchants 
feel the chamber is not doing enough to 
help increase business traffic in their 
neighborhood.

It’s time for the chamber to do their

part to help Old Village businesses.
There is not a single community event 

held in Old V illage. Fall Fest, the 
Plymouth International Ice Spectacular, 
the Music Festival and Art in the Park are 
all held in downtown Plymouth. The least 
organizers of these events could do is 
schedule some part of the festivals in Old 
Village. Why not hold part of the ice 
carving in Old Village? Why not place 
some Art in the Park and Fall Festival 
booths in Old Village? Unfortunately,

festivals and fairs seem to stretch only as 
far as Plymouth City Hall.

Although the chamber of commerce 
does not organize the events listed above, 
they do help promote them. They should 
exert pressure on the organizers of the 
events to include Old Village.

Even when the chamber does organize 
the events, they leave out Old Village. 
Old V illage businesses are not 
participants in events such as Midnight 
M adness and Sidew alk Sales. The 
chamber sponsored a Plymouth employee 
discount day last Sunday. Old Village 
businesses are invited to sign on to the 
chamber program, but of the 50 shops 
people who work in Plymouth could 
receive a discount from Sunday, only one 
business is located in Old Village. The 
list o f businesses where cham ber of 
com m erce g ift ce rtificates can be 
redeemed includes no Old Village shops.

If the Plymouth Community Chamber 
o f Commerce continues to leave Old 
V illage out in the cold, Old Village 
should put the money they pay in dues to 
better use by forming their own chamber 
of commerce — one that is responsive to 
their business needs.

Old Village is growing and prospering
