Plans developed to replace pavilion lost in 
devastating fire at Plymouth Township Park

The Plymouth Township Board of Trustees unanimously voted 

to advertise for bids for the reconstruction of the Plymouth 
Township Park pavilion at the Jan. 23 meeting.

The pavilion, built in 1979, was destroyed by fire Jan. 6. Police 
would like to question three suspects witnesses saw fleeing the 
scene to determine if the fire, started in the pavilion’s fireplace 
and two 55-gallon drums, was an arson or an accident.

Township Engineers Dietrich, Bailey and Associates, who 
designed the original structure, are preparing to solicit bids. 
Included in the approved motion was an award date of March 26 
and the expenditure of $7,500 for services related to construction, 
which is tentatively slated to begin April 15 and be completed 
Aug. 1, according to Township Engineer Michael J. Bailey.

The replacement of the structure is expected to cost more than 
$200,000; the township is liable for $11,000 of the cost, but that 
may change if the age and intent of the suspects becomes known.

More than 4,300 students and teachers 

were evacuated from Canton and Salem 
high schools Friday morning because of a 
bomb threat.

A bomb sniffing dog was brought in 
by the Michigan State Police, but no evi­
dence of a bomb was found in a search 
that al$o included Plym outh-Canton 
Educational Park Security, administrative 
staff, custodians and Canton Police, 
according to Salem Principal Gerald 
Ostoin and Canton Police Officer Lew 
Stevens.

According to Ostoin, there are no sus­
pects. “I couldn’t tell you who it is,” said 
Ostoin.

“We have police investigating, and I 
feel quite confident we’ll find out who’s 
responsible.”

Ostoin said that several of the approxi­
mately 15 prank phone calls recevied had 
been documented.

Students were evacuated at approxi­
mately 9 a.m., during second hour, and 
remained 40 feet away from the buildings 
for about 20 minutes. Ostoin said that is 
text book procedure. “Whenever we have 
students outside the building for whatever 
reason,” he said, “we tell them to stay 30 
to 40 feet away from the building.”

When students returned indoors, they 
stayed in their second hour classroom 
throughout third hour for precautionary 
reasons. In the threats, the caller had 
eluded to Phase Two, or the south end of 
Canton High School, which is full of 
activity in between periods. “We didn’t 
want them crossing campus until we were 
sure,” said Ostoin.

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P-C Schools unveil new tests

Gone are the days of number two pen­
cils, scantron sheets, multiple choice and 
an auditorium full of students sitting every 
other seat.

In are tests that include peer discussion, 
investigation, outlining, communicating 
and supporting evidence, and holistic scor­
ing.

At Monday night’s Plymouth-Canton 
School Board meeting, Executive Director 
of Instruction K-12 Tom Tattan unveiled 
the high school proficieny tests and fifth 
and eighth grade MEAP tests to school

board members.
The tests, which will be given the first 

two weeks of March after the school dis­
trict’s mid-winter break, are remarkably 
different from tests previously adminis­
tered. “It was multiple guessing,” Tattan 
said in refrence to the SAT test, “we all 
know that.”

Tattan said the new tests have not only 
changed in context, but also in presenta­
tion. “You can’t jam  kids into Salem 
Auditorium,” said Tattan, “and say, ‘Now 
talk about what you wrote.’ It’s not a good 
learning environment.”

Area Coordinators Mary Kay Frey, 
Jerry Morris and Sharon Strean presented 
overviews of the new testing methods in 
the high school proficiency tests for math, 
science and communication arts.

The most noticeable change in math 
testing: no longer is providing the correct 
numbers enough, students must also write 
an essay on how they came up with their 
answer. In science, Morris said, “The dif­
ference now between proficiency testing 
and former testing is they have to learn the 
important stuff and they have to put it into 
context.”

Morris called this HOTS, or Higher 
Order Learning Skills. In the communica­
tion arts, Strean said, students must reflect 
what they are learning, apply their knowl­
edge in a practical situation and make a 
connection among several passages, 
instead just answering individual questions 
for each story.

Tattan acknowledged the junior class 
was the “guinea-pig” class because they’ve 
haven’t had any experience with these 
types of tests. To help students, workshops 
will be held after school Feb. 12 and Feb. 
19.

Fifth and eighth graders also face new 
challenges in MEAP testing, according to 
teachers Kathy Harenda and Sheila Alles. 
The new tests will involve more writing, 
problem solving, critical thinking, and peer 
and open discussion. The test results will 
be scored holistically, with “Mature” and 
“Capable” as some of the scoring terms.

Associate Director for Research and 
Technology David Rodwell said students 
need to take the new tests seriously. “They

over which type of equipment should be 
purchased.

The Plymouth-Canton School Board 

may render a decision next month regard­
ing high school physical education 
requirements.

That decision will include considera­
tion over the required swim class, a prob­
lem since the school board instituted a 
test out option in the 1994-95 school year 
to try and allow students more options in 
choosing their curriculum.

The issue is scheduled to be placed on 
the Feb. 12 agenda.

P-C Schools Superintendent Charles 
Little strongly urged that physical educa­
tion remain a requirement. He said it

would be “ill-advised” not to require a 
full credit of physical education in stu­
dents’ curriculum. “A physically fit indi­
vidual is very desirable,” he said, “for 
their own good and for the collective 
good.”

Treasurer Michael Maloney said since 
the state requirements have changed — 
from a core curriculum to a model cur­
riculum — it would be a good idea to 
provide students and parents an opportu­
nity “to come to us and tell us what they 
think.”

The school board heard from many 
residents on the issue, including Tom 
Moshimer, who recently retired after

teaching in the district for 28 years. He 
said he was concerned about any idea to 
eliminate physical education from the 
curriculum, and that the swim class is 
excellent. “I would certainly request you 
don’t dilute that in any fashion,” he said.

Resident Carol Bollman suggested 
students should receive credit for extra 
curricular sports, which would increase 
curriculum options. Executive Director of 
Instruction K-12 Tom Tattan said that 
possibility was researched and a commit­
tee had recommended against it.

R esident Connie Reeder said she

thought the swim requirement should be 
dropped. “Physical education is like a 
break (from class) for these kids,” she 
said, “so let them take what they want.”

The plant, part of Ford Automotive 
Components Division, is using more than
6.75 million pounds of recycled bottle 
caps, plastic strapping and cotton bale 
wrap to produce air conditioner (A/C) 
and heater housings for 19 different 
North American built Ford cars and 
trucks. The plant uses a total of about 27'

million pounds of plastic annually.
“To help visualize how much recycled 

plastic we’re using, imagine four football 
fields filled with piastic bottle caps, waist 
deep,” said C liff Dawson, manager, 
Sheldon Road Plant.

“We’re excited about this because it’s 
a win-win situation for both the environ­
ment and Ford.”

Using the recycled plastic has created 
a savings exceeding $1 million per year 
at the plant. If not recycled by Ford, the 
plastic would have been headed for land­

“Our plant has been very active 
identifying and implementing recycl 
initiatives,” Dawson said.

Legal opinion sides with Canton decision on Cherry Hill PUD

A legal opinion sought by Canton 
advises that the municipality should not 
attempt to impose further new zoning 
regulations on the Cherry Hill Court 
Shopping Center because o f language in 
the original Cherry Hill PUD (Planned 
Unit Development) agreement.

The attorney’s opinion from the firm 
of Hemming, Polaczyk & Cronin was 
sought by the administration after resi­
dents of the Cherry Hill Orchards subdi­
vision raised two issues with the Canton 
Board of Trustees during debate over 
the proposal. (Site plan approval for the 
shopping center, which includes a super­
market and other retail lease space, was 
granted by the board on Dec. 12).

The subdivision residents asked the 
board to investigate w hether or not 
Canton could apply current zoning stan­
dards and requirements to the 23-year- 
old PUD agreement. More specifically, 
the curren t C -l zoning on the site, 
which does not allow a building the size 
o f the proposed superm arket (som e 
45,700 square feet). C-l zoning require­
ments at the time of the PUD did not 
impose such size limits.

The residents also felt that language 
in the “recital” part of the PUD agree­
ment referring to “adequate open space 
and improvements to circulation, light, 
air and service needs” provided the 
board with an opportunity to resist the 
project.

According to the legal opinion, any 
attempt to impose more recent and strict 
zoning development would violate para­
graph two of the PUD agreement that 
states, “subsequent enactm ents to or 
amendments of this zoning ordinance”

“without the consent of developer or 
their successors or assigns” and that the 
PUD will remain subject to the “stan­
dards and regu la tions upon w hich 
approval was based and to the terms of 
such ordinance existent on the date of 
such approval.”

The opinion states that there is “no 
legal basis upon which Canton could 
avoid or ignore this contractual provi­

sion.”
As for the “rec ita l” language, the 

legal opinion notes that such language is 
“interpreted merely as the general rea­
sons or rationale of the parties for enter­
ing into a contract” and is not binding 
“or the basis to consider a contract 
enforcement action on this issue.”

Through negotiations with Canton’s 
Planning Division staff, the developers 
of Cherry Hill Court made an effort to

design the project in accordance with 
the current regulations, said Canton 
Planner Jeff Goulet.

Cherry Hill Court Shopping Center is 
proposed to be located at the comer of 
Lilley and Cherry Hill roads. The pro­
ject has not yet gone through the permit­
ting process and is subject to state and 
local development regulations and any 
conditions recommended by both the 
Canton Planning Commission and staff.

Salem and Canton basketball teams nearly topped last year’s dra­
matic five overtime game in the Chiefs 65-64 overtime win Jan.

With the stands packed with fans on both sides of the gymna­
sium, it was the perfect setting for a classic high school basket­
ball game.

The liquor supply is drying up in Canton. The burgeoning community 
is down to their last liquor license, which, if  the current growth rate 
continues, w ill be gone in the next few  months.

A lth o u g h  m any w ou ld  argue C anton d o e s n ’t need  any m ore  
establishments selling liquor, the fact remains that without available 
liquor licenses, Canton growth will slow.

That’s where Canton Clerk Terry Bennett com es in. Bennett has 
single-handedly brought the liquor license issue to the attention to the 
public —  and possibly more importantly to the state legislature.

Bennett has lobbied the state legislature to release the Detroit liquor 
licenses currently held in escrow —  and she should be commended for 
her efforts.

Although the unnecessary politics involved in obtaining a liquor 
license in the State o f  Michigan may block Bennett’s efforts, her work 
has not gone unnoticed.

Canton m ight have several options to so lv e  the liquor licen se  
dilemma. They could undertake a mid-decade census, which would be 
costly  and m ight fa il. I f  the legislature loosen s its grip on resort 
licenses, Canton may gain. Although it’s a long shot, Canton might gain 
some licenses if  those currently held in escrow are released.

Regardless o f  the outcome, Canton has Bennett to look out for the 
community —  hopefully continuing Canton’s incredible expansion.
