Community focus government, the 
development of a community theater 
and the rebuilding of morality will be 
the main topics addressed by Canton 
Supervisor Tom Yack in his State of 
the Township speech at the Summit on 
the Park today at noon.

Yack will unveil plans to develop 
community focus government — simi­
lar to community policing.

“It will move services closer to the 
actual neighborhoods,” he said during 
an interview Tuesday. “We will pilot 
the program in 1996 and if everything 
goes as planned, we’ll implement it in 
1997.

“It’s an opportunity for staff mem­
bers to become involved in the com­
munity.”

Yack said plans are in the works to

design a theater for the community. 
“There is earnest planning for a the­
ater,” he said. “The plan is for a 400- 
450 seat community theater designed 
for local community theater and small 
performing groups.

“The board has made the commit­
ment to fund part of the theater pro­
ject.”

Yack said there are other options 
for the remainder of the project fund­
ing, including a partnership with busi­
ness or a local college or university.

Yack said he will also tackle com­
munity challenges during his speech.

“We need to think of what we can 
do to help turn the loss of morality 
standards around in our community,” 
he said. “We’ve had a group meeting 
for a year that has tried to develop a

Two Plymouth residents have admitted

Even though keeping the York Street 

railroad crossing open would cost the 
City of Plymouth approximately $60,000, 
residents who live near the crossing feel 
the money would be well spent

A small but vocal group of residents 
made th e ir opinion known to the 
Plymouth City Commission Monday dur­
ing a public hearing on whether to keep 
die York Street crossing open, or to close 
the crossing.

Under state order, the City must either 
pay half of the approximately $120,000 
needed to upgrade the crossing by adding 
gate arms and flashing warning lights. 
CSX would have to pay the other half of 
the upgrade. Or, the City could choose to 
close the crossing at virtually no cost. If 
the City chooses to close the crossing, 
CSX officials said they would install a 
rubberized crossing on either Mill or 
Starkweather streets. The rubberized 
crossing at Farmer Street cost the City 
approximately $18,000.

Ed Draugelis, who is representing 
William Godfrey, the landlord of Fairlane 
Furniture Restorers and Rokay Floral, 
said the unknown cost involved if the 
City goes ahead with the closing could be 
greater than the $60,000 cost.

Draugelis said that if  the crossing is 
closed, the businesses affected will have 
suffered an indirect cost. “There will be 
some unknown costs,” he said, “teat the 
Commission will ultimately have to pay.” 

Susan M artin, who lives near the 
crossing, said she is concerned over the 
closing. “If you do close it,” site said, “I 
concerned about the property value. Your 
just going to come down the street and 
ju st see these guard rails. T hat’s not 
going to be the most desirable situation.

“(With the cost difference between the 
two choices) I don’t know how we can 
convince you to keep it open.”

Martin also said if there is an emer­
gency, it will be more difficult for rescue 
crews to get to tee affected areas.

Harvey Plas said tee crossing is dan­
gerous and should be closed.

“I think the whole set up is a safety

Wastier, 51, was treated at St. Mary 
Hospital in Livonia and released, Jarvis 
said.

The accident occurred at 4:13 p.m., 
according to Jarvis. “The red Dodge 
Caravan was going south and the Tracer 
was traveling north,” said Jarvis, “when the 
Tracer lost control, skidded sideways into 
oncoming traffic and was struck by the 
Caravan.”

The impact of the two vehicles nearly 
split the Tracer in half, exposing the entire 
driver’s side of the car to the pavement. 
Plymouth Township Police, City of 
Plymouth Police, Plymouth Community 
Fire Department and Huron Valley 
Ambulance were called to the scene, forc­
ing Sheldon Road to be closed to traffic for 
more than two hours.

Jarvis said the investigation was ongo­
ing, and that he was unsure if alcohol, speed 
or any other contributing factors were 
involved. “We’re still in the process of talk­
ing to witnesses,” he said, “and waiting for 
the toxicology report from the medical 
examiner.”

A beer bottle was taken from the Tracer, 
but Jarvis didn’t know if it had been recent­
ly consumed. “We don’t know for sure yet,” 
he said. “I don’t know if  it was sealed, 
opened or empty.”

Jarvis also could not explain why hun­
dreds of newspapers were scattered across 
the accident scene.

today. Doyle, who was a 1988 Salem High 
School graduate, is survived by her hus­
band, Joseph; mother, Julia Jones; sister, 
Julie Jones; brother, Frederick; and uncles, 
James and Sam Amar.

Finally — simulcasting will begin today 

at Northville Downs.
“W e’re anxious,” said D irector of 

Operations Lou Carlo, “and ready to get 
going.”

Northville Downs will open at 11:30 
a.m.

The Horse Racing Law of 1995, which 
was two years in the making, was signed by 
Gov. John Engler last month, permitting 
Michigan’s horse racing venues to have 
unlimited simulcasting. Northville Downs 
had tentatively planned to begin simulcast­
ing Jan. 19, and then Feb, 2, but it was 
delayed by a court case and building prepa­
rations.

Now that the court case with the 
Michigan Harness Horseman’s Association 
(MHHA) has been settled, and audio and 
video equipment have been installed, 
Northville Downs is ready to go. Carlo said 
he didn’t know what kind of crowd to 
expect. “I wouldn’t venture a guess,” he 
said.

Office of the Racing Commissioner 
Secretary Kenn Christopher said if the suc­
cess of simulcasting at Ladbroke DRC, 
which handled $118,000 Saturday, is any 
indication, Northville Downs can expect a 
good crowd. “Everyone got excited once 
Ladbroke got going,” Christopher said.

The upbeat atmosphere is a welcome 
change of pace at Northville Downs, which 
has suffered low attendance since the open­
ing of Casino Windsor more than two years

ago. In addition to the financial hardships, 
Northville Downs recently endured a legal 
struggle with the MHHA.

Last month, the MHHA filed  suit 
against the Office of the Racing 
Commissioner, the Michigan Pari-Mutuel 
Harness Association (MPHA) and 
Northville Downs claiming it was still 
under contract with the race track, which 
had signed a deal with the MPHA. The 
MHHA also claimed Northville Downs was 
operating illegally without a contract with a 
certified horseman’s group., since State 
Racing Commissioner Nelson Westrin had 
not approved the MPHA. Westrin later 
denied The MPHA’s application for regis­
tration and certification as a certified horse­
man’s organization. “From what I under­
stand,” said Christopher, “they (MPHA) 
were lacking such things as an office, by 
laws, they didn’t have insurance.”

Westrin released a report that listed 10 
reasons why he denied the MPHA 
approval, including no office, no telephone 
number and a lack of credible evidence to 
support claims it can supply an adequate 
amount of horses for racing. “I really don’t 
want to comment on that,” Carlo said 
about Westrin’s ruling. “That scene will 
play out over the next year. We’re just real­
ly trying to get simulcasting going. I may 
have signed a contract with MPHA, but 
they did some major cleansing of the 
MHHA. They scored some major points.” 

Northville Downs is under contract with 
MHHA for three years.

What started off as little more than a few college students’ ideas several years ago, may 

soon become a reality for the residents and business owners in the Ann Arbor Road Corridor.
Plymouth Township and City of Plymouth officials have been working full steam to get 

the recommendations for improvements underway, said Jim Anulewicz, Plymouth Township 
director of Public Services.

“It’s been a long process,” said Anulewicz. “It started when we brought in some university 
students. We gave them an overview of existing conditions and they went from there.”

Anulewicz said that the township then brought in a team of professionals for a one-day 
analysis of die students’ information.

“They analyzed the corridor and then made specific recommendations to us,” he said. ‘The 
number one thing is that they recommend we proceed with the joint zoning district.”

Anulewicz said that the joint zoning district, where the City and the Township would 
develop a uniform set of zoning regulations, is essential for that area.

“There has to be recognition, and I think there is, that an interface is needed,” said 
Anulewicz. “We have to arrive at a joint plan of action. This is going to be a very beneficial 
action.”

Why is the joint zoning district so important?
“There are some real highlights to that area,” said Anulewicz. “But there are also some 

areas that are in real trouble. They need to be fixed immediately.
“I relate it with this story: ’You have a small spot of cancer on your arm — you don’t want 

to do it — it’ll be painful — but if you don’t remove it that cancer will spread’.”
According to Anulewicz, one of the major problems is along Ann Arbor Road between 

Main Street and Sheldon Road.
“For a community to be successful, you need to have at least 300 feet of frontage depth,” 

he said. “We have between 150 and 200 feet now.”
A joint meeting between both the township and City planning commissions is currently 

being planned to discuss the matter.
Anulewicz said he hopes the residents and business owners in the area will become 

involved in the process.
, “We’re in the process — a draft was produced and given to the (Plymouth) Chamber of 
Commerce for their input,” he said. “We want to arrive at an environment that is esthetically 
pleasing,,recognizes the standards of the community and at the same time, is an asset to area 
business owners.”

According to Fran Toney, executive director of the chamber, the process is moving along 
well.

“The process is coming along really nicely,” said Toney. “The ordinance (joint zoning dis­
trict) has already been drafted.

“The excitement has been watching the transformation. I was told that this is the first time 
in the state that two separate entities have come together to make one ordinance.”

Anulewicz said that the ordinance will be implemented as soon as the public hearing and 
the boards (both City and township) have discussed and approved the plan. “We’ll proceed 
with the adoption as soon as possible,” said Anulewicz.

Township residents of the corridor may find that some of the corridor changes that will 
affect them may include the paving of several of the residential streets surrounded by Ann 
Arbor Road, Main Street, Joy and Sheldon roads, as well as several closures of those streets.

“One of the reasons we’re looking at the closures is we feel a struggle with cut-through 
traffic to Joy Road (and vice versa) right now,” said Anulewicz. “If we block that off it will 
cut down that cut-through traffic.”

Plymouth Township Police have arrested 

four individuals in connection with a Jan. 25 
home invasion in Westbriar subdivision, 
located in the southwestern part of the town­
ship.

According to police, Plymouth Township 
resident Jennifer Archbold, 17; Wixom resi­
dent Glen Melow, 21; Northville resident 
Aaron Sieoff, 23; and Plymouth resident 
Steven Berg, 20, were arraigned on charges 
of second degree home invasion, and receiv­
ing and conceding stolen property.

The suspects are accused of stealing 
approximately $2,000 in items from 
Archbold’s mother’s house. The combined 
charges could send the suspects to jail for 20 
years, in addition to a $3,000 fine. The sus­
pects will appear in 35th District Court 
Friday.

The incident occurred between 7:30 a.m. 
and 3:20 p.m. When Archbold’s mother 
returned home, she noticed the family safe

was missing, Rapson said. “The daughter, 
who was living at home,” Rapson said, “was 
also nowhere to be found.”

Archbold’s mother soon noticed credit 
cards, alcohol, a cam corder, watch, a gold 
ring and some family portrait books were 
also missing, Rapson said. While police were 
taking the report, “the complainant received a 
phone call from JC Penny,” said Rapson. 
“The Westland Mall police were asking if the 
daughter had permission to use her credit 
card at JC Penny. The mother said, ‘No’.” 

Rapson said Westland Mall security held 
Archbold until police arrived. “Then in inter­
viewing with her,” said Rapson, “she admit­
ted being part of the home invasion with the 
three other suspects. We brought them in for 
an interview and arrested them.”

Rapson said all of the stolen items were 
recovered. Despite the relationship between 
the complainant and Archbold, Rapson said, 
Archbold will face charges. “She wants equal 
punishment,” Rapson said.

Ordinance violators beware.
The Plymouth City Commission passed 

the first reading of a municipal civil infrac­
tions ordinance, which will give the City 
the power to criminally enforce ordinances.

Although the City will add teeth to its 
ordinance enforcement power, City 
Building Official Jim Penn said they hope 
they won’t have to use it.

“The procedure will stay the same,” he 
said. ‘Two notices will be given before a 
violation is issued.”

Penn said the cost of breaking a City 
ordinance will also deter violators. The first 
violation is $50; the second is $250; and the 
third is $500. “This will really help us with 
sign enforcement,” he said. “It will allow us 
to get the repeat offenders — the ones who

are just skirting the law.”
City Attorney Donald Morgan said the 

system will allow for three alternatives. One 
is to write a misdemeanor ticket (the current 
situation). Another course of action would 
be to issue a violation notice and a third 
would be to issue a citation. Morgan said 
the rights of the accused would remain 
under the municipal civil infractions ordi­
nance. “This ordinance provides for effec­
tive enforcement,” he said, “and still allows 
for the rights (of those charged).”

One of the main differences under the 
municipal civil infractions ordinance would 
be to give district court judges the power to 
issue in injunction. “In the past, this has 
been a difficult procedure,” said Morgan. 
“Now, a local district court judge can issue 
and monitor injunctions.”

If the bomb threats at the Plymouth- 

Canton Educational Park (PCEP) Jan. 26 
were intended as a prank, the suspects 
aren’t laughing anymore.

David Scott Sowers, an 18-year-old 
Canton resident, was arraigned Monday at 
the 35th District Court for the charge of 
malicious use of the telephone to make 
threats, i.e. bomb threats. Judge John 
MacDonald set the bond at $5,000. Sowers 
was then taken to the Dickerson Facility, 
Wayne County’s newest jail, in 
Hamtramck. Canton Police are also ques­
tioning another individual in connection 
with approximately 15 phone calls placed to 
the PCEP that forced students to be evacu­
ated for more than 20 minutes as an exten­
sive search was performed by police, PCEP 
security, administrators and custodians. 
Michigan State Police were also called for 
assistance.

“We will be seeking charges shortly,”

said Officer Lew Stevens.
“We plan to prosecute these individuals 

under the full extent of the law,” said Ken 
Jacobs, area coordinator for PCEP security.

Stevens said the suspect was over 17, 
and will be charged as an adult, but he did 
not know the suspect’s residency or intent. 
“I have no idea,” Stevens said.

Sowers and the other suspect face 90- 
day misdemeanor sentences for their 
actions, Stevens said. The suspects were 
caught after PCEP security received a tip. 
“Someone told high school security,” said 
Stevens, “someone told them a name.” 

“The individuals were identified as a 
result of an extensive investigation,” said 
Jacobs, “that included the cooperative 
efforts of the Canton Township Police, 
school officials and the district’s sophisti­
cated phone system.”

There was also a bomb threat on Bus 66 
Jan. 29. No bomb was found and the inci­
dent remains under investigation.

Although the addition o f a Super K-Mart, the possible expansion o f  
Kroger into a new store at the com er o f  Ford and Canton Center roads 
and a Sears major expansion in the former F&M building will adversely 
affect som e residents in  neighboring com m unities, it w ill add to 
Canton’s retail base.

Canton officials have a tough job ahead o f  them. They must balance 
the draw o f new retail centers with the demands o f  the residents o f the 
community.

T h e d e c is io n s  m ade by C a n to n ’s lea d ers  w il l  a f fe c t  m any  
gen eration s. I f  the proper path is  fo llo w e d , C anton w ill  have a 
proportional blend o f retail and residential development. If  the wrong 
path is follow ed, the effects could be devastating. Examples o f  poor 
planning line the Ford Road corridor.

The time is now to plan for the future o f  Canton’s retail development. 
I f  C anton resid en ts  fo rce  the to w n sh ip  to adopt a “p u ll up the  
drawbridge” philosophy, they w ill only hurt all consumers --*■*> and job­
seekers.

In general, Canton’s retail base is showing positive growth and signs 
o f better community service.
