Amentech is learmng that competmon goes both ‘ways in therr cable battle
with Continental Cablevision.

Unfortunately, the cable customers in The Plymouth Canton-Northvrlle
Community are the ones who could suffer. .

Ameritech, and its cable division Americast, filed a complamt Tast Wednesday

| with the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) charging Continental ‘

Cablevision and Home Box Office with unlawfully denymg consumers access to
HBO and Cinemax programming.

- Americast desperately wants to offer HBO and Cmemax to its customers when
the cable system goes on line in the community this summer.

But here’s where the Ameritech complaint begins. Continental Cablev1s1on

allegedly has an exclusive agreement with the popular movie channel preventing |
« | the licensing of HBO and Cinemax to any competitor of Continental that builds a .

wired cable system. (Contmental declined to discuss its contract).

When the Cable Act of 1992 was passed by Congress, exclusive contracts
were outlawed, but they agreed to “grandfather” any contracts signed before June
1, 1990. Americast claims that because Continental purchased Omnicom’s cable
system after the June 1, 1990 cut-off, the contract does not apply to these former
Omnicom properties.

In a terse response statement, Contmental said Amentech’s clarms have no

legal merit. “We will provide the FCC with whatever information it requires to
| confirm the facts of the matter,” the news release said, “but we do not intend to
| discuss our HBO contract publicly as its terms are proprietary.” -

The cable consortium, which includes Plymouth, Plymouth Township,
Northville and Canton, granted Continental a franchise agreement (Northville
| Township came to a separate agreement). If the points agreed upon in those

contracts aren’t lived up to, the consortium commumtres could just as easrly take

away the franchises. .

The communities must tread carefully Even though the communities grant the
- | right to operate the franchises, it must not appear they are taking the side of one
‘| company over the next. It’s admirable to strive for an “equal playing field” for all
| cable compames, but it is wrong to favor one provider over another.
| The speed in which the Ameritech franchise was granted as compared to the
Omnicom/Continental should be noted. Ameritech’s contract was signed in a

-matter of months, whrle Ommcom/Contmental battled through years of :

negotiations. .
Was the best deal struck by the local commumtres boards in thelr haste?
 Now it seems as if the consortium communities are carrying the ball for

Ameritech once agam Instead, they should look out for the best of the cable |

consumers by pressuring Continental, but not sit in Ameritech’s corner.

The consortium communities should pressure Continental to allow Amencast ‘

the right to bargam with HBO and Cinemax.

The bickering is somewhat ironic. After all, Amentech battled for years to -

keep a stranglehold on some of their services, mcludmg pubhshmg telephone
books. Now they’re on the other side of the fence.

But in this case, they are right. Amencast should havethe nght to negotrate for 1

HBO and Cinemax services.
