“A nybody can  
com e to either o f  those tw o dates, p laces,” P-C  
S c h o o l B oard P resid en t D a v id  A rtley  asked  
E xecutive Director o f  Research and Technology  
D avid  R odw ell, “and talk about any o f  the spe­
c ific  item s, offer any ideas, offer any additional 
facts and any special situations, etc.?”

That is correct,” R odw ell said. “This is an 
opportunity for us to system atically listen to the 
com m unity and their concerns regarding these 
proposals.

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Cops catch trio suspected of 
robbing Wilcox Road bank

H ours after the C om erica B ank branch on  W ilcox  R oad w as  

held  up on Friday, Plym outh T ow nship  P o lice  C h ief Carl Berry 
asked Sgt. Jim  Jarvis for the p o lice  report on  the bank robbery.

“W hich one?” Jarvis said  jok ingly .
That’s because four armed robberies h ave occurred since the 

beginning o f  the year, three o f  them  at banks. Just three armed 
robberies w ere reported for a ll o f  1995.

Tow nship P o lice  are trying to  find  the reason for the crim e 
surge.

“Som e o f  these peop le have w orked in  the area,” Berry said. 
A  k n o w led g e  o f  T he P lym ou th -C an ton  C om m unity , and its  
easy  access to  1-96, m ay tem pt som e w ou ld -b e crim inals into  
thinking the Township is  an easy  mark, h e  said.

B ut it  didn’t work for D onald  L am ont L ew is and D w annie  
W ines III. L ivonia P olice caught the tw o  D etroit residents w ith­
in  2 0  m inutes after the robbery took  p lace, as they w ere driving 
eastbound on 1-96. L ew is and W ines jum ped out o f  the getaw ay  
car and fled  in to  a D etroit neighborhood w here po lice  nabbed  
them , said FB I Special A gen t Terry B ooth .

T om m ie L ee  B ook er, the third su sp ect w h o  a lso  liv e s  in  
D etroit, w as arrested Saturday. B ooker, 2 6 , w as taken in to  cus­
tody by D etroit P olice  w hen he tried to report the getaw ay car 
as stolen.

T he three w ere charged w ith f iv e  counts o f  armed bank rob­
bery and u se  o f  a  firearm during a  federal crim e o f  v io len ce  at 
their arraignment on Saturday at U .S . D istrict Court in  Detroit. 
T hey w ere remanded w ithout bond to  the W ayne C ounty Jail in

Detroit.
H ere’s the po lice  version  o f  w hat happened: Shortly before  

10:30 a .m ., W in es, 2 6 , and L e w is , 2 2 , a lleg ed ly  entered  the  
bank, w hich  is  in the northeastern section  o f  the T ow nship near 
Haggerty Road. One robbery suspect w as w earing a w hite sur­
g ica l m ask  and the other w a s arm ed. O ne ju m p ed  o v er  the  
counter, y e ll in g  at the te llers  and th e  tw o  cu sto m ers  to  get  
dow n, p o lice  said.

T hey retrieved an undisclosed  am ount o f  cash , p o lice  said, 
and as they w ere leaving, said: “T hank you . H ave a n ice  day 
ladies.”

Berry said T ow nship P o lice  officers have a plan to  elim inate  
the armed robberies.

“Just w hat w e ’v e  been doing —  catch  them  very quickly  so  
they understand that w e  have a  very qu ick  response,” he said.

H e credited the efforts o f  the L ivon ia  P o lice  D epartm ent and 
the FBI in  catching the bank robbers.

T here have been  a series o f  robberies s in ce  th e  n ew  year  
began.

A  Standard Federal bank branch w as robbed on  Jan. 5 and 
robbers sto le  cash from  a branch o f  First o f  A m erica  on Feb. 
26. T w o days earlier, a w om an delivering  $2 2  w orth o f  Hungry 
H ow ie’s p izza w as robbed in  the T ow nship.

“W e’v e  d efin ite ly  seen  an in crease  in  suburban bank rob­
beries,” B ooth  said.

“I h ave n o  idea w hy. I w ish  I had the answ er b ecau se  w e  
could  probably find the solution and put an end to  them .”

Shapona said  she w ill still stay active 
in  the com m unity.

T h at’s b eca u se  the  
fo rm er  e d u c a to r  w a n te d  to  e n su r e  it  
w ould  be e a s ily  a cce ss ib le  to  students. 
About 4 ,000  v isit the m useum  every year, 
Stewart said.

“T he sch o o l ch ildren  c lo se  b y  cou ld  
use it and not have to go  to a library or a 
university,” Petz said.

Included  in  the c o lle c tio n  is  a b ook  
L in c o ln  read  w h e n  h e  w a s a  ch ild ; a 
photo o f  John W ilk es B ooth , the presi­
dent’s assassin; and a lock  o f  L incoln’s 
hair that w as snipped on the day o f  his 
death.

S o  Margaret D unning, w h ose  m other  
w as a charter m em ber o f  the P lym outh  
H istorical Society , decided  to  build  one  
herself. It was finished in  1974. She said  
she wanted to honor her parents and the 
City she calls home.

“I hope it w ill continue to  contribute  
to enough lives in  the com m unity and it 
w ill  en r ic h  th e  l iv e s  o f  o th e r s ,” sa id  
D u n n in g , w h o  m o v ed  to  P ly m o u th  in  
1926 and is  a current m em ber o f  the h is­
torical society.

It to o k  an o th er  tw o  y e a r s , S tew a rt  
said , to  replicate a street o f  shops from  
c e n tu r ie s  a g o  that h o u se  m o s t  o f  th e  
m u s e u m ’ s c o l l e c t io n .  T h e  b u ild in g  
opened to the public on  Feb. 1 4 ,1 9 7 6 .

“It’s different than a lo t o f  other p laces 
—  like som e m useum s you  g o  in and it’s 
th e  sam e d u sty  th in g  year  after  year ,” 
said Grace V an D yke, w ho has been  vol­
unteering at the m useum  for e igh t years.

The m useum  boasts about 15,000 v isi­
tors each  year and m ore than 25 active  
volunteers. D ie  historical society , w hich  
acts as an advisory board to the m useum , 
has 500  mem bers.

Getting down to business

It’s going to take a little renovation to turn a B ig B oy into a 

Misty Duck.
D avid Khoury, ow ner o f  D am on’s Clubhouse-The P lace For 

R ibs, in Canton, has announced plans to open the M isty D uck  
Bistro just down the road. “It’s the old B ig Boy I closed D ec. 3,” 
said Khoury. “I opened it in 1976. I ’ve been a franchisee since  
then, and now  I’ve decided to go  in a little different direction.”

The M isty Duck Bistro, which should be open for business June 
1, w ill  f i l l  a v o id  in the b oom in g  C anton restaurant s c e n e , 
a cco rd in g  to  K houry . “A s w e a ll know  th ere’ s qu ite  a few  
restaurants in Canton,” said Khoury, “especially on the Ford Road 
strip. There’s a lot o f  restaurants to go to. But I think w e’ve settled 
on a restaurant that’s going to fit a niche. That is: formal dining at 
casual prices. W e’re going to have music during the week. It w ill 
have a fireplace. It w ill have an upscale look, heavy in decor and 
ambience.”

There w ill also be a small bar and lounge area in the restaurant. 
W hile the M isty Duck w ill be 80 percent non-sm oking, Khoury 
said he w ill add to the restaurant’s originality by having cigar­
sm oking  parties. “W e are p lanning on having  c igar-sm oking  
p arties,” he sa id , “b ecau se  a lo t o f  c igar  sm okers are b ein g  
discriminated against. W e’ll probably have it once a quarter. W e’ll 
have a fixed menu, probably steak. It’ll be a full course meal with 
a s e le c t io n  o f  f in e  c ig a r s . W e ’l l  a llo w  sm o k in g  p ro b a b ly  
throughout the entire restaurant It’ll be a set price for the entire 
evening.”

O f course, all the special events and novelties in the w orld  
wouldn’t make a restaurant successful if  it weren’t for the food.

And Khoury believes he has assem bled a management team, 
E x e c u tiv e  C h e f Brad K im elm an  and G eneral M anager B ill

Khoury, that w ill m eet his high standards o f  restauranting. “Brad 
co m es  here w ith  h igh  r ev ie w s from  (D etro it Sunday Journal 
Restaurant Critic) M olly Abraham,” said Khoury.

The menu w ill consist o f  fresh fish flown in tw ice a w eek  from  
the w est and east coasts, homem ade soups, steaks, pastas and w ild  
gam e. K houry’s favorite? “A tlan tic  salm on wrapped in grape 
leaves with herbs and spices,” he said.

T o wash it all down, Khoury w ill serve dom estic and imported 
w ines w hile musical entertainment soothes full stomachs. “W e’re 
going to  have m usic,” Khoury said. “W e’ll have jazz a couple  
nights a w eek, country, just m usic, you know; m aybe hit tunes 
from Broadway. W e might even entertain having high school jazz  
bands, blue grass. W e’re going to be very flexib le and g ive  the 
Canton people what they want.”

That’s the approach an owner has to take, Khoury said, when  
you’re trying to make a living along the commercial haven o f  Ford 
Road. “The Ford Road corridor, the competition on Ford Road,” 
Khoury said, “is very tough. B ut i f  you have the right concept to 
com pete, the com petition  is an enhancem ent to your bu sin ess, 
because what it does is provide a reason to bring people to.”

And Khoury should know, he’s been at it for 20  years —  and 
w ill probably be at it for many decades to com e.

A  franchisee for Dam on’s, Khoury has plans to open six more 
locations to add to his Canton outlet. It’s a possibility the M isty  
D uck Bistro could fly  to other locations as w ell. On his w ay to a 
storied career, Khoury is satisfied with the methods he has used to 
attain h is progress. “The secret to su ccess  is , I th ink, fin d in g  
quality people to be part o f  your organization,” said Khoury. “And 
give them the opportunity for growth, and the atmosphere to work 
in, and responsib ilities that g ive  them  opportunities to d evelop  
their ow n skills.”

A  cup o f  coffee, a conversation and a 
dream.

“One o f  these days,” a young George 
M artucci sa id  to a frien d  in  the early  
1960s, “I ’m going to get into the pizza  
business.”

N o doubt to the delight o f  pizza lovers 
in  T he P lym outh-C anton  C om m unity , 
M artu cc i m ade h is  dream  c o m e  true  
when he opened Gino’s Pizza, which w ill 
c e le b r a te  it s  3 0 th  a n n iv e r sa r y  in  
Plym outh T ow nship on M arch 20 . It is 
the o ld est p izzer ia  w ith  one ow n er in  
Plym outh. “I’m happy,” said M artucci. 
“I’ve been here the longest, and I hope I 
stay.”

And to think this long-tim e purveyor 
o f  pizza m ight still be serving co ffee  to 
his w earied custom ers at a Farm ington  
truck stop. That’s where Martucci was in 
the early 1960s when he was keeping an 
accountant friend  com pany during h is  
coffee break. “I said, ‘One o f  these days, 
I’m going to get into the pizza business, 
and then he said one o f  h is c lients had 
three p izza places,” Martucci said, “and 
he was looking to sell one o f  his stores. 
And I said, ‘I f  you think it’s a good deal.’ 
And he said, ‘You have to be there every  
day. Y ou can’t be an absentee owner’.”

M artucci m ade the com m itm ent, and

o p e n e d  G in o ’ s in  D e tr o it  in  1 9 6 1 . 
Martucci cam e to his current location on 
Ann Arbor Trail betw een Haggerty and I- 
275 five years later when a friend’s father 

P ly m o u th  
Township was a little different then, but 
as m uch as it’s changed, it’s stayed the 
sam e. “There were no houses out here, no 
e x p r e s s w a y s ,” sa id  M a rtu cc i, 
r e c o l le c t in g .  “ B u t a lo t  o f  th e  sam e  
p e o p le  c a m e  in , o n ly  th e ir  k id s  are  
com ing in now  too.”

W hat isn ’t the sam e is the competition  
—  there’s a lot more o f  it. But Martucci

b e liev es his fam ily-run b u sin ess has —  
and w ill continue —  to prosper because  
o f  the preparation and ingred ients each  
p iz z a  r e c e iv e s .  “T h ere  is  a lo t  m o re  
com petition ,” said M artucci, “and a lso , 
th e  p e o p le  are c h a n g in g  to d a y . T h ey  
d on’t b e liev e  all that stuff: ‘T his is  for  
free, or tw o for on e...’ I d on ’t do that. I 
don’t offer coupons. I buy the best. I sell 
the best.”

P eople have noticed —  including the 
c o m p e t it io n . “ I ’v e  d e liv e r e d  to  o th er  
pizza p laces in Plym outh,” M artucci said. 
“T h e y ’ll  c a ll  and order. A n d  I ’ ll  a sk  
them , ‘Can the deliyery guy com e in  the 
b a c k  d o o r , b e c a u s e  h e ’ s a l i t t l e  
em b arrassed .’ A nd th ey  sa id , ‘O h, w e  
don’t care’.”

M aybe it’s the hom em ade dough , or 
the fresh California tom atoes, or having  
cow orkers, such as store m anager Jerry 
H ill, w ho are a lso  c lo se  friends. “H e ’s 
helped build G ino’s to what it is today,” 
Martucci said o f  Hill.

W hatever the reason, M artucci, w ho is 
a lso  k n ow n  b y  h is  b u s in e ss  nam e (“ I 
a lw ays te ll them  it’s m y stage nam e”), 
has been successful in Plym outh, and he 
is grateful for his success.

The Plymouth-Canton Community is known for community festivals 

and the school system. Soon it may become known as “Industrial Park 
Central.”

Many may have noticed all the new homes being built in Plymouth 
Township and Canton, but mammoth industrial park construction has gone 
on virtually unnoticed.

According to Jim Anulewicz, the director of public services for the 
Township, the reason the development of these parks has been so quiet is 
location.

“When the expressway first came through the township, it was upsetting 
to see the community cut in half,” said Anulewicz. “But we took 
advantage of the expressway.

“On the north side we concentrated on building up industry.”
Anulewicz said there are many reasons that developers are enticed by 

the township.
“It’s an excellent location with easy access to the expressway and it’s a 

short distance to the airport and to major Michigan universities,” he said. 
“Our community also has a master plan that is well planned out. We have 
a philosophy of enforcement to protect our residents, ensuring separations 
and protecting business and high technology.”

Another reason businesses decide to make this community their home 
has to do with a skilled and plentiful work force, according to Anulewicz.

“Now they (business) have an opportunity for their employees to 
choose a nice environment to work in and live in a nice community,” he
said.

Anulewicz said that many Township residents have expressed shock at 
how many businesses make this community their home.

“We’ll have people come to the Department of Public Service Building 
shocked,” he said. “They never realized how much industry and high 
technology there is here or how nice it is.”

While the Township makes a good home for these parks, Anulewicz 
said, the Township reaps many benefits from the businesses.

“Beyond obviously taxes, from my perspective, you’ll find that 
communities that are successful have a good mixture of commercial and 
residential. Show me a community that doesn’t have that and I’ll show 
you a community that isn’t successful,” he said.

He added that these businesses and corporations have made sincere 
efforts to help the community.

“These businesses want to be good corporate residents,” said  
Anulewicz. “They are making a commitment to make this community 
better.”

Crier reporter has sa lu ted  labor for p a s t 8 m onths on p icket line

On m y th ird  day as th e  n ew est s ta ff  w riter  of The 
Community Crier, I m et Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl 
Berry.

He was nice enough, until I told him my true identity: I was 
one of those striking newspaper workers, a reporter at The 
Detroit News.

His sm ile faded. H is eyes narrowed. “Well, you know, I’m 
suing the unions,” Berry said.

He began to detail the violence he said was committed by 
union members striking at the newspaper distribution plant off 
Sheldon Road. Some of the lighter infractions were vandalism, 
pushing and shoving, and shouting things that would make an 
18-year-old boy blush.

“1 don’t care if it’s the newspapers or the unions,” Berry said. 
‘They broke the law.”

What could I say? The chief was probably right. But those 
incidents aren’t just violent. They’re acts of frustration, lack of 
power.

Exactly eight m onths ago today, I .walked off the job with  
2,500 other union workers. I left my $40,000-a-year salary, 
fabulous Blue Cross-Blue Shield benefits and the job security 
and prestige of writing for a major metropolitan newspaper.

Walking the  Line

It’s been the worst eight months of my life.
I was visiting my parents on the east coast when the strike 

vote was taken last July. I probably wouldn’t have voted for it. I 
liked my job and I was treated well. Frankly, newspapers aren’t  
exactly a growth industry. A strike won’t improve the long-term  
prospects.

But when the word came, the picketing began and the labor 
dispute got ugly, I knew I was out for the duration.

Crossing a picket line taints you. It shows you can be bought. 
What kind of a reporter has no integrity? I didn’t  want to go on 
strike, but that’s hot enough of a reason to betray the majority 
who did.

Such views don’t pay the rent.
At the beginning of the strike, I did some freelance writing. 

Then I em ptied my credit union savings account. I sold my 
company stock two months later to pay my student loans. My 
savings bonds were cashed in last November.

Working at The News gave me my first opportunity to build a 
savings account. After seven m onths on strike, $10,000 was 
gone.

W hen m y sa y in g s b eg a n  to  d isap p ear, I gave up m y 
apartment and moved my furniture to my parent’s garage in 
New Jersey. I commuted back to M ichigan — driving 10 hours 
one way and sleeping on friends’ couches twice a m onth for 
four months — to earn my $160 strike benefits.

Now I’m back again. I’m writing more freelance stories. I go 
to the food bank every Saturday. And The Crier w as good 
enough to give me a job — at a substantial pay cut.

So when my editor told me th is special section was called  
“Salute to Labor,” I realized why I was asked to write a column. 
Saluting labor is what I’ve been doing for almost a year.

In state team competition last Friday at Troy, the Chiefs fin­
ished in second place, with Holland the only team ahead of them. 
Canton finished with 141.85 points to Holland’s 144.85. Gilles 
contributed her part by finishing with a school record 37.85 in the 
all around.

Canton had a shot to. beat Holland and was leading after two 
events, but a Holland gymnast received a 9.8 on the vault that 
swung things back their way.

“We had an excellent day, it’s like winning. We thought we 
could win, the only wrinkle was that Holland needed to have a 
bad day and we had to have a great day,” Canton coach John 
Cunningham said.

Cunningham found satisfaction in beating a tough Northville 
team by 0.5 points, and beating the second-ranked team in the 
state, Rochester Adams, by a point. He also enjoyed doing so 
well with his team when Holland and Northville have many more 
Division I gymnasts.

Individually in Division II, Brie Wall finished the all around in 
10th place with 35.2 points and Kim Nowak finished in 15th 
place with 34.7 points. On the beam, Wall was fifth with an 8.95 
and Nowak was eighth with an 8.8. On the bars Nowak was 17th 
with an 8.55, on the vault Wall and Nowak were 17th with an 
8.75. On the floor, Wall was seventh with a 9.1, Nowak was 14th

with a 9.0, and Brooke Larson was 18th with an 8.95.
Along with the team success, Cunningham learned he will 

receive the M ichigan High School Coaches and Judges 
Association Coach of the Year award for the second consecutive 
year.

“This was from a combination of really good kids and atti­
tudes all year. It’s the team that rewards the coach,” Cunningham 
said.

10th, 11th, or 12th at the state team competition last Friday, con­
sidering the rankings of the teams she was competing against.

The Rocks ended up with 135.85 points, behind Holt and in" 
front of Troy.

In the Division I individual competition last Saturday, Kristen 
Kosik finished the all-around a strong seventh with 36 points as 
Brooke Kilby was 24th with 33.55 points. On the floor Kosik was 
fourth with a 9.35, on the beam she was 11th with an 8.85 and on 
the vault she was fifth with a 9.0. On the bars Kosik was 10th 
with an 8.8 and Kilby was 21st with an 8.5.

In Division II Zoe Yockey finished the all-around in 20th 
place with 34.2 points.

After years of sending plays into games 
and pulling players out of games from the 
sideline of a field, Salem football coach 
James Jarvey is being recognized as one of 
the best.

This Saturday Jarvey — along with 21 
other coaches from all around the state — 
will be inducted into the Michigan High 
School Football Coaches Association 
(MHSFCA) Hall of Fame at U of M.

The steps for being inducted into the 
Hall of Fame begins with the coach being 
nominated by somebody. In Jarvey’s case 
he was nominated by Salem head coach 
Tom Moshimer a few years ago. The pre­
requisite for joining is at least 20 years of 
coaching and/or 100 career wins. Now 
after the waiting that had to take place 
because of the large amount of applicants, 
Jarvey is now joining.

Well, they’ve gotten this far. If only a prediction 

could be made about what’s going to happen tonight 
during the Canton basketball team ’s regional game 
against top-ranked Detroit Pershing at Southfield- 
Lathrup High School at 7 p.m. This is how they got 
there.

It all began with Canton’s first game of the Novi dis­
trict on March 4 against Novi. In a game that the Chiefs 
let Novi stay pretty close in until the fourth quarter by 
playing flat, Canton finished strong and won, 57-34.

Northville didn’t look as sharp as their last meeting 
with Canton. The Chiefs won, 59-41, by keeping a mar­
gin throughout and playing with Rob Johnson and Ron 
Hunter in the game —  two of their top players who were 
out against Northville last time.

In Friday’s game, Canton’s 41-30 third quarter lead 
was extended during the fourth quarter as the Chiefs

Column ignored fact that 
smoking is dangerous to kids

EDITOR:
As I read your March 6 “No Curves” column, 

titled  “Tobacco is least o f  C ity’s problem s,” I 
concluded that you m ust be unaware o f certain 
facts o r you w ould not ho ld  the opinion that 
underage smoking is not worth the time given it 
by the Plymouth City Commission.

I do not agree with your opinion that “...with 
o th e r teen  p rob lem s ou t th e re  such  as gang 
v io len ce , d rug  u se , p a ren ta l abuse  and  teen  
p reg n an cy , i t ’s h a rd  to  g e t w o rk ed  up  ov er 
som eth ing  like sm oking .” You do adm it that 
drug use is an important problem, but you have 
n o t tak en  in to  a c c o u n t th e  fo llo w in g  
information.

S tu d ie s  in d ic a te  a d ire c t  lin k  b e tw e e n  
sm ok ing  c ig a re tte s  and  the  ev en tu a l u se  o f 
alcohol, marijuana and other drugs. I realize that 
n o t a ll u nderage sm oking  lead s to underage 
d r in k in g  o r d ru g  u se , b u t h e re  a re  som e 
frightening statistics: 12- to 17-year-olds who 
had smoked cigarettes in the past 30 days were 
th ree  tim es m ore likely  to  have had alcohol, 
e ig h t  tim e s  m o re  l ik e ly  to  h a v e  sm o k ed  
m arijuana, and 22 tim es m ore likely  to  have 
used  cocaine in those sam e 30 days. (Source: 
Preventing Tobacco Use Among Young People: 
A  Report o f the Surgeon General)

T he  S ta te  o f  M ich igan  is cu rren tly  in  the 
p ro cess  o f  m andating  s tro n g er p en a lties  fo r 
sellers o f  cigarettes to underage young people. 
By ig n o rin g  u n d erag e  sm ok ing , the  C ity  o f 
Plym outh would be ignoring the stronger stand 
being  taken by the state. They w ould also  be 
sending the message to young smokers that it’s 
okay to  begin  a habit that easily  becom es an 
a d d ic t io n ,  ca n  lead  to  th e  u se  o f  o th e r  
s u b s ta n c e s , an d  a t th e  v e ry  le a s t ,  le a d s  to  
threatening health problems.

I doubt you m eant to  m islead anyone w ith 
your column, but I suggest you need to  become 
m o re  in fo rm e d  —  p e rh ap s  b y  sp e a k in g  to

som eone at G row th W orks, a short w alk from  
y o u r n e w s p a p e r ’s o ff ic e  to  g e t th e  s t a f f ’s 
perspective on underage smoking. Their mission 
is to help young people and their fam ilies deal 
w ith  serious p rob lem s. I am  aw are  th a t Sue 
D avis, w ho is on the P -C  S choo l B oard  and 
Growth Works staff, has worked hard to  get the 
court system to follow through on the smoking 
tickets issued by the Canton Police Departm ent 
at the Plym outh-Canton Educational Park. She 
obviously is convinced that underage sm oking 
should be taken seriously.

As a  p aren t, I ’ve been  in v o lv ed  fo r m any 
years in our school district and community. I’ve 
heard enough speakers on topics such as teen 
gangs and substance abuse to  know som ething 
about the problems. I’ve also heard parents ask 
the school district numerous times to  get tough 
on smoking. Underage sm oking should not be 
ignored by the City o f Plymouth. I f  smoking is 
wrong on school property, it is wrong elsewhere 
for the same reasons: it is illegal and can be a 
“gateway” to other substances as well as lead to 
h e a lth  h a z a rd s . In  m y o p in io n , th e  C ity  
Commission should be commended for spending 
the time and effort on a new tobacco ordinance.

Y our s ta tem en t th a t “a  ca ll to  the  p aren ts  
would be ju st as effective” as “facing a  $50 fine 
plus 16 hours com m unity service fo r the first 
offense” is not really believable. Parents, from  
w hat I ’ve seen and heard, have little effect on 
their offspring’s decision to start or continue to 
sm oke. O ther than being a ro le  m odel by  no t 
smoking and not allowing it in the hom e or in 
their sight, they have little control. Knowing that 
other adults have a strong opinion and will take 
a stand, as in the case o f the City Commission, 
can reinforce parental disapproval or discipline. 
This is another way to teach young people that 
actions have consequences —  a good lesson for 
people o f all ages to learn.
