On the other hand, the
Plymouth/Canton Vietham Veterans have no intention of
oving the Vietnam/Korea War Memorial from Kellogg
Park..“Support (of the park), however, is not to be mis-

constx*ued\as being synonymous with the moving of our

monument,” the group said in a letter to Walters. “The

Plymouth/Cantoi-VVA upholds the current location of

the Korean/Vi 1etnam monuments and will wholeheartedly
continue-to do-so.” -

‘Commissioner Joe Koch, who said he supports the
project 100 percent, questioned the City’s funding of the
initial engineering costs. ' ’

“My concern is that we’re starting to spend money
when it’s the veterans’ park,” he said.

Koch said with other park projects, the City funds half
while the group puts-in the other half. He said he was
concerned the City was semng the wrong precedent by
providing the $6,500 in engineering services.

Commissioner Doug Miller said the project is impor-
tant to the City and if necessary, the City should support
the park financially.

“I want to see this park built,” he said. “If we have to
put public money into it, we should do that. This is an
important public service. This is not a playground.”

Miller said the $6,500 should be thought of as startup
money. “This City has a strong history of pullmg together
and getting things done,” he said.

erized video equipment. The judge, coun-
sel and accused are able to interact as

" they would if both were in the courtroom.

Small cameras transport video and audio
from the judge to the accused and vise-
