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Candidates prepare for P-C School Board battle

Unless there is a last minute change of heart, there will 
he four candidates in the June 10 election for the two open 
seats on the Plymouth-Canton School Board.

Incumbent Trustee Jack Farrow, Paul Schrauben, Liz 
Givens and Jeff Phillips are the candidates for two four- 
year terms. The candidates have until 4 p.m. tomorrow to 
withdraw from the ballot. Trustee Barbara Graham is not 
seeking re-election.

Farrow, who was elected in 1992, is a City of Plymouth 
resident who works in Farmington Hills at Medar, Inc. He 
said his decision to run for re-election was made after his 
first campaign victory. “It was just a given,” said Farrow. 
“I just decided when I ran in 1992, you know, I made a 
commitment here. As long as the voters will have me, I’m 
willing to run.”

Schrauben, a Canton resident and stay-at-home parent, 
was a candidate in last year’s election. He returned to 
address some of the same issues, including class size and 
more long term planning to avoid predicaments such as the 
problems that he said occurred after the building of Tonda 
and Bentley elementary schools. “They build them and 
then they come back and say, ‘We can’t afford to open 
them’,” said Schrauben. “If you can’t fund them, why open 
them? You’ve got to think of those things ahead of time.”

Schrauben currently serves on the school district’s 
Finance Committee.

Givens, also a Canton resident, works in media and pub­
lications for SEND International of Farmington. She 
entered the race to improve communication between par­
ents, teachers and administrators. “My goal as a member of 
the school board is to continue to work for what is best for 
our children, just as I have as a volunteer,” said Givens.

Givens has served on the Plymouth-Canton Community 
School Council as president and vice president, the School 
Improvement Team for the high schools, District Goals 
committees and the search committees for die superinten­
dent in 1994. She has also been involved with PTO groups 
at Eriksson Elementary School and Lowell and East mid­
dle schools.

Phillips, a City of Plymouth resident, works as a sys­

tems engineer for EDS. Phillips said he was almost a can­
didate last year, and was indecisive about entering the race 
this year because of a busy schedule that includes serving

on the Health Advisory Council and the Elementary 
Awareness Committee. “I had to consider if I had enough 
time to do the job,” he said. “It was one of those things, if I 
run, if I win, will I have enough time to do a good job?” 

Phillips believes he can, beginning with the school dis­
trict’s processes and making parents’ concerns the utmost 
priority. “I’m going to stress processes,” he said. “Right 
now, we have none.”

lars would have cm the Canton general, police and 
fire funds.

The potential expanded DDA district includes 
some 378 acres of vacant land and stretches along 
Ford Road from the eastern border of Canton to just 
west of Canton Center Road. It includes almost all 
of the commercial zoning on the north and south 
sides of Ford Road as well as some light industrial 
zoning and residential zoning east of 1-275.

The current DDA district includes 80 acres along 
Ford Road between Sheldon and Morton 
Taylor roads as well as some property 
running north along Sheldon Road to 
W estm inister W ay. A $2 m illion  
streetscape project in the current DDA 
was completed last year and included the 
burial of overhead utility lines, installa­
tion of street lighting, widened sidewalks 
and extensive landscaping with a brick 
garden wall.

Expansion of the DDA was one of the 
recommendations that resulted from the 
1994 community-based Ford Road Task 
Force. It was felt that some of the ideas 
generated by the task force, particularly 
for infrastructure improvements, would 
only be accomplished if Canton found a 
way to fund the projects.

Last October, the Canton Board of 
Trustees okayed the preparation of a legal 
description outlining the potential bound­
aries of an expanded DDA district. That 
work was com pleted  by W ade Trim  
Associates earlier this year and a map and 
legal description produced. Staff research 
was also developed, which identified the 
potential acreage for development in the 
expanded district and estimated the values 
of such development. Canton staff also 
reviewed the potential loss to the munici­
pal funds from dollars captured by the 
new DDA district.

The board directed the administration 
to continue researching the ramifications 
of an expanded DDA district and asked 
for clarification on several questions 
raised during the presentation. The admin­
istration said it would return to the board 
with further information sometime in the 
next two months.

Plymouth double-decker bus almost ready for service

It looks like the double-decker bus 

may return to Plymouth this summer.
Last June, the Plym outh City 

Commission voted to sell the bus to the 
London Double Decker Bus Company for 
$1. In exchange, the bus will be available 
for City functions 50 days during a 10- 
year period. It took the City about six to 
eight months to reach that agreement.

The company also agreed to an esti­
mated $25,000 investment to restore the 
bus to working condition. Restoration 
should have been com pleted in 
Decem ber, according to City 
Commissioners, who debated the issue at 
their June 19 meeting.

So what happened to the bus?
“I t ’s been quite a problem ,” said 

Thomas Plunkett, a bus restorer who runs 
the London Double D ecker Bus 
Company.

The City replaced the engine several 
years ago, he said, and the bus never 
worked well again.

“W e’ve done everything to try to 
repair it,” said P lunkett, who owns 
Deacon Brodie’s Tavern in Mt. Clemens 
and Rochester. “Everyone’s totally baf­
fled by it.”

Finally, last week, he found a mechan­
ic who could fix the engine, he said. The 
bus should be repaired in about a week.

The City bought the bus used in the 
early 1970s with large contributions from 
the Plymouth Chamber of Commerce and 
the Rotary Club.

After 20 years of use, the vehicle suf­
fered a series of mechanical failures in 
1991 and sat in the public works yard 
until last year.

In addition to rebuilding the motor, 
restoration included new windows, new 
paint and some advertising signs. 
Plunkett said he doesn’t know how much 
he spent repairing the bus.

“The problem is getting it running,” he 
said. “That’s been a nightmare.”

City officials hope to use the bus at 
Art in the Park, Plymouth Fall Festival 
and an Old Village festival planned for

the fall, to shuttle residents to their cars 
and to add a unique touch to the fairs, 
Walters said.

D espite the Decem ber deadline,

Walters said, “There was no commitment 
that he would get it done for the Ice 
Spectacular.

Canton fire station plans reviewed by board
The plan to design and build a new fire station in Canton to 

replace the current facility at Cherry Hill and Canton Center roads 
moved forward recently when the Canton Board of Trustees 
reviewed a schematic design for the 14,500-square-foot facility.

Earlier this year, the board approved the use of a revenue bond 
issue for $3 million through the building authority to help pay for 
construction of the fire station.

The cost of the project, as outlined last Tuesday, is expected to 
be approximately $3 million, including $1.5 million for the fire 
building itself. Besides the fire station, the project also includes the 
construction of a second floor addition to the Canton Public Safety 
building and the addition of a garage for the Public Safety 
Department Those projects come in at approximately $600,000. 
Other costs include site work, architect/engineering fees and bond 
issuance costs.

An additional $550,000 is also needed for off-site improve­
ments around the proposed fire station location (at the southwest 
corner of Canton Center and Proctor roads, behind the Canton 
Historical Museum), including the widening of Proctor Road 
fronting the station, a traffic signal at Canton Center Road, parking

lot paving, and improvements to other parts of the civic center road 
network. The overall project cost totals $3.6 million and includes 
the fire station, the additions to the Public Safety Department facil­
ity and the off-site improvements around the civic center complex.

Besides the $3 million bond issue, the board also reviewed 
other funding sources to cover the additional costs. They include 
dollars from the capital project road paving fund, the community 
improvement fund, both police and fire funds and possibly from 
the general fund.

The new station is necessary, said Canton Public Safety 
Director John Santomauro, because of the overcrowded and deteri­
orating conditions at the current 50-year-old fire station #1. He 
also added that when Canton Center Road is widened to five lanes, 
the roadway will be within a few feet of the fire station.

The schematic design of the new fire station includes four bays 
for emergency vehicles and fire equipment, a large multi-use room 
that could be used by community groups, living quarters for on- 
duty firefighters, training and storage areas and an office. The fire 
command personnel will be located in the new addition to the 
Public Safety Building under the current project plan.

Hilltop improvements underway

Regulars at Hilltop Golf Club may not recognize die municipal golf course when they 
tee up their ball for the first drive of the season.

Hilltop employees are renovating, landscaping and cleaning up the club located on 
Powell Road at Aim Arbor Trail and Beck Road.

“We’re going to be working on the drainage, and some tees,” said Paula Ball, who is 
Hilltop’s new manager. “We’ve got new ball washers, baskets and flags.”

The golf course opened last weekend under new management after the Plymouth 
Township Board of Trustees had some contentious battles with a previous operator.

Hilltop revenue is expected to increase based on the terms of a new contract with 
American Golf Corporation. It was approved by the Township Board of Trustees at its 
Feb. 27 meeting.

“Based on what we had, this is a far cry from that and a big improvement,” Trustee 
Ron Griffith said at that meeting.

“I’m in total support of it,” he said.
The previous lease with John Jawar Inc. often prompted disputes between the 

Township and Jawar about golf course responsiblities. But the lease with American Golf 
is extensive in its description.

Initial terms call for a five-year lease ending Dec. 31,2000, with an optional extension 
for another five years. The annual minimum rent for this year is $250,000, which climbs 
to $350,000 by the fifth year of the contract. American Golf, which operates more than 
200 golf courses across the nation, also will offer senior citizens discounts.

“We want a more enchanting atmosphere,” Ball said.
“We’re really trying to bring back a lot of people this year and we hope to do it with 

customer service,” she said. That means a beverage and convenience cart circling the 
course, and improved groundskeeping.

Golfers may already have plans to return. During a recent warm spell in March, about 
130 people in two days golfed at Hilltop, Ball told the Township Board of Trustees.

Police aid woman 
found in Hines Park

For the last two years, Hines Park has 

made headlines for all the wrong rea­
sons.

So it’s no surprise that a rumor swept 
through the area last week that a third 
body in three years was found in the 
county park.

There was a body found, according to 
the Wayne County Sheriff’s Department, 
but the 39-year-old Plymouth Township 
woman was only sleeping.

The woman, whose name was not 
released, was found lying near the edge 
of the water last Tuesday at about 5 p.m. 
She entered the park in a wooded area 
south of M-14 and Hines Drive.

Sheriff’s deputies were able to wake 
her, but she began to shake uncontrol­
lably and officials feared she could be 
suffering  from the early  stages of 
hypothermia, said Nancy Mouridian, the 
ch ief o f staff for the Wayne County

Sheriff’s Department.
The woman was transported to St. 

M ary’s H ospital by H uron Valley 
Ambulance and was treated and released.

She apparently had a fight with her 
boyfriend, police said.

Officers searched her car and found a 
note that may have alluded to a suicide 
attempt.

“The contents of the letter indicated 
doing harm to herself,” Mouridian said.

The woman’s name was not released 
because of the sensitivity of the matter 
and because there was no criminal activi­
ty involved, Mouridian said.

She said she wasn’t surprised to hear 
the rumor that the woman was dead. 
Both in the fall of 1994 and in the fall of 
1995, a female body was found in the 
park. Both cases remain open, she said.

“Fortunately, this individual was cop­
ing w ith an unhappy s itu a tio n ,”

One of Plymouth Township’s biggest eyesores could become a boon to the elderly, 

according to a plan before the Township Planning Commission.
A public hearing on the proposal to turn the defunct Radisson Hotel into senior hous­

ing is scheduled for 7:30 p.m. next Wednesday at the Township offices.
The Planning Commission has delayed action on the Independence Village of 

Plymouth proposal for several weeks, but it could vote on the site plan after next week’s 
hearing, said Shirley Barney, the Township’s community development director.

It was 10:30 p.m. one recent Wednesday when the commission turned to review the 
proposal. Because of the late hour and the absence of three planning commissioners, dis­
cussion of the senior housing plan was postponed, Planning Commissioner Kay Arnold 
said.

“It’s a real important issue and we need to look at it very, very carefully,” she said. 
Instead, the commission held a study session the following week to talk about 
Independence Village.

The P.M.Group, based in Brighton, wants to build 175 units of senior housing on the 
site of the abandoned Plymouth Radisson Hotel on Northville Road, near Five Mile Road 
and Hines Drive.

The Village would include 51 congregate living apartments for seniors who are mostly 
independent and 76 assisted-living apartments for older seniors who need help living 
independently, but aren’t ready for a nursing home or hospital care.

Also included in the plans is a three-story apartment building for seniors who are com­
pletely independent.

The developers would renovate the five-story hotel but would demolish the lobby and 
banquet facilities. The pool area also would be demolished and replaced by a landscaped 
garden.

The project has drawn praise from Barney and a slew of other local officials.
“They’re proposing developing a site that’s been vacant for some time,” she said. “We 

certainly want to see it be developed and be a benefit to the community.”
Barney said the Planning Commission has thought for some time that the abandoned ̂ 

hotel would be a good location for senior housing. She said she has received several tele­
phone calls asking about the proposal, as well as other senior housing opportunities in the 
Township.

“It’s very exciting to see something being done with that building,” Arnold said.
If the project receives Township approvals, construction could begin as early as the 

summer, said John Moran, a development officer at The P.M. Group. The first housing 
units could be available a year later, he said.

“A week’s delay isn’t going to upset anything,” he said.
The company has built similar senior housing projects in Brighton and Frankenmuth, 

Moran said, but has never done a hotel conversion.
In pitching the project, Moran wrote in a letter to the commission: “The proposed 

‘Independence Village of Plymouth’ development could be a feather in the Township’s 
cap. The proposed site has been vacant for quite some time and an attractive development 
could bolster the surrounding area as well as improve the northern entrance to the City.”

P-C Schools’ Housing Committee reviews relocation 
proposal, looks at possibility of new schools

The Plym outh-Canton School 

District’s Housing Committee will likely 
make amendments to its short term rec­
ommendation calling for the relocation of 
320 elementary and middle school stu­
dents.

Also, according to Superintendent 
Charles Little, a long term plan might 
include a recommendation to build new 
schools.

The topics being studied by the 
Housing Committee are scheduled to be 
presented to the P-C School Board on 
April 22, at Bentley Elementary School, 
1100 Sheldon Rd. in Canton, at 7 p.m. “I 
think that the prospects for a five-year 
and out plan is a challenging plan that 
will probably include the building of 
school buildings,” said Little.

A fter m eeting 11 tim es since 
December, the Housing Committee — 
comprised of teachers, administrators and 
residents to provide a solution to the 
school district’s growing student popula­
tion — held two public meetings last 
month to cultivate public opinion. The 
Housing Committee has convened once 
since then, and plans at least one more 
meeting before rendering the final recom­

mendation. “We’ve met once, and I had a 
sense we weren’t quite finished,” said 
committee member and Tonda Principal 
George Belviteh.

“We’ve come to somewhat of a con­
sensus,” said committee member Sherry 
Frazier, a media specialist at Canton 
High School, “but we’re taking a week to 
think it over.”

Regardless of some public remarks 
that pointed to the recommendation as a 
“done deal,” Housing Committee mem­
bers are adamant that community opin­
ions and concerns are being addressed 
and considered in discussions.

Belviteh said it is a common reaction.
“That whole notion always comes up 

when committees are formed,” he said. 
“I’ve been involved in the school district 
for 20 years, it’s not a new line. That 
always happens with m illage 
votes...That’s not the case. On the 22nd, 
there may be a recommendation that 
looks somewhat different.”

“Our plan was to bring our intentions 
to the public,” said Frazier. “That’s been 
the plan all along. It’s certainly not a 
done deal.”

Little said the Housing Committee 
wouldn’t ignore residents. “We’re going

Applications for the first-ever Leadership Plymouth are 

currently being accepted.
Sponsored and designed by the Plym outh Community 

Chamber of Commerce, heads of government and prominent 
business people, the eight-month program will enhance the 
leadership skills of participants through seven full day sessions 
covering a variety of personal skills topics.

According to Fran Toney, executive director for the chamber 
of commerce, Leadership Plymouth is unique because the 
program is commonly utilized by communities with larger 
populations. “Most leaderships across the country are in larger 
communities,” she said. “Normally, they’re held in a little bit 
larger area, but we decided we’ll do it here.”

Ford Sheldon Road Plant Manager Cliff Dawson jumped at 
the chance to get involved. “It’s an opportunity,” said Dawson, 
who is also the chamber of commerce vice president. “I’ve never 
been involved with one of these programs. It’s a chance to work 
with the people in the chamber’s committees.”

The chamber of commerce’s Steering Committee has been 
planning Leadership Plymouth for about six months, Toney said, 
formulating goals, selection process, tuition and designing a 
schedule. “Each m ember o f the S teering Com m ittee is 
responsible for one of the session days,” said Toney. “I think 
(retired 35th District Court Judge James Garber) will present the 
justice system. He has speakers lined up and tours.”

Garber, Dawson, Toney, Denny Campbell of Jaguar of 
Plymouth, Plymouth Township Supervisor Kathleen Keen- 
McCarthy, Sutherland & Yoe CPA Ed Schulz, First of America’s 
M argaret Slezak, City M anager Steve W alters and Orion 
International’s Tom Webber comprise the Steering Committee.

“Each o f us took a topic, if  one could , that would be 
appropriate for our experiences,” said Dawson.

The sessions begin Sept. 13-14 with an overnight retreat at the 
St. Clair Inn. “For retreats, they recommend you have it far 
enough away,” said Toney, “so people won’t go home that 
night.”

Monthly sessions, held at various sites, will follow covering 
such topics as government, human needs and services, business 
and economic development, education and learning, the justice 
system, human relations and labor unions, and quality of life and 
culture/leadership in action. Each topic, though general in its title, 
will focus on a specific aspect of the Plymouth community.

“They will include management skills that people will be able 
to take away and use,” said Dawson.

Leadership Plymouth ends April 18,1997 with a banquet. The 
graduates will then be expected to return their*knowledge and 
experience to future candidates and community activities. “What 
we’re attempting to do is let others know of interests that they 
may not even know they have,” said Toney. “Maybe they’ll find 
out they want to help the Boy Scouts, or build a new park, help 
the Salvation Army or join the Plymouth Chamber of Commerce. 
Maybe they’ll even run for office.”

“We hope to equal or better the programs around by adding 
more content. We hope to have about 20 people,” Dawson said, 
“and have a high level of interest.”

Enrollment is limited to 20 people, and tuition 
is $795 per person.

Canton DDA district 
should be expanded

The Canton Board o f Trustees should expand the Canton 
Downtown Development Authority as an investment in the future 
of the business community.

The current 80-acre district that runs along Ford Road between 
Sheldon and Morton Taylor roads is a shining example o f the 
DDA’s success.

The potential expanded DDA district includes nearly 400 acres 
of land and stretches along Ford Road from the eastern border of 
Canton to just west of Canton Center Road. It includes almost all of 
the commercial zoning on the north and south sides of Ford Road 
as well as some light industrial zoning and residential zoning east 
o f 1-275.

The tax “loss” issue is a moot point. Even though the Canton 
Board o f Trustees would lose tax revenue if  the district was 
expanded, the loss would go to the Canton DDA. The “lost” 
revenues now would mean a strong business district in the future. It 
would be an investment in the health of Canton business.

Canton is in a unique position among communities along Ford 
Road. Canton has the chance to preplan business development to 
avoid the mistakes of other communities along the busy corridor.

In the short run, expanding the Canton DDA would be painful 
from a tax standpoint for some. In the long run, the organized 
growth o f the Ford Road corridor and continued business 
recruitment and retention is on the line.

At the same time, the Ice Fest 
promoters lament that the support 
they receive is not sufficient. Last

year’s Streetscape hurt downtown 
retailers more than they expected and 
many of the businesses cut back on 
PR, advertising and Ice Fest support.

Scott’s idea is simple and patterned 
after the Christmas Light show: 

CHARGE ADMISSION!
As he points out, it may control- 

reduce the crowd a tad, but raise 
funding for the ice events.

It might even be possible to raise 
enough money to donate funds to a 
good cause — like the Plymouth 
Community United Way. According 
to Scott, the Domino’s light show

raises $300,000 with $65,000 left 
after expenses for charities.

How do you charge admission?
Put up a snow fence down the 

middle of Main Street, Penniman, 
Ann Arbor Trail and shut down the 
streets for four days (make Monday a 
free day). Admission wouldn’t have 
to be much — $1 per head or $5 per 
family would raise plenty of money.

Scott may well be right.
He may have the answer to solve 

two problems — crowd control and 
funding — at one time.
