City begins
budget
review

Tax increase not
expected for ‘96-97

BY LIZ SEYMOUR

City officials aren’t expecting a tax
increase this year, according to prelimi-
nary budget figures released on Friday.

The projected millage of 13.01 for the
1996-1997 budget year is the same rate
that was adopted by City Commissioners
for the 1995-96 fiscal year.

City Manager Steve Walters said the
millage rate is the highest the City can
adopt without holding a public vote to ask
for more tax revenue.

The City Commission on Tuesday
spent close to three hours reviewing bud-
get proposals from City departments.
Sitting around a table in leather chairs and
munching on popcorn, pretzels and
Spanish nuts, commissioners grilled City
administrators about spending priorities.
Some questions concerned budget items
that cost less than $1,000.

Commissioner Joe Koch said it’s the
commission’s job to question every
expense. _

“We line-item veto, if you will, to bal-

Tattan plcked as Clarenceville supermtendent

The Clarenceville School District’s search for a new
superintendent might end in The Plymouth-Canton
Community.

On Thursday night, the Clarenceville Board of Education
unanimously voted to offer current P-C Schools Executive
Director of Instruction K-12 Tom Tattan the position of
superintendent in the northeastern Livonia school district.

Tattan, who could not be reached for comment, was
selected from a field of 57 candidates, according to Mary
Aytes, secretary for retiring Clarenceville Superintendent
--David Kamish. “They just offered him a contract — noth-

" ing’s signed,” she said. “They still have to meet to negotiate.

They have to come to terms.”

Kamish, 60, is retiring after 37 years in the 1,750 student
school district, which consists of one high school, two mid-
dle schools and two elementary schools. Clarenceville’s
attendance boundaries include parts of Livonia, Farmington

Hills and Redford. The superintendent’s position would pay
no less than $85,000, according to the posting, Aytes said,
and would be subject to review on a yearly basis. The initial
contract, if Tattan accepts, would likely be for two or three
years, Aytes said. “Past practice has been a two or three con-
tract,” she said. “Then they go from there; they extend it.”

“From what I understand, they’ve offered him a con-
tract,” said P-C Schools Superintendent Charles Little.

Little said Tattan, who has been with the P-C School
District for 11 years, is-a valuable member of the adminis-
tration team. “He’s been very effective for the Plymouth-
Canton Schools in a variety of roles,” said Little.

Regarding Tattan’s possible departure, Little said, “I
know he’s been eager to advance his career. This is an
excellent opportunity.”

Tattan was chosen based on strong credentials and refer—
ences, Aytes said. “They had two or three meetings with him
during the interview process that went well,” she said, “and

just the feedback and response they received from his col-
leagues. They only visited one schooi district, and that was
the Plymouth-Canton Schools. The school board just
thought it was a good match.” :

According to Aytes, the Clarenceville School Board is
expecting Tattan’s decision no later than May 9. “They
wanted to have a contract for review at the next board meet-
ing, which is May 9; the school board would like to hear
from him.” ‘

Tattan arrived in the Plymouth-Canton School District in
September, 1985 to replace Kent Buikema as Canton High
School principal. He had previously worked as a coach,
teacher, assistant principal and principal in Ohio. During his
five years at the Plymouth-Canton Educational Park, Tattan
was instrumental in the creation of attendance supervisor, a
new position that curbed truancy problems at the high
schools. For the last six years, Tattan has served in his cur-
rént position as executive director of instruction.

School administrators, legislators fight for their ‘share of democracy’

BY BRIAN CORBETT

Proposal: A was greeted with enthusi-
asm from a majority of voters when it was
passed by an overwhelming margm in
1994.

But as the Plymouth -Canton School
District has struggled to house its growing
student population this year, some area
legislators and administrators wish Proposal A was still just that: a proposal.

“Y don’t think it’s working,” said Rep. Eileen DeHart. “Even the' governor admitted
it’s not providing the dollar amount anticipated.” :

The school finance reform increased state sales tax and liminated yearly property tax
assessments to provide breaks to homeowners. But what has been the albatross of
Proposal A, its critics say, is the Foundation Grant, or per-pupil expenditure, and the ter-
mination of local operating millages. As a result, school districts have been forced to live
within the financial boundaries of 1994. o

That's good for financially-strapped school districts that struggled with millage fail-
ures, and the 40 wealthy districts that were given permission to continue to raise money
shrough local millages because their per pupil expenditure was more than $6,500. “That
“was very controversial,” said Sen. Bob Geake. “At that time those school districts said it
vsould be unfair to them. Now the other school districts are saying its unfair to them.”

For example, the P-C Schools have no way of raising local millage funds for a school
district that, school offcials say, is in dire need of more facilities.

Analysis
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“If 40 or more school districts have it, I
think we should be able to have it too,”

asking for more money. I'm just asking for
democracy.

“I don’t want it rescinded. I just want to
have it open to everybody. I think it’s great
for Blomfield Hills or Grosse Pointe or who-
ever has gap millages. That's great. I want it to0.”

Help might be on the way for the P-C School District, which needs as many as five
new schools. Most local legisiators agree that Proposal A needs some tinkering — and
that the P-C Schools are suffering because of it.

“In the early years, before Dr. Little, the Plymouth-Canton School District was run
very economically,” said Geake. “As a result, the Foundation Grant, or the amount of
money from the state per student, was less than surrounding communities. I think it’s fair
to say the Plymouth-Canton Schools have been penalized for good financial spending.
But the voters have benefited.”

Rep. Gerry Law said he is working on Ieglslatxon that may bring financial help to the
P-C Schools. It is currently being studied by Bill Bryant, chairman of the legislature’s
Education Committee. “They’re going to be struggling,” said Law, referring to the P-C
Schools. “There’s no way to get additional dollars. The State of Michigan controls this
now. There’s almost no local control -anymore. I like local control. They should probably
be getting another $5 or $6 million, and they can’t get it.”

DeHart said she never supported Proposal A. “I was against it because I didn’t think
there was enough money to go around,” she said. “Wayne-Westland is having the same
problem.”

DeHart also is working on leglslanon that would increase school funding. The Lottery
Preservation Fund, which she recently introduced, would halt lottery money from going
to the state’s general operating fund, she said. “The lottery money would augment the
school fund,” DeHart said.

To keep attention on the issue, Little has formed a Legislative Action Committee to
petition lawmakers. “When you see (Rep.) Deborah. Whyman, Gerry Law and Bob
Geake, they need to hear we feel we haven’t gotten our share of democracy,” Little said.

Theresa M. Covington of Plymouth has spent 30 years vol-
unteering to help the elderly.

Now that she’s 71 isn’t it time someone helped her?

“No, no, not yet * Covington said. “I’ve got too many kids
still.” .

Loyd Sharland, who is 78, is crusading for all self-
employed people of his generation He’s outraged that the
state legislature amended income tax laws to allow $30, 000
tax breaks for seniors who have private pensions.

People like Sharland, who was a farmer outside Plymouth,
never had the opportunity for a pension plan. Why aren’t self-
employed seniors entitled to the same benefits?

“I think we’re being discriminated against and I think it’s
unfair,” said Sharland, who lives in Plymouth Township.

Covington and Sharland may be interested in different
issues, but they have one thmg in common: they’re seniors
helping other seniors.

When Covington was a Plymouth housewife raising nine
children in the 1960s, her next-door neighbor died.

The woman left a husband but no children. So Covington
began cooking a little extra food and sending one of her chil-
dren next door with a hot dinner plate. She did it for more than
four years.

“He was by himself and he probably wouldn’t have eaten,”
Covington said.

In March, she won a Helping Hands Across Michigan
award from the Michigan State University Extension Children,
Youth and Family Programs for outstanding efforts to ensure
the nutritional well-being of others.

She also is an active volunteer at Our Lady of Good
Counsel church and brings communion to seniors who can’t

leave their homes. A lot of times, she just behaves like a

friend.

“All they need is to have someone who’ll listen,”
Covington said. “It’s amazing. You really don’t have to do
much.”

She estimates she spends between two and four hours a
week volunteering, but to others it seems like much more.

“Whenever I call her, she’s always there to help,” said
Rosemary Ziemba, the coordinator of volunteers at Our Lady
of Good Counsel church.

Sharland is on a self-proclaimed mission to alert retirees to
a complicated, littie-known tax law that affects their income.

He first noticed the inequities in pension funding in 1994
when he was perusing a copy of The Detroit News.

“I saw what they did to seniors and I said to myself: ¢ ‘you ‘re
discriminating,’ ” he said.

“They don’t refer to my savings as a pension, but mine was
set aside for 50 years, just the same as everyone else’s,” he
said.

Sharland said he’s not sure why self-employed people have
been overlooked in tax breaks for seniors. But he’s worried
that few people are aware of the injustice, he said.

So he’s sent letters to the editor of newspapers statewide
and is about to write another letter to every county farm
bureau to alert all interested parties.

He also wants seniors to write or call their state legislators
and demand that retirees who were self-employed receive the
same tax advantages that others do.
