Old Village residents were rattled 
awake Saturday morning as four cars 
from  a CSX T ransporta tion  train  
derailed in front of Station 885 at the 
Starkweather Street crossing.

CSX train R-515, carrying 19 loaded 
and 24 empty cars, was on its way from 
Detroit to Louisville when the left track 
bent, forcing four cars from the track. 
A ll cars , includ ing  a tan k er car, 
remained upright.

Kathy Burns, spokesperson for the 
Jack so n v ille , FL -based CSX
Transportation, Inc. said the cause of the 
accident is still under investigation.

Burns said the cars derailed at 9:46 
a.m. CSX employees worked until 4:25 
p.m. using small cranes to place the cars 
back on the track . The track  was 
repaired by 8:10 p.m.

P lym outh C om m unity Fire
Department Chief Larry Groth said haz­
ardous m ateria ls  experts from  the 
department responded to the accident 
when a white powder was found leaking 
from  one o f the cars. G roth  said 
although the powder turned out to be 
harmless limestone dust, the department

response is to be as careful as possible.
“Anything can be carried on these 

cars today,” Groth said. “We have to be 
extremely careful to protect both the 
m em bers o f our departm ent and the 
community.”

No one was injured in the accident 
and evacuation was not necessary.

B urns said  CSX T ransportation  
checks the quality of the tracks every 
week, depending on the type of service 
the tracks are used for.

“CSX was rated the safest according 
to the Federal Railroad Association,” 
she said. “As far as transporting haz­
ardous materials, we moved more than
330,000 carloads and only five had any 
type release.”

Burns said safety is im portant to 
CSX.

“We conduct extensive investiga­
tions,” she said. “Our goal is to find out 
what happened and make sure it doesn’t 
happen again.”

Plymouth Police Chief Bob Scoggins 
said his department responded to the 
acciden t shortly  afte r it happened, 
rerouting traffic until the track was 
cleared.

More than 70 residents packed the Plymouth 
City Commission meeting Monday to protest the 
proposed special assessment districts (SAD) for 
street paving, which could raise taxes for those 
affected between $4,503 and $8,440 over the 10 
year life of the project.

Residents from the Garling subdivision and 
Farmer Street, which would be the first construc­
tion projects of the mammoth reconstruction 
plan, told the City Commission that the tax bur­

den was individually too high for a street paving 
program that would benefit the entire City.

“This is really going to hit a lot of people on a 
fixed income,” said Parkview resident Dave 
Smith. “W e’re being personally penalized for 
having the worst road in the City.”

After listening to two hours of objections, the 
City Commission voted to look at a millage pro­
gram to fund a City-wide paving program. A mil­
lage would raise taxes for every home and busi-

Bagged and then busted.
So goes a day in the life of two larce­

ny suspects accused of stealing approxi­
mately 30 air bags from cars parked in 
the lot of Sunshine Honda in Plymouth 
Township.

Two m ales were apprehended by 
Femdale Police this week after going on 
a spree of air bag thefts that included a 
stop at the Plymouth Township car deal­
ership, said Plymouth Township Police 
Chief Carl Berry.

At about 5 p.m. Sunday, die two men 
allegedly jumped the fenced-in lot, and 
began to systematically go through cars, 
Berry said.

“Obviously, these guys are profession­
als,” he said. “There’s a way of getting 
into these cars without any damage being 
done.”

Berry said there is a valuable black 
market for air bags.

That may be the reason why none of 
the merchandise was recovered. “They 
can remove and resell these parts very 
fast,” Berry said.

If only some citizens were as quick 
reporting suspicious vehicles or people, 
as the suspects were in stealing the air 
bags, Berry said, the crooks might have 
been caught in the Township. According

wrong, call police,” said Berry.
The police chief also had a suggestion 

for insurance com panies, who often 
demand that car dealers buy used instead 
of new parts as replacements. “If we can 
get them to stop buying the used air bags, 
maybe we can dry up the market, dry up 
the problem,” he said.

Used air bags are typically sold for 
$100 and reinstalled for $800, according 
to Berry.

1
ness owner in Plymouth.

Under the SAD paving program, half 
the roads in Plymouth will be resurfaced 
in the next 10 years, beginning with the 
worst roads. This year, the Garling subdi­
vision, Farmer Street (between Sheldon 
and Blunk roads) and Main Street (from 
Church to Am elia streets) would be 
repaved.

Over the life of the project, many of 
Plymouth’s main thoroughfares would be 
paved, prompting many at the meeting to 
propose die millage increase.

Glen Mackie said a millage makes the 
most sense. “This is something every­
body uses,” he said. “Everybody bene­
fits.”

He said if the special assessment hear­
ings continue throughout the life of the 
project, the City Commission will be 
spending a lot of time listening to resi­
dents’ complaints.

“You will be so hogged down in this 
process,” he said, “it will take you 35 
years to get the paving done.”

Long-tim e Farm er S treet resident 
Elizabeth Donnelly said she has been part 
of paying for Farmer Street being repaved 
two other times.

“I think J ’ll set up a toll house,” she 
said. “This is grossly unfair.”

City administration will present a mil­
lage plan to fund road paving at the next 
City Commission meeting, scheduled for 
May 20.

“My guess is it’ll be some kind of 
downsized project,” he said. “I’ll keep my 
fingers crossed, hopefully.

City closes 
York, Holbrook 
crossings

The York and Holbrook streets railroad 

crossing will be temporarily closed.
The P lym outh City Com mission 

approved the purchase of barriers to con­
duct a traffic study on the effects of the 
closings on Mill and Starkweather streets.

For months, the City Commission has 
struggled with the York and Holbrook 
crossing issues. The State of Michigan 
and CSX want the crossings closed, but 
residents who use the crossings aren’t as 
sure.

As a compromise, the City will tem­
porarily close the crossings.

“After we close them,” said Mayor 
Ron Loiselle, “we’ll definitely get some 
response from people who live by there.” 

A temporary traffic control order will 
be used to close the crossings. The order 
will be good for 90 days, when a final 
decision is expected on whether to close 
the crossings permanently.

The upcoming road and sidewalk con­

struction is expected to block traffic and 
create a mess along Main Street in down­
town Plymouth. It also could hurt the 
walk-in customer business many down­
town stores rely on. And it will be espe­
cially  painfu l fo llow ing  las t y ea r’s 
streetscape construction. 3

“Sometimes, in today’s society, people 
won’t take one minute to find a new park­
ing spot,” said Michele Martin, the man­
ager at Lina’s.

She and other downtown merchants 
are bracing fo r the con tinuation  o f 
streetscape, which is scheduled to re-stah 
this summer.

The downtown improvement project 
will add brick walks, street lights, bench­
es, trash bins and landscaping to the 
edges of downtown that weren’t complet­
ed last year.

The area slated  fo r construc tion  
extends to Wing on the south end and 
Church on the north end, according to 
Steve Guile, the executive director of the 
Plym outh D ow ntow n D evelopm ent 
Authority.

He anticipates construction could last 
for five weeks and may start in July.

“We’ve obviously been telling every­
body that eventually it’s going to be their 
turn,” Guile said, “but we don’t have a 
confirmed start of construction.”

Right now, Guile’s writing the bid 
specifications for the final phase of the 
project. Those specs must be approved by 
the federal government, which is funding 
80 percent of the $155,000 project.

Guile was the target of ire from many 
store owners last year when they com­
plained the road project increased traffic 
and decreased business. He recognizes 
that he’s not always the most popular 
City official, but he said the final results 
of the project have reassured many mer­
chants.

“The general consensus is they’re very 
pleased,” Guile said.

Andy Kory is one merchant who can’t 
see the long-term results of streetscape. 
The owner of Smokers Only on Main 
Street said the improvements to the cen­
tral business district haven’t necessarily 
improved the neighborhood.

“I think it made it worse — it’s more 
congested and harder to get around,” he 
said. “It looks better, but I don’t think it 
was worth it.”

Eighteen people have applied to 

replace form er Plym outh Finance 
Director William Graham.

By the April 30th application deadline, 
11 men and seven women sent in 
resumes, according to Carol Stone, the 
City’s administrative services director.

C ity M anager Steve W alters w ill 
appoint a three to five person committee 
that will screen resumes down to the top 
few candidates who will be interviewed. 
He said he hopes to have the new finance 
director working in City Hall by the end 
of June.

Graham was fired in early March and 
last worked at City Hall on March 28. He 
hasn’t found another job yet, but he said 
he’s looking.

He reached a termination agreement 
with the City that gives him $7,500 in 
severance pay and an additional $7,500 
minus any unemployment compensation 
he may receive. Graham said he doesn’t 
plan to file for unemployment.

The salary for the new finance chief 
fa lls between $35,000 and $50,000. 
Graham, who worked for the City for 
nine years, earned $48,000 a year at the 
time of his departure.

The finance director serves as chief 
financial officer of the City. Applicants 
must have at least five years of municipal 
finance experience and additional experi­
ence in computerized accounting systems, 
spreadsheets and word processing.

What qualifications does Graham 
think his successor should have?

“Any finance director should be a self- 
directed kind of a person, someone who 
is somewhat creative,” he said.

But Graham’s opinons probably don’t 
m atter much to W alters, who fired 
Graham and who has the sole authority to 
hire his replacement. W alters’ choice 
must be confirmed or rejected by the City 
Commission within 30 days of appoint­
ment, according to die City Charter.

W alters suspects he would have 
received even more job applicants if not 
for a provision in the City Charter that 
demands all em ployees live in The 
Plymouth-Canton-Northville Community. 
Most cities and townships have some 
kind of residency requirement, Walters 
said.

He knows of two prospective candi­
dates who would have applied but didn’t 
because they live close to the region, but 
not in the Plymouth, Canton or Northville 
communities.

“Moving is not financially feasible for 
some people,” Walters said. “For the dif­
ference of two to dime miles of commut­
ing time, you’re supposed to move your 
family?”

The new finance director is given a 
year after his or her starting date to relo­
cate to the area, Walters said.

To succeed as a woman in  
the b u sin ess world, it  takes 
hard w ork, g u ts, 
determination — and a name 
like “Pat” never hurts.

J u s t ask  P at P u lkow hik , 
owner of the Plymouth Township-based Patrician Group. H alf 
joking, half serious, she said having a name that fits for a man 
or a woman can open doors.

W hile working for a major commercial real estate company, 
Pulkownik found out how useful it could be. “We would have 
these huge ads in the newspaper listing real estate,” she said. 
“They said, ‘Call Pat Pulkownik*. You wouldn’t believe how many 
men would call and ask to speak with ‘him*. The name ‘Pat’ is 
really quite useful.”

But the men who called quickly found out that Pat Pulkownik 
— the woman — was a force to be reckoned with.

As one of the very few women in commercial real estate in the 
1970s, Pulkow nik carved a niche for her hands-on sty le  of 
marketing, so much so that she opened her own commercial real 
estate company in 1983 — the Patrician Group.

Although the company has grown and changed over the years, 
Pulkownik remains focused on her m ission — to represent the 
com m ercial rea l e sta te  n eed s of The P lym outh-C anton  
Community.

For th e  m ost p a rt, 
P u lk ow n ik  sa id  b e in g  a 
b u sin essw o m a n  in  th e  
community has been easy. But 
it  w a sn ’t  a lw ays th a t w a f. 
“(D iscrim ination) w as m uch 
more prevalent a few  years 

ago,” she said. “It’s probably been easier for me because I've 
been around town for a long tim e. That helps. I’m  also kind of 
outspoken.”

Pulkownik said  being a woman in the business world has 
worked to her advantage. “I think women tend to listen  and see 
the m acro p icture of th e w hole situ a tio n ,” she sa id . “The 
marriage of my experience during motherhood, combined with 
my education has given me some advantages.®

Pulkownik has literally lived two lives. The first part of her 
life, she worked as a stay-at-hom e m other. She returned to 
school and graduated with a BA in business when she was 42 
years old.

“I spent the first 20 years at home, then went on to a career,” 
she said “In many respects, I have had the best of both worlds.” i

Pulkow nik has tw o p ieces of advice for wom en entering  
business.

“Be the best at what you do,” she said, “and listen  and care 
about people.”

Canton resident Anne Wampler has the hardest job in the world —  and 

the most rewarding.
Wampler is a stay-at-home mom.
“Raising a family is the most important job o f a  woman’s life,” she said. 

“I feel very lucky to be able to spend the time with my kids.”
Wampler and her husband, Frank, have three daughters. They are seven, 

five and two and for Wampler, they’re a full time job.
Wampler’s day begins at 6 a.m. when the kids wake up and Frank heads 

off to work. Lunches are made and the 7-year-old goes to school. After the 
kids are dressed and fed, Wampler cleans the house. Dinner must be made 
and the kids put to sleep.

“There really isn’t an average day,” she said. “It changes from day to

day. It feels sometimes that you can never catch up.”
Wampler said it was hard at first to get used to the idea o f  being a stay- 

at-home mom. “I worked for seven years,” she said. “I’ve been in both 
worlds.

“A  lot o f  people think I’ve got it made, but it’s harder to be at home 
than at work sometimes. At work, you can hide i f  you’re having a bad day. 
You can’t do that at home.”

Wampler said that although the work is hard, there are more good days 
than bad. She said the days are made easier by the support she receives 
from her husband when he gets home.

“He tries to catch up on the time he m isses,” she said. “He really likes 
to get involved with what the girls are doing.”

W am pler said w om en often  get caught up w ith their careers and 
som etim es forget about the fam ily. “I look  at other fam ilies and the 
majority o f  women go back to work just to make enough to cover child 
care,” she said. “I was there. M y money would go to groceries and child 
care. What I was m issing was quality time with our children.”

Wampler said it is important to spend time with kids.
“I’ve got other things to do, but I make an effort to spend time with the 

kids,” she said. “Life is too short to say that you have to go to work. Kids 
are the most important.”

Wampler said that although society  is  paying more attention to the 
importance o f  family, it’s slow  in coming.

“M y mother-in-law had 12 children,” she said. “She stayed at hom e 
until they were grown. Quite often, you don’t get recognition for raising a 
family.”

For the past 21 years, Canton resident Nancy Spencer has 
spent her time helping others.

But her volunteer work began on a more personal level. 
Spencer's motivation to help others began as a way to help 

herself.
“I started out with the Livonia Goodfellows 21 years ago,” she 

said . “My next door neighbor w as the Livonia Goodfellows 
president. My father had just died and my neighbor urged me to 
come and help — to get me involved. Helping others that year 
got me through the horrible holidays. I felt great.”

More than two decades later, Spencer is still going strong. She 
now serves as the president of the Canton Goodfellows, an 
organization that promises “No Kiddie Without a Christmas.” 

“There's two reasons I volunteer,” she said. “One is to help 
others. The second is partly for selfish reasons. I probably get 
more satisfaction helping than those I volunteer for.”

Many in the Canton community would argue with Spencer on 
th a t point. In addition to  her work w ith  the G oodfellows, 
Spencer a lso  v o lu n teers as th e  p resid en t of th e  C anton  
Homeowners Advisory Council, president of her subdivision  
homeowners association, volunteer for the Canton Community 
Foundation, volunteer with D.A.R.E., and helps with the Canton 
Veterans Memorial Association.

In fact, Spencer is involved in  so much volunteer work, it's

hard for her to keep track of it a ll. Although she said  sh e’s 
comfortable with her volunteer workload, she’s always looking to 
improve her work. “I’m comfortable with what I’m doing,” she 
said. “I’m happy with it and really enjoy volunteering. I would 
like to get the Goodfellows better known and funded throughout 
Canton. I would like to get everyone in Canton involved, even if 
it means just dropping a buck in while we’re collecting.”

Spencer said it’s sometimes not easy being a woman volunteer. 
“I get a lot of calls asking for Mr. Spencer, president of the  
Goodfellows,” she said. “Some people can’t  believe a woman 
could be president of the Goodfellows.”

It is rare for a woman to serve as a Goodfellows president, but 
Spencer has worked hard to take advantage of her position by 
getting more women involved in the group.

“We have a great group of volunteers,” she said. “About 75 
percent of the group is made up of women. Generally, the men 
are out selling the papers, but the women are really involved 
with the sorting and packing.”

When the holiday season begins, Spencer and her group of 
dedicated volunteers receive their reward for helping others.

“I get so much joy knowing that we helped kids from being sad 
on Christmas,” she said. “There are no little kids in my family 
anymore, so these kids we help are all I have. They are my joy 
during the holidays.”

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Sometimes I truly wonder what it means to be a woman artist 
— and further, w hat it  m eans to be a woman artist in  the  
community. Both are equally complex questions, posing their 
own barbs and fruits.

There is a heightened level of responsibility being a woman

Perhaps I have just reaffirmed the artist-stereotype bf being 
angst-ridden and paranoid.

I care about these things I mentioned and judge m yself by them  
on an ongoing basis. That, my friends, is the “barb” I referred to 
earlier — the self-judgement, and pursuit of greatness followed 
closely by the agony of never finding perfection.

The “fruit*’ of these questions is the process of working toward 
these goals — energizing yourself to produce several quality 
pieces th a t speak to you and others, attem p tin g to  enter  
com petitive show s — show s th a t show case wom en — and 
reading those dry periodicals dutifully until one day a nugget of 
truth is found that sings out to be discussed with everyone — 
spreading the “Art Word.”

I have lived in our community for four years and think every 
year that I w ill enter more summer art shows, attend more 
openings and more plays. I have done a few of these things. I 
have had a booth at Art in the Park, entered and exhibited in 
the Canton Project Arts Show, I have seen “Winnie the Pooh” at 
the Plym outh Community Arts Council theatre, and I have 
taken classes at the Village Potters Guild.

The last time I brought my perspective to the readers of The 
Community Crier was one of great celebration for me personally.

WSDP Auction set for this Saturday

Bill Keith figures everyone will be a winner this 
Saturday during the eighth annual auction for WSDP, 
88.1-FM.

“We set a goal of $5,000,” said Keith, the station man­
ager for the student-run radio station at the Plymouth- 
Canton Educational Park. “If we reach that goal, we’re 
going to donate $500 to Community Hospice Services.” 

Plus, there’s bargains for the listeners. “There’s a lot 
of good deals to be had,” Keith said. “But like one of the 
parents said, ‘Let’s have some deals, not steals’.”

“We’re hoping people will 
donate to a good cause — the station and the hospice.”

Some of 
the highlights, Keith said, include a prom package, a state 
capitol tour with Rep. Deborah Whyman and Neil 
Diamond concert tickets.

Health Department investigates cause of 
illness that struck 20 Rock Cafe visitors

A virus appears to be the reason why approximately 20 visitors to the Salem Rock Cafe became ill on April 19, 

according to Val Vangieson of the Wayne County Health Department, Environmental Health Division.
Tests of food taken from the salad bar in the small dining area in Salem High School have not been returned, but it 

appears an infected individual passed on the bacteria to others, said Vangieson. “There was an incident,” he said. “We’re 
working up a report on it now. There were a number of students and teachers or visitors that became ill. There was some 
food left, and we’re testing it for certain things.”

Until the test results are completed, Vangieson said he can’t positively identify the source of the sickness. “We 
haven’t really had a good test on the bacteria yet,” he said.

According to Vangieson, such incidents are not uncommon. “It occurs any number of times, occasionally, hopefully 
occasionally,” he said.

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Filing deadline approaches
By Tuesday, the races will he set for the primary, general elections

This coming Tuesday at 4  p.m., the political races o f The Plymouth-Canton 
Community will be 99.9 percent clear for 1996.

That’s when candidates with party affiliation (Republicans and Democrats) for 
most positions and non-partisan hopefuls (library boards and judgeships) must 
file petitions.

TTiere’s still time to run for everything from 35th District Court judge —  John 
M acD onald  ap p ears  to  be  h eaded  to  a n o -co n te s t re -e lec tio n  —  to  sta te  
representative —  Gerry Law appears headed to a repeat o f a Jerry Vorva face-off 
in the G O P prim ary, and Deb W hym an looks headed  tow ards a N ovem ber 
contest with an unknown Democrat, Deborah Nesbitt.

The Canton and Plymouth Township board seats are all up too. As yet, there 
appear to be no challenges to the three top spots for the August primaries —  
supervisor, treasurer or clerk in either township —  although Canton will have at 
least one challenger to the incumbent trustees and maybe more.

Curtis Esper and M itch Howard have pulled petitions for Canton trustee, but 
Howard has also applied for the Canton Cham ber Executive Director position 
and may not run for office. A partisan petition —  but “office unspecified” —  was 
also pulled by Elizabeth Berry.

One petition has been pulled for an unusual challenge on the November ballot 
—  a “non-partisan” candidate for Canton Treasurer by Steve Kildanczyk. (Those 
petitions are not due until July 18 and there is no primary.)

By and large though, there’ll be no m ajor P lym outh o r C anton tow nship 
campaigns —  as yet.

In Plymouth Township, Treasurer M ary Brooks is the only one to file and she 
also says she’s ready to file again in four years.

No challengers? No one has even taken out petitions, said the P lym outh
