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Givens new school board trustee;
Farrow earns second term

Winners begin four-year terms at July 8 board meeting

BY BRIAN CORBETT

Canton resident Liz Givens was elect-
ed to her first-ever term on the Plymouth-
Canton School Board as approximately
three percent of the school district’s reg-
istered voters went to the polls Monday.

Incumbent Jack Farrow finished sec-
ond and was re-elected. The winners will
begin their four-year terms at the July 8
school board meeting,

Turnout was extremely low in a
school district that has 60,000 voters.

Givens received 1,207 votes, or 28
percent of the possible 4,364 votes (2,182
actual ballots were cast). Farrow, who
was first elected in 1992, received 1,085
vote or 25 percent of the vote. Canton
resident Paul Schrauben failed in his sec-
ond consecutive bid for the school board,

receiving 892 votes or 20 percent of the
ballots cast. Plymouth resident Jeff
Phillips, also a candidate in last year’s
election, finished fourth with 811 votes

. — 19 percent of the vote.

Givens, the only newcomer in the field
of candidates, said she was not necessari-
ly surprised by her first-place finish.
“Yes and no,” said Givens, who has
served on numerous school district com-
mittees and PTOs. “I knew I had strong
grass roots support, and that’'s why I was
elected.”

Farrow said he was not alarmed by his
placement. “Liz campaigned a bit,” he
said. “I didn’t campaign at all. I spent

* jabsolutely zero. I knew to keep my seat, I

had to finish second. That’s what I did.”
That could have been different if 359

ballots carried the name of more than one
candidate. “I don’t worry much about
that,” said Farrow. “What happened —
happened.”

The voters that did make it to the polls
cast their votes on the new Unilect touch
screen voting equipment, which worked
almost glitch-free in its first election.
“They been great, just fine,” said
Margaret Voss, a precinct worker. “You
know, it’s funny, people come in and
they say, ‘Oh, what do we do?’ And
when we show them, they say, ‘This is
neat’.”

“We have these
romantic images of cowboys and Indians.”

All that changed when Klempa met McClendon at a recent

Joy in the journey

Plymouth archztect writer Erick Carne dead at 68

Erick Carne, 68, died Friday morning
at his home in Plymouth.

Erick was born December 19, 1927,
and raised in Highland Park, MI, where
his parents Fred and Mary Came settled
after immigrating from Cornwall,
England. Erick played basketball for
Highland Park High School and graduat-
ed from the University of Detroit. He
served in the Army with the U.S. occupa-
tion forces in Japan at the close of World
War I1.

Erick and his wife, Patti, moved to
Plymouth and opened the Old Village
Gallery in 1973. After a few years they
closed the art gallery and opened Erick’s
architectural practice, Carne Associates,
which he and Patti operated for more than
20 years out of the old house on

Starkweather, where they also lived. His.

architectural projects included the
Dunbar Davis Hall of Justice, E.J.
.McClendon Education Building, City of
Wayne Municipal Complex, extensive
work for the Salvation Army in southeast
Michigan, and numerous other resi-
dences, offices, shops and municipal pro-
jects.

Active in the community all his life,
Came served as a Sunday School teacher,
worked with a police-community task
force and organized neighborhood kids’
creative entries in community parades,
while living in Livonia. After moving to
Plymouth, Erick served on the City

Planning Commission, and was active in

‘the Rotary Club, serving as 1992-93 pres-
ident. His outgoing president’s message
was delivered in the form of a video ret-
rospective of the year’s Rotary activities
— complete with a song he wrote for the
soundtrack. Erick was a member of First
United Methodist Church in Plymouth.

Erick loved to paint, write stories,
children’s books and poetry. His work
has appeared in local art shows and poet-
ry collections, and been featured in spe-
cial sections of this newspaper. He and
Patti loved to travel, often camping
around the Great Lakes area with a group
of friends (from the elusive Morrison
State Park), or exploring beaches and
byways from Michigan to Florida.

Last year, Erick combined many of his
talents, producing a book of paintings and
stories that takes the reader on a trip
around each of the Great Lakes. The
book: “Shorelines of the Great Lakes” is
scheduled for publication this fall.

When people talk about Erick Carne,
you tend to hear words like, “creative,”
“caring,” and “honest.” He went out of
his way to make anyone he came into
contact with feel good... business associ-

-ates, fellow Rotarians, friends, and family .

— and especially his grandchildren
which he loved so much.

Erick is survived by his wife, Patti
Carne; his mother, Mary Came; one sis-
ter, Barbara (Don) Riehl; his and Patti’s
children: Cheryl Mandeville, Nanci
Cameron, Donna Tyrer, Mike Carne,
Gary Carne and David Jones; eight
grandchildren: Callie and Christine
Mandeville, Joel and Shane Carne,
Ashley Jones, Tyler Cameron and
Lindsey and Luke Tyrer; and uncounted
friends who will miss the light he shined
into their lives.

Erick’s humor was gentle, uplifting,
and often contained a lesson. One of his

groaner of a letdown. Maybe the lesson
in that story was that the destination may
not turn out to be all you thought it would
be, but that there is definitely joy in the
journey. The joy Erick brought to the
journey for so many folks is a gift they
will long treasure.

Find room in the budget for the expansion of the Journey Program and equal funding for
Social Studies Department, students, parents and teachers told the Plymouth-Canton School
Board at its Monday night meetmg

The P-C School Board is in the midst of putting the final touches on the 1996-97 budget. -

Both groups are worried they will be shunned by a school district that says it is struggling to
fund 15,000 students on a budget in excess of $90 million.

The Journey Program, in its first year, is an alternative high school at Starkweather Center
for 50 at-risk, freshmen students from the Plymouth-Canton Educational Park (PCEP).

It has been an unheralded success and its supporters would like to see it expanded to
include sophomores. The proposed budget would just continue the program in its current form.

“We're going to promise to keep pushing;” said Journey parent Dennis Marquess. “We’re
not going to go away.”

Several Journey Program supporters said returning the students to the 4,500-PCEP-would
be counterproductive to the progress made in the last school year. “I'lIl never forget what I
learned and what I did at Journey,” said student Chris Marquess in a letter to the school
board. “I never will want to say good bye. I hope I never will have to. Here we all stick
together and help each other out. We know one another personally so we can actually talk. At
the high school, I feel lost.”

Fellow Journey student Stephani Hootman addressed the school board even more directly.
“I love my school,” she said. “That’s all I have to say.”

Because of the school district finances and the success of the program, Treasurer Michael
Maloney said, “This is a very difficult problem. Right now, I don’t see a solution.”

But trustees Jack Farrow and Barbara Graham thought they did. Farrow asked if Journey’s
creators could expand the program by applying the budget for 50 students at the PCEP and
using it for the same number of students at Starkweather Center. “Could we say, ‘Here’s the
money. Go carve out spending for 50 students’?” he said.

Since the student to teacher ratio at Journey is 12:1 compared to 30:1 at the PCEP,
Superintendent Charles: Little said the extension of the program probably is not financially
feasible. “I don’t see how it can continue into year two,” he said.

Outgoing board member Graham said the school district should consider the success of
Journey Program with at-risk students as it prepares for a public referendum to fund new
school buildings. “I’d rather see a Journey Program that is successful than a brand new high
school,” she said. i

While the future of sophomores at the Journey Program is uncertain, Little said PCEP
administrators were “looking at ways to smooth the transition from Starkweather (o the Park.”

The large class sizes Journey students fear they will encounter at the PCEP was addressed
by representatives of the Social Studies Department. Teacher Denise Gimbel said social stud-
ies is set to have “34 or 36 students for all core classes. It’s impossible for me to connect with
all the students. I just can’t reach them all.” )

Students in the audience agreed. “If kids can’t participate, kids can’t learn,” said student
Kelly Maltere.

“Class sizes do affect how we learn,” said student Angela Lim.

" Arlene Paquette, a Canton social studies teacher, said the English Department has the same
number of students but five more sections. “We’re not receiving fair treatment,” said Canton
social studies teacher Steve Williams.

“The board is aiming to maintain all the same levels of staffing in all buildings that we
operated with this year,” said Little.

Twp. deer-car accident sends two joggers to hospital, shakes up motorist

BY LIZ SEYMOUR

If it hadn’t really happened, police said, it would have
been part of Ripley’s Believe It or Not, or a story in The
National Enquirer.

But the Plymouth Township deer who was hit by a
car, flew up in the air, and landed on two joggers, is a
true story. An accident report, a nauseated motorist and
two athletes needing hospitalization provide evidence of
the strange-but-true accident.

“If someone had a camera, they would’ve made

$10,000 easily,” said Sgt. Robert Smith of the Plymouth \

Township Police Department.
It started at 9:45 a.m. on June 2. Patricia Coleman of

Plymouth was driving to church with her two daughters
in the family’s 1994 red Mercury Villager minivan. As
she was travelling east on Ann Arbor Trail, just past the
intersection with Ann Arbor Road, she hit the animal.
She said the Bambi-look-a-like sprinted onto the road-
way from nowhere. “As I saw it, I slammed on the

" breaks,” Coleman said a few days later.

It was too late.

The deer was hit hard by the minivan. So hard, in fact,
it flew up in the air, crossed the road and smacked into
two 40-something men who were jogging. ‘

“It was so loud,” Coleman said. “The thunk of. n —
yech. It’s awful just to think about.”

After checking on her two daughters who were shaken
but not hurt, Coleman immediately turned her attention to
the joggers. Huron Valley Ambulance transported Robert
Boyden, a 49-year-old Canton resident, and Mark Tooze,
a 47-year-old Plymouth resident, to St. Mary Hospital.
Tooze was treated .and released the same day. Boyden
was admitted with a head injury and released two days
after the accident. Boyden and Tooze couldn’t be reached
for comment.

As for the Coleman family, they escaped without
injury but with a slew of bad memories.

“We weren’t hungry for a long time,” Coleman said.
“We just ended up taking it easy for the rest of the day.”

Forget motorists. The Plymouth

Post. Prizes will be awarded during the
Plymouth Fall Festival.

Sgt. Robert Smith of the Township
Police Department, who is overseeing the
program, wants to emphasize the impor-
tance of wearing a helmet. He said
school-age children and teen-agers don’t
take the advice seriously.

“It’s a big problem,” he said. “It’s not
bad when you’re four or five (years old).
But let’s face it: they’re not a trendy
thing to wear.”

Traffic congestion in the Township
increases every day, Smith said. That
poses a greater risk for those who use
alternatives to cars. Some communities in
Oakland County, such as West
Bloomfield Township and Farmington
Hills, have become so concerned that
local leaders are considering a helmet
safety ordinance.

Equal justice

‘Faceless jury’ watches over 35th District Court for community

Justice is a complicated process.

Starting with the legislative process passing’ the laws, the police agencies
enforcing the laws, the court staging the trial, and, eventually, the jury deciding
the facts and the innocence or guilt — it’s a complicated crapshoot. :

Often, the local court is viewed as the simplest, the easiest, the least important
part of the justice system. '

“Local courts don’t handle important things; they’re just for dogs and cats
cases,” say some who really don’t watch closely.

The 35th District Court — serving the Plymouths, Canton, and the Northvilles
— is-different. A couple recent events show that.

Known throughout Michigan as one of the best, if not THE best, district courts
in the state, the Plymouth-Canton-Northville court is an historically intelligent
and compassionate dispenser of justice.

Since Dunbar Davis, the late, great jurist was elected the ﬁrst district judge
under the revised Michigan court system, the local court has enjoyed a reputation

for fairness and appropriate justice. Even at the district court level, it’s not easy

for the judges to keep all of those elements on track.

The jury is an important link to the community’s standard of justxce as the
recent Law Day celebrations noted.

Visitors to the Dunbar Davis Hall of Justice (the 35th District Courthouse)
now view atribute to “The Jury” as they first enter the doors.

An oil on canvas painting of a “faceless” jury by Barbara A. Wood was
presented to the court on Law Day by Joanne Delaney in memory of her late
husband, Bob. ,

Bob — “Blaise” to some — was one of the major reasons the 35th District
Court still enjoys the reputation that the little guy gets a fair shake there. He
dispensed legal advice and counsehng to many litigants without worrying about

The late, great counselor saw the importance of the jury selection
process and began to specialize in picking “juries of peers.” (Joanne also studied
that process and helped her husband select jurors on major cases.)

So it’s fitting that now a faceless jury watches everyone come in and out of the
Courthouse in Bob’s memory.
~ And as the two 35th District Judges, John MacDonald and Ron Lowe, told the
packed courtroom on Law Day, the jury’s job is “to go to those deliberations with
the attitude of justice for all.”

Unfortunately, even in 35th District Court, that dsesn t always happen.

Recently, according to a juror (who will, for now, remain anonymous), a case
in front of MacDonald was decided by a jury that was in too much of a hurry to
get thmgs over with.

‘This jury convicted a defendant even though this particular juror was not
convinced of his guilt. Under pressure to get things completed, said this juror, he
gave in and went along.

(Certainly, those familiar with the court system would tell the juror he should
have stood his ground and, in fact, MacDonald so intructed the panel.)

But, like many citizens called for jury duty, these folks didn’t want to be there.
It was easier for them to convict the man than to reason through an acquittal on a
controversial case with conroversial law.

The strength of the jury system depends on what those peers do in the jury
room. And, even in the best of settmgs with the best of instructions, it isn’t
always going to work.

Maybe the new courthouse addition of “The Jury” will help justice if the peers
understand its true meaning as they pass by.
