The Plymouth City Commission will 

decide July 15 whether to erase more than 
$50,000 in back taxes owed to the City by 
the Mayflower Hotel as a way to jump 
start renovation at the downtown land­
mark.

If the City does abate the taxes, it could 
have a greater say in future developments 
at the hotel. Several conditions are includ­
ed in the tax reduction resolution, one of 
which would give the City the right of 
first refusal should the hotel property be 
sold in the future.

“The theory behind this is to provide 
relief to the Mayflower and show the 
City’s commitment to the hotel (restora­
tion) project,” said City Manager Steve 
Walters. “If it were an industrial project, 
we could be looking at a tax 
abatement...but we don’t have many tools 
for commercial rehabilitation.”

According to Walters, the owners of 
the Mayflower Hotel are asking for tax 
relief as part of the final stages of acquir­
ing a loan to begin the $2 million restora-, 
tion project. According to Walters, a loan 
closing date is scheduled for the second 
week of July.

City Commissioner John Vos said he’s 
in “general agreement” to give the 
Mayflower the tax break. “I think they’re^" 
hanging on by their fingernails,” he said.

Commissioner Dennis Shrewsbury said 
he’s not convinced a tax abatement for the 
Mayflower is fair to the City.

Following months of searching and 

interviews, Canton has a new Finance &

Spencer, who has spent more than 10 
years working for Canton, will remain on 
the financial staff.

“I really didn’t expect to get the posi­

tion,” said Spencer. “When administra­
tion advertises your job to the outside, 
it’s usually a sign that you won’t get the 
job.”

Yack said Spencer had equal opportu­
nity to get the job. “It’s kind of a two- 
edged sword,” he said of Spencer’s posi­
tion as an applicant who already works 
for Canton. “There are some advantages 
and some disadvantages. The advantage 
is that they know the organization and the 
way things work. The disadvantage is 
that we know them and know what 
they’re capable of.”

Yack said the new Finance & Budget 
Director position involved elements of 
management not found in Spencer’s cur­
rent CFO classification.

“We had to look at leadership skills, 
management skills,” he said. “This new 
job has more of a leadership aspect.”

Yack said Spencer’s new position is 
yet to be defined. “We told him 
(Minghine) to take some time and make 
some recommendations,” he said. “He’ll 
ultimately decide what John’s duties will 
include. Some of the duties will be from 
his current job package and probably 
some new ones will be included.”

Yack said Spencer’s pay will not be 
cut when he takes the new position.

Spencer said he appreciates Canton 
keeping him on. “If I hang in there for 
another four years,” he said, “I’ll have 15 
years in and I can at least get my benefits. 
Still, I don’t know if I’ll be ready to retire 
then.” ,

Yack said Spencer was in the final 
group of four who were interviewed. 
More than 100 applied for the position.

The Fourth o f  July parade and fireworks display, sponsored by 
the Plymouth-Canton Jaycees, sire set for tomorrow as the anticipa­
tion for the annual event continues to build throughout the commu­
nity.

The parade —  running through downtown Plymouth —  is set to 
begin at 1 p.m. The starting time, o f  the fireworks display is  10 
p.m.

T he parade participants w ill gather at the Plym outh Cultural 
Center at 11 a.m. for the lineup down Theodore Street A t 1 p.m. 
they w ill proceed toward Main Street and make a right turn, travel­
ing south and bringing them past K ellogg Park. The parade w ill 
turn left and go  east on Hartsough Road until it eventually ends at 
East M iddle School, where it w ill disperse;

Plym outh  P o lic e  are planning on c lo s in g  the streets o f  the 
parade route between noon and 12:30 p.m.

This w ill be the first year the parade takes place with the new  
downtown Plymouth Streetscape.

W ith co-chairman Scott Kappler and M iller expecting an audi­
ence for the parade in the range o f  30 ,000 —  more than half o f  
those being children —  they think they have enough things to keep 
all ages entertained.

“W e think w e’ll have a big parade,” Kappler said. “Hopefully 
w e’ll be able to keep everyone interested all day.”

The parade w ill be led by the PCEP Marching Band, a first for 
the annual parade. The Plymouth F ife and Drum Corps w ill be cel­
ebrating its 25th Anniversary by performing along with an alumni 
group. There w ill also be antique and classic vehicles, single hors­
es and horses pulling wagons, tw o or three clow n groups, several 
cheerleading groups, a 1996 D odge Viper and tw o bicycle groups 
—  one group o f  sm aller kids w ith decorated bikes and another 
group o f  adults with old-fashioned big front tire, small back tire 
bikes.

A ll o f  that w ill be thrown into a m ix with many politicians. 
K appler’s expecting , am ong others, U .S . Sen. Carl L evin  and 
Spencer Abraham , State Sen. R obert G eake, U .S . R ep. L ynn  
R ivers, State R ep. D eborah W hym an and m any ju d g es , loca l 
politicians and challengers. A t press time it was still unknown i f  
Gov. John Engler was planning on making an appearance as he has 
in recent years.

“With this being a big election year w e’re expecting a number 
o f  politicians to be on hand,” Kappler said.

K appler’s expecting m ost o f  the politicians to let their hair 
down a bit to entertain the crowd.

“Som e o f  them (politicians) w ill have classic cars, som e w ill 
have three or four person bands, som e w ill dress up and som e w ill 
have other types o f  entries,” Kappler said.

The organizers are also anticipating several floats from groups 
like the Polish Centennial Dancers, Plymouth Elks, Y M CA  Guides 
and the First Baptist Church o f  Plymouth.

“The parade improves every year,” Kappler said. “A s far as the 
number o f  people show ing interest or doing som ething in som e  
capacity, it has grown every year.”

P e o p le  sh o u ld  lin e  up a lon g  the s id e w a lk s  on M ain  and  
Hartsough streets. Parking is available at the City lot, behind the 
Penn Theatre and down side streets.

The fireworks display will be held at M assey Field on Plymouth 
Road near the Dunbar D avis Hall o f  Justice. Parking w ill be locat­
ed across the street in the U nisys parking lot. Donations are being  
requested.

“This w ill be the most expensive and one o f  the biggest shows 
w e’ve ever put on,” Kappler said.

Betw een $10,000 and $15,000 has been put into the display —  
a lot more m oney than in previous years. The fireworks are expect­
ed to last approximately 25 minutes.

“I t ’s a lw a y s  that m uch m ore fun w ith  a great a u d ien ce ,” 
Kappler said. “It’s a great event and hopefully people w ill com e to 
enjoy the day and enjoy the night.”

A s deputy director o f  the Land Resource Management D ivision , M inghine managed 
an office  o f  more than 30, overseeing the daily operations o f  the division. Before that, as 
m anager o f  finance and accounting, M inghine adm inistered a $ 1 0 0  m illion  operating 
budget for the divisions within the county’s environm ent department. H e also maintained 
accounting records for on-going construction projects totaling $1 billion.

M inghine also worked as controller for the City o f  M elvindale from  1986 to 1992. He 
is  a graduate o f  W ayne State U niversity and mem ber o f  both the M ichigan M unicipal 
Finance Officers Association and the Governm ent Finance Officers A ssociation.

The new  Finance & Budget Department includes the functions o f  water billing, pur­
chasing, payroll, accounts payable, budgeting and accounting. T he department w ill also 
oversee die tax assessm ent services currently provided by a private contractor and the

; had som e idea what this w ould cost them  
< in taxes when they got into this,” he said.

“W hy has it becom e our responsibility as 
l a C ity government to  help them?

“It doesn’t seem  to m e that w e should  
contribute taxes that are due. It’s not fair 
to  the other City residents.”

T h e  to ta l tax r e d u c tio n  fo r  th e  
M a y flo w e r  H o te l w o u ld  b e  $ 5 0 ,4 5 6 ,  
w hich w ould still leave $39,560 in unpaid 
ta x es due to the C ity . T he M a y flo w er  
H o te l a ls o  o w e s  $ 8 9 ,8 7 9  in  ta x e s  to  
W ayne County.

W alters said only interest accrued on  
the back  taxes and p enalties w ou ld  be  
w aived by the City.

C om m issioner D ou g  M iller  sa id  the  
C ity  w ou ld  b e  cr itic ized  regard less o f  
whether the taxes were abated or not.

“I th ink  th is is  o n e  o f  th o se  is su e s  
w h e r e  w e ’re d am n ed  i f  w e  d o  and  
damned i f  w e don’t,” he said.

“I f  w e g ive the M ayflower the break, 
people w ill say it’s unfair to others. I f  w e  
don’t g ive  them a break, people w ill say

w e ’re an ti-b u sin ess and are destroying  
dow ntow n.”

M iller  sa id  the p o ss ib ility  o f  future 
taxes from  a vibrant hotel w ould  m ore 

. than com pensate for the abated taxes.
“T here h ave b een  regu lar m eetin gs  

b e tw een  the h o te l and C ity ,” he said . 
“T hey’v e  worked very hard to facilitate 
the process to what it is today.”

In addition to the right o f  first refusal 
i f  the M ayflow er is sold , the M ayflower 
Hotel owners w ould a lso  have to meet the 
fo llo w in g  con d ition s to  receive  the tax 
break:

• The owners must proceed im medi­
ately to obtain a mortgage and pro­
ceed  with the renovation and opera­
tion o f  the hotel as proposed;

food  services contract at the Summ it on the Park com m unity center.
Yack said Canton residents rarely interact directly with the department. “It’s pretty 

much all internal,” he said. “It’s one o f  the departments where the public has very little 
contact with —  only with the water b ills.”

The department was form ally created in January o f  this year by the Canton Board o f  
Trustees in an effort to consolidate finance functions within Canton. That m ove fo llow ed  
a detailed organizational review  by the consulting firm o f  Bartell & Bartell.

Life in Brazil
Canton fam ily adjusting to life in South America

C anton tw ins K atherine an d  W illiam  B row n  m oved  to  S ao  P aulo , B razil la st year  
w hen their  fa th er w as tran sfered .

January 17 is known as doomsday for 

Katherine Brown.
On that day, the 11-year-old girl left 

her hom e in Canton, her friends and her 
life  as a sixth  grader at Central M iddle  
School. She thought her life  was over.

“I just cried. A lot,” she said. “Even  
the first day I found out about it I cried.”

In stead , sh e  rea lized  later, it w as a 
new start.

Her father, a Ford transportation man­
ager, w as transferred to the automaker’s 
B razil o ff ic e  in  Sao Paulo, That m eant 
K atherine, a long w ith  her tw in  brother 
W illiam , her older sister E m ily and her 
mother, w ere m oving.

“It didn’t start out too sm ooth, but the 
people there are really n ice,” she said.

“I w as one o f  the saddest ones in my 
fam ily,” she said, “and I was kind o f  ner­
vous.

“I’ve  lived  the first 10 years o f  my life  
in C anton and the on ly  other p lace I’d 
been is  Canada.”

She’s on a m onthlong hom e leave —  
on e o f  tw o  sh e  gets each  year —  and 
stopped by The Community Crier offices 
to talk about the differences in Brazilian 
and American lifestyles.

T he to u g h e s t  a sp e c t  o f  m o v in g  to  
another country is the language barrier, 
Katherine said. Learning Portuguese, the 
n ative  la n gu age  o f  B ra z il, has b een  a 
slow  process for her.

“It is so  different from English. They 
have so many verbs,” she said.

She and her siblings are enrolled in an 
A m erica n  sc h o o l in  S a o  P au lo . E ven

though classes are taught in English, the 
curriculum is much more demanding.

“M y g ra d es  d ip p e d  to  a D ,” sa id  
Katherine, who com pleted the sixth grade 
last month.

“It’s just so m uch harder. T hey teach 
you  stu ff that th ey’re learning about in  
the ninth grade here.”

In tw o  and a h a lf  years, the B row n  
fa m ily  is  re tu rn in g  to  the s ta te s , and  
Katherine has m ade her fam ily  prom ise 
they’ll m ove back to Canton. She wants 
to  a tten d  th e  P ly m o u th  C an to n  
E d u ca tio n a l Park w ith  the rest o f  her 
friends, she said.

O th er  th in g s  s h e  m is s e s  a b o u t

M ichigan: brow sing through Target on  
Ford Road and shopping in Arbor Drugs 
on  Joy  and  M o rto n  T a y lo r  r o a d s .

But even  Katherine w ill admit there 
are m an y  th in g s to  l ik e  ab ou t B ra z il. 
T a k e th e  f a m ily ’ s d u p le x  p e n th o u s e  
apartment that overlooks the city. Or the 
weather. N o  snow  squalls, ice  storms or 
arctic tem peratures to worry about, she  
said.

And despite her age, Katherine already 
thinks about her future. L iving in Brazil, 
she’s decided, can on ly  help her.

“I’ll be m ulti-lingual,” she said. “I’ll 
g a in  ex tra  k n o w le d g e  and  g e t  b e tter  
jobs.”

C anton  p o lic e  w asted  lit t le  tim e in  
crack in g  dow n on a lleg ed  ille g a l f ir e ­
works violations after a stay o f  enforce­
m e n t w a s  en tered  la s t  w e e k  b y  th e  
M ichigan Court o f  A ppeals, invalidating  
a ruling earlier in the month preventing  
them from  enforcing the state’s fireworks 
law s.

T he Canton P o lice  D epartm ent co n ­
d u cted  a s t in g  op era tio n  S u n d ay  and  
M on d ay , in v estig a tin g  a lle g e d  il le g a l  
firew orks activ ities at f iv e  location s in  
C an ton . Four warrants w ere  ob ta in ed  
charging a total o f  12 ind ividuals w ith  
m ultiple counts o f  conspiracy to vio late  
state firew orks law s and p o ssess io n  o f  
illegal fireworks. T w o o f  the individuals 
w ere charged tw ice stem m ing from tw o  
separate investigations.

T he fo llow ing people w ere arraigned 
M o n d a y  b e fo r e  J u d g e  Jo h n  E . 
M acD onald in 35th District Court: Efim , 
E lis s a  N an  and O le g  B u rd a , R en a  
T u rb ovsk aya , L auralee A nn A lm bert, 
E ld a r  R a fa ilo v ic h  P a y sa k h o v , L isa  
N ico le  Taylor, and Dawn Marie, Patricia 
A . and Donald H. Linn.

C harges ranged from  p o sse ss io n  to  
conspiracy to possession  o f  illega l fire­
works. A ll defendants entered not guilty  
pleas. Personal bond was set under the 
stipulations that they are not to interfere 
w ith the fire marshal i f  and when there is 
an inspection ordered and not to violate  
any M ichigan fireworks laws.

“T h is  is  an o n g o in g  d e b a te ,” sa id  
C an ton  D ep artm en t o f  P u b lic  S a fe ty  
D irector John Santomauro. “A s o f  now , 
it ’s against the law  to se ll these illega l

f irew o rk s . W e c a n ’t p ic k  and c h o o se  
what w e want to enforce.”

A ccord in g  to Santom auro, the sting  
op eration  w as n ot co n d u cted  w ith ou t  
warning. “W e made the decision to g ive  
them (fireworks dealers) a heads-up,” he 
said. “W e gave them a letter asking them  

, to voluntarily com ply w ith the law. They  
were hand delivered Friday.

“W e w ent out beginning Sunday and 
had o fficers go  out and m ake the buys. 
Instead o f  m aking the arrest at the scene, 
w e brought the information w e collected  
in and had it looked at by the prosecutors. 
T he arrest warrants w ere  faxed  to the 
judge w ho signed them. That’s when the 
arrests w ere made.”

S antom auro  sa id  th e  op era tio n  ran  
sm ooth ly . “T here is  a reason  w e  w ere  
being so  cau tiou s,” he said. “W e knew  
there w ou ld  be a ju d ic ia l r ev ie w  after  
this, especially  by the fireworks industry. 
W e had to make sure the safeguards were 
in p lace, that the case  w as rev iew ed  by  
the prosecution and the judge before w e  
took any action.”

Up until Thursday, the Canton Police  
D e p a r tm e n t’ s h a n d s  w e r e  t ie d .  O n  
Thursday, the M ichigan Court o f  A ppeals 
set aside a prior ruling by W ayne County 
C ircu it C ourt Ju d ge John A . M urphy, 
w h o se  r u lin g  h ad  h a lte d  th e  C an to n  
Police Department’s strict enforcem ent o f  
the state fireworks law .

“W hen w e have people on M ichigan  
A venue flagrantly breaking the law ,” said 
Santomauro, “w e have a hard tim e look­
ing the other way. T hese are pretty dan­
g erou s firew ork s w e ’re ta lk in g  about  
here.” '

O ver the past severa l y ea rs, Burda  
Brothers Inc. in Canton has been  at the 
center o f  the fireworks controversy. The 
com p an y  se l ls  firew o rk s th ey  sa y  are 
com pletely lega l and has fought numer­
ous tickets concerning the sale o f  alleged  
illegal fireworks. E lissa Burda, ow ner o f  
Burda Brothers, refused to com m ent on  
the court battle. “I have no com m ent on 
this,” she said. “W e’re in a lo t o f  litiga­
tion right now .”

Candidates prepare for only Twp. race

D espite its developm ent boom  and growing population, Plymouth T ow nship can’t find  
enough candidates to run for public office.

Positions for Township Supervisor, Clerk, Treasurer and four seats on the Board o f  
Trustees are up for re-election this November. Only the treasurer’s race is being contest­
ed.

“A s an incumbent, I w ould like to look at that as the general public saying one o f  tw o  
things; either they’re p leased  with what w e ’ve  done or they want no part o f  it,” said  
Trustee K.C. M ueller.

W hatever the reason, the on ly  incum bent w aging a re-election  cam paign is M ary 
Brooks, w ho hopes for a fourth four-year term as treasurer. T he treasurer also sits on the 
Township board.

T he treasurer’s race pits a w ell-known, longtim e incumbent against a political new ­
com er running oh a platform o f  financial responsibility. Brooks is  being challenged by  
Ron Edwards, a certified public accountant w ho’s lived  in  the Township for 14 years.

T he electoral pow er o f  incum bency favors Brooks. Her name is on every tax bill sent 
to  property owners and anyone walking into the treasurer’s o ffice  has been chatting with 
her for the last 12 years.

B ut she plans to be an aggressive campaigner, she said.
“I w alk the streets, I send out mailings, I buy advertisements,” she said.
T w o years ago she w as elected to the board o f  directors at the M ichigan Municipal 

T reasurers A sso c ia t io n . B ro o k s a lso  is  p resid en t o f  th e  P lym ou th  B u s in e s s  and  
Professional W om en’s Club.

“M ary’s alw ays been considered unbeatable,” M ueller said.
B ut Brooks has endured som e controversy recently. A  m anagem ent letter from  the 

T ow nship’s auditors questioned som e o f  the department’s operating practices and recom ­
m ended som e changes to im prove efficiency.

R eceipt o f  the letter w as fo llow ed  by a heated board m eeting in M ay that Brooks 
didn’t attend, but at w hich she was criticized by her colleagues.

Edwards, in a recent interview, said the criticism o f  Brooks is justified.
“That’s no w ay to run a treasurer’s office,” he said.
“It’s responsibility. Y ou have to be responsible with the position you have in the com ­

munity.”

H is cam paign literature stresses h is  fin an cia l background and touts hon esty  and  
integrity.

“Ron Edwards w ill be responsible w ith your m oney,” the cam paign literature said.
“He w on’t leave checks undeposited for w eeks and w eeks or have non-interest bearing 

accounts. Ron Edwards w ill see  that taxes co llected  for other taxing authorities ... are 
paid according to law , not 4  to 14 months late.”

Edwards said his cam paign w ill d iscuss issues and not personalities.
“I’m  running on the facts,” he said. “T he facts are not a personal attack.”
Brooks said she’s not surprised the recent controversy w ill becom e part o f  the cam ­

paign. D espite that, she said, she deserves re-relection.
“I’m  honest, number one,” she said. “I have alw ays done a good job  w hen I have the 

people in the office to do the work. I’ve  alw ays gotten the best interest w hile protecting  
the principle o f  an investm ent.”

Y o u th  l ia is o n  o f f ic e r  a p p r o v e d

The Canton Board o f  Trustees unani­
mously approved the hiring o f  a youth liai­
son officer at a recent meeting.

The youth liaison officer w ill coordi­
nate all aspects o f  public safety services  
with schools and w ill be a direct lia ison  
with all the local social service agencies  
provid ing youth assistance. T he o fficer  
w ill a lso  create an internal resource for  
dealing w ith gangs, identify ing strategy  
and p u b lic  e d u ca tio n  and  serv e  as a 
resource person for com m unity p o lic ing  
teams dealing with youth.

“T h is  o ff ic e r  w ill  a lw a y s  h a v e  the  
inform ation and know ledge w e need on 
gangs,” Canton D irector o f  Safety John 
Santomauro said.

B e c a u se  o f  the h ig h  p o p u la t io n  o f  
youth in Canton and because m ost police  
departments deal with the youths with an 
officer, Growth W orks, P-C Schools and 
other governm ent departm ents cam e up  
with the idea o f  a youth liaison officer.

“T h is person w ill be a p o lice  o fficer  
and w ill  be ab le  to  en fo rce  the la w s ,” 
Santomauro said, “but w e’re looking a lot 
broader than that.”

Another reason Santomauro requested 
the hiring for this position is the fact that 
50  percent o f  the department’s crime pre­
vention efforts are focused on dealing with 
gang activity in the schools. The liaison  
officer w ould allow  the crime prevention 
unit to spend more time on businesses and 
residents.

Donna Southw ell, the hazardous mate­
r ia ls  m a n a g e m e n t  a n a ly s t  fo r  th e  
W ashtenaw County O ffice o f  Em ergency  
M anagement, said the suspects are proba­
bly within a fiv e  m ile radius o f  the dump­
in g  site  at F ive  M ile  and Currie roads. 
“W e’v e  received  a couple o f  tips, calls to  
our anonym ous tip lines. O f course, w e  
can’t talk about those,” she said. “This is 
going to be a very d ifficult investigation  
b e c a u se  w e ’re  g o in g  to  h a v e  to  f in d  
som eone w ho w as there.”

Som etim e in a period o f  tw o days, so l­
vents know n as P henol and N apthalene  
were dumped into Johnson Creek, a tribu­
tary o f  th e  R o u g e  R iv e r . T h e  fo u l  
sm elling , c lear -look in g  ch em ica ls w ere  
discovered on  June 12 by passing b icy ­
clists but not reported to the Department 
o f  Environm ental Q uality until the next 
day, Southw ell said.

A  w eek-long clean-up effort rem oved  
90 cubic yards o f  soil and 14,000 gallons 
o f  water. There w ere no serious injuries 
from the accident. “There were 13 people  
sent to the hospital for toxic screening,” 
said Southw ell. “T hese were people at the 
scene. T hey w ere not residents.”

The water contam ination appears to be 
limited.

“W e don’t think there is any danger to 
the groundw ater in the Plym outh area,” 
said James Murray, w ho runs the W ayne 
County Department o f  the Environment.

“Testing is being done right now  and 
th o s e  te s ts  sh o u ld  b e  d o n e  in  a f e w  
w eeks.”

I f  th ere  w a s a th rea t th at th e  sp il l  
affected  the groundw ater, M urray said  
tests w ou ld  have b een  co n d u cted  w ith  
im mediate results.

T h e  Jo h n so n  C reek  f lo w s  in to  th e  
R ouge River, w hich has been  the subject 
o f  m ill io n -d o l la r  c le a n u p  e f fo r ts  fo r  
years.

That those efforts can be ruined w ith  
just one toxic spill infuriates Murray and 
other environm entalists.

“It’s really unfortunate that these are 
som e scum -sucking, lo w -life  parasites in 
m y opinion,” he said, “and w e ’re go ing  to  
prosecute them to the fu llest extent o f  the 
law .”

Southwell pleaded with the com m uni­
ty to keep a keen eye for suspicious situa­
tions.

S g t. R o y  M ays o f  th e  W a sh te n a w  
C ounty S h e r if f’s D ep artm en t sa id  the  
investigation is ongoing. There has been a 
s lo w  r ise  in  the num ber o f  hazardous  
wastes spills and related crim es, he said.

“It has increased over the years, but I 
w ouldn’t say w e’re investiga tin g  a lo t,” 
M ays said.

S o u th w e ll sa id  s e v e n  b arre ls  h a v e  
been dum ped in the area in  the last six  
w eeks, but previously the sp ills have been  
limited to motor oil. “T his is the first tim e 
what has been dumped has been  incredi­
bly toxic,” she said.

W hen caught, the offenders face thou­
sands o f  dollars in fin es to  pay for the 
cost o f  the cleanup, M ays said.

Elected in 1994, Horvath has developed into a knowledgeable and 
dependable board member. He is well-prepared for meetings. Horvath 
prioritizes and examines each issue and item in detail.

Horvath should make it his first priority after assuming the 
presidency to expand the public comment portion of school board 
meetings.

Horvath’s replacement to fill the vice president position should be 
Trustee Carrie Blamer. One of the most pleasing sights this school year 
has been the em ergence o f Blamer as the school board’s best 
representative for parents.

After a quiet, inconsistent start, Blamer shares her views and 
concerns regularly. She is ready for additional responsibility.

For a school district that is experiencing inadequate funding, the P-C 
School Board would be wise to keep Michael Maloney as treasurer, the 
officer traditionally responsible for helping to build the budget. His line 
item work on the 1996-97 budget was valuable and should be utilized 
again next year. M aloney’s analysis demands administrators 
systematically prepare their reports and statements.

The secretary position should belong to Trustee Jack Farrow. He has 
previously held the position, and has mentioned several ideas for 
making school board packets and meeting information more available to 
the public. He needs to be persistent in his efforts to open the lines of 
communication between parents and the school board.

That leaves school board President David Artley, Secretary Sue 
Davis and newly-elected board member Liz Givens as trustees for the 
1996-97 school year.
