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No HBO for
Continental w ill keep exclusive contract

The Federal C om m unications 

Commission (FCC) handed down a deci­
sion Friday upholding C ontinental 
Cablevision’s exclusive contract with 
HBO.

The decision is a blow to Americast— 
a company fighting to gain a foothold in 
the local cable market.

“Sure, we’re disappointed about the 
decision,” said Americast spokesperson 
Dave Onak, “but that won’t  stop us from 
signing up customers in the area. We’re 
pleased with our results so far, even with­
out HBO and Cinemax.”

In February, Ameritech and Americast 
filed a cbmplaint with the FCC charging 
Continental and HBO with unlawfully 
denying consumers in the four-communi­
ty consortium of Plymouth, Plymouth 
Township, Northville and Canton, along 
with Northville Township, access to HBO 
and Cinemax programming.

Americast representatives claimed an 
exclusive contract signed by Time- 
Wamer’s HBO division and Continental 
in 1988 did not apply to the form er 
Omnicom properties.

Congress passed the Cable Act of 
1992. A portion of the act outlawed

exclusive contracts, but “grandfathered” 
any such contracts signed before June 1, 
1990.

In an order released Friday, the FCC 
denied Americast’s complaint and said 
that it found the Cable Act provision that 
Americast cited to be “clear and unam­
biguous.”

“We feel fully vindicated by the 
FCC’s decision,” said Robert J. Sachs, 
Continental’s Senior Vice President for 
Corporate and Legal Affairs. “In finding 
the programming access provisions of the 
Cable Act to be ‘clear and unambiguous,’ 
the commission could not have spoken 
more loudly about the baselessness of 
Ameritech’s claims.”

The exclusivity  provisions of the 
agreement between HBO and Continental 
run until Dec. 31,1997.

“We’re at a competitive disadvantage 
from the start,” said Onak. “We’re a new 
player in town competing against an 
entrenched monopoly.”

He said further legal action could be 
taken by Americast. “We are looking at 
all our options now,” Onak said. “There 
hasn’t been a decision made as to what 
we’ll do next.”

Dianne Quinn has two birthdays.
One is the day she turns a year older. The other is Art in 

the Park, set for this weekend in downtown Plymouth.
‘That’s very well put,” said Quinn, a Plymouth resident 

and founder of the 16th annual art celebration. “You wake 
up in the morning and you’re all nervous inside because it’s 
your birthday. That’s A t  in the Park, too.”

Art in the Park begins Saturday, running from 10 a.m. to 
7 p.m. Sunday, the event will take place from 10 a.m. to 5 
p.m.

She can’t plan Plymouth’s midsummer event in her sleep 
anymore. It’s grown so much since the inaugural Art in the

Park in 1980“ There were 30 artists that year. Sixteen years 
later, artists are coming from nearly 30 different states.

The festival’s growth is a testament to its originality. “I 
just thought Plymouth was the perfect location for some­
thing like this,” Quinn said. “A downtown with a park in the 
middle of the city. I just can’t tell you...you can’t buy a city 
like this.”

But visitors bought the concept.
Year by year the crowds grew along with the artists and 

entertainment offerings. Quinn wouldn’t venture to guess 
how many attend the “speckled spectacular” every yean but 
it’s more than you could shake a paint brush at.

“Some people are drawn to crowds,” said Quinn. “They

want to be here. They don’t want to miss a thing.
“There is something here for everybody — toys and 

games for the kids all the way up to walking sticks for 80- 
year-olds.”

And they might need them, too. Art in the Park ‘96 has a 
new layout that winds the festival in and out of the City 
streets. “We have electricity throughout the City now,” she 
said, “so we can have food way down Forest (Avenue). 
We’re going to have a more well-rounded show instead of 
having food here, art there.”

The painstaking preparation was handled by a to-scale

The Plymouth-Canton School Board has a new president and a 

new meeting night.
That’s just some of the results from Monday night’s organiza­

tional meeting held prior to the board’s regular meeting.
The 1996-97 school year got underway with the approval of 

Mark Horvath as president. Horvath, a Canton resident who was 
elected in 1994, served last year as vice president and was nomi­
nated by outgoing President David Artley.

The only duel of the night came over the vice president posi­
tion. Artley nominated Trustee Jack Farrow, who was re-elected 
to a four-year term last month, but he received just two of six 
votes for vice president. Treasurer Michael Maloney, who was 
nominated by Trustee Carrie Blamer, was then unanimously 
approved as vice president

Maloney’s former position was filled by Secretary Sue Davis 
upon the nomination of Blamer. Detailing the meeting’s minutes 
and comments is now the responsibility of Blamer, who was 
approved as secretary after Artley’s nomination.

The first meeting of the 1996-97 school year was also the first 
for recently-elected board member Liz Givens, who will serve a 
four-year term as trustee. Artley and Farrow are the other

trustees.
The new school board will have a new meeting day too. 

Following the election of the officers came the adoption of by­
laws, including notification that school board meetings will be 
moved to the second and fourth Tuesdays of each month begin- 
ningjn August. Currently, meetings are held on the second and 
fourth Monday’s of each month. “Monday’s are a difficult day, 
not just in school — everywhere,” said Artley.

Residents, administrators and board members will all benefit 
from Tuesday meeting dates, Artley said. Board meeting packets 
are made available to board members Friday night and to the pub­
lic Monday morning — leaving one day for administrators to 
search for answers and prepare for the night’s meeting. “That 
gives administrators precious little time to answer questions 
posed by the board and the public,” said Artley.

Participation should be enhanced, Artley said, because the 
public will have more time to review the meeting’s agenda.

The second day of the week is also a better day for building 
principals who host meetings during the school year.

“Monday is a crunch day for administrators in buildings,” said 
Artley.

The Canton Board of Trustees was 
expected to officially offer the U.S. Post 
Office Tuesday night a four-acre parcel 
of land  at G riffin  Park on Canton 
Center Road to build the community’s 
full-service post office.

The plan is not without opposition. 
R esidents of the Pheasant G len and 
Em bassy Square subdiv isions were 
expected to voice their concerns over 
possible traffic congestion if  the Post 
Office is built at the site.

Canton C lerk Terry B ennett said

some elements of the park may need to 
be moved. “If baseball diamonds and 
other park amenities were removed to 
build the post office, they would have to 
be replaced,” she said.

If the offer to sell is made and the 
post office accepts the offer, the land 
will be sold at $125,000 per acre.

Bennett said that although the deci­
sion would be difficult for the board of 
trustees, a full-service post office is one 
of the last essential services Canton 
lacks.

“We’ve been working on this for a 
long time,” she said. “I think there will 
be support for the site because of the 
central location and because it gives the 
opportunity for the largest amount of 
buffer (between the post office and the 
subdivisions.)”
- C urrently , C anton residen ts  are 
served by a small, satellite post office. 
The nearest full-service post office is 
located in Westland.

“We worked as a community on this 
with our legislators to make sure a full- 
service post office would be a priority 
of Canton,” Bennett said. “We’re one of 
the fastest growing communities in the 
state, yet we don’t have a full-service 
post office.

“U nfortunately , it  took  the post 
office 10 years to realize we needed 
one. If  the post o ffice w ould have 
worked with us 10 years ago, we would 
have had a better opportunity to plan for 
a site.”

Canton presented the post office with 
several possib le locations, some of 
which were eliminated because of their 
location or because of the classification 
of the roads on which the sites were 
located.

If the Canton Board of Trustees did 
not vote to offer the site for sale or if 
the offer is rejected, the post office may 
choose to purchase from a private land 
owner.

C i t y  r e s i d e n t s  p r o t e s t  l i b r a r y  ’s  

h a n d l i n g  o f  l a n d  n e g o t i a t i o n s

The Plymouth Community Library 
Board is ready to replace the Dunning- 
Hough Library building, but some home- 
owners on Union Street aren’t ready to 
sell their property.

Union Street resident Marie LaGrow 
told Plymouth City Commissioners last 
week that representatives of the library 
board are trying to force her from her 
home.

“We told them we don’t want to sell,” 
she said. “They said they’d have the 
home demolished if we didn’t. They’re 
putting all the stress on us.”

Plymouth District Library Board mem­
ber Sheryl Tripp-Khoury said the home- 
owners have known the board’s initial 
plan to expand the library for almost five 
years. “We’ve been in negotiations with 
them since August of 1995,” she said. 
“Our attorney sent letter after letter to 
them with no response at all.”

The Plymouth District Library Board 
operates as a separate, government entity 
from the City and Township. Board mem­
bers are elected and the library operates 
with their own budget.

“We’ve had a lot of love and a lot of 
heartache there,” said LaGrow. “We feel 
we’re being harassed.”

Khoury said the library board does 
have the power of eminent domain — the 
right of government entities to take pri­
vate property for public use —  but added 
that the library board does not want to

force the remaining two homeowners 
from their property.

“We’ve had certified appraisals and 
w e’ve made offers in excess o f that 
amount,” she said. “Two of the home- 
owners have already settled. But this is 
taxpayer money we’re spending here. 
We’ll pay a fair price, but we still have a 
library to build.”

Khoury said the construction schedule 
has not been affected by the negotiations 
to purchase the property yet. “We want to 
resolve this quickly,” she said.

Plymouth resident Mark Oppat said 
he’s concerned that the residential charac­
ter of Union Street will be lost if the four 
homes are demolished to make way for 
the library. The four homes are part of the 
Kellogg Park Historic District.

“You’re looking at destroying four of 
only eight properties that are in the his­
toric district,” he said. “I don’t think 
that’s a smart plan.”

Khoury said the library is subject to 
the same parking requirement as every­
one else. She said the space is needed for 
additional parking. “We did an investiga­
tion on the feasibility of a parking deck,” 
she said. “We found that it would cost an 
additional $2.3 million.”

According to Oppat, the library board 
has a tough road ahead.

“Don’t think this will be taken light­
ly,” he said. “I think it’s a hopeless case 
to get those houses demolished in a his­
toric district.”

City loses appeal in CSX case

A recent court decision may mean Plymouth motorists will spend more time wait­
ing at City railroad crossings.

A United States Court of Appeal upheld a lower court decision that the City’s train 
obstruction ordinance is superseded by Federal law.

Plymouth Statute Chapter 129, Section 10.51 prohibits trains from obstructing “free 
passage of any street...for longer than five (5) minutes” and requires five minutes 
between obstructions.

In its decision, the court said the Plymouth statute is “expressly preempted” by 
Federal laws that govern railroad traffic and safety.

As of press time, it was unclear whether the City would challenge this decision.

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Schools deny nepotism in negotiations

The Plymouth-Canton School Board is 
content with the school district’s current 
negotiating team with the teacher’s union 
despite the fact its members have family 
employed as teachers in the district.

The P-C School Board finally replied 
to nearly two months of charges of nepo­
tism at M onday n ig h t’s m eeting by 
announcing their “faith and confidence in 
the current members” of the negotiating 
team.

School board watch dog Ted Bohlen 
first raised the ethics and legality of hav­
ing A ssistant Superintendent for 
Employee Relations Errol Goldman, 
A ssistant Superintendent for 
Instruction/K-12 Patrick O’Donnell and 
former Executive Director of Instruction 
Tom Tattan serving on the school dis­
trict’s negotiating team.

Goldm an’s wife and O ’D onnell’s 
daughters are teachers in the school dis­
trict. Tattan, who resigned June 30 to 
become superintendent o f the 
Clarenceville School District, is also mar­
ried to a P C Schools teacher. “So we 
have three people on our negotiating 
team who have spouses or children 
employed by the school district who are 
negotiating salaries for the school dis­
trict,” said Bohlen at the May 20 school 
board meeting.

He was joined in disapproval by City 
resident Sheryl Tripp-Khoury at later 
m eetings, and it was her com m ents 
Monday night that led to Trustee David 
A rtley’s reply. “A concern has been 
raised regarding the makeup of the school 
district’s negotiating team with the teach­
ers’ union,” said Artley, reading a pre­
pared release on behalf of the school 
board. “When this was raised originally 
as an issue at a board meeting, the board 
had research done by independent coun­

sel as to what was ‘legal,’ and what was 
‘practice’ in other school districts in the 
area. The summary of that research fol­
lows, but first, we note for the record that 
the board o f education sets the parame­
ters used by the team. Issue number one: 
‘It is not illegal’ — to have members of 
the team related to those in the unit. Issue 
number two: it has occurred in other dis­
tricts.

“Given these points, and noting that 
we are currently in the middle of the

negotiation process, we will not be 
changing the team this year and have full 
faith and confidence in the current board 
members of that team. We perceive that 
changing would be counter-productive. 
As always, we welcome the participation 
of all citizens in the public education pro­
cess and are grateful for the sharing of 
the ideas and concerns.”

To which Khoury replied: “There are 
a lot of things that aren’t strictly illegal 
that aren’t a good idea to do.”

Journey Program expanded to include 10th graders; 
to move from Starkweather Center to PCEP campus

The Journey will continue.
Journey Program supporters heard what they’ve wanted to 

hear since they began their campaign in the spring to extend the 
exclusively ninth-grade alternative education format to 10th 
graders.

A proposal developed by Journey Program parents, PCEP 
principals Pat Patton and Gerry Ostoin, and area coordinators 
Sharon Strean and Jerry Morris was greeted with enthusiasm by 
Superintendent Charles Little. “The plan is acceptable up and 
down from what I can tell,” said Little. “If there are no objec­
tions, I plan on implementing this.”

The proposal will move the Journey Program  from 
Starkweather Center to the PCEP campus. But the Journey 
Program students — between 90 and 100 ninth and 10th graders 
— will benefit from the PCEP’s additional human resources, aca­

demic programs and support services. The relocation of the pro­
gram will, Strean and Morris said in a- memo to Little, also 
improve the physical setting and would increase the likelihood of 
students feeling more connected to their home high school.

Both parents and board members applauded the outcome. “I’m 
very pleased with the transition,” said Trustee David Artley. “We 
did a good thing last year; we’re expanding on it this year.”

“It was kind of nice to see how the system worked with us,” 
said Journey Program supporter Linda Cox about the numerous 
revisions made to the proposal.

“I know it’s going to work,” said fellow Journey Program 
advocate Leslie Queen.

The Journey Program was initiated last year for 50 “at-risk” 
incoming freshmen students offering smaller class sizes. It was 
very successful and students and parents expressed concern over 
sending the reinvigorated students to the 4,500-student PCEP.

Uncovering history
P C E P  p r o g r a m  h e l p s  b e g i n n i n g  a r c h a e o l o g i s t s  l o o k  i n t o  p a s t

In the tiny city of Cortez, near the 

southwest corner of Colorado, lies the 
Crow Canyon Archaeological Center, a 
non-profit organization dedicated to the 
studies of the ancient people who once 
populated the Four Comers region of the 
southwest United States.

Since its birth in 1984, Crow Canyon 
has been offering programs that allow the 
public to actually work on excavations 
and lab activities. Of the 4,000 people 
who attend the Crow Canyon programs 
yearly, between 20 and 30 are students 
from the Plymouth-Canton Educational 
Park (PCEP).

Anthropology and psychology teacher 
Denise Gimpel has offered the trip — eli­
gible to students who have taken either 
physical or cultural anthropology classes 
— for the past nine years. Because of the 
strict number of people Crow Canyon can 
allow, only a fraction of the applicants can 
be selected.

This year, I was chosen along with 29 
other students to attend the week-long 
course that began shortly after school let 
out.

A basic day’s schedule began at 7 a.m. 
and consisted of a breakfast followed by a

Crow Canyon organized activity that last­
ed through the afternoon with a break for 
lunch. After dinner, the evening was either 
given to the students as free time, used as 
a period to 
v isit tourist 
attractions, or 
as a lecture 
time to discuss 
topics related 
to Crow 
Canyon stud­
ies.

The day­
time activities 
i n c l u d e d  
hikes, excava­
tion, lab work 
and class work 
— all conduct­
ed by the 
Crow Canyon 
staff — some 
of the friendliest and most knowledgeable 
people I’ve ever met.

Our studies revolved mostly around the 
ancestral Puebloan, the people who popu­
lated the southwest hundreds of years ago 
before moving out of the region to sur­
rounding areas. We uncovered pottery,

charcoal, human and animal bone and 
stone tools — all untouched for hundreds 
of years and all contributing in some way 
to the answers that Crow Canyon archae­
ologists have been seeking.

Attending the Crow Canyon field 
school was a very unique experience and 
has enhanced both my knowledge of the 
ancestral Puebloan, as well as the archaeo­
logical method in general. I was able to 
apply what I learned in the classroom to a 
“real life” experience for the first time.

Within a week I had, among many 
other things, started a fire without the aid 
of modem tools, weaved a bracelet out of 
a yucca plant, walked through the remains 
of ancestral Puebloan buildings, unearthed 
artifacts hidden for centuries and used 
primitive hunting tools to launch an arrow 
at a target.

I’m extremely fortunate to have attend­
ed a school where this program is offered. 
Such opportunities are rare and I hope that 
for the. sake of future students, the pro­
gram continues to be offered and students 
continue to take advantage of it.

Special Olympics swim team has no place to practice

The local Special Olympics team has a 

problem.
After competing in the State Special 

Olympic Games the last 11 years, the 
Plymouth-Canton members of the swim 
team were unable to participate at this 
year’s games at C entral M ichigan 
University in June because there was no 
practice time available at the PCEP high 
school pools. The swim team is com­
prised of five teenagers and because of 
the lack of a pool time, they are unable to 
build the team up, having to continually 
turn away interested swimmers.

For the last decade the swim team was 
able to use the high school’s pool for 
once a week practices. According to Bill 
Abraham, who has a daughter on the 
swim team, it’s been nearly impossible to 
contact those responsible for the pool’s 
time allotment.

“We have an easy time getting the 
gym for the track and field  team ,” 
Abraham said, “but the problem,with 
swimming is we’ve had a hard time get­
ting a hold of people.”

One theory Abraham has about the 
problem is the coaching changes the team 
has gone through recently . Hooker 
W ellman, a form er swim coach at 
Canton, was the Special Olympics coach 
until 1994 before handing the position 
over to Nicki Montross, who left the job 
this past year. Both W ellman and 
Montross had an easy time getting the 
team practice time because of the connec­
tions they had with the school.

Abraham was given a few names of 
people he should contact about the prob­
lem, but those people either didn’t return 
his calls or are in a position where they 
don’t have the authority to assign pool 
times.

It’s been suggested to reserve time at 
the Summit on the Park, but although the 
price is a factor Abraham and the rest of 
the parents could deal with, there are 
other reasons why the Summit was pur­
posely overlooked.

“The one problem we do have is that 
we need to have a few lanes,” Abraham

said, “and the Summit wouldn’t be able 
to provide that because i t’s a public 
place.”

To be able to compete in the State 
Games a team needs a certain amount of 
practice time under its belt. The Our 
Lady of Providence Center in Northville 
allowed the team to practice a bit at their 
pool this last Spring, but the team wants 
to keep the practices in its own communi­
ty.

Plymouth-Canton started the commu­
nity Special Olympics 12 years ago, and 
the swim team has gone to the State 
Games every year aside from this year. 
The track and field team traveled to the 
State Games this year, leaving the swim­
mers frustrated and disappointed.

According to Donna Marquardt, who 
has a daughter on the swim team, the 
Games are the Olympians time^to shine 
and they don’t comprehend scheduling 
conflicts. They just know that for some 
reason, they were not allowed to compete

in the State Games this year.
The Wayne County Special Olympic 

Games were held on May 3 at Franklin 
High School in Livonia in which there 
were sw im m ing and track and field  
events. The five Plymouth-Canton swim­
mers did reasonably well considering 
they weren’t able to secure pool time for 
any practices.

Tasha DeGraff won a silver medal in 
the 25 meter backstroke and a gold medal 
in the 50 m eter backstroke. Julie 
Abraham won a gold in the 50 meter 
freestyle and was fifth place in the 25 
meter backstroke. Carrie Shilling won a 
silver in the 50 meter freestyle and a 
bronze in the 25 meter backstroke. Betsy 
Marquardt won a bronze in the 50 meter 
freestyle and a bronze in the 25 meter 
backstroke. David Foust won a bronze in 
the 50 freestyle and a silver in the 25 
meter backstroke and the 4 X 25 relay 
team of DeGraff, Abraham, Shilling and 
Marquardt won a bronze medal.

T h is  p a s t  Ju n e , th e  B o ard  o f  

Education took an idea and turned it 
in to  a re a lity  recen tly , b u t it  w as 
reported incorrectly  in at least one 
issue of the print media. We just want 
the  re co rd  s tra ig h t re g a rd in g  th e  
superintendent’s total com pensation 
package for the school year 1996/97.

Simply put, we addressed his “total 
compensation package,” not just his 
salary. It was unfortunately reported 
in a very different fashion, possibly 
creating misunderstanding within the 
com m unity that we serve. Often, in 
looking a t com pensation fo r work, 
people focus only on wages. What the 
Board of Education did was consider 
the  to ta l p ack ag e  o f a ll f in a n c ia l 
co m p e n sa tio n  re c e iv e d  by th e  
Superintendent. This was inclusive of 
sa la ry , fr in g e s  (h e a lth  and  life  
in su ra n c e , e tc .) ,  re tire m e n t, an d  
annuity . T he B oard , b ased  on our 
ev a lu a tio n  o f the  S u p erin ten d en t, 
g av e  th e  S u p e rin te n d e n t a to ta l 
com pensation  package increase  o f 
3.5% for the 96/97 school year. The 
net affect on his wages was a 3.2% 
increment over this year. In fact, we 
p u t to g e th e r  a c h a rt th a t  c lea rly  
demonstrated this. A copy is attached

to this letter. P lease take a m om ent 
and do your own calculation.

O ur purpose was to point out the 
im p o rta n c e  o f  to ta l e m p lo y m en t 
costs, The Superintendent was and is 
supportive o f this concept. We believe 
the pub lic  is en titled  to  know  and 
understand the total employment cost, 
to  a sk  q u e s t io n s , an d  to  ex p re ss  
concerns. It is the public’s money that 
we spend  on the ed u ca tio n  o f  our 
youth. M any have asked us to state 
facts in this fashion during the last 
year, we felt that we had an obligation 
to do so, and did.

Our intent in this letter is to “get it 
right.” We hope that you will publish 
this letter and the chart. If the public 
has questions, they should feel free to 
contact any board member —  all have 
published phone numbers. We stand 
ready to be held accountable by our 
co m m u n ity . W e b e lie v e  i t  is o u r 
responsibility , and yours, to  “get it 
right.”
