The Plymouth City Commission unani-
mously voted Monday to approve the
appointment of Mark Christiansen as
finance director and City assessor.

Arbor Drugs employees wrestle gun

Two Arbor Drugs employees and a

Plymouth Township Police officer wres- -

tled away a handgun and handcuffed a
robbery suspect until Canton Police
arrived Monday morning, police reports
said.

The Hollywood-like robbery scene
included a bloody fistfight, a very cool-
headed police officer and a former Army
infantryman who used his ‘military train-
ing to wrestle the suspect to the ground.

The incident occurred at 9:30 a.m. at
Arbor Drugs located at the southeast cor-
ner of Joy and Morton Taylor roads, when
the suspect cased the store and then initi-
ated the armed robbery, according to
police reports and Arbor Drugs Assistant

. Manager Skip Barnett.

After flashing a gun, the suspect took
Bamett into a back office room, demand-
ed cash and threatened Barnett’s life “The
suspect told him he would kill him if he
didn’t comply,” said Canton Police
Officer Lew Stevens.

So Barnett complied. “As soon as he
showed me his gun, I was constantly
thinking how I could neutralize him,” said
Bamett, who served for three years as an
Army infantry officer. “He thought he had
complete control over me after he showed
me that gun.”

That was the suspect s mlstake

Barnett, who is 6’6” and 200 pounds,
said he jumped the suspect when “he had

both hands on the cash box, and the gun
in his pocket.”

The struggle ensued, spilling into the
rear of the building. Bamett said, “It went

on for a little bit longer then I was hoping

for.

At this point, Plymouth Township
Police Officer Eric Anderson was enter-
ing the store. He went through a small
ofﬁce area and into the rear of the build-
ing, the police report said.

‘What greeted Anderson as he rounded
the next doorway is every policeman’s
nightmare.

A man came running straight at
Anderson with a semi-automatic pistol in
his hand, the report said. Anderson had a
split second to decide his next move; it
turned out to be the right one.

He ordered the man to stop, and drop
the gun. In that flash of pandemonium,

Anderson had noticed the man was the.

store’s pharmacist, who was carrying the
gun away from the wrestling match
between Barnett and the suspect.
Anderson credited his intensive police
training for his textbook actions. “Before
you use deadly force, you have to identify
your target You have to know — 110
percent,” he said.

After sccurmt7 the gun, the reporting
officer approached the scuffle and hand-
cuffed the suspect, bringing the traumatic
scene to a close.

Police backup arrived 30 seconds later.

Canton has fought for a full-service post
office in the community for aimost a
decade, but a small, vocal group of resi-
dents don’t want a new post office to
mean the end of a popular park.

The Canton Board of Trustees felt they
had little choice but to offer to sell four
acres of Griffin Park to the U.S. Post
Office. The board voted last week to offer
the land near the corner of Canton Center
and Cherry Hill roads to the post office
~ for $125,000 per acre. The post office has
six months to make a decision on the
offer. )

“Qur first priority is to have a post
office in the community,” said Canton
Treasurer Elaine Kirchgatter. ,

Embassy Square subdivision resident
Kathy Rokakis said parks should not be
sacrificed for a post office. “While Canton
residents have shown an overwhelming
interest in recreational facilities, it is noth-
ing more than a backwards move to level
existing recreational areas,” she said.

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack said the
community might risk losing the post
office project all together if a suitable site
was not offered. “It’s a balancing act
between what’s needed in the community
and what’s best for the community,” he
said.

Rokakis said the residents of surround-
ing subdivisions were given little notice of
the post office plan. “I have tried to gather
as many residents of my subdivision as I
could given the great time constraints and
the many other calls I had to make,” she
said. “Do not get the impression that
because there is not a huge crowd here
that it indicates lack of concem...We feel
defeated before we have even been fully
informed and had a chance to fight.”

Canton Clerk Terry Bennett said a full-
service post office is a priority service for
the community. “Now is the opportunity
to (secure the post office) after a lot of
work has been put in by a lot of people
over the years,” she said.

Resident Michael Stover said a post
office is necessary for a community the

Original doors will be re-installed at
historic Geer School in Superior Twp.

The wooden doors of the. 19th century
Geer School in Superior Township,
which were replaced in March unknow-
ingly in violation of a historic district
ordinance, will return before the winter
said the Plymouth-Canton Schools’ John
Birchler.

Birchler, the director of business and
operations for the school district,
informed the school board at the July 8
meeting he was working with a historical
architect to return wooden doors to the
school house constructed in 1880.

The current gray metal doors violate -

several clauses of the Geer School

Historic District, built in a brick Italianate_

architectural style.

Birchler said the Washtenaw County
Historic District Commission, who over-
sees adherence to the protective ordi-
nance, has been cooperative. “I attended a
meeting of the Washtenaw County

Historic Commission in May,” Birchler -

said, “and they told me there was no rush
to get it done, just as long as (the doors
are) done by next the cold season.”

Section 4.3 of the Geer School
Historic District Ordinance states viola- -

tions of any provision are a misdemeanor
punishable by a $500 fine or a 90-day jail

sentence. In addition to any criminal

prosecution, the building must be restored
to its original appearance.

a piece of recent

When Plymouth resident Daniel
Hershberger pulls into an old roadside
cafe or gas station, he sees more than just
the opportunity to fill up with food and
fuel. He sees art and history.

Hershberger was recently elected pres-
ident of the Society for Commercial

Archeology (SCA), a group dedicated to -

the protection and study of the “commer-
cial-built” environment. '

Hershberger said he is fascinated by
the culture, architecture and beauty of the
commercial landscape created as the
automobile became more and more popu-
lar.

Diners, gas stations, tourist cabins,
drive-ins, movie theaters, resorts and
amusement parks sprung up around the
newly-created highway systems — roads
iike the legendary Route 66 that connects
Chicago and Los Angeles.

As the interstate highway system was
created, the historic highways were for-
gotten. The unique architectural styles
were buiwiozed.

The way Americans traveled changed.
Motorists began traveling to “make time”
and get to the vacation destination.
Before the interstate highway system was
created, the travel was the vacation.

Hershberger said the SCA is working
to preserve these historic landmarks.
“This is unique to the United States,” he
said. “We are the only country to develop
the automobile culture.” '

For many years, historians, developers
and the public scoffed at the idea of a
McDonald’s restaurant being anything

-more than a quick place to get a ham-

burger or French fries. The buildings and
landmarks were thought of as gaudy
reminders of the country’s emerging
commercialism.

The commercial use of these buildings
has hampered the SCA’s efforts in many
cases. Hershberger said the corporations
themselves are responsible for the loss of
many of these historic buildings.
McDonald’s added a dining area to its
simple counter. New buildings were

needed and the old buildings were demol-

ished. o :

" “As the bu;);ihvg habits change,
American icons are disappearing from the

_landscape,” he said.

History

Hershberger said the Detroit has a few
historic commercial buildings that are
still standing. He noted the Standard Oil
station in Dearborn that was built in
1929, the strips of old motels that still dot
the roadside in Livonia, and buildings
like the Penn Theatre in downtown
Plymouth.

In fact, the Henry Ford Museum in
Dearborn was one of the first museums to

" recognize commercial development as

part of history.

“They put a lot into context,”
Hershberger said. “Before they revamped
the museum, a lot of people felt it looked
like a parking lot. Now they gave their
historical pieces significance.

“When we talk about history, we need
to remember that it’s a lot more than
memorizing names and dates — it’s how
people lived their lives.”

Hershberger said that as society hur-
tles toward the 21st century, people are
beginning to realize how the measure of
time itself has changed. “Time is com-
pressing,” he said. “Things are moving so
quickly that the recent past is history we
need to protect.”

Hershberger became involved in the
organization in 1988 after realizing there
was a group devoted to the study of these
landmarks.

“It goes much deeper than nostalgia,”
‘he said. “What we’re looking at here is
the development of culture. But it’s not
overly academic or overly intellectual.
You can take it seriously to a point.”

Hershberger said SCA meets annually
at different locations across the country to
study and protect important commercial
development. SCA also documents the
sites and interprets the significance if
necessary.

He said he has two modes of travel.
“One is the ‘I gotta get there’ mode,” said
Hershberger. “Then there’s the way I
travel with SCA. We toured the Lincoln
Highway in Pennsylvania. We only trav-
eled 30 miles per day, stopping at sites
along the way.

“There are people to talk to — stories
to be heard. You don’t get that on the

. interstate.”

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Powell Road should have been designated
as ‘scenic route’; more patrols needed

The Powell mistake.

No, not Colin Powell, but Powell Road. What was once a

pleasant, shady Township road has been transformed into the
likes of a three-lane highway.

The mistake is that it should have been designated a “scenic
route” like Joy Road (from Ridge to Ann Arbor Road) has been.
Furthermore, as a scenic route its maintenance would have been
better, and the speed limit would be at 25 m.p.h.

It would be more fair if 300 residences were paying $1,000,
instead of the 100 paying $3,000. The idea that some in a
subdivision won’t be using it is ludicrous. Oh well, the deal is
done.

Next, I want those who will be using Powell to know I am
writing our Wayne County Road Commission to request that the
speed limit for Powell be posted at 25 m.p.h. (because at 25

- people will go 35)...and, I am also planning to write Plymouth
. Township to ask that the road be heavily policed, like Beck Road

is, to hold the traffic to the posted speed limit.

Not only is Powell a residential street, with streets and
driveways coming into traffic, it is also a limited sight road what
with the hills, shrubbery, etc. that accesses on to the road, and the
very dangerous intersection at Beck Road with the limited sight
for left hand turns onto Beck.

In fact, I ask that anyone living along Powell who has these
same concems do likewise and write the road commission (29900
