City officials say, ‘So what?’

The M ayflower Hotel owners did not m eet the deadline M onday for paying 
the $51,291 in adjusted taxes and interest by the date set up in the agreement 
between the M ayflower and the City o f Plymouth.

“It’s not an earth-shattering thing,” said City M anager Steve W alters. “If  
they really want to wait until October, then we would add on a m onth’ s inter­
est.

“W e’d be silly not to take the money.”
Plymouth M ayor Ron Loiselle refused to com ment on the situation when

W alters said M onday that he believed the M ayflower was waiting for the

Still no P-C teacher contract

In the shadow  o f a student w alkout three days earlier, the negotiating 
teams o f the Plymouth-Canton Schools and the Plymouth-Canton Education 
Association m et Monday.

And for the second consecutive week, the teachers union submitted a pro­
posal to its employer.

“W e made a a  proposal through the mediator —  again,” said Tom Cotner, 
the union’s chief negotiator. W e d id n ’t g e t a  re sp o n se  yet, w h ich  is  n o t

Students picket to protest contract talks

The peaceful protest at the Canton football field lasted approximately one hour. The 
protest led to a after-school forum and possibly an end to teacher boycotts of out-of­
school activities.

T he f irs t m on th  o f  school has w it­

nessed numerous protests by Plymouth- 
Canton teachers, working without a con­
tract, dem anding a labor settlement with 
the P-C Schools.

On Friday, it was the students turn.
D esp ite  a steady  ra in , hund reds o f 

te e n a g e rs  a t th e  P ly m o u th -C a n to n  
E d u ca tio n a l P ark  w alked  out o f  th e ir  
fifth-hour class to request a forum  with 
adm in istra tion  and union leaders, and 
public ize the ir struggle in the contract 
battle.

The students, estimated between 200- 
800  an d  c a lle d  “ c o o p e r a t iv e ” and  
“responsible” by observers, chanted “We 
a re  P ly m o u th -C a n to n  s tu d e n ts ” in 
response to a similar slogan teachers have 
printed on t-shirts to wear at P-C School 
Board meetings.

Dominated mostly by upperclassmen, 
the purpose of the walkout, student lead­
ers said, was to display their anger over 
teachers refusal to w rite sen ior recom ­
mendations, participate in school groups 
and other activities during the labor strife.

They also  requested  an open forum  
w ith  P-C  S chools n eg o tia to rs  and the 
Plymouth-Canton Education Association. 
“W e deserve the tru th !” a student flier 
read . “How  can a d isp u te  be reso lved  
when no one knows why they are fight­
ing? The students deserve to know the 
truth.” ,,

The students appeared to achieve their 
goals. An after-school question & answer 
fo ru m  has been  sc h ed u le d  fo r  S alem  
Auditorium tomorrow at 2:30 p.m.

And sources told The Crier, teachers 
m ay end  the ir b o y co tt o f  a f te r  school 
activities.
. “There were some serious-minded stu­

dent out there who w ere upset w ith the 
adm inistration for not having a contract 
in place and with the teachers and for not 

: p ro v id in g  the se rv ic es  they  fee l they 
d e s e r v e ,” sa id  S a le m  H ig h  S ch o o l 
Principal Gerald Ostoin.

Ostoin said the students acted respon- 
; s ib ly , com ply ing  w ith  P C E P  secu rity  

re q u e s ts  to  m o v e th e ir  r a l ly  o f f  th e  
muddy football field and onto the stands.

There, with loudspeakers in hand, stu­
dents spoke for approxim ately one hour. 
“T hings are being taken aw ay from  us 
simply because o f teachers’ negotiations

and th e re’s no contract,” said a student 
who spoke on the condition of anonymity 
for fear o f  disciplinary action.

“This shouldn’t be all about money. It 
shou ld  be abou t us —  abou t w hat we 
need ,” sa id  Salem  H igh School sen io r 
c la s s  p re s id e n t  K a tie  B u c k le y . “W e 
should not be told no to senior recom ­
mendations.”

Later, after students had returned to 
c lasse s  to  co m p le te  the. day, B uck ley  
walked into Canton High School teacher 
M att W a tro b a ’s c lassroom  filled  w ith  
excitement. She had just found out about 
the plans for the open forum. “So I guess 
they achieved one o f their goals. It was a 
good idea. I don ’t know if  walking out 
was the best thing to  do, but I th ink  it 
turned out well because of the efforts o f 
p eo p le  lik e  K atie  B u ck ley ,” W atro b a  
said.

T h a t w as a re lie f  to  ad m in istra tio n  
after an earlier flier distributed last week 
encouraging a student walk out included 
expletives, resulting in the suspension o f 
tw o students; the w alk out participants

w ill no t be d isc ip lin e d , acco rd in g  to 
Ostoin.

“The tone of that note was vulgar and 
out of place, and it d idn’t reflect the atti­
tude o f the students’ actions (Friday),” 
said Superintendent Charles L ittle, who 
agreed the pro test was unfortunate but 
performed responsibly by the students.

PCEA  Presiden t C huck P ortelli and 
chief union negotiator Tom Cotner took 
note of the students actions too. “I guess 
i t ’s u n fo rtu n a te  on the  s tu d en ts  part. 
They’re stuck in the middle of this,” said 
Portelli. “Teachers are upset w ith what 
has happened at the bargaining table, or 
th e  la ck  o f  w h at h as  h ap p en ed . T h is 
should’ve been done by now; we started 
in February.”

“As much as possible, I ’d like to see 
the kids stay out o f it,” said Cotner.

“I know they’re stuck in the middle, 
but as much as possible, I ’d life to see the 
students stay out o f it.”

Portelli and C otner said  they would 
jo in  the P-C Schools at the proposed open 
forum Thursday.

Weather, bee-killing mites make fall harvest even more chilly for local mills

A p p le  h a rv e s ts  in  T h e  P ly m o u th - 

C a n to n - N o r th v i l le  C o m m u n ity  a re  
down as m uch as 70  percent because o f 
e rra tic  w ea ther and  a  pesky  m ite tha t 
decim ates bee populations, according to 
lo ca l c id e r m ill o w n ers . B u t lik e  the  
h ea rty  fa ll f ru it , m ill o p e ra tio n s  w ill 
continue uninterrupted.

P ly m o u th  O rc h a rd  & C id e r  M ill 
o w n e r  M a ry  E m m e tt  s a id  th e y  a re  
im porting apples from  o ther areas and 
have halted their “U -P ick” apple opera­
tion because o f the poor crop.

“ I t  w as a h a rd  s p r in g ,” sh e  sa id . 

The 
crop is short all over the state.

“W e had hail early  on and were irri­
gating all sum m er long. O ur irrigation 
pond was down nearly three-quarters.”

40 hives a while back.”

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W h a l e r  o r g a n i z a t i o n  b u i l t  o n  t r a d i t i o n

The Detroit Compuware Ambassadors probably don’t sound 
familiar. -

But that very same team will play its first home game in 
Compuware Arena in Plymouth Township Saturday night.

You might know them better today as the Detroit Whalers.
The team, in its seventh season, has changed colors as much 

as a chameleon and its name as many times as Roseanne.
But the Whalers have consistently turned out quality NHL 

prospects. Perhaps, it’s the commitment of team owners Peter 
Karmanos and Thomas Thewes, who have established a winning 
hockey tradition that dates back to 1974, capturing numerous 
state, national and international tournament championships.

In that time, 27 Whaler players have been drafted by NHL 
seams, culminating with the Ottawa Senators’ first overall 
selection of Bryan Berard following the Whalers 92-point 1994- 
95 season. A West Division championship and Memorial Cup 
appearance is quite an improvement over the Whalers 27-point, 
1990-91 inaugural season.

It was Dec. 11, 1989 when the historic announcement was 
made, awarding Karmanos and Thewes the first-ever American 
team to compete in the Ontario Hockey League.

The new club was the Ambassadors, who set up shop in Cobo 
Arena. Despite the presence of emerging stars Pat Peake, Keith 
Redmond and Mark Lawrence, the Ambassadors posted a 
miserable 11-50-5 record.

The team allowed 378 goals that season, a team record that 
remains unbroken. But the W halers scored goals too, 
particularly Peake, whose performance resulted in a first-round 
draft pick, 14th overall, bv the Washington Capitals.

A year later the team improved to 23-42-1, good enough for 47 
points and a seventh-place finish in the Emms Division. In 1992, 
the team adopted the name Junior Red Wings, moving to Joe 
Louis Arena, and began to win like the NHL’s Red Wings, going 
37-22-7 and finishing in second place in the division.

With Peake (52 goals), Todd Harvey, Kevin Brown and Bob 
Wren (88 assists, 145 points), the Junior Wings set several club 
records for offense, including 336 goals scored, fastest opening 
goal and fastest three goals by one player.

The goal total would go down the next season, but the point 
total would go up as the Junior Wings went 42-20-4 and won

their first Emms Division title.

It only got better in 1994-95. Not only did the Whalers defend 
their division title, renamed the West Division, they posted a 
club record 92 points and 44 wins.

Goalie Jason Saal, a draft pick of the Los Angeles Kings, was 
stellar between the pipes with a 3.18 season goals against 
average.

Detroit won the J. Ross Robertson Cup as OHL champions to 
earn a spot in the Memorial Cup tournament against teams 
from the Western Hockey League and the Quebec Major Junior 
Hockey League.

But the successful season was followed by the well-publicized 
eviction of the Junior Wings by Red Wings Owner Mike Illitch.

K arnunos and Thewes, who had purchased the NHL’s 
Hartford Whalers a year earlier, renamed the team the Whalers, 
and moved home games to The Palace and Oak Park Arena.

The team’s performance didn’t suffer, however. Last season, 
Bryan Berard and Sean Haggerty led the Whalers (40-22-4) to 
their third consecutive West Division title with 84 points.

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W halers, OHL produce top-notch NHL prospects

Not too many people can 
claim to be the first player of 
a franchise, but Pat Peake 
can.

Peake was 16 years old 
when the Ontario Hockey 
League’s first-ever American 
franchise, the Detroit 
Compuware Ambassadors, 
made the Madison Heights 
native their first selection.

A promising center on team 
owner Peter Karmanos’ Tier 
II Junior A club, Peake was 
given the rare opportunity of 
entering the OHL and staying 
close to home.

Passing up numerous 
college scholarship offers, 
Peake quickly became a 
leader in the team’s inaugural 
season, albeit a dismal one 
with only 11 wins in 66 
games.

Besides avoiding
homesickness and attending 
school in a foreign country, 
Peake would find playing in 
Detroit had even more 
advantages.

A hockey hotbed, 
professional scouts know the 
Motor City better for its 
hockey prospects then its 
automobiles. “The scouts 
would come into Detroit for a 
game and go out to 
(University of) Michigan, then 
they’d swing by and watch 
us,” he said. “There’s a lot of 
scouts watching in that area.”

Someone was watching 
him.

The NHL’s Washington 
Capitals made Peake a first 
round draft pick again, and 
the 14th selection overall in 
the NHL 1991 entry draft.

The Ambassadors improved 
slightly in 1991-92 with 23 
victories, and so did Peake, 
but not enough to earn a spot 
on the Capitals’ roster.

By 1992-93, Peake and his 
teammates had come of age, 
shedding the expansion tag in 
exchange for contenders. Now 
named the Junior Red Wings, 
the team finished in second 
place with a 37-22-7 record.

Peake recorded 58 goals 
that year, a team record that 
would stand until Sean 
Haggerty scored 60 last year. 
He was named to the OHL 
first'team  "all si

again the f i r s t
Ambassador/Junior Wing to 
do so.

Then, at 19 years ; old, 
Peake joined the NHL

permanently.
Years later, he hasn’t lost 

touch with his roots.
Peake said he will 

eventually visit the Whalers’

new home in Plymouth 
Township. “Oh yeah, I’ll be 
out there this summer to 
check it out,” he said. “Only

Hockey fouls, penalties: What does it mean when whistle blows'?
No, th is kind o f icing isn ’t  w hat goes on top o f a cake, and spearing has  

noth ing to do w ith  ice fish ing. And, yes, th is sport has offsides too.
W elcom e to  h ockey  —- a gam e o f fe a r le ss  com b atan ts th a t had  its  

beginnings on the frozen ponds in  the prairies o f M anitoba and Ontario, 
and the w aterw ays o f Quebec and the M aritim es. W hile the h its are as 
bone-jarring as ever, the gam e h as become increasingly sw ift in  the last  
decade. K nowing the rules w ill help  you keep up.

C h a r g in g  into an opponent. It’s charging i f  a player tak es more than  
tw o n orm al s tep s . A m inor p en a lty  (see  below ) is  im p osed ; a m ajor 
p en a lty  (see  below ) i f  in jury is  cau sed  or i f  th e  ch arge is  a g a in st an  
opponent from behind or aga inst a goalkeeper w ith in  h is  crease.

H ig h  S t ic k in g  is carrying the stick  above shoulder height. A  minor 
p en alty  m ay be im posed at th e referee’s discretion. H ittin g  the puck w ith  
a h igh  stick  is  penalized  by a face off, u n less th e offending side loses  
p ossession  against itself. A  goal scored from a h igh stick  is  disallowed.

K n e e in g  o r  e lb o w in g , is a  m inor penalty, or a major penalty  i f  injury  
is  caused.

S p e a r in g ,  b u t t  e n d in g  o r  c r o s s  c h e c k in g ;  sp ea r in g  and  b u tt  
end ing  are poking w ith  the point or end of the stick. In a cross check, 
both hands are on the stick, and no part o f th e stick  is  on th e ground  
w h en  the opponent is h it. A  m inor penalty, or a major penalty  i f  injury is  
caused.

T r ip p in g  m ay be w ith  th e  stick , knee, foot, arm, hand or elbow. A  
m inor penalty  is im posed, except w hen  the puck carrier is  tripped from  
b eh in d  in  th e  a tta c k in g  (o p p o n e n ts ’) zon e w ith  o n ly  th e  o p p o sin g  
goalkeeper to beat. In the la tter case, a penalty shot is  awarded.

B o a r d in g  is  ca u sin g  an  opponent to be throw n v io len tly  in to  th e  
boards. S la s h in g  is  sw inging th e stick  to im pede or scare an  opponent. 
H o o k in g  is  a m inor penalty im posed on a player w ho im pedes or seeks  
to  im p ed e  th e  p ro g ress  o f  an  o p p o n en t by h o o k in g  w ith  h is  s tick . 
H o l d i n g  is  a m in or p e n a lty  im p o sed  on a n y  p la y e r  w h o  h o ld s  an  
opponent w ith  h is  stick  or in  any other way. I n te r fe r e n c e  is  a m inor 
penalty. It occurs w hen  a p layer interferes w ith  or im pedes the progress 
o f an  opponent not in  possession  o f th e puck.

F ig h tin g :  th is is  se lf  explanatory, isn ’t  it? A  major penalty. H a n d lin g  
t h e  p u c k  is a penalty w hen  any player other than  th e goaltender picks 
up th e puck in  the crease area. O ther infractions include kicking a player 
or deliberately intending to injure a player, too m any m en on th e  ice and  
m isconduct toward officials.

P la y ers are pun ished  for fou ls in  severa l w ays. A  m in o r  p e n a lty ,  
w h ic h  s e n d s  th e  o ffe n d in g  p la y e r  o ff  th e  ic e  for tw o  m in u te s ;  no  
su b stitu te  is allowed, thereby aw arding the opposing team  a advantage  
called th e “power play.” Or a m a jo r  p e n a lty , ru les th e player off the ice 
for fiv e  m in u tes , and a su b stitu te  is  a llow ed . T hree m ajor p en a ltie s  
resu lts  in  expulsion from th e gam e. A  m is c o n d u c t  p e n a lty  sends the

offending player off th e ice for 10 m inutes; a su bstitu te is  allowed, and 
th e  p layer m ay on ly  rejoin  th e  gam e a t a stop p age o f play. A  g a m e  
m is c o n d u c t  rem oves th e offending p layer from th e rem ainder o f the  
gam e. A m a tc h  p e n a lt y  excludes the offending player for the rest o f the 
gam e and future gam es pending league notification.

Two p assin g  rules th at are v ita l to understanding the gam e are ic in g  
t h e  p u c k  and o ffs id e . The puck is “iced” w hen  a player shoots th e puck  
from behind the center line to beyond his opponents’ red goal line. The 
puck is not “iced” i f  it  enters the opponents’ goal; i f  th e referee considers 
th a t an opponent w as able to, but did not, p lay the puck before it passed  
h is  goal line, or a stick  touches th e puck before it  crosses the goal line. 
O ffsides is  called w hen a p layers’ both skates are com pletely beyond the  
relevant line w hen  the puck is  passed  from the defending zone to beyond  
th e  center line; from th e n eu tra l zone, across th e  center and into th e  
attack ing zone.

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Y e a h ,  b u t  w h o  d o  t h e  W h a l e r s  p l a y ?
The Ontario Hockey League 

has 17 teams in the three 
divisions — West, Central 
and East.

Each spring four team s 
from each division compete 
for the J . Ross Robertson Cup 
and the opportunity to play 
for the Memorial Cup — the 
Canadian Junior Hockey 
championship — versus the 
Western Hockey League and 
the Quebec Major Junior 
Hockey League.

The OHL franchises 
represent a broad landscape. 
There’s the modern 
metropolis of the Detroit 
suburbs, across the river to 
the sister city of Windsor; and 
the industrial skyline of 
Sarnia. To the north, the 
tourist and skiing hot spot at 
Sault Ste. Marie, and the 
small town of North Bay 
nestled in the Ontario forest.

Here’s a brief background of 
each team that might come in 
handy when they visit 
Compuware Arena.

Schools place little value on teachers

EDITOR:
Apparently P-C Schools Superintendent Charles Little 

and the P-C Schools Assistant Superintendent for 
Employee Relations Errol Goldman feel they would 
somehow be remiss in their duty if they didn’t fight to 
prevent teachers from getting a raise and keeping their 
health benefits.

These are the same teachers I heard speak to the board a 
few weeks ago listing the time they have given and the 
activities they have participated in for this district over 
many years. These are the teachers that voluntarily game up 
a 3 percent raise three years ago in order to help out a 
financially-strapped district. These are the teachers who 
were told “we won’t forget this” when they gave up their 
raises, but are now being ignored by many of those same 
people. Imagine how it must feel to make these 
contributions to the district and be told the district doesn’t 
consider these contributions significant.

Little and Goldman are not from this community. They 
have no stake in this community. They are using Gov. John 
Engler’s Public Act 112 as a means Of negating the labor 
progress teachers have made. Neither the community nor 
the teachers welcomed the strikes that were part of our 
community’s history, but the strikes led to several years of 
labor peace, and reasonable settlements were made with 
cooperation on both sides.

I’m sure many people in the community see this as a

positive step, and there was no reason to believe such 
cooperation would not continue into the future. That 
cooperation was based to some extent on a balance of 
power. Now, however, all the power is on one side. PA 112 
has seen to that, and now that peace has been broken. Some 
people are alarmed by that.

»Dean Swartzwelter, a former board president, has 
expressed his concern that what is happening is not a good 
way to deal with the people who teach this community’s 
children. Swartzwelter thinks good working relationships 
are important. The current board apparently does not.

Even if the current board doesn’t think dealing fairly 
with teachers is important, I trust the parents of this 
community realize what it would mean to this community 
if teachers were to resort to the only action we have left, 
which is to withhold all non-contractural work. As a 
teacher who worked for this district for 26 years, I know 
how many hours I put in on work I was never paid for. And 
I know I was not alone. And I know what the impact on the 
community would be if teachers no longer had the desire or 
will to put forth the extra miles the board likes to publicize.

Does this community truly want its schools staffed by 
demoralized people? I have suggested to my teacher friends 
that this is not the case, and I would like to see the parents 
in this community join Swartzwelter in letting the board 
know how they feel about the current situation.
