(AIU) has completed its investigation into 
the fatal accident that claimed the life o f a 
cyclist traveling on M orton Taylor Road 
Sept. 9.

The A IU ’s findings reveal that no sin­
g le factor, includ ing  the d r iv e r’s speed 
(betw een 33-40 m ph) is responsib le for 
the accident. It has been determ ined that a 
com bination o f factors, such as a lack of 
sufficient lighting and that the cyclist was 
traveling in the center o f the lane when 
struck, may have contributed to the acci­
dent.

The ease has been thoroughly reviewed 
by the W ayne County Prosecutor’s office, 
which is routine procedure in an accident 
involving death. The prosecu tor’s office 
declined to issue any charges against the 
driver, citing a lack o f evidence showing 
crim inal negligence.

The two sides have been bargaining 
since February, but failed to reach a set­
t le m e n t b e fo re  th e  n ew  sc h o o l y e a r  
began. Teachers have protested by pick­
eting school board m eetings and lashing 
out at administration.

The main stumbling blocks in negotia­
tions have been hea lth  coverage and a

salary increase for teachers.
The school district has offered a con­

tract that would require teachers to either 
p ay  m o re  fo r  th e ir  B lu e  C ro s s /B lu e  
Shield health care coverage or opt for a 
p referred  provider organization (PPO). 
A lso, the school d istrict m aintained its 
salary freeze stance, but recently conced­
ed a 1.5 percent raise to teachers with 12 
years experience or more.

The teachers union originally dem and­

ed a con tinuation  o f  its cu rren t health  
c a re  c o v e ra g e  an d  3 .5  p e rc e n t pay  
increase. That was also modified recently 
to a 3 percent increase and an offer to 
keep Blue Cross/Blue Shield but increase 
teachers’ co-pay.

The terms of tom orrow ’s tentative set­
tlement were not disclosed, but both sides 
were optimistic after Sunday’s bargaining 
session, which w rapped up at 5:30 a.m. 
Monday.

Schools said.

Tw o com puter-a ided  design (CA D ) 
co u rse s  and  one  g ra p h ic s  c la ss  h av e  
received instruction from a retired teacher

and  a su b s titu te  te a c h e r  b e c a u se  the  
school district has been unable to find a 
qualified replacement, according to Judy 
Evola, the d irector o f com m unity re la ­
tions.

The P-C Schools are actively search­
ing fo r a perm anen t rep lacem en t, she 
said, “but it’s difficult to get a part-time 
te a c h e r  w ith  the  n e c essa ry  te c h n ic a l 
knowledge.”

Canton High School A rea Coordinator

M ary Kay Frey was interviewing candi­
dates M onday. A reccom endation for a 
perm anent replacem ent will be m ade at 
the Oct. 22 P-C School Board meeting.

E vola said the class has been taught 
accordingly by the substitutes.

But sources told the The Community 
C rier students w ere dropping the class 
from  th e ir  schedu le  because o f inade­
quate instruction.

According to Frey, out of the approxi­
mately 80 students who had registered for 
the three classes, two had dropped out. 
Registration for CAD and graphics cours­
es, F rey  sa id , “ rea lly  grew  th is  year. 
Students are recognizing that this is what 
they need to be prepared for the 21st cen­
tury.”

City to test electric police vehicles

The electric vehicles that Plymouth Police were using during the Fall Festival may 
soon become a permanent fixture in the City.

The City Commission Monday asked Police C hief Bob Scoggins to find out about bor­
rowing the Neighborhood Electric Vehicles (NEV) to test their performance under normal 
situations.

According to Scoggins, the vehicles performed well during the Fall Festival and war­
rant further investigation.

“From the standpoint of logistics, they move very quickly in highly congested areas,” 
said Scoggins. “W e got a pretty good response from the citizens.”

Com missioner Doug M iller suggested looking into borrowing the NEV for a two week 
testing period before purchasing two vehicles, which cost approxim ately $7,500 each. 
Scoggins said that officers on m otorcycles or bicycles was not a good option for this 
department.

“They (the officers) tend to take a long time to repair,” he said. “It (cycling) is not the 
m ost effective way due to the age o f the force.”

First Step provides safe shelter in Canton
Team responds 24 hours a day to help in domestic violence cases

W hile O ctober is Dom estic Violence 

A wareness M onth, F irst Step in Canton 
has been try ing  to reduce or elim inate 
domestic violence since 1978.

First Step, which also has an office in 
Southgate, got its start w ith a Community 
Block Grant to provide a safe shelter to 
families and has been doing it ever since.

“W e help hundreds o f families every 
year from Canton,” said Judy Ellis, exec­
utive director o f F irst Step.

According to Ellis there are many lev­
els o f support that the program offers to 
families.

“W e provide a safe place to stay for 
victim s, teach a lternatives and provide 
counseling to both batterers, women and 
c h ild ren ,” she sa id , add ing . “W e also  
have a sexual assault program, which is

the only one of its kind in our county.” 
First Step, which is one o f 48 private 

non-profit groups in M ichigan, is offering 
a new program of responding to the hos­
pital or police department now, said Ellis.

“W e respond 24 hours a day now to 
the  h o sp ita l o r p o lic e  d ep a r tm e n t (in  
d o m e s tic  v io le n c e  c a s e s ) ,” sh e  sa id . 
“W e’ve had on-site sexual assault service 
for close to 10 years now.”

W hile changes in state law are making 
it easier to prosecute dom estic violence 
cases, Ellis said it (changing the tides o f 
violence) is still a slow process.

P olice officers now can m ake them ­
selves the complainant on domestic vio­
lence cases which eases the burden on the 
victim, said Ellis.

“I t ’s help fu l in term s o f  the  po lice  
o fficers having the ab ility  to  do tha t,”

said E llis. “M ost batterers aren’t aware 
th a t they  c a n ’t ta lk  the  v ic tim  ou t o f  
pressing charges anym ore.”

Ellis said that part o f what First Step 
does is  ed u c a tin g  p o lic e  o ffic e rs  and 
prosecutors_ about domestic violence and 
what to look for when investigating and 
prosecuting it.

“W e’re tra in in g  everyone in vo lved  
w ith  th e  c a se s  —  p ro s e c u to rs , law  
en fo rcem en t, and  v ic tim  advocacy  on 
how to gather evidence to m ake it very 
difficult not to prosecute.

“W e’re helping them  put together spe­
cific cases that w ill lead to a successful 
prosecution.”

A nother part o f the agencies support is 
providing shelter for victims.

“Som etim es they stay (at the shelter) 
for 30 days, som etim es i t ’s tw o days,” 
said Ellis. “W e’ve had people stay for six 
months before.”

Ellis said that the problem is growing 
fast.

“W e know that violence appears to be 
growing at a really epidem ic pace,” she 
said. “Our dollars are not as great as the 
problem is.”

W hich means First Step needs help.
“W e need help,” said Ellis. “W e need 

people to becom e involved in teaching 
non-violence.

“Ninety percent o f kids that grow up 
in violent hom es becom e a batterer or a 
victim. Kids learn what they live.”

Ellis added that the agency needs vol­
un teers to  w ork  w ith  k ids, fund  ra ise , 
w ork  w ith  v ic tim s , m a in te n a n c e  and  
much more.

“A lot o f people don’t know that when 
you  go to  th e  h o sp ita l a f te r  a sex u a l 
assault (or dom estic violence case), they 
keep  yo u r c lo th es  fo r ev id en c e ,” sa id  
Ellis. “So we provide victims with sweat 
suits and slippers. That gets expensive.”

So donations o f cloth ing, especially  
new sweat suits o f all sizes are needed.

“W e need donations o f  sw eat su its, 
slippers, hygienic kits, canned goods, and 
su p p lies  ( lik e  co lo rin g  b ooks, p ap e r, 
crayons, and gam es),” said Ellis.

Teacher voices heard by P-C School 
Board during slew of contract talks

T h e la s t  th re e  P ly m o u th -C a n to n  

School Board meetings have been domi­
nated by public com ments regarding con­
tract negotiations between the Plymouth- 
Canton Education Association and the P- 
C Schools.

A Sept. 10 meeting at Central Middle 
School witnessed three hours o f comment 
and nearly 40 speakers, turning school 
board meetings into endurance contests.

The P-C Schools and the PCEA have 
been bargaining for a one-year contract 
since February, with health care benefits 
and a pay increase the prim ary topics. 
Despite community demands for a settle­
ment before the school year, the old two- 
year contract expired Aug. 30 upon the 
completion of the first week of school.

S ince then, the situation  has grown 
increasingly tense.

In an apparent protest, teacher absen­
teeism more than doubled the first week 
o f September, school administrators said, 
leaving the d is tric t scram bling  to find 
substitutes to cover classes.

Teachers have also  refused  to w rite 
senior recom m endations and participate 
with after-school groups.

The students’ reaction was less then 
enthusiastic, and they voiced their opin­
ions at board  m eetings and a Sept. 27 
w a lk o u t a t th e  P ly m o u th -C a n to n  
Educational Park.

Salem  High School class representa­
tives Katie Buckley and Joshua Fair have 
been  a c tiv e  re p re se n tin g  th e ir  p e e rs . 
“W hen a security guard takes the place of 
a teacher, learning doesn’t happen,” said 
Buckley Sept. 10.

Buckley, Fair and other students have 
said the students are the real losers in the 
contract battle.

B ut the teachers and their supporters 
have supplied the meetings’ m ost dram at­
ic moments. Tom Cotner, the PCEA chief 
negotiator, was greeted by a boisterous 
stand ing  ovation  during h is long  w alk  
down the center of the gymnasium floor 
during a board meeting at Central M iddle 
School, as was PCEA P resident C huck 
P o r te l l i  th e  sam e n ig h t. W h en  th e y

reached the microphone, the union lead­
ers were direct in their demands.

C otner asked the board to subm it to 
binding arbitration. He berated the pro­
posed  salary  freeze, and rem inded  the 
school board of teachers’ past sacrifices. 
“Three years ago, we gave m oney,” he 
said. “You said you needed us. W e were 
there. W e did what was necessary for the 
betterm ent o f the district.”

W ith the largest fund equity balance in 
recen t m em ory, C otner said, “you can 
afford  a sm all salary increase fo r your 
em ployees.”

P orte lli said , “W hen th e re ’s been a 
financial crisis, we (the teachers) have 
responded .

The hours o f discourse by teachers has 
pushed emotions to a new height. George 
P rz y g o d sk i, a L ow ell M id d le  S choo l 
teacher, gave a passionate speech outlin­
ing his duties, problems, advantages and 
d isa d v a n ta g e s  as a P ly m o u th -C a n to n  
teacher. “I teach subjects for which there 
aren’t enough books and listen to parents 
and teachers complain. I ’m  a Plymouth- 
Canton teacher,” he said.

The crowd caught on and jo ined in on 
his closing sentence. “I returned a given 
raise so our students w ouldn’t lose sports, 
art, m usic and gym . I ’m  a P lym ou th - 
Canton teacher,” said Przygodski, leaving 
to a standing ovation.

The slogan is now  on t-sh irts  worn 
during picket lines at board meetings and 
negotiation sessions.

Individual schools show ed solidarity 
at the Sept. 10 board by submitting letters 
signed by staff members.

A s it tu rned  out, the pregam e laser 

light show w asn’t the only dazzling per­
fo rm ance in C om puw are Sports A rena 
during the Detroit W halers’ home opener 
Saturday night.

Accident teaches valuable 
lessons to P-C Community

The story could have 
read like this:

S e v e n  sc h o o l ch ild ren  
a n d  a  P lym outh  Township  
p o lic e m a n  w ere  k ille d  in  
a t r a g i c  c r a s h  l a s t  
Thursday.

The p o licem an  w as respon d in g  to  an  a rm ed  robbery  a t  a  Township restauran t 
in w hich  tw o  young em p loyees w ere  fa ta lly  sh o t by  the holdu p man.

Fortunately, the two related incidents that occurred on Thursday morning, 
Sept. 26, both turned out differently.

The armed robbery at Burger King ended with an arrest of a man, police say, 
who was a crack cocaine addict with a long record of crime. No one was injured 
and a young employee at the restaurant displayed heroism in tracking the robber 
after he ran outside.

The crash between the Plymouth-Canton Community Schools bus and the 
Plymouth Township Police car on Mill Street by East Middle School was 
sensational — but without injury. Sgt. Bob Smith was merely badly-shaken 
although the police car he was speeding to the robbery with was totaled. 
Rosemary Chapman, driver of the empty bus, was also shaken.

A huge hug from Lady Luck came to Plymouth-Canton that morning.
Or, as Smith said, “God looks after fools like us.”
Instead of the two connected incidents becoming the most newsworthy story 

here since the Great Salem Train Wreck, the day becomes a valuable lesson to 
The Plymouth-Canton Community.

Several points were learned that day:
• Don’t speed in police cars that aren’t equipped with lights or sirens. (No 

ticket will likely be issued by City of Plymouth Police though).
• Look carefully before turning left.

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Accident leaves unanswered questions
EDITOR:
This letter is being written in response to the article 

about the Plymouth Township Police car striking a school 
bus. I find it befitting that the article states that the police 
car “struck” the school bus and not that the bus “turned” 
into the police car’s path.

This article left me and I’m sure many other of your 
readers with some unanswered questions.

Jhe article stated that the police car operated by Sgt. 
Robert Smith wasn’t equipped with lights or sirens. What 
the article doesn’t tell you is whether the police car was 
being operated in compliance with the laws of the State of 
Michigan or in accordance with the rules, regulations, 
policies and procedures of the Plymouth Township Police 
Department.

Not having a copy of the Plymouth Township Police 
Department’s Policies and Procedures in front of me, I turn 
to the state law for guidance, knowing that the Township 
would not adopt policies and procedures that conflict with 
the laws of the State of Michigan.

The law in this State of Michigan grants police officers 
certain “privileges” to operate police vehicles in certain 
manners in certain conditions. An example of this would be 
the right to exceed the speed limit and going through traffic 
signals en route to a serious injury accident. However, in 
order to qualify for these privileges, there is a condition that 
must be met first. That condition is that an officer must 
sound an audible signal and have a flashing, oscillating or 
rotating light activated, unless the safety of the officer or 
others would be endangered.

What I would like to see answered are the following 
questions:

1. How could a police car claim “privilege” when it 
lacks the equipment required to gain that “privilege.”

2. Even if this police car attempted to claim the “safety 
of the officer or others” exemption of not needing to have 
flashing lights and sirens, how could it when the article

stated that Smith was fo llow ing  another Plymouth 
Township Police car, which had its lights and sirens 
activated as required?

3. Why was an officer operating a police vehicle without 
the required safety equipment? Is this Township policy? 
Was this officer in error to use this car? Could these two 
officers have driven together since it appears they may have 
just left the Plymouth Township Police Department, 
judging by the location of the accident?

4. What police agency did the traffic accident 
investigation? Why wasn’t a citation issued? Clearly, 
som eone did something wrong here. The Plymouth 
Township Police Department has a long-standing tradition 
of issuing traffic citations to the driver(s) involved in traffic 
accidents and found to be at fault — why not here? If the 
Plymouth Township Police Department didn’t complete 
this investigation, is the agency that completed the 
investigation far enough removed from this community to 
ensure an unbiased conclusion, such as from the Michigan 
State Police?

5. Is there an internal investigation being completed by 
the Plymouth Township Police Department into this 
incident, or is this incident closed? Is Smith being placed 
through the same internal investigation process that any 
other office at the Plymouth Township Police Department 
would be going through after striking a school bus?

In conclusion, I’m thankful, as I’m sure the parents of 
the children who could have been on that bus are, that no 
one was hurt. However, I would hope that the Plymouth 
Township Police Department will do the right thing in this 
incident. I hope that all the above questions w ill be 
answered to the satisfaction of all the citizens that the 
Plymouth Township Police Department serves and that in 
doing so, this type of accident will not occur again.

I have just had a wonderful 

experience. I went with the Plymouth 
Historical Museum on a four-day trip 
to Gettysburg. As you know, I have 
traveled very little in my life and 
never on my own, so it was with 
some trepidation that I decided to go 
—  sort of a “character development” 
project as it were. On top of that I am 
an “emotional yo yo,” and I question 
whether I could have done anything 
that would have been harder.

For one thing, war is not my thing, 
though I have been known to raise 
plenty of ruckus’ myself. I discovered 
very soon into the sight-seeing that 
my relationship to Gettysburg was not 
historical, but rather through the eyes 
of artists whose works encompassed 
maybe three or four figures. It was a 
terrific shock to me that this war went 
on for three years and that it was for 
real not a movie. Living, breathing 
men and boys were wounded or lost 
their lives, over 50,000, as a matter of 
fact.

Not movie extras, but people from 
all walks and all ages — some 12 
years old supplied their own food, 
many times their own clothing and

sometimes their own weapon and 
depended on their comrades for care 
of the wounded and even burial.

People in the area sat on their 
porches in their rocking chairs and 
chatted about the battle (shades of the 
Roman Empire and their persecution 
of the Christians in their arenas).

Think of the number of wars we 
have had since Gettysburg. If I was 
God I would push the “stop” button 
and start over again. As you can see, 
the trip was special and never have I 
met a group of more wonderful 
people. I’m afraid though that the 
subject matter really got to me —  
mostly because o f my ignorance. 
However, I’m raring to go again!
