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School bus safety:
Despite 77 accidents in 5 years, P-C 

. School officials say bus system is safe

Despite several accidents, school buses are the safest form of over-the-road transporta­
tion, according to Plymouth-Canton School officials.

W hile the community has seen two recent bus accidents within the last six weeks, one 
involving m inor injuries, the district average for injury-free accidents for the last five 
years is 83 percent, while the state average is 66 percent.

In spite o f the safety average, there have been 77 bus accidents in the past five years in 
the Plymouth-Canton School District.

According to LuAnn Grech, director of Transportation and Safety for the schools, part 
of the reason the district has experienced so many accidents is the location of the district.

“Our average in W ayne County will be higher due to density and a greater number of 
vehicles in this part of the state,” she said. “W e are experiencing growth, traffic conges­
tion, construction traffic parked illegally and a more aggressive m otorist on the road 
today.”

According to a chart prepared by the School Transportation office there have been 13 
accidents in the last five years involving injuries. Only one of those injury accidents 
involved an incapacitating injury. There has not been a fatal accident in that time frame.

Casino vote could kill 
Northville Downs

Kenn Christopher sat at his desk at the 

Office of the Racing Commissioner early 
last T hursday m orning paging th rough  
election results 36 hours after the polls 
closed.

Proposal E, which would allow casino 
gambling in Detroit, was one of the clos­
est vote totals on the Nov. 5 ballot.

“By the docum entation that I have, I 
see that Proposal E did in fact pass,” said 
C hristopher, executive secretary  to  the 
Racing Commissioner.

By a margin of 100,000 votes, 52 per­
cen t o f th ree  m illion  vo ters ap p roved  
Propsoal E.

And with that realization, Detroit had 
ju s t becom e the la rgest U .S. city  w ith 
casinos, m aking the odds of survival for 
N orthville Downs and M ichigan’s horse 
racing industry that much worse.

“T here’s no doubt i t’s going to have 
an a ffec t on the tracks. R esea rch  has 
shown that casinos near tracks have a 30 
percent or m ore negative affect on han­
dle. And, o f course, our tracks felt that

impact when Casino W indsor opened in 
‘94 or ‘95, w henever it was. Now there 
could be as many six casinos (in W indsor 
and Detroit),” Christopher said.

The m ood at N orthv ille  Downs was 
one of soul-searching.

“Casinos would be devastating to the 
horse racing industry across the state ,” 
said David Karoub, the new general man­
ager of the Jackson-at-N orthville meet, 
which runs through Dec. 31. “There are 
only so m any gam b lin g  d o lla rs  to  go 
around.”

The approval of proposals E and S, the 
latter to fund a sports/entertainment com­
plex, has been hailed in the days follow­
ing N ov. 5 by D e tro it M ay o r D enn is 
Archer’s administration as the beginning 
of the Detroit’s rebirth.

Thousands of new jobs will be created, 
Proposal E supporters say, and m illions 
of dollars w ill flow  into D etroit via the 
casinos.

Canton went for Clinton by a mere 79 
votes.

Democratic —  that’s more than one-third 
o f the voters casting straight party tickets.

O bviously , all o f a M ichigan tow n­
sh ip ’s offices shouldn’t be on the same 
ballot with the m ost distant partisan con­
nection —  President. The potential for 
non-sequiter upheaval looms as early as 
two years aw ay ...and  certain ly  in four 
years when A1 Gore could take Canton. 
(Clinton becom es the first Democrat to 
take Canton since all the township offices 
w ere e le c te d  ev e ry  fo u r years on the 
Presidential cycle).

National political watchers have d is­
counted the “coat tail theory” —  but does 
it work upwards rather than downwards?

Grech said that m ost of buses in the fleet do not have seatbelts.
“One-third o f our fleet is a Type 1 school bus equipped with 

seatbelts, these are our smaller special education units,” she said. 
“Two-thirds o f our fleet are manufactured without seatbelts.”

Grech said that the children are safer on buses without seat- 
belts.

“Toddy’s school bus is designed with higher seats, significant­
ly thicker padding that extends around the entire seat, eliminating 
the rear metal bar,” she said. “There is less room between seats to 
reduce the chance of injury.

“E ac h  s e a t  s e rv e s  as a se p a ra te  c o m p a rtm e n t. 
Compartmentalization is the ideal protection for children because 
it is passive.”

Grech added: “In a head-on collision, a child in a seat belt is 
thrown forward, but the belt holds the lower torso in place, forc­

ing the upper body to pivot about the belt. This places the impact 
on the head and neck with great potential for serious injury.”

G re ch  sa id  th a t the  p a re n ts ,  w ho  h av e  c h ild re n  r id in g  
Plymouth-Canton School buses can rest easy knowing the district 
has an excellent safety record based on the following points:

• P-C drivers travel in excess o f 1.4 million miles a year.
• P-C drivers complete an extensive training program in 

excess o f 150 hours before transporting children.
• P-C drivers have a criminal background check.
• P-C drivers have a driving record check.
• P-C drivers m ust have D.O.T. drug screen prior to training.
• P-C drivers m ust submit to random drug and alcohol screen­

ing by a third party.

idol Garth Brooks. “I met him at his house,” said Little. “I just 
went up to his house. I saw his mom coming in and out and then 
he drove up.

“I w ent over and started talking to him. I told him I was a 
singer and he gave me an autographed record and said he’ll be 
looking out for me.”

Little is leaving this month to finish a process that has been 
long , bu t no t ted io u s . A cco rd ing  to  M itz i M ason  o f  A ncy 
Records, L ittle’s future may already be written.

“W e took him out to clubs and saw the reaction on the young 
fem ale’s faces,” said Mason. “H e’s good on stage and has a lot of

talent. He has an excellent chance to m ake it.”
A dding to those odds are the quality  songs that have been 

picked to record, according to Little.
“I think they can all be hits —  I seriously do,” said L ittle. 

“Every single one is great. I listen to them over and over and I ’m 
not sick o f them.”

According to L ittle, his dream  o f stardom  does not include 
writing his own songs. “I prefer singing other peoples 
stuff,” he said. “You can hear how it’s supposed to be.” 

Little said that what he liked about the country music 
scene is that it is not about backstabbing and who do 
you step on to get to the top, it’s more like a family. 
“Everyone looks out for each other,” he said. “Even the 
other people trying to make it.”

A ccording to M ason, L ittle w ill fit right into that 
scenario.

“He had a lot o f people around him w hile he was 
here,” she said. “He was and is always a gentleman. He 
is truly a really nice person.”

The 1995 Salem  H igh School graduate w ill be in 
Nashville until the CD is com plete and then will come 
back here to play in this area, he said.

“ T he CD  sh o u ld  be  re le a s e d  th e  f i r s t  p a r t  o f  
February,” said Little. “W e’ll have a showcase here in 
April. People can see me, see my stuff. It’s kind of like 
my opportunity to shine.”

And shine is exactly what h e’ll do, according to Mason. 
“Everyone is very pleased,” she said. “W e (Ancy) work more 

with young artists. W e’re a stepping stone.”
Both M ason and Little hope that the com pany w ill provide 

Little with a stepping stone to the big time.
“M y goal is to be signed w ith a m ajor label, like RC A  or 

M CA,” said Little. “And this tim e next year to be fam ous.”
As for that crumbling guitar case, Little said that it may be 

time for a new one.
“I guess I should get a new one,” he laughed.
Little may want to hold o ff on throwing the old one out ju st 

yet —  who knows what it would go for when his star rises.

in d u stry  th a t e m p lo y s  4 2 ,0 0 0  p eo p le  
sta tew ide and supports farm ing  opera­
tions, county fairs and 4-H clubs.

Horse racing has been embattled since 
the arrival o f Casino W indsor three years 
ago. Bettors headed across the river faster 
than a thoroughbred runs a furlong, spend­
ing an average of $1 million a day.

A s a re su lt , h o rse  rac in g  w agering  
plummeted. Northville D ow ns’ handle fell 
an av e rag e  o f  $ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  p e r  day . T he 
amount of money bet at M ichigan’s seven 
other tracks fell by at least 25 percent.

In an effort to rebound, horse racing 
officials pushed for video gam ing term i­
nals (VGTs) to be installed at tracks.

VGTs w ould’ve allowed customers to 
play a variety of on-screen video games 
su ch  as p o k e r, b la c k ja c k  and  k en o . 
Perhaps even more importantly, industry 
in s id e rs  sa id , the  v id eo  gam es w ould  
introduce new audiences to horse racing.

B ut state law m akers re jected  VGTs. 
“W e w ere soundly  tu rned  dow n ,” said  
Karoub.

That prompted the creation House Bill 
4526 . S igned  by G ov. Jo h n  E n g le r  in  
January of this year, HB 4526 legalized 
year round operation of M ichigan’s eight 
licensed tracks with live and/or simulcast 
racing and eliminated the state’s 4.5 per­
cent tax on live horse race wagering.

H ard ly  expected  to be the  sav io r o f 
horse racing, HB 4526 has paid its divi­
dends.

A ccording to data from  the O ffice of 
th e  R a c in g  C o m m iss io n e r , h a n d le  a t 
M ic h ig a n ’s tracks w ill likely  top  $400 
m illion  for the firs t tim e in four years. 
N o rth v ille  D ow ns m ade im provem ents 
totaling close to $1 million that included 
the installation o f big screen televisions 
and teletheaters in an effort to popularize 
s im u lc a s tin g . “So th in g s  a re  lo o k in g  
good,” Christopher said.

Good until the vote on Nov. 5.
N ow  horse racing m ust again realign 

itself —  this time against a bigger enemy 
that is even closer to home. For the second 
tim e in as many years, horse racing will 
likely return to the state legislature asking 
for VGTs to be legalized. “I ’m sure they 
are going to be ^asking fo r th a t aga in ,” 
Christopher said.

“Simulcast hasn’t been the salvation of 
the horse racing industry by any stretch of 
the imagination. We have to have slots to 
s u rv iv e , o r (V G T s) to  s u rv iv e ,” sa id  
Karoub. ]

C h r is to p h e r  p o in ts  to  W in d so r  
Racew ay, which has rem ained com peti­
tive w ith Casino W indsor because o f its 
e x te n s iv e  b in g o  o p e ra tio n  an d  s lo t 
m a c h in e s . N o rth v ille  D o w n s and  
M ich ig an ’s eigh t o ther race  tracks can 
survive, Christopher said: “But you need 
all the tools to compete.”

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Neighbors 1 Ford management, UAW employees 
in business hammer out contract at Twp. plant

M anagem ent and employees at the Ford Sheldon Road Plant 

in Plym outh Township recently agreed to a three-year contract 
that m odified the facility’s job  posting procedure and will add 
300 parking spaces to ease congestion.

The local contract, which was signed in conjunction with the 
national deal between the United Auto W orkers and Ford M otor 
Company more than one month ago, also addressed job  churning, 
supplemental overtime and interior building improvements.

Jerry  Pom pa, the Sheldon Road P lan t’s Hum an Resources 
manager, said the deal affects nearly 2,000 employees and was 
com pleted after 12 bargaining sessions, which began Aug. 27.

“It was very professional. Both sides conducted themselves in 
a  very professional manner. W e were both eager to solve the 
problems o f the plant,” Pompa said. “W e were very cordial. But 
we had our problems too, of course.”

E arl T ay lo r, the  U A W ’s p la n t ch a irm an , d id  no t re tu rn  
repeated phone calls.

W hile the national dea l grabs all the head lines, the local 
contract is also im portant because it im plem ents provisions to 
address the specific needs o f the Sheldon Road Plant.

“One o f the biggest issues was churning,” Pompa said.
T h e  p ra c tic e  o f  e m p lo y e e s  sw itc h in g  jo b s  w eek ly  w as 

affecting quality at times, he said. It is now limited to four shift 
bumps per year.

Job posting bids were also minimized. Previously, employees 
had no limit. “Now em ployees have the right to bid on two jobs 
per posting unlike before when there were 12 postings, they could 
bid on all 12,” said Pompa.

The new  parking lo t w ill be placed at the north end o f the 
p la n t and w ill add 300 spots to  the ex is tin g  1,100. “I t  w ill 
alleviate congestion at shift change,” he said.

Restroom s were upgraded, w alls w ere painted and lighting 
w as im p ro v e d  as p a r t  o f  th e  c o n tra c t .  “W e m a d e  so m e 
improvements within the plant,” Pompa said.

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Canton residents worth four bits
Pure Speculation

Canton residents are worth 50  
cents apiece. That’s right, half a buck. 
Four bits. Two-for-a dollar.

It seem s low, but the figure is 
correct. It comes directly from our 
Canton Clerk.

There are two ways to treat this 
type of information. On one hand, 
some citizens will take offense at this 
obvious miscalculation of their worth, 
and they should. I know several 
fellow residents who are worth at 
least 10 times that much.

On the other hand, at 50 cents a 
head, we should be considered a 
bargain .

The only why to find out if the

revenues are com ing is to start 
counting. An old-fashioned, door-to- 
door census is still the best and 
easiest way, although I did think of a 
few others:

The first 
person shouts, “One,” then the next 
person, “Two,” and so on until we’ve 
heard from every man, woman and 
child.

(think about it —  at some point you’ll 
have some six-year-old with his front 
teeth m issing trying to shout a 
number like 3 7 ,7 7 7 ), it would take 
more than a week. I’ll agree to this 
plan only if I can be the guy who 
shouts, “One,” after which I can go 
home.

Option 2: Stand on the comer of 
Ford and Sheldon roads during rash 
hour and count the people in their

cars as they inch past. This might take 
longer than the first idea.

Option 3: Count everyone’s legs. 
Divide by two.

My bet is that the clerk already 
settled on a plan for the enumeration 
and it involves a small army of door- 
to-door census takers. When they 
come to your door in March, please 
be sure that all of your fam ily is 
counted , even the ones y o u ’ re 
ashamed of.

To ensure that we meet the goal, 
you might consider inviting some 
out-of-town relatives to stay for a 
w eek, or, rent out your spare  
bedroom.

Expecting a visit from the stork? 
Have him bring twins!

In all seriousness, I would never 
encourage deceiving the census taker. 
Theirs is a difficult job (just imagine 
taking attendance for all those  
people) and the pay isn’t great. For 
every person counted, they’ll receive 
50 cents.

So, it’s like I said at first. From a 
census-taker’s perspective, Canton 
residents are worth 50 cents apiece. -

Wendover up to old tricks in Childs obituary
EDITOR:
I see that your publisher, W. Edward Wendover, is still up 

to his old tricks, making slanderous statements against public 
officials, this one some 17 years after the fact.

I refer to the statement that he included in the Oct. 16 
obituary of my good friend, Mary Childs. The statement that 
Mary was “surprisingly” elevated to mayor “when Tom 
Turner quit, right after illegally firing City Manager Fred 
Yockey” is certainly irrelevant to the obituary, which in my 
opinion besmirches the memory of one of our community’s 
most dedicated public servants, and is filled with 
inaccuracies.

To say that I “quit” when the facts were —  as reported on 
the front page of The Crier in August of 1979 —  that I had 
been transferred to Venezuela by my employer, the Ford 
Motor Company, suggests that Wendover wishes to convey a 
cause and effect relationship with some event during my term 
as mayor. He then goes on to say that it was “right after 
illegally firing City Manager Fred Yockey.” First of all, my 
resignation in August followed by several months the 
resignation of Yockey, a period during which Ken Way was 
“acting City Manager.” Secondly, Yockey resigned and the 
City Commission accepted his resignation. As even a casual 
observer of the Plymouth government should know, it 
operates under a weak m ayor/city manager form of 
government within which the mayor has very limited powers

and could not fire a City employee (particularly the City 
Manager) on his or her own volition.

What evidence Wendover has that causes him to use the 
word “illegal,” I cannot imagine. Perhaps some developments 
occurred after I moved to Venezuela, but I would certainly 
assume that I would have been made aware of it if I was 
allegedly involved.

I believe a retraction and an apology (if Wendover really 
means he has “Malice Toward None”) is in order.

Relative to Child’s passing, I share The Plymouth  
Community’s sense of loss of one of the finest public servants 
in its history. Several years ago, I wrote to the then-Mayor 
and City Manager suggesting that Childs be honored by 
renaming Cannon Park, the site of a large number of her 
record marriages, in her honor. About a year later, I received a 
copy of a newly-passed regulation stating that such actions 
could not be taken until 10 years after the death of the 
individual. I would guess that there may have been some 
relationship between my suggestion and the passage of the 
new regulation.

In any event, it would seem that the commission at that 
time was not in favor of the suggestion. The clock has now 
started, and I hope someone will remind the City fathers in 
2006 that they should recognize this public servant in an 
appropriate way.
