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Parents hope schools ‘tune in’ to
classical music program needs

Some local residents are hoping the Plymouth-Canton Schools
will change its tune concerning the district’s middle school
orchestra program.

That’s because classical musical students must attend class at
the Plymouth-Canton Educational Park prior to starting their mid-
dle school day. As a result, they often miss a portion of their first
hour class and morning announcements, parents say. ‘

The middle school students also must ride a bus with high
school students or provide their own transportation. )

“It’s a wonderful program for those kids. It’s better than not
having anything,” said David Clawson, whose son plays the

cello. “Yet, it causes problems with their first hour class in the

middle schools. Many miss much of their first hour. It makes it
more difficult for the parents. It makes it more difficult for the
kids, and also I think it makes it more difficult for the middle
school counselors and administrators who have to handle a differ-
ent kind of a program.”

Clawson said a quality orchestra program promotes culture
and the district’s “Dignity and Respect” motto. “So I would really
urge the board to take a look at improving the focus and priorities
for the orchestra program,” he said.

The issue has been raised at several board meetings this year.

In fact, Clawson comment’s would be echoed by Hayward
Summers later in the meeting.

P-C School Board Treasurer Sue Davis had heard enough.
“You know, residents of our community have been coming to the

board asking about the orchestra program in the middle schools. I -

guess I'd like some information about how long it’s been done
the way it’s being done....We may not be able to provide an
orchestra program in every middle school, but is there another
way for the kids who are utilizing this program to minimize some
of the sacrifices they are making,” she said.

Superintendent Charles Little bemoaned the district’s treat-
ment of music and the arts. “We’re doing as well as we can do
now with the amount of money we have. It’s not being done well.
(Clawson) is exactly right,” he said.

Litle said it would require four full time teachers to have a
complete orchestra program, a luxury the financially strapped
school district cannot afford. “There is not another way to do
this,” he said

And the situation is bleak elsewhere, according to the superin-
tendent. The 4,700 student-PCEP has three art teachers and four
music teachers, Little said. “It’s definitely something that needs

to be attended to,” he said.

Board Chairman Edsel B. Ford II.

Getting down to business

United Memorial Gardens sold

United Memorial Gardens of Superior Township was recently
sold for an undisclosed amount to Meadco, a statewide cemetery
ownership firm.

Del Wensley, United Memorial’s general manager said the
deal was consummated because of family succession and
personal reasons.

The interdenominational cemetery located at Curtis Road and
M-14, was founded by Wensley’s father Edwin in 1953. It
remained a family owned and operated business for 43 years until
last summer when United Memorial became part of Meadco’s
increasing assets. - :

“It’s always been a family business, and we all decided to sell
it back in June. It was a tough decision to make,” said Wensley.
“My dad started it in 1953. He had five acres. Over the years he
worked it up to 116 acres. It’s been strictly a family business all
the time. We sold it just for personal reasons and family
succession.”

Wensley was promoted to vice president of operations and
corporate development for Meadco, which relocated its
headquarters to United Memorial. “(Meadco) is a company that
strictly buys and acquires cemeteries in the State of Michigan.
This company has several subsidiaries... Siena and Alger... We’re
the fifth cemetery that Meadco bought. Now we have 19
cemeteries. It’s incredible. And we’re looking at buying 10 more

in the next 12 months,” said Wensley.

Meadco’s cemeteries include Oakland Hills in Novi,
Woodlawn and Cadillac West, the very grounds where Edwin
Wensley began his career. Edwin left a job at Cadillac Motor
Company to become a salesman in the 1940s. Upon the
suggestion of his father, Edwin soon joined the staff at Cadillac
West selling cemetery property. “He did so well in the first 90
days they made him manager,” said Wensley.

Five years later, Edwin bought a small plot of land in the far
western reaches of Detroit. “He decided to buy his own cemetery
in the middle of nowhere in Superior Township. He turned it
around — it was kind of run down at the time — and began to
purchase land from the surrounding farmers,” Wensley said.

Edwin’s good marketing techniques, which included tours of
the grounds, led to a successful business, Wensley said, along
with United Memorial’s interdenominational practice.

“The main reason my dad started the cemetery was to have a
place for all faiths and nationalities. That’s what made United
Memorial Gardens so successful. We have Islamic grounds,
Korean. We have variety. We are the melting pot of the western
suburbs, so to speak,” said Wensley.

He promises United Memorial will keep its family touch.
“People will still see me around,” said Wensley.

Noticeable phy51cal improvements will be coming too, he said,
including road and sign upgrades.

Previously, McCarthy was associate director of the Center for
Clinical Effectiveness at HFHS. He will continue as a staff
investigator at the Center, which coordinates the research,
development and implementation of clinical policies for the
health care community and HFHS.

McCarthy joined Henry Ford Hospital in 1990. He graduated
from the University of Michigan Medical School and completed
his residency in internal medicine at Tufts-New England Medical
Center in Boston.

In addition, he did a fellowship in general internal medicine at
Boston University Medical Center and received a master’s degree
in public health from the School of Public Health at Boston
University.

Canton gymnastics coach honored

as regional ‘Coach of the Year’

For the first time in his storied career as Canton High School
gymnastics coach, John Cunningham has been honored for his
efforts nationally.

He was recognized at the Nov. 12 Plymouth-Canton School
Board meeting as a regional winner of the National Federation of
Interscholastic Coach’s Association Coach of the Year.

“It’s a neat award to win,” said Cunningham. “I’ve been hon-
ored before by the coaches and judges, and the Michigan Coaches
Association, but this is the first time I've been honored outside of
the state.”

Cunningham has been coaching since 1968, the first year of
the gymnastics club at Plymouth High School. He coached the
club until it became a sport, and was named head coach at Canton
in1979.

In the past 17 years, Cunningham has run state, regional, con-
ference and invitational tournaments. And he is currently the
president of Michigan’s Coaches/Judges Association.

Durmg Cunnmgham s tenure, Canton has won five conference

championships — two in the Western Lakes Activities
Association — and two regional titles. The Chiefs have finished

. in the top 10 eight years in a row, including last season’s second-

place finish. That caught most gymnastics teams across the state
by surprise, since the Chiefs weren’t even favored to win their
conference.

“It was really nice to be second in the state,” he said. “It was
neat to see the banner up there that says ‘state-runner up’.”

Cunningham has also coached Katey Gilles, who won the all-
around state title as a freshman. She returns this year to a team
that will likely begin the season ranked in the bottom third of the
top 10.

But rankings and championships don’t mean much to
Cunningham, who defies the sport’s coaching logic by not mak-
ing any roster cuts. Last year, there were 40 girls on the team. “I
have a real good team concept here at Canton. Coaching is fun
for me, and that’s what I try to emphasize,” Cunningham said.
“You need to have fun. If you're not having fun, you need to be
doing something else.”

Salvation Army bells silent at
Summit, some local retailers

The bells will ring throughout the community as
the Plymouth-Canton Salvation Army embarks on
their red kettle campaign after Thanksgiving — but
not at the Summit on the Park community center in
Canton.

According to Summit Manager Debbie Bilbrey-
Honsowetz, rules prohibit solicitation at the Canton-
owned facility.

The Summit isn’t the only place the red kettles
won’t be welcomed. Major companies such as
Meijer and Arbor Drugs also prohibit groups from
soliciting on their property.

But there is a major difference between the retail
businesses and the Summit. The Summit is a
community center, operated by Canton.

Unfortunately, the community center isn’t living
up to its-billing. The Summit is a public facility that
should be open to charities and groups that serve the
public. '

Honsowetz said the Summit staff has not been
approached by the Salvation Army, so they have not

really turned them down. “If you do it for them, you

know how many groups there are that feel they’re
worthy,” Honsowetz said. “Rather than select any
one group, we have the policy in place. Otherwise,
we’d be inundated.”

If charities and other groups aren’t allowed on
public-owned property, where can they go?

As always, the Salvation Army is downplaying
their elimination from the stores and other places.

- It’s their goal to raise the money, not to get involved

in political infighting.

But the public can get involved. Let the Summit
and the stores know that the Salvation Army is
important to The Plymouth-Canton Community.

Instead of worrying about legal liability or
limiting groups from raising money, the Summit,
Arbor and Meijer should consider possible problems
a cost of doing business.

It’s also the right thing to do as a member of the
community.
