When a juvenile is charged with a
local ordinance or traffic violation in The.
Plymouth-Canton-Northvilie Community
it means a trip downtown for the person
ticketed and their parents.

But under a new pilot program that
begins Dec. | in the 35th District Court,
kids ages 15-17 who violate local ordi-
nances and traffic laws will have their
cases heard locally rather than the
Juvenile Division. of the Probate Court.
Prior to this, only cases of persons 17
and above were heard locally.

Organizationally, the cases will be
handled exactly the same as adults.
When tickets are issued by local law

enforcement, they will be heard in the

35th District Court.
35th District Court Chief Judge John
" MacDonald said the switch will make it
.easier on parents and their kids. “There
is a lot of merit in the idea of keeping it
1 (cases) local,” he said.

Keeping simple juvenile cases local
doesn’t come without a price.

“As best we can guess, it should mean
about 1,000 more cases per year,”
MacDonald said.

The cases will be spread between all
the judges in 35th District Court and the
magistrate.

MacDonald said the 35th District

Court may have to hire an additional pro-
bation officer to run the work detail pro-
gram.

- Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl
Berry said the change will help his
department in two ways.

“Of course it will mean less time for
our officers downtown,” he said, “but it
“will also keep the cases local.

“It’s a big help to us, huge help. Now
we can deal with the problems at the
local level.”

P-C School District looks at future
of middle schools in community

Plymouth-Canton School officials will soon re-enter negotia-
tioris concerning the future of Lowell Middle School, which has

“been leased from the Livonia Public Schools since 1981.

Located in Westland, Lowell Middle School is a key element
to the P-C Schools’ growth management plan to handle increas-
ing student population. The lease expires Oct. 31, 1998.

Also, administrators are studying aging Central Middle
School’s viability, and last night school board members were

scheduled to discuss the extension of Hanford Road in Cantons

which is the likely site for an elementary or middle school, pend-
ing voter bond approval sometime next year.

Only one of the three issues — Hanford Road — appears
remotely close to bemo resolved.

But with the school district aiming for a spring bond vote to

fund the possible addition of elementary schools and a middle
school and a high school, decisions regarding the Hanford Road
land, and Lowell and Central Middle schools could come quickly.

Lowell Middle School is important because it is currently the
district’s southernmost middle school. “We’ve got to know
what’s going on with it one way or another,” said John Birchler,
the P-C Schools’ director of business and operation.

Birchler and Superintendent Charles Little refused to elaborate
on negotiations with Livonia. “We’re quietly working on it,” said
Little.

The P-C School District is working in conjunction with
Canton and developers to complete HanfOId Road, which runs
through the heart of the township from Haggerty Road to Napier
Road, with the exceptxon of appr0x1rnately one-quarter mile

P-C Schools administration,

teachers defend salary levels

Plymouth Canton School officiais said they believe the dis-
trict’s salaries for administrators and employees are in line with
surrounding school systems, despite ranking higher in average
salary for teachers than total revenue among 83 Metro Detroit
school districts.

According to fxgures assembled by Cxtlzens Finance
Committee member Ted Bohlen, the Plymouth-Canton School
District ranks 30th out of 83 ‘school districts in average salary,
while the P-C Schoo]s revenue is 69th of out the same 83 dlS-
tricts.

The P-C Schools slxp nine positions for average pay for teach-
ers with a master’s degree. According to Errol Goldman, the assis-
tant superintendent for employee relations, approximately 300 of
the district’s 800-plus teachers will make $61,968 this school year
at the highest step of the master’s degree pay scale.

Teachers’ base salary is $31,777. .

This disclosure. comes one month after the school district and
the Plymouth-Canton Education Association signed a contract

which gives teachers a 5 percent on/off schedule raise spanning

two years “Do I think my pay is exuberant to the people around *

me? No,” said Plymouth-Canton Education Association Pre&dent
Chuck Portelli.

As for administrators, Superintendent Charles Little’ s
$121,677 annual salary (including fringe benefits) is approximate-
Iy 60 percent higher than his predecessor John Hoben’s ($73,524)
10 years ago. Including fringe benefits, there are at least 20
administrators in the school district making more than $83,000.

“Our wages are competitive based on what we expect people to
do and what other district pay to get people to do that service,”
said Little.

“I don’t think they are out of line,” said Goldman. “What I do
see happening, based on Proposal A, is they are going to be slow-
ing down.”

As the district’s top.negotiator, Goldman said eight months of
contract talks never included discussion of a pay cut.

“We didn’t discuss it. Is it possible? Yes. Is it likely? No, it’s
not likely,” he said.

Instead, the school district, which has struggled with its
finances since local property taxes were eliminated as a source of
public school funding two years ago, and the PCEA bargained for
new health care benefits. - '

The school district anticipated saving $450,000 annually from
the new contract, Goldman said. “I think (the teachers) do an
excellent job for the salaries we pay them,” said Goldman, “Just
look at the Proficiency test scores and the MEAP scores.’

Which is a point Bohlen has tried to make. “There’s no correla-
tion between salaries and test scores,” he said.

Bohlen points to Woodhaven, a school district that has the
fourth highest salary out of the 83 districts but ranked near the
bottom in test scores.

Plymouth business nabbed under Consumer
Protection Act 1n‘nat10nW1de fraud sting

BY BRIAN CORBETT

As part of a nationwide investigation, the Michigan
Department of the Attorney General filed a notice of intended
action Nov. 13 against American Financial Options of Plymouth
in connection with allegedly marketing illegal business
opportunities in Michigan.

Under Michigan’s Consumer Protection Act, American
Financial Options had to respond to the charges by last Saturday
or face possible lawsuits over the alleged illegal activities.

“We have.heard from representatives of the company, and

‘we’ve had- ongoma discussion with them, but nothing’s been

resolved as of yet;” said Attorney éeneral spokesperson Chris
DeWitt. ;

* Attempts to reach American Financial Options, Inc. President
Darren Neely and Chief Executive Officer David Schuhardt at
their 340 Main Street office, Suite 302 were unsuccessful.

According to the Attorney General’s office, American

" Financial Options did not notify the Attorney General of the

intent to sell business opportunmes and of operating a “pyramid
scheme” that pays commissions to distributors for sales to
participants who were subsequently distributed by them.

This is in violation of the Michigan Consumer Protection Act
and the Michigan Franchise Investment Law. The maximum
penalty for knowing and persistent violations of the Consumer
Protection Act is $25,000.

Despite the Attorney General’s contact with American
Financial Options, DeWitt said they may still face charges

depending on the progress of negotiations, which could Jast an
undetermined amount of time. “There really is no ‘typical’ length
to these negotiations,” DeWitt said. “It’s really hard to say.”

If American Financial Options ceases and desists immediately,
the Attorney General’s office may not pursue court action. The
Assurance of Discontinuance may include restitution to aggrieved
persons and costs of the investigation, the Attorney General s
office said.

The enforcement action is part of the national “Operatron
Missed Fortune”, a federal/state crackdown against get-rich-
quick, self-employment schemes based throughout the nation, the
Attorney General’s office said.

Nine other companies in six states and one Canadian province

‘have also been charged. Nearly 30 states and the Federal Trade

Comimission participated in the investigation.

“With the many changes in the workplace, such as early
retirements and corporate downsizing, many people are looking
to invest in their own business,” said Michigan Attorney General
Frank Kelley.

“That interest has brought out charlatans who prey on

- individuals by offering get-rich schemes that are nothing but a -

fraud. Michigan citizens will be very well served if they take the
time and effort to-thoroughly check out any business before
making an investment. Too may times I have seen people lose

their hard earned funds in these schemes. The adage, ‘If it looks

to good to be true, it probably 18’ clearly applies when dealmg
with these types of offers.”

above the road. Fog clings to their wet
branches like gravy to a drumstick. It’s
late October on Cape Cod, and I'm
hustling back to Boston and my flight
home.

I’ll have to work fast. Luckily, the
road leads through town and straight to
Cape Cod Bay, where the Mayflower 11
sits at anchor. First impression — It’s
not a ship, it’s a boat! One hundred and
two Pilgrims spent three months at sea
on a tiny littie boat! Mental note: don’t

complain about leg room on the
airplane. I'm inclined to leave the car
for a closer look, but time is short, and
there’s more to see.

Seven minutes remain. Where’s “the
Rock”? I see trees, water and lots of
Cape Cod houses, but no rocks in sight.
Later I will learn that the rock is really
quite small, about the size and shape of
a Butterball turkey, and it’s housed
beneath a granite canopy and encircled
by an iron fence.

I had expected a huge stone slab,
large enough to support all of the
Pilgrims with room to spare. Perhaps it
was large once, but was whittled down
by three centuries of souvenir seekers.
Now I'm glad I missed it. A glance at
the courthouse clock shows I've got
four minutes and change, so I circle
back through town looking to spend it.
Historical markers tempt me to the old
churches and colonial-era buildings that
line both sides of the street.

Further down is the tourist strip, and

the shops reflect the local history with
their names. Here’s an area where our
City can really compete with its
namesake — I’ll match Colonial
Collision and the Pilgrim Party Store
against anybody in a test of true
gaudiness. A narrow alley snakes
between buildings, and through the
opening I see a statue. I spin down the
side street and park. The statue is
Massasoit, chief of the Wampanoag
tribe, and he stands on Cole’s Hill
overlooking the bay. It was Massasoit
who encouraged cooperation with the
newcomers, and a mutually beneficial
relationship developed between the two
cultures that lasted for many years.

In 12 minutes, I have boiled the
story down to its essence: Both the
Pilgrims and the Wampanoag faced the
Unknown with courage and faith. I took
one final look out over the bay, where
the Mayflower II sat rocking in the
morning sunshine, and headed home.
