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Murder victim has ties 
to Sheldon Road plant

_Police question if possible link existed 
^with work-related problem

BY THE CRIER STAFF
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l A Ford Sheldon Road plant production supervisor was killed and his wife critically 
wounded at their Livonia home yesterday.

At press time, police were examining whether the homicide was work related. He was 
the fifth Sheldon Road Plant employee shot and killed in less than two years.

Francisco Portillo, 54 and a production supervisor at the Automotive Components 
Division facility, was dead at the scene after a man posing as a delivery person entered 
through the couple’s front door and opened fire, according to Livonia Police Lt. William 
Morris.

Francisco’s wife, Judy, was shot in the eye but escaped to a neighbor’s house across the 
street, where she called police, Morris said.

Livonia Police Lt. William M orris did not 
discount the possibility of a link between the 
m urder and Portillo’s employment a t the 
Ford Sheldon Road Plant. (Crier photo by

She was taken to St. Mary Hospital 
in Livonia and later transferred to the 
University of Michigan Medical Center 
in Ann Arbor where she underwent 
surgery. At press time, she was in criti­
cal condition in the intensive care unit.

Morris said Judy told police that just 
before 8 a.m. yesterday “a black male 
of medium height was at her front door 
and he stated he was delivering a 
Christmas gift.”

There was neither evidence of a 
work-related crime nor any sign of 
forced entry to the house, police said

At press time, police were still 
searching for the suspect.

According to Morris, robbery is not 
a likely motive and police have no 
physical evidence regarding possible 
connections between the suspect and 
the Portillos.

However, Morris did indicate police 
are investigating the possibility 
Francisco was shot by a fellow worker. 
“We are checking into every possible 
answer,” he said. “Are we checking to

Canton has changed drastically over the past 10 years —  

including the salary levels for the 20 highest paid municipal 
employees.

Salaries have nearly doubled since 1986, as has the population 
of Canton. As Canton changed from a sleepy farming township 
to the bustling suburban sprawl it is today, government employee 
salaries grew along with the community.

Employee responsibilities grew too, according to Canton 
Supervisor Tom Yack.

“What’s happened to us because we’ve grown so much is that 
the complexity of our organization has increased,” he said.

Yack points to the millage rate as a gauge. In 1986, Canton’s 
millage rate was 9.89 mills. Today that rate is 9.35 mills.

“It’s less today than it was then,” he said. “We also have more 
services, many of which are enterprise funds such as the Summit 
on the Park community center and Pheasant Run Golf Course 
where the dollars generated pay for the service.”

The millage rate has dropped slightly, but salaries have 
tremendously increased.

In 1986 the highest paid Canton employee was Canton Police 
Chief John Santomauro. His salary was $38,000. A decade later, 
Santomauro —  now the head of the Public Safety Department —  
still tops the list of highest paid. His base salary now stands at 
$73,700.

Yack is the highest paid elected official in Canton with a 
salary of $72,100. His predecessor James E. Poole made $36,000 
in 1986.

The gap between pay for elected officials has risen. In 1986 
Canton Treasurer Gerald Brown and Canton Clerk Linda 
Chuhran made $33,000 each —  just $3,000 less than Poole. 
Today, Canton Treasurer Elaine Kirchgatter and Canton Clerk 
Terry Bennett make $58,800 each:— $13,300 less than Yack.

Yack said the salaries are set by the Merit Commission, a 
group who conducts market studies to equate pay rates with simi­
lar civilian jobs.

“It’s easy to do at the managerial level,” he said, “but how do 
you find a comparable salary level for a job like community plan­
ner?

“What we do is rely on comparing ourselves with other com­
munities. Based on that, our salaries have risen about the same 
amount.”

New buses on road soon

Better late than never.
The Plymouth-Canton School Board 

was expected to approve the expenditure of 
$531,949 in 1991 bond money to purchase 
11 buses from Hoekstra Truck Equipment 
Company during last night’s meeting at the 
Plymouth-Canton Educational Park.

If approved, the seven new and four 
used buses would help defray repair costs 
to an aging bus fleet.

Since July 1 of this year the school dis­
trict has spent $202,735 in maintenance 
work on buses that date to 1983.

According to John Birchler, the execu­
tive director for business and operations for 
the P-C School District, five of the seven 
new buses were included, in the Michigan 
School Business Officials (MSBO) bus bid, 
and all five have been offered at a price 
lower than the MSBO bid.

“The four used vehicles Have been thor­
oughly inspected and driven by 
Transportation Department staff and have 
passed state inspections,” Birchler wrote in 
a memo to the P-C School Board-

Last month, the board restored $550,000 
in 1991 bond money for bus purchases, 
three years after the budget had been 
reduced to re-establish the district’s con­
struction contingency fund.

Another $200,000 for high school furni­
ture was also captured because of savings 
in the technology budget and increased 
interest savings accumulated during the life 
of the project. s

Since the district received the money in 
the middle of the school year, 
Superintendent Charles Little expected

paying higher than average price tags for 
the buses because the state bid deadline had 
passed. That wasn’t the case.

“We did okay on the price,” said P-C 
School Board Trustee David Artley, who 
planned on voting for the recommendation. 
“I think what we found was people were 
going to sell the buses because they had an 
inventory.”

School board members, who discussed 
the topic at length during the Nov. 26 meet­
ing before voting for it unanimously, said 
another question and answer session would 
likely precede the anticipated bus purchase 
approval.

“I have some concerns about buying 
used buses, but they were fully inspected,” 
said Artley, who said his worries are “the 
same ones I have when I buy a used car.”

P-C School Board Secretary Sue Davis 
was also supportive of the bus purchasing 
plan. “I think we’ve done the best with 
what we have. Is it ideal? No, it’s not. It’s 
ideal to know we need buses in June or 
July, but we didn’t know we’d have the 
money then,” she said.

“I have some questions about the pro­
cess we followed,” said P-C School Board 
President Mark Horvath, “but I am pleased 
to see we got a price under the state bid 
price.”

With 25 buses listed in “poor condition” 
and/or “a major expense to repair” in a list 
compiled by Director of Transportation and 
Safety LuAnn Grech, the 11 buses should 
save the district money on repair expendi­
tures. “We’ve got some buses over there 
that are just killing us in maintenance 
costs,” said Horvath.

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Public input shaped school bond decision

If money wasn’t an issue, what would 
you do for your schools?

Participants in public forums orga­
nized by the Plymouth-Canton School 
Board were asked questions like this, 
according to Ted Bohlen, Plymouth resi­
dent and member of the Citizens’ 
Financial Advisory Committee.

Convened once in October and twice 
in November 1996, the forums gathered 
school employees, area business owners 
and residents with and without children 
to discuss the present and future needs of 
the community’s schools.

Of top priority among participants was 
a desire to remedy district overcrowding, 
particularly at the high schools and in 
Canton elementary schools.

These concerns helped shape the 
school board’s bond issue proposal, 
Susan Kopinski, chairperson of the Bond 
Issue Steering Committee, said.

“These decisions to build were not 
made in a vacuum,” Judy Evola, director 
of community relations for the Plymouth- 
Canton Schools, said. “This wasn’t a 
board decision. We wanted to incorporate 
into the plan as many of the community’s 
needs and wants as we could.”

According to Bohlen, small-group dis­
cussions held at the forum meetings were 
guided by facilitators —  members of the 
Bond Issue Steering Committee and rep- 
resentitives of Roy G. French, Inc., in 
association with Perkins & Will, the 
architectural firms collaborating on the 
proposed construction projects.

Bohlen said that initially, facilitators 
encouraged participants to express their 
school desires “without any concern for 
money.”

Those desires were then collected into 
a list of key issues and recommended 
solutions. The list then guided the board 
as they drafted the bond proposal.

“Of course we took feasibility into

account when we made our recommenda­
tion to the school board. We were think­
ing about real-world solutions,” Kopinski 
said.

Forum issues and recommendations 
include:

Quality of Education
Participants cited the availability of 

computers as integral to a quality educa­
tion. The forum recommended a district­
wide standard of two computers in every 
classroom, allocating $12.6 million in the 
bond proposal for spending on computers 
and technology. .

Community Orientation
To deal with overcrowding, the forum

recommended building new schools 
rather than expanding existent facilities.

A third high school, with a projected 
cost of about $48 million, would be built 
at Beck and Joy roads on Plymouth- 
Canton Educational Park property.

Participants, about half of whom were 
Canton residents, also suggested a new 
elementary school be built in southwest 
Canton.

The rapid growth of neighborhoods in 
that area has left Bentley Elementary, one 
of the district’s newest schools, so over­
crowded that the teachers’ lounge now 
serves as a classroom, and overflow stu­
dents are bused to Hulsing Elementary.

The cost of the new school would be 
about $10 million. This estimate includes 
the cost of a site for the school, although 
the forum suggested utilizing property 
the district already owns. No site has yei 
been selected.

The forum suggested that the desigr 
of the elementary facility be flexible 
enough that, as students get older, ii 
could be converted into a middle school 
if necessary.

According to Evola, the design of the 
elementary school will likely be similas 
to Bentley and Tonda.

Don and Barb Bush think they have a 

jewel of a building for their long time 
business — O&D Bush Jewelers.

The Plymouth residents and 
downtown jewelers moved into their new 
showcase gallery at 509 W. Ann Arbor 
Trail last month after spending the last 20 
years in the aging red house next door.

“We’ve been in the business for 52 
years,” said Don. “My wife and I are both 
owners of the business.

He grew up around the business his 
father founded in 1952; it wasn’t too long 
after Don cut his tooth that he cut his first 
diamond.

see if he’s had any problems at work? 
Yes, we are.”

The Ford Sheldon Road Plant has been 
the scene of at-work violence twice 
before.

On Jan. 7, 1995 Ford employee 
Michael Lee-Brattin argued with his 
estranged wife, Sandra Marie Brattin, 
before shooting her, and Francis O’Brien 
— Sandra’a alleged boyfriend — and then 
turning the gun on himself. Sandra was 
the only survivor.

On Aug. 18, long-time plant worker 
Stephen Cox killed himself after shooting 
Security Supervisor Donald Jagod seven 
times. Cox was upset about a pending

sexual harrassment in the workplace case 
against him involving Jagod’s daughter, 
police said. Cox and Jagod both died.

Asked about the possible Ford. Sheldon 
Road Plant connection, Neal Golightly of 
Ford Motor Company Public Affairs said 
“the question is understandable.”

But he also said no connection has 
been established between the crime and 
Francisco’s employment at the Sheldon 
Road plant.

“This is a tragic loss for Francisco’s 
family and co-workers,” Golightly said.

Francisco was a 33-year employee of 
Ford Motor Company and had served in 
his current position since 1992, the com­
pany said.

Evola said the facilities will most like­

ly accom m odate d istric t enrollm ent 
increases projected for the next five 
years, the maximum the State of 
Michigan will approve for bond propos­
als.

The enrollment projections are the 
work of Frederick Ignatovich of 
Michigan State University. According to 
his estimates, elementary enrollment will 
peak at 7,588 students in 1998-99; high 
schools will peak with 4,960 students in 
2001-02.

“The high schools already have about 
600 more students than they were 
designed for,” Evola said, “ and we’re

fair according to John Thomas, a down­
town landlord.

“If I’m paying for the cost (of parking) 
and then you’re letting the benefit flow to 
someone else, where are the benefits to me 
after paying the ad valorem (value-added) 
tax?” he asked the City Commission. 
“Until you begin to address all of these 
problems — especially parking enforce­
ment — this isn’t going to work.”

Downtown property owner Jim 
McKeon said the City probably won’t ever 
capture all the private parking in the down­
town area — essentially making the over­

To retain “E d u cation a l E q u ity ,” 
another of the forum’s key issues, Evola 
said participants felt the high schools 
needed to be less crowded.

“Educational equity means that the 
same opportunities are available to all 
students,” Evola said, claiming that over­
crowding discourages this. “With a third 
high school, we can have 1,600-1,700 
students at each,” leaving the schools less 
crowded and easing com petition for 
resources at each facility, she said.

If approved in its current form, the 
bond would increase the district’s millage 
by 1.75 mills, to a total of 3.93 mills.

“The problem is with a lack of enforce­

ment,” he said, “...this ordinance is being 
created without any dialogue with the 
business owners. This ordinance is a 
Band-Aid on a very sick person.”

Commissioners Joe Koch and Doug 
Miller voted against creating the overlay 
district. Commissioners Dennis 
Shrewsbury and Don Dismuke voted for 
the proposal, along with Mayor Ron 
Loiseile. Mayor Pro-Tern John Vos and 
Commissioner Stella Greene were absent 
from the meeting.

The increase alone will cost taxpayers 
$87.50 per $100,000 of their home’s 
value. Owners of a $200,000 home, for 
example, would pay an additional $175 
for the increase.

These projected cost increases inspire 
caution in Bohlen, who urges both the 
taxpayers and the school board to careful­
ly consider their needs.

“We’re dealing with tens of millions 
of dollars here. If we’re prudent, and we 
don’t want to be bulldozing unused 
schools in a few years, we’ll consider all 
projections carefully.”

The bond issue is tentatively sched­
uled to appear on a March 1997 ballot.

on early scoring opportunities, as 
Pawlaczyk did at 3:43 of the first period 
Saturday night.

It’s the holiday shopping season, and the Whalers got their gift 

in Sunday’s 5-4 win over Detroit River rival, the Windsor 
Spitfires.

After surrendering a two-goal, third period lead, Chad 
Cavanagh scored with 34 seconds remaining in regulation when 
he batted a loose puck through the pads of Windsor goalie Scott 
Roche.

Cavanagh, the team leader in game winning goals (4), was 
frank when asked about how he scored. “I don’t know,” 
Cavanagh said with a grin. Standing in front of the net amidst 
criss-crossing traffic, Cavanagh swatted at the loose puck, “and it 
went through his legs as he was sliding across (the crease),” he 
said.

It was Detroit’s second win in three meetings against their 
division rival, leapfrogging the Whalers into third place in the 
OHL’s West Division, one point ahead of Windsor.

While Cavanagh’s goal might have been the most memorable 
for the 2,572 in attendance, forward Steve Wasylko was the fire­
power behind the victory, recording a natural hat trick.

In the last two games, Wasylko has five points (three goals, 
two assists). He was named the number one star of the game 
Sunday, ahead of Windsor defenseman Glenn Crawford, who had 
four assists. Dan Pawlaczyk, who rejoined the Whalers last week 
after leaving the Toledo Storm of the East Coast Hockey League, 
and teammate Andrew Taylor each had two assists.

The win capped an important weekend for the Whalers, Coach 
Peter DeBoer said. “With Robert Esche and Jesse Boulerice leav­
ing (for the Junior World Championships in Europe), it was espe­
cially important we got some points,” DeBoer said. “It’s great to 
get the spirits up and get some points heading into Christmas. 
And if someone would’ve told us at the beginning of the season

we’d be in third place at Christmas and have 13 to 15 wins, 
which is outstanding with the young team we’ve got, we’d be in a 
good position.” ;

Detroit, appeared to heed the urgency of their coach in the first 
period, outshooting Windsor, 13-6. Wasylko opened the scoring 
at 5:13 .when linemates Pawlaczyk and Taylor set the Munster 
Hamlet, ON native up for his ninth goal of the year. But Windsor 
emerged from the period tied, 1-1.

Wasylko gave the Whalers the lead again when he scored with 
a man advantage at 11:27 of the second period. W indsor 
answered quickly 1:32 later when Nelson Mando took a pass 
from Crawford in the left circle, closed in on the Detroit net and 
ripped the puck past Esche into the top, left shelf. Roche’s stellar 
play fell apart in 58 seconds during the third period when 
Wasylko and Steve Dumonski scored for Detroit.

Wasylko’s third goal came from deep in the slot as he crossed 
from left to right and beat Roche with a backhand.

But the Spitfires wouldn’t go away. Crawford assisted on 
goals by Matt Cooke and Mando to even the score once again. 
The game appeared headed for overtime until Cavanagh’s score.

Wasylko, who had been in a scoring slump after starting out 
the season with six points in his first six games, credited his line- 
mates — the speedy Pawlaczyk and the rough-and-tumble Taylor 
— for getting him back on track. “That, and I guess I wasn’t 
going all out like I was. So I just had to get back working hard, 
getting out there and bearing down. That’s what I did (last week­
end), and I got a few points,” he said.

DeBoer was glad to see the 6’2”, 190-pound forward return to 
his scoring ways. “He’s one of the guys, coming into the season, 
that we had to depend on for offensive numbers. He’s had trouble 
finding the net the last month or so, but recently he’s raised his 
game significantly,” DeBoer said.

Personally, I’m sorry to see that Bob Scoggins is leaving as Plymouth Police 
Chief.

He’s a nice guy, but clearly, it was time.
While the mild-mannered “Green Hornet” was good at calming troubled 

waters like The Cruise or the Nazis, he wasn’t tough enough to stand up to crime 
or leadership in his department.

(I should note that I lobbied former City Manager Gordon Jaeger to pick Bob 
as chief. At the time he was the logical choice.)

But as the streetscape finally finished and business downtown began hitting on 
all cylinders again, it became clear that Bob Scoggins couldn’t lead the police 
force to handle the business community.

And once the police chief loses the support of his business community — it’s 
over. The same thing happened to Rick Myers, Scoggins’ predecessor.

The break-ins weren’t the only problem, but certainly the most public, thus far 
pointing to Bob’s inability to lead in today ’s climate of community policing.

Local business folks have been upset that the police didn’t share information 
with the merchants — especially since the break-ins happened on two 
consecutive days. A phone fan-out could alert merchants to be prepared.

“We were the last to know,” said Denni Englehart, of Chameleon Galleries, at 
yesterday’s Plymouth Chamber Retail Committee meeting. (Denni’s on the 
chamber board and has been an active retail lobbyist.)

“Someone should have called the retailers and alerted them,” she pointed out.
Plymouth Police Lt. Mike Gardner agreed at that meeting. “I can see the value 

of you knowing about it,” he agreed. Mike went on to give the retailers several 
tips to guard against break-ins.

But Mike said that without his knowing about the memo Bob Scoggins had 
written to City Manager Steve Walters. “As you are aware, information that is 
given out regarding crimes can be extremely damaging to officers handling an 
investigation...” the police chief wrote on the way out the door.

Bob was too chicken to attend the meeting himself — sending Mike 
unprepared at the last minute. Scoggins had completely retreated to a bunker 
mentality — similar to what police departments used in the 1960s. Since then, 
policing has become more “community based” (and, therefore, open).

Scoggins “led” his department back into the dark ages — and his bunker 
mentality was showing.

His memo says, “All police agencies follow similar guidelines (about releasing 
information).”
. That is absolutely false.

Either Scoggins disagrees with modern police procedures or he does not

understand how (closing his books) undermines community support of a police 
department.

The City of Plymouth Police Department is the most difficult police 
department in the area from which to obtain information. Even Northvijle 
Township Police, once a notoriously closed society, has become community- 
minded under Chip Snyder’s leadership.

Bob’s bunkering down was evident too when the Plymouth Township Police 
car broadsided the Plymouth-Canton School bus. That investigation was 
concluded, but the final report sat waiting on the former chief’s desk.

If Scoggins followed through on his early days’ hoofing the beat as the “Green 
Hornet” parking ticket guy or on suggestions to patrol the streets on foot or in 
cute golf carts, he might have saved his job.

These B&Es of downtown businesses will be solved only by alert business 
owners or residents observing something unusual. The key word is “alert” — a 
short form of “alerted.”

Aside from embarrassing Mike Gardner, what purpose is there in hiding the 
break-in information? The crooks know which stores they hit and how much they 
got. The store owners were all willing to spread the word, hoping to alert others 
and find witnesses.

Other signs of Bob’s weakness as chief had surfaced too.
And so, even though Walters likes to internalize managing the City’s 

departments, he realized that doesn’t work with the police department. He was 
left with little choice but to replace Scoggins.

Fortunately for Bob, it’s not that he doesn’t have another potential 
employment situation. As many Plymouth Festival-goers have seen, the former 
City chief is a tremendous gospel singer and has recording and performing 
opportunities.

Maybe his gentle temperament is better suited to gospel.
Another police chief bites the dust! Bob Scoggins was like Wayne Fontes, just 

waiting to pack the bags — only Fontes should have been axed as quickly.
Meanwhile, the Plymouth Police are still “investigating” the B&Es and 

warning retailers to take precautions.

Whether this argument has legal 
merit or not, I believe that Wayne 
County’s decision is a poor public 
relations move. Citizens favor open 
government and the County’s 
decision to resist this accounting 
gives the appearance of impropriety.
