The adulation is deserved at first 
glance, especially when stories of the 
league’s aging arenas are passed on.

(Just ask the folks in Erie about the 
Civic Center.)

But the fact of the matter is, 
Compuware Sports Arena still has a long

way to go to become the league’s premier 
fan destination.

And I’m hoping these suggestions will 
help the organization speed up that pro­
cess.

They should begin by waking up the 
walking stiffs who are sitting in the 4,000 
seats each night. For a so-called “hockey 
town” the crowds are quiet. Quiet enough 
to watch a movie, which is good I guess 
because it looks like the concession stands 
belong in a theatre lobby.

Besides the passing “oohs” and “yeahs” 
in response to a great save or a goal, and 
the extraordinary interest taken in the pee- 
wee teams that play during the first inter­
mission, the crowd is more entertained 
than they are involved.

For example, the team mascot Slapshot 
the Whale, who appears with freebies dur­
ing the second intermission, gets a great 
response because he starts a cheering com­
petition between sections.

Why not have Slapshot walk (or swim) 
around the arena during the game? That’s 
what most mascots do during sporting 
events. I hate to say it, but the Whalers 
should bring in a noise meter if they have 
to, until the fans get used to using the 
vocal chords. Some more antics from the 
arena announcer would help too. The 
crowd already reacts to some of his calls, 
but take a trip along M-14 to Yost Arena 
in Ann Arbor, which has a capacity of 
approximately 6,000, and see a real home 
crowd in action.

It’s the most intimating place to play in 
college hockey. Speaking of intimidation, 
those banners that hang across the ceilings 
in so many arenas add to the home team’s 
mystique. For being such a young fran­
chise, the Whalers have established a win­
ning tradition. They should remind visiting 
teams of their three consecutive divisional 
titles and one OHL championship.

The 1995-96 Central Division banner 
was raised at the Oct. 5 home opener, but 
it was taken down. Painting action murals 
along with statistics of Whaler graduates at 
each end of the arena would also improve 
the pale interior presentation.

But there is only so much noise 3,700 
people can make, which is the approximate 
number of spectators watching the game 
when the Whalers have a “sellout.”

It’s a common occurrence in today’s 
sports world: The best seats in the house 
are purchased by companies, who often 
don’t use the tickets for every game. 
Meanwhile, fans that show up for game 
day tickets are shut out.

Empty seats are usually paid for, yes. 
But can they cheer? No. Institute a sell 
back policy. Offer an incentive to season 
ticket holders to return their unused games 
to the Whalers for re-sale.

T r u t h  i s  T o u g h  ?

There is no shortage of community 
interest in the team. The average atten­
dance is 3,202. Which makes you wonder: 
Did they build Compuware Sports Arena 
too small? With population in The 
Ply mouth-Can ton-Northvi lie Community 
growing, and a Michigan Hockey Hall of 
Fame slated for installation inside the 
arena next year, expansion will likely be 
needed. That means annoying eyesores, 
dust, noisy construction traffic and more 
money.

With all that ruckus, people will no 
longer have to search for the arena, which 
is set back from Beck Road on a down­
ward slope. I still have people asking me 
where and what Compuware Sports Arena 
is. Put up a sign, “Home of the Detroit 
Whalers”, with an electronic board flash­
ing upcoming dates. You might even be 
able to see it from the freeway. And anoth­
er one should go on Five Mile Road when 
the new entrance/exit is built — hopefully 
soon — to alleviate traffic congestion.

Now it’s time to be selfish. The press 
box seating needs to be raised so the media 
doesn’t have to jump on the ledge to see 
over the standing patrons. And, since most 
games are taped anyway, a replay monitor 
would help infinitely. It’s not an easy 
undertaking to make the cross-city move 
that the Whalers did. It takes a little time 
to get settled in a new community — and 
be accepted. The Whalers have initiated 
that by becoming a large supporter and 
provider for local hockey and skating, and 
assisting community service groups in 
their holiday drives. With a little more 
hard work and ingenuity, the Whalers wiil 
solidify their future as a winning franchise 
no matter what their record is.
