Voting bill could cost Twp.

Tired of waiting to vote?
Passage of a House bill would force Plymouth Township to 

purchase 37 computer touchpad voting stations.
The bill would change current State election laws, which 

require precincts to provide one voting station for every 400 reg­
istered voters. Under the bill sponsored by Rep. Beverly  
Hammerstrom, R-Temperance, that ratio would double, requir­
ing one station for every 200 voters.

“We’ve heard a number of complaints about long lines and 
waiting,” Marilyn Massengill, Plymouth Township clerk, said. 
“This year’s presidential election was one of the worst I’ve ever 
seen.”

Although the additional stations would likely help shorten 
lines at the polls, their cost would be substantial, said Massengill.

The bill would require the Township to buy 37 voting stations 
and privacy booths, Massengill said. “It would be costly for the 
community, but it’s one of those things that if the State says we 
have to do it, then we have to do it.”

The Township spent about $185,000 upgrading to computer­
ized touchscreen voting stations in January 1996. Another 
$72,000 could be spent this year reaching Hammerstrom’s 1-200 
ratio.

However, much of this $72,000 cost could be paid with funds 
left over from the original voting station purchase, according to 
Massengill. “We came in under budget the first time,” she said, 
“and we’ve got about $65,000 left. We may have to amend the 
budget, but I know the money is there for us to use.”

But when and if the money is used remains uncertain.
If the bill became law, the Township would have until its next

election to purchase the stations. Presently, no elections are 
scheduled for 1997.

Massengill said she hopes to delay the purchase until the 
Secretary of State completes its Qualified Voter File project 
(QVF).

The QVF is intended to streamline the voter registration pro­
cess, eliminating redundant and inaccurate records, according to 
the secretary of state’s office.

Massengill said, “I know our records are inflated. There are 
folks who’ve moved or are registered elsewhere, but are still reg­
istered here.”

The QVF would prevent or eliminate those redundant names 
automatically. However, the QFV probably won’t be online until 
1998, and until that time the Township is responsible for all 
names registered there, redundant or not.

Eliminating redundant registrations would reduce the number 
of voting stations the Township would need to buy.

Each complete voting station used by the Township costs 
about $2000.

“I’d rather not buy any more stations than I have to ,” 
Massengill said.

The City of Plymouth uses older, mechanical stations which 
cost about $200 each, according to Steve Walters, Plymouth city 
manager. “If the bill passes, we could easily get the 16 stations 
we needed.”

According to Walters, the City is also exploring upgrading to 
digital card scanners, possibly by this summer.

Hammerstrom’s bill was given to Gov. Engler Jan. 7. He has 
until Jan. 22 to sign or reject the bill.

A bill creating 50 new beer and wine 

licen ses  for downtown developm ent 
authorities and freeing liquor licenses in 
escrow for intercounty transfer could help 
Plymouth attract restaurants to downtown 
area.

The bill, signed by Gov. John Engler, 
w ill help Plymouth Downtown  
Development Authority Director Steve 
Guile attract new business.

“We’re quite excited about this,” said 
Guile.

“It makes our job a lot easier.”
The lack of liquor licenses has prevent­

ed several restaurants from looking at 
Plymouth as a viable option. Guile said 
there are several restaurants wanting to 
open in Plymouth — and the new licenses 
will help convihce them to choose the 
City.

It’s still unclear how the licenses will 
be distributed, but Guile said Plymouth 
should be in line to receive one or more of 
them.

The Lower Town Grill was the first 
restaurant to open in Plymouth in several 
years.

Most restaurants hoping to expand into 
the lucritive Plymouth market have trou­
ble finding available liquor licenses.

Tom ’s Oyster Bar was expected to 
open in Plymouth last year, but as of now, 
the building on Penniman Avenue remains 
vacant.

The Mayflower’s investors are currently interviewing “premiere” chefs. “The chef —  
he or she —  will be some kind of a partner so they’ll have a vested interest in seeing the 
project succeed,” Karmo said.

Currently, he said, four people are being interviewed for the chef position, one of 
which is being flown in from Florida.

Karmo said a $2 million loan was secured, with the additional $500,000 coming from 
the core group of Mayflower investors. He said they hope the project will be complete in 
just eight months. The hotel is expected to remain open during construction.

“This is an aggressive project,” Karmo said, “but I’d call it low risk. In the condition 
that it’s in now, we made money last year.

“I think it’s a great deal for the City. It will spark a lot of interest in the downtown.”
City Commissioners Don Dismuke and Joe Koch agree.
“I think this is going to be great for downtown,” said Dismuke. “Matt is right. This one 

project could bring a lot to downtown Plymouth. I think we’ll see a big difference over 
the next couple of years.”

Koch said the Mayflower Hotel project is a move in the right direction. “This project is 
a positive move for the Mayflower Hotel,” he said.

There is still one hurdle the Mayflower owners must clear before the project gets 
underway. They must secure a deal with the City to lease or buy land behind the hotel for 
the two-story service addition. The land is currently leased from the City.

The sculptures are back and colder than ever.
The Plymouth International Ice Sculpture Spectacular 

is returning to downtown Plymouth today until Monday 
for its 15th year of exposing the public to some of the 
world’s best professional, amateur and student ice 
carvers.

With last year’s attendance estimated at nearly 
637,000 people, Plymouth businesses can expect to be 
swamped by sculpture viewers from all around the 
country.

Professional carvers from the U.S., Japan, Norway and 
Canada will be featured in Plymouth, which in turn 
should create an international atmosphere for one of the 
nation’s largest competitions.

“If you talk to people around the country and mention 
Plymouth they usually say, ‘Oh, where the ice show is’,” 
Mike Watts, festival organizer, said.

Watts said this year he’s bringing in one of the largest 
loads of ice with about 350,000 pounds being shipped to 
Plymouth from southern Michigan. Carvings will take 
place in Kellogg Park, the Gathering and the Central

Parking Deck.
Ted Wakar of Canton and Jim Bur Jr. of Eastpointe, 

winners of an ice carving world championship in Japan 
last winter, will participate and carve a special carousel 
around the fountain in Kellogg Park filled with animal 
sculptures celebrating the 15th anniversary of the festival. 
The duo will use this Festival as preparation for the ice 
carving competition in the Winter Olympics next winter.

Along with the professional carvers there will be 
students from Schoolcraft, Henry Ford, Oakland, Monroe 
and Macomb Colleges on hand demonstrating their own 
unique talents.

means hot business for local retailers
Business owners prepare for shopping blizzard downtown this weekend

Although the Plymouth International 

Ice Spectacular is a frosty celebration, 
sales for local businesses are hot.

The annual event is a way for area 
businesses to gain new customers as well 
as showcase their merchandise.

Molly Ward, manager of the Plymouth 
C offee Bean Company in downtown 
Plymouth said the ice festival brings in a 
lot of business, especially if the weather 
is cold.

“Other than the regulars who come in, 
we see a variety of new people,” she said. 
“I think a lot o f them com e back 
afterwards (after seeing the sculptures).”

New custom ers appreciate the 
comfortable atmosphere of the Plymouth 
Coffee Bean Company.

“They say it’s homey, like your own 
living room,” she said.

With 600,000 people expected to visit 
the ice festival, retailers have been asked 
to stay open later to accommodate the 
visitors. The Plymouth C offee Bean 
Company is open to 11 p.m. weekdays 
and to midnight on the weekends.

It may be hard to duplicate the 
enormous crowds that came to the 
festival last year, but Ward said they 
expect to be just as busy.

“If the weather holds up, it will be 
people non-stop,” she said. “They’ll be 
looking for a warm building and warm 
drinks.”

Hot drinks and outdoor winter 
activities go hand-in-hand, but what 
about other businesses not directly related 
to the ice festival?

John K w iecien, owner o f Trader 
Jack’s Sports Cards and Memorabilia 
said the festival brings a large amount of 
traffic into the City. He said many new 
people discover his store during the 
festival. “They take the opportunity to 
look at-the ice sculptures and then they 
come and see what we sell and to get 
warm,” he said.

Kwiecien said he hopes the weather 
will hold up so the ice sculpture in front 
of his store doesn’t turn into a puddle of 
water as it has in years past.

With the increase in customers during 
the festival, Kwiecien works hard to 
answer questions and provide customers 
service visitors to Plymouth have come to 
expect. He increases the number o f  
employees to help out and keep an eye on 
what’s going on in the store.

This is Kwiecien’s fifth ice show and 
he said he expects Saturday to be his 
busiest day.

“In the afternoon it gets really busy,” 
he said. “A lot of people have the day off 
and it carries over into the night, even up 
to 10 p.m.”

In a way, K w iecien is directly  
involved with “ice.” His merchandise 
includes a large amount of hockey  
m em orabilia. “Plymouth is a huge

hockey town,” he said.
He keeps a steady inventory for the 

holidays, which carries over to the ice 
festival. Some customers who browse 
during the festival come back as regular 
customers.

Another downtown Plym outh  
business, sideways, looks upon the ice 
spectacular as a way for the community 
to come together.

Owner Sharon Pugh said these kinds 
o f festiva ls are usually good for 
businesses that are food purveyors.

“The visitors eat and drink and see the 
sights and then get warm,” she said.

That’s where her business comes in. 
It’s a good way to showcase her products 
and attract new business while customers 
are warming their hands — and emptying 
their wallets.

For Pugh, the ice festival is a mixed 
blessing. Most of the regular customers 
stay away during this time.

The Plymouth International Ice 
Spectacular is a way for Pugh to kick-off 
her Valentine’s Day retail season. “We 
receive exposure at this time that you 
can’t purchase,” she said.

During the festival, sideways expands 
its hours to accommodate the visitors. 
“We will stay open until 9 p.m. or 10 
p.m.,” she said.

To show her support of the festival, 
Pugh has at least one or two sculptures 
sponsored by her business.

Record crowd watches Soo hound Whalers
Detroit’s comeback bid foiled Saturday versus division foe; 3 players traded

If Detroit’s games were only two periods instead of three, the Whalers might be fight­

ing for first place rather than fourth.
For forty minutes Detroit played outplayed and outscored Sault Ste. Marie, 3-0. But 

the second period belonged to the Greyhounds, the first place team in the West Division, 
who went on to win 4-3 before a record crowd of 4,207 at Compuware Sports Arena.

Third period goals by Eric Gooldy at 5:57 and Steve Wasylko 10:31 pulled the Whalers 
within one, and Detroit pulled goalie Robert Esche for the extra skater, but failed to 
score.

The scenario was all too familiar for some Whalers,
“I know we’ve got a good core of players here. We can stay with some of the best 

teams in the league for two periods... We just fall apart at the wrong times,” said Esche, 
who learned earlier in the week he had been elected to the OHL All-Star team.

“We always seem to have one bad period,” said forward Jesse Boulerice.
Considering Sault Ste. Marie dismantled London, a team with whom Detroit has 

struggled with, 15-1 on Friday night, the Whalers performance was admirable, as it has 
been all season. In 23 losses this season, only four have been by four or more goals.

“I thought the effort we put forth tonight was as good or better than (Sault. Ste 
Marie’s). We just didn’t capitalize on our two-on-one chances. They capitalized on theirs. 
That’s the tale of the tape. They capitalized tonight, we didn’t,” said Whalers Coach Peter 
DeBoer.

Detroit’s difficulty in scoring could be attributed in part to the play of Greyhounds 
goalie Jack McCracken, who had just returned from playing goal for Ontario in the 
Under-17 Tournament in Alberta, Canada over the holidays.

Detroit’s three goals either came off of screens or defections.

M o r e  s ig n i f i c a n t ly ,  C o m m is s io n e r  T h a d d e u s  M c C o tte r  (R -  
L iv o n ia )  w h o  h a d  s e r v e d  s o  a b ly  a s  C h a ir  o f  th e  E c o n o m ic  
D e v e lo p m e n t  C o m m it t e e  w h ic h  h a s  b e e n  h a n d lin g  th e  m u lt i ­
m illio n  d o llar  N o r th v ille  property transaction  and the C anton  D D A  
is su e  w a s u n ce r em o n io u sly  rem o v ed . H is  rep la cem en t, the 75 -y ea r-  
o ld  fo r m e r  M a y o r  o f  H ig h la n d  P a r k , R o b e r t  B l a c k w e l l  ( D -  
D etro it/H ig h la n d  Park). (P erhap s H ig h la n d  Park w ill  n o w  serv e  as 
the e x a m p le  o f  h o w  N o r th v ille  sh o u ld  b e  d e v e lo p e d  for  the 2 1 st  
cen tu ry .)

P a rticu la r ly  w o r r iso m e , that sa m e  c o m m itte e  is  ch a rg ed  w ith  
d e a lin g  w ith  the  W illo w  R u n T radeport is su e .
