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Questions remain after 
board denies bond revote

Canvassers following state election laws 
described by many as behind technology

BY BRYON MARTIN
What is a malfunction, what is the law 

and who is responsible?
These are the questions that remain 

since the Wayne County Board of 
Canvassers determined human error, not 
a mechanical malfunction, was to blame 
in the loss of 716 votes in Plymouth- 
Canton Schools’ March 22 bond elec­
tion.

Tests were done at the school board 
office by county canvassers before mem­
bers of the public and individuals who 
petitioned the P-C schools for a recount 
and revote.

Based on the test results and 
Michigan election laws, the school can­
vassers rejected Dan Herriman’s petition 
for a special election, according to 
school canvasser Dennis Shrewsbury.

State statutes say that, “In order to 
call a new election there has to be a 
mechanical error that made it impossible 
to vote. We didn’t find that,” Shrewsbury 
said.

During the test, observed by school 
board members and petitioners, can­
vassers cast ballots on the district’s 
much-contended Unilect voting 
machines. The votes were predetermined 
to allow for a specific outcome.

The test returns, however, were off

the mark. The canvassers miscast some 
ballots and produced an undervote.

This mistake, according to 
Shrewsbury, helped prove the likelihood 
of human error in the bond undervote, 
instead of mechanical breakdown.

“It’s a question of engagement,” 
Thomas said. Voters had difficulty inter­
acting with the voting machines and their 
software he said, which is not an mal­
function, but does impede voting.

“Based on what the law says, the; 
right — they can’t hold an election,’^" 
Roland Thomas, former school board 
president, said.

Don Dismuke, Plymouth city com­
missioner and petitioner, agreed: “Their 
hands are tied. They’ve got to follow the 
law.”

But some, including Thomas, have 
said the laws, and their reading by the 
canvassers, have fallen behind technolo­
gy and do not take into consideration the 
advent of computerized ballots.

“The equipment may not be defective, 
but it certainly is deficient,” Herriman 
said. “It’s obvious that the equipment is 
ahead of the statutes.”

The canvassers officially denied his 
revote petition following the test of the 
Unilect voting machines.

Shrewsbury said the board’s decision

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DDA accepting applications for state-offered liquor licenses

City of Plymouth businesses that meet local zoning 
requirements are now eligible for one of 50 tavern licens­
es available statewide.

Steve Guile, director of the Plymouth Downtown 
Development Authority, recently sent out letters to area 
merchants and developers.

For those interested, time is of the essence.
‘They are available on a first come, first serve basis,” 

Guile said. ‘The quicker businesses get in their applica­
tions, the better off they will be.”

The tavern licenses are for businesses that wish to 
serve wine and beer, as opposed to a liquor license, 
which would allow an establishment to also serve liquor. 

Currently nine liquor licenses are available through

the Plymouth DDA; all nine of the city’s permits are 
issued.

Should any local businesses land some of the tavern 
licenses, Guile predicts a positive impact on the city.

“The entertainment district and a variety of restaurants 
will create an atmosphere most people are looking for 
when shopping or dining,” he said.

The Michigan Liquor Control Commission requires 
interested businesses to submit applications to the DDA. 
From there, the development district will conduct a pub­
lic hearing.

The process also requires approval of a resolution by 
the local legislative body. The documents are then sent to 
the Liquor Control Commission for consideration.

According to Michigan Compiled Laws, businesses

must meet the following descriptions to be eligible for a" 
license:

• A full-service restaurant open to the public that pre­
pares food on the premises;

• Open for food service at least 10 hours a day, five 
days per week;

• At least 50 percent of the restaurant’s gross receipt: 
must come from food sales;

• Must seat no less than 25 people;
• Location must be in an area with no more than

50,000 population in which the DDA finds the license 
would prevent further deterioration within the develop­
ment district and promote economic growth;

• Licenses are not readily available through the local 
government.

' While working at the 17th District Court, Erdman modernized 
all three courtrooms and introduced a new computer system. He 
also saw an annual caseload increase from 16,500 to 45,000 after 
traffic cases were added to the docket and witnessed a new enthu­
siasm amongst court employees.

“When I left them, everyone had a sense that they could 

accomplish anything,” he said. “There was a real team spirit of 
commitment.”

He also learned a lot about working on a limited budget, as all 
the changes and caseload increase occurred without increasing 
the number of staff members.

“I’m used to carrying a tight line,” he said. “I don’t want to be 
stingy, but fiscally responsible.”

Working in Plymouth provides a new and different challenge.
“In Redford it was easier to make a mark, to show change,” he 

said, adding it would prove difficult to improve the Plymouth 
court.

Some changes slated for the 35th District Court include 
remodeling two of the court rooms, replacing the heating system 
and recarpeting the lower level.

Erdman looks forward to community outreach, including talk­
ing in the local schools and possibly teaching a government class.

“I want to be proactive with the issues within the community,” 
he said, adding he wants kids to understand “the courts don’t 
exist just to send people to jail.

Gil Camp, patron of Plymouth Arts and long-time resident, dies at 74

Gil Camp, a long-time Plymouth resi­
dent, died Monday at the age of 74.

Mr. Camp will be remembered as a 
good friend and neighbor, a stamp expert, 
and a patron of the arts, according to his 
friend of 50 years, Don Dodge.

“He had the personality and was astute 
enough to do sales as well,” Dodge said, 
“so he became a technical sales represen­
tative.”

Camp was an avid stamp collector “ 
with a prize-winning collection and was 
known as an expert.

He was also a patron of the arts, sup­
porting the PCAC, and an active patron 
of the Hilberry Theatre at Wayne State 
University. A 20-year holder of season 
tickets at U of M, he enjoyed tailgate par­

ties and football games.
He is survived by his wife, Clara; sis­

ter, Harriet and brother Charles, both of 
Massachusetts; son, Michael of Romulus; 
daughter, Barbara of Plymouth; and six 
grandchildren.

Dodge said he will miss the summers 
spent together with their families in 
Canada.

“It’s a major loss. We were very close. 
We always had projects together, whether 
it was cutting down trees or building 
porches,” Dodge said. “He was very, very 
friendly. A good neighbor.”

Election questions persist, may be pursued by Vorva

was based in part on a reading of election laws given by William 
DeBiasi, Sr., legal counsel hired by the school canvassers.

Jerry Vorva, former state representative and revote petitioner, 
suggested DeBiasi’s interpretation of the law was convenient.

“The schools’ board of canvassers didn’t want to do a special 
election, so their lawyer is telling them what they want to hear,” 
Vorva said.

Although he has not yet received a formal rejection of his 
petition for a special election, Vorva said he and his group plans 
an injunction to slow the bond.

“We’ll be going to court,” he said. “The second I get a formal 
notice.”

Vorva’s plans might also include a constitutional challenge of 
the election.

“If it’s calculated to deprive a group from voting because they 
don’t have a powerful interest in the vote, it’s unconstitutional,” 
he said.

That the school board did not mail out absentee ballots,

precinct workers gave voters insufficient instructions and that 
there was no physical, immediate confirmation of a successful 
vote are examples of such calculation, Vorva alleges.

“We’re going to pursue this,” he said.
Thomas, one of three candidates running for the school board 

trustee position on the June ballot, said he has received no offi­
cial response yet either. He will not pursue his petition in court if 
it is rejected, he said.

Neither will Dismuke or Herriman.
“I played my card,” Dismuke said. “Basically, I wanted to say 

this undervote is ridiculous. I’ve made my peace.”
“I don’t want to be adversarial,” Herriman said. “I’m disap­

pointed. A special election would have been the logical outcome 
of the testing. The canvassers gave a very narrow interpretation 
of the law.”

But according to Shrewsbury, the canvassers did their job.
“We’re not supposed to interpret the law,” he said. “We’re 

supposed to follow it.”

Congregation Bet Chaverim celebrates in shared Canton church

Canton’s newest congregation of 

friends is ready to celebrate Passover.
Congregation Bet Chaverim, Hebrew 

for “House of Friends,” has grown in 
each of their four years in Canton.

“We had 22 people our first year, and 
now we’re up to 90,” said Amy Rose, 
president of the congregation.

Passover is an eight day celebration of 
freedom for Jewish families. It symboli­
cally retraces the journey of the Jews out 
of Egypt, and recreates some of, the 
events from that time.

“It’s one of the most important holi­
days to us,” said Rose.

A big part of Passover is the Seder, 
which is a meal eaten on the first two 
days of the celebration. A Seder plate is 
set out with many symbolic foods on it, 
according to Rose. A burnt egg symbol­
izes difficult years, Charoses, a sweet 
mixture of apples, cinnamon, nuts and 
walnuts symoblizes the mortar used to 
build the pyramids of Egypt. Saltwater is 
used to symbolize tears, and horseradish 
and bitter herbs symbolize the bitterness 
Jews felt during their time of persecution.

Pillows are propped up against chairs, 
and a glass of wine is left out for Elijah.

“The idea is to recline and relax and 
remember the voyage of Isreal out of 
Egypt,” Rose said. “It’s like telling a 
story. It’s tradition. We always say we’re 
happy to celebrate it here, and next year 
we hope to celebrate it in Isreal.”

Another part of Passover is removing 
bread from the house, Rose said. “It com­
memorates that the Jewish people fled so 
fast, the bread didn’t have time to rise.”

Passover includes other dietary restric-

road, then fled north on Mill and Northville roads, Smith said.

At Northville and Five Mile roads, a Plymouth Township Police officer attempted to 
box-in Knowles by driving in front of his truck and slowing down. Knowles rammed his 
truck into the patrol car three times, sending it into a ditch, Smith said.

The police cruiser sustained minor damage to the left side of the vehicle.
Knowles fled north on Northville Road to 7 Mile Road where his truck struck a curb, a 

fire hydrant and flipped over. He was transported by ambulance to St. Mary’s Hospital in 
Livonia, where he was treated and released into police custody.

Speeds throughout the pursuit ranged from 40 to 70 mph, Smith said. A total of four 
police agencies were involved: Livonia, Plymouth, Westland and Northville City.

“We don’t eat any bread, so I won’t 
be buying any school lunches,” Rose, a 
teacher in Detroit, said.

Although Passover is considered a 
Jewish holiday, Rose said it is really for 
everyone.

“It’s a holiday about freedom for all 
men and women. No one should be some­
one else’s slave.”

The congregation Bet Chaverim wor­
ships in the Cherry Hill Methodist church 
on Ridge Road in Canton. Several mem­
bers of the church have been invited to 
the Passover Service. Although small, Bet 
Chaverim boasts a religious school and a 
play group for children under five.

“Passover is a wonderful time for the 
whole Jewish community,” Rose said. 
“I’m happy we have a nice Jewish com­
munity here in Canton. It’s nice to have 
one here in our own town.”

Victim hospiatlized in 'fair9 status;

A Brighton man remains hospitalized after he was 

struck by a minivan while on the shoulder of M -14.
Charles Hinkle, 47, was walking on the side of M-14 

on April 7 near the entrance ramp to south­
bound 1-275 when he was struck, said Sgt.
Monica Yesh, of the Michigan State Police 
Northville post.

“(Hinkle) doesn’t recall why he was in the 
roadway,” Yesh said. “He doesn’t even 
remember the accident.”

Hinkle remains in fair condition at St. Mary 
Hospital in Livonia, said Pam Fleming, who 
works in community relations at the hospital.
Hinkle’s vital signs are stable and he is now 
conscious, she said.

Police believe Adam Callens, 34, of 
Westland, was driving westbound on M-14 
when he missed the southbound 1-275 entrance 
ramp and tried to cut back to get on it. Hinkle 
was on the side of the road where M-14 and 
the entrance ramp meet when the accident 
occurred.

Troopers at the scene issued Callens a cita­
tion for improper lane use.

“I was horrified,” Cady said. “The man went flying 
over the length of the van and landed in the grass.” 

Witnessing the accident had a profound effect on

Canton sculptor Joe Delauro will 
soon have another sculpture displayed 
in the D etroit area, this one at the 
Cabato Club in Windsor, Canada.

Polish dancers honor heritage, traditions

Break out your accordians and get 

ready to polka: the Polish National 
Alliance will be strutting their stuff this 
weekend.

The PNA will perform its 17th 
Anniversary Polish Extravaganza 
Saturday at the C larenceville High 
School Auditorium in Livonia. Dancers 
in authentic Polish costumes will per­
form a variety of Polish folk dances, 
form a variety of Polish folk dances.

‘The PNA is part of an international 
fraternal organization developed to keep 
the Polish culture alive,” said Suzan 
Marzec, choreographer for the recital.

The dance troupe is comprised of 101 
youths from age 3-18, including some 
from Plymouth and Canton, Marzec said.

“The difference between our dance 
group and others is that we touch base 
with the'western suburbs,” Marzec said. 
“We also have some fourth and fifth gen­
eration Polish dancers, whose parents 
want to keep traditions alive.”

The dances celebrate a wide variety of 
Polish folklore. ‘There are 400 different 
provinces and each has its own dances,” 
Marzec said. “Plus there are national and 
regional dances. We’re doing a variety of 
dances from north, south, east and west 
Poland.”

The dancers will be broken into six 
age groups, ranging from pre-school to 
high school, Marzec said. Each group 
will perform three dances. “The pre­
school group always steals the show,” 
she said. “Because they’re so young, you 
never really know quite what they’re 
going to do.”

Most of the dances tell a story, said 
Marzec, who has a degree in culture and 
dance from the Madame Curie 
Slkawodska in Poland.

“Most dances revolve around wed­

dings,” she said. “The dancers come out 
in a grand march, spinning and having a 
good time, then they go to a slower 
dance, signifying the wedding is over, 
and the bride and groom live happily 
ever after.”

Other dances featured will be a 
Cuipiga, which is an all-male dance. “It’s 
very popular with the men,” Marzec said. 
“It’s a shepherd dance involving a cane; 
there’s a lot of intricate footwork and 
gymnastic-type steps. They get to show 
off.

“I think they do it to see if I can still 
do it, actually,” she said with a laugh.

According to Marzec, the program 
will open with a Krakowiak dance, a 
national dance that every polish person is 
taught, and will include a dance from the 
Slask region, with dancers in groups of 
three—two women and one man.

“The Slask region is a coal mining 
region and a lot of the men died young 
from the hardships of mining,” Marzek 
said. “The dance signifies the hardships 
of the area. Although there is a sadness 
to it, there’s still beauty in the dance.”

Although Harless has given various 
presentations before professional and 
scientific groups, this was the first time he 
testified  before the U.S. House o f  
Representatives.

H arless’ testim ony focused on the 
impact of scientific knowledge, scientific 
models, assum ptions and stakeholder 
interests in the environmental rulemaking 
process.

Controversy has recently surrounded 
the EPA’s use of science in developing 
regulations, specifically in the Clean Air 
A ct A large conflict has arisen over EPA 
rule changes regarding the ozone and the 
study used to initiate the changes.

"W hen we make ru les fo r large 
environm ental or social system s, we 
usually  use m odels ju s t like w eather 
fo recasters do,” he said . “W eather 
forecasters collect certain scientific data, 
add assumptions, then plug them all into a 
model to approximate reality. W eather 
forecasters sometimes get it right and 
sometimes they don’t, but at least they 
base th e ir assum ptions on a common 
goal.”

The essential difference lies in the 
stakeholder in terests. W ith a w eather 
forecast, there are no stakeholders with 
differing goals, he said. With rulemaking, 
how ever, stakeholders have d iffering  
interests to further individual goals.

Carl retires, leaves imprint...and stories

After 35 years o f  policing The Plym outh Community, Carl Berry leaves 
many stories behind.

As a young officer (fresh fro m  drag racing past old Plymouth High 
School himself), Carl w as the scourge o f  teenagers in town.

Later, he became active in the heyday o f  police unionization.
He unrolled fire  hoses a t m ajor blazes, nabbed arm ed robbers and  

helped solve the rare m urders in the City o f  Plymouth.
About that time, Carl began developing his political interests as well. 

He served on the Plym outh School Board. (Canton was added to the 
name later). H e began h is w ork with the Republican Party about that 
time, and is now chair o f  the 13th D istrict Party — the highest ranking 
party position  in western W ayne-eastern Washtenaw counties.

Carl left the City o f  P lym outh police ch ie f post to help Plymouth  
Township start up its own police department. From his f ir s t  days there, 
when the departm ent existed only on a drawing board, Carl was person­
ally involved in the handling of: major crimes, a tornado hitting a mobile 
home park  and m ajor labor confrontations.

In all o f  those situations he leaves stories easily forgotten  except by  
those m ost involved, those who remember, who tell the m any positive  
accomplishments o f  Carl. F or example, both labor and management have 
praised Carl fo r  handling the labor action a t Johnson Controls and the 
incidents a t the Sheldon R oad Plant.

But m ost o f  the stories that are told over and  over about Carl are the 
humorous ones. Like the time a citizen h it him  on his motorcycle. A nd the 
February, 1984 story about the three-legged dog and the mobile homes.

The fa c t  that those stories are told by his friends a t the “round table ” 
and elsewhere, show som ething about C arl’s friendships with the com m u­
n ity ’s  citizens.

C arl’s dog story has becom e so apocryphal that when his temporary(?) 
successor a t the Plym outh Township P.D., B ob Smith, crashed his police  
car into a turning Plym outh-Canton School bus, Smith remarked, “I  
guess this ’ll be m y dog story. ”

It isn ’t often that a po lice  c h ie f’s retirement receives such a tribute as 
will be staged tomorrow night: Carl has made a lot o f  friends. A nd  when  
you think about it, tha t’s  no t necessarily easy fo r  a police ch ie f who is 
doing his jo b .

I t  also is rare fo r  a police ch ie f to leave public  office to become a 
biker. (Actually, Carl w ill be opening a new  H arley dealership).

Dog story and all, C a rl’s  im print on Plymouth-Canton Community his­
tory remains.

The dome is in place, die final adjustments are being made and 

WYXZ’s Doppler weather tower is in its final testing stages.
And the Mettetal airport advisory board hasn’t seen the lease 

yet.
The state wasn’t trying to be secretive, 

according to Randy L. Coller, state liaison 
with MOOT Bureau of Aeronautics.

“WXYZ wanted to keep it confidential for 
competitive reasons,” Coller said. But the 
board knew about the tower in July. We real­
ized a long time ago it was important to keep 
everything out in the open for everyone.”

Coller and the advisory board are still 
ironing out the details of their relationship.
When the state bought the airport in early 
1993, it became the first state-owned airport 
with a private advisory board, according to 
Coller. The state bought the airport after 
Canton and Plymouth Townships passed on 
it.

“If we lose an airport, we’ll never be able 
to establish another one,” Coller said.

Smaller airports are important to the state 
for many reasons, like providing a place for 
small planes to land and allowing more traffic at major, commer­
cial airports.

Since Mettetal airport is now owned and run by the state, the 
advisory board has no official say in projects like the Doppler 
tower.

“We really have no power to impact the decision,” Canton

Clerk Terry Bennett, also on the advisory board, said. “The board 
was aware of the concept and approved it. In essence we gave the 
go ahead to proceed. We just didn’t have the opportunity to say 
we liked or didn’t like the lease.”

The advisory board asked to see a copy of 
the lease at Thursday’s meeting merely for 
record keeping, according to advisory board 
chairperson Mark Merlanti.

“The board wanted it just to see what it 
says,” Merlanti said. “We probably would 
not make a lot of comments on any particular 
lease. We would expect Randy (Coller) to 
give us enough of a broad concept of issues 
that we could comment on any part of it.” 

Part of the lack of communication stems 
from WXYZ’s initial desire for secrecy, and 
because they’ve never done anything like this 
before, according to Merlanti.

“He (Randy Coller) doesn’t have a set of 
procedures,” Merlanti said. “We’re doing our 
best to develop them as we go along. Next 
time if something isn’t turning out like we 
want it to, we can say ‘We want to see the 
lease first.’”

Even then, Merlanti said, their input may
not be heard.

“We have limited ability to change anything anyway,” he said. 
“We can influence them, and give our opinion, but they don’t 
have to listen to us.

“The tower is a nice community benefit,” Merlanti said. “It’s 
not costing the community any money. It’s a win-win situation.”

Contrary to Ed Wendover’s April 16 “With malice 

toward none,” we at Ameritech take the coming area 
code additions very seriously and are working hard to 
inform customers of the impending changes.

To clarify a few points: In 1994 when the 810 area 
code addition was established in Southeastern Michigan 
many communities along the boundary were split 
between the two codes (313 and 810). In an effort to ease 
the split seven-digit dialing was instituted. In-community 
dialing prevents the use of the same prefix in the two area 
codes, thus using an extensive number of prefixes when 
they are already in short supply. On May 3, 1997 
customers will no longer have in-community dealing and 
will be required to include the area code to complete a 
call.

In October 1995 Ameritech announced that two new 
area codes would be needed —  one in 313 and another in 
810 —  to keep up with the rapid growth. What is fueling
