With only two weeks remaining before the 

deadline for Canton Township’s mid-decade 
census, the race toward the census jackpot 
may be a photo-finish.

Prelim inary counts are in for 94 of 
Canton’s 112 districts, according to Pat Loder 
of Information Management Consulting, Inc, 
the firm paid by the Township to complete the 
census.

The rapid influx of information makes any 
official estimate difficult, according to Loder 
and Canton Clerk Terry Bennett. The numbers 
change often. Latest estimates put Canton’s 
population at about 56,862, but that number 
was up from 53,862 just 48 hours earlier, 
Loder said.

“The num ber grows every hour. 
Unfortunately, we don’t have time to get an 
official tabulation every five minutes,” Loder 
said. “We’re getting close to our deadline, and 
things are pretty crazy here.”

Communities that grow by 15 percent or 
more between decennial Federal censuses are 
eligible for state shared revenues, according to 
Bennett. These funds can be used to offset the 
costs of a rapidly growing community.

The size of the township and the necessary 
attention to detail are two things that make 
counting the information difficult, she said.

Is dum ped body lin k ed  
to previous m urders?

Was it one murder or three?
If the cause of death of a body found along the C IO  railroad 

tracks off of Haggerty Road last week in Plymouth Township has 
the same modus operand! as an unsolved double homicide from 
July 1980, police may be looking at a triple homicide.

Or perhaps this is the latest in a string of unrelated homicides 
where the bodies are dumped in the Plymouth area. (See related 
story.)

The body found last week is an apparent homicide, cause of 
death still unknown. A man looking to buy a piece of property dis­
covered the male skeleton rolled in apiece of carpet May 10.

A key piece of evidence in the latest case involved a pair of 
Olympic socks found on the skeletal remains: “U.S. ’80,” which 
police theorize would place this death close to the time of death of 
two other people.

On Aug. 27, 1980, Michigan State Police discovered the bodies 
of two men — both wrapped in carpet — in 
the bed of a truck parked at the Sheldon Road 
Ford Plant in Plymouth Township.

Plymouth Township Police are investigat­
ing whether all three deaths are related, said 
Det. David Hayes.

“We’re investigating a lead,” Hayes said.
“I’m trying to locate the detective that han­
dled that case.”

Bodies dumped here before

The recent discovery of skeletal remains 
wrapped in carpet in Plymouth Township 
is only the latest of several unsolved homi­
cides.

Police are investigating whether the 
human remains are connected to another 
unsolved double homicide from 1980.

On Aug. 27, 1980, M ichigan State 
Police discovered the bodies of two men — 
wrapped in carpet — in the bed of a truck 
outside the Sheldon Road Ford Plant in 
Plymouth Township.

More recently, two women have been 
murdered and dropped off in Hines Park.

In October 1994 a group people discov­
ered the body of a 39-year-old Detroit 
woman in the Rouge River in Hines Park.

Eventually identified as Mary Busby, 
police said she was most likely raped and 
severely beaten before she was strangled.

Preliminary investigations indicated 
Busby was murdered elsewhere and her 
body was brought to the park, between 
Edward Hines Drive and M-14.

Almost a year later, in October 1995. 
the body of Debbie Linkewitz was found in 
Hines Park near Haggerty Road.

The incident raised fears amongst local 
residents, to which then-police Chief Car) 
Berry assured the public Plymouth 
Township was not becoming a “dumping 
ground” for bodies.

The murders of Busby and Linkewitz 
have not been solved and remain open.

Two bodies were found outside in 1980 (Crier photo Robert S. Cameron).

Wayne County Sheriff Robert Ficano 
said his department hasn’t ruled out that 
possibility.

“We’re always looking to see if there 
are connections,” Ficano said.

Although Plymouth Township has been 
the site of at least two other body drop-

offs, Ficano said the area has nothing tc 
worry about.

“Over time, the number of unsolved 
homicides is not as disproportionate as it 
seems,” he said. “Any single body that is 
found is unfortunate.”

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Locked-out newspaper workers 
picket Canton man’s home

BY BRYON MARTIN
Canton resident John Anthony had visitors Wednesday night — 

30 locked-out newspaper workers who came in costume, with plac­
ards, a bullhorn and a message for his neighbors.

Anthony, a former F.B I  agent, is head of security at the Detroit 
News and has organized countermeasures for the paper at pickets 
and strike events.

Last week his home on Fern wood became the site of such an 
event.

From a remote meeting place, members of the six unions 
involved in the 22-month strike marched with supporters in the 
rain to Anthony’s home.

There, around 7:45 p.m., they began walking a picket line in 
front of his, and two or three of his neighbors’ homes.

Anthony declined to comment on the picket.
Canton Police Sergeant Jerry Hardesty was on hand, dispatched 

after police received an anonymous tip about the event, according 
to Canton Officer Lew Stevens.

Two cars, each with two men identifying themselves as Detroit 
News employees, were also parked at the scene. Each pair of men 
had video and 35 mm cameras.

Asked if  they were present to document the picket, they 
responded, “somewhat,” and did not elaborate on other duties. 
None of the four men would confirm or deny that they were there 
to provide security.

Picketers chanted as they walked. “Hey-hey, ho-ho, union bast­
ing’s gotta go,” “Your neighbor is a goon,” and others.

Kate DeSmet, a member of die Newspaper Guild and a locked- 
out Detroit News reporter, said the picket was intended to, “Let his 
neighbors know he’s a goon, the top goon.”

DeSmet said that as a countermeasure to a November 1995 
picket, Anthony had contacted area fire departments asking to use 
fire hoses to spray strikers.

‘They told him, ‘no.’ The firemen are union, too. And they 
actually showed up to the picket and brought us coffee,” she said.

“Anthony has no moral compass,” DeSmet said. “He’s a partic­
ularly foul person. I’d be concerned if he were my neighbor.”

Cars passing on Femwood slowed to watch the picket. Some 
honked, or gave the picket a thumbs-up.

But Mike Libbing, who lives on Femwood, showed no concern 
over living near Anthony. While walking his dog across the street 
from the picketers, he displayed an opened Detroit Free Press.

Libbing, a corporate financial consultant, said he “absolutely 
does not” support the strike. “They make like $30 an hour. They 
want more all the time,” he said.

Picketers called out to Libbing, “How can you support a paper 
that practices unfair labor?”

Libbing shouted back, “How can you support overpaid work­
ers? You make $30 an hour, and for what?”

Picketers crossed the street. An argument ensued and was close­

ly watched by the other picketers, Hardesty and the News employ­
ees with their cameras.

As they filmed and photographed die event, some picketers 
taunted them — “Hey, it’s the littlest goon! Hey peanut! Hey 
bubba, why don’t you get a real job!”

Filming the picket for the strikers was John Peralta, a striking 
Detroit News mailer. ^

Peralta and Dennis Nazelli, a locked-out single copy driver, 
both helped break-up the argument and spoke privately with 
Libbing. Others returned to the line, marching and chanting, 
“Knight-Ridder you’re next, the fight ain’t over yet.”

But Hardesty wasn’t willing to let the fight go much longer on 
Fernwood. “I’m going to cut them off not much past 8:30,” he 
said. “There are kids around here.” At about 8:30, Hardesty gave 
the picket “last call.”

As a finale, the strikers played a recording of Johnnie Rivers’

1960s song, “Secret Agent Man,” underscoring the intent of the 
costumes some wore, including one Shawn Ellis dressed as 
Sherlock Holmes.

“We’re goofing on the fact that he’s former F.B.I.,” Ellis, co­
spokesperson for the Metropolitan Council of Newspaper Unions, 
said. ^

They also called and spoke to Anthony from a cellular phone,
“We want to let John Anthony know he’s not invincible. We 

know where he lives, too,” Peralta said, explaining that the event 
was not likely to be the last picket staged by strikers. “We’ll con­
tinue until we get a contract and all workers are back on the job, 
until there’s an end,.”

As the picket line dissolved, and the News employees and squad 
car pulled away, the rain began to fall harder.

Before they left, 30 locked-out workers and union members 
offered one more chant. “We’ll be back!”

vet honorary doctoral degree

While Mary Beth Leininger has spent 
the last 25 years watching her Plymouth 
Veterinary H ospital grow , Purdue 
University has built respect toward her.

Leininger received an honorary doctor­
ate o f sc ien ce  degree last Sunday at 
Purdue’s commencement ceremonies, 30 
years after earning her doctorate of veteri­
nary medicine degree from the school.

About the honor, Leininger said, “I’m 
humbled, to be very honest. It’s been a 
labor of love. What we (veterinarians) do 
for people and for the world we live in is 
very important.”

When Leininger explains her profes­
sion, she tells of the many roles it plays in 
our country and the world.

“What veterinarians do touches people 
everyday, even those who don’t own 
pets,” Leininger said.

Leininger said veterinarians do more 
than just treat pets. They also have a large 
part in what people eat by visiting farms 
to check-up on animals that provide food.

She pointed out that veterinarians dis­
covered Mad Cow D isease in the late 
1980s, long before it appeared in the 
press.

The work of veterinarians, she said, 
helped to prevent tainted meat from 
Europe being imported into the United 
States.

Leininger noted that the development 
o f  nearly every type o f m edicine is 
watched over by veterinarians because of 
the involvement of animals.

In addition to running the hospital 
with her husband, Steven, she has been 
the president of the American Veterinary 
Medical Association (AVMA) for the last 
two years.
. Leininger’s role as president is to talk 

to universities and animal groups about 
veterinarian medicine and to appear in 
television interviews.

“My primary responsibility is to repre­
sent my profession,” Leininger said.

She aspired to be president for quite 
some time before she was elected to the 
job, Leininger said.

“I decided to run about three or four 
years before I began cam paigning,” 
Leininger said. “I met with people and did 
a lot o f work learning what would be 
involved. But com ing out o f school I 
never dreamed I’d become the president 
(of AVMA).”

That work landed her a two-year spot 
after a 1995 election.

At the hospital, Leininger does basic 
check-ups, surgery and dental care on cats 
and dogs.

Asked if she has accomplished every­
thing she had planned in her career, she 
said that is something which would have

shared revenues.

Those revenues can be used to meet the 
needs felt by a quickly growing community 
—  such as Northville Township.

“Costs are going up all the time,” Dawn 
Flynn, Northville Township manager said. 
Township hall has hired more police, fire 
and other municipal workers to accommo­
date the population influx.

A public safety building to house police 
and fire workers, instead of the temporary 
trailer they have occupied for six years, is 
also needed, Flynn said.

“Police and Are are still desperate for 
space,” Flynn said. So is the township’s 
recreation department, which currently 
needs recreation acres and will lose a few 
they have now on Wayne County-owned 
property when it is developed in the next 
few years.

“W e’ll have no problem using the 
money for any number of beneficial ser­
vices to the community,” Flynn said.

Enumerators from Bafdon-Kruman 
Associates, a census contractor, are going 
door-to-door at each of the township’s 7849 
residential units to get their population 
count. The township is paying Bardon- 
Kruman about $30,000 to do the count.

“We divide the area into 29 districts,” 
Barbara M oroski-Brow ne, o f Bardon- 
Kruman, said. ‘The backbone of the census 
is going doOr to door at houses, apartments 
and condos in those districts and asking, 
‘Who lives here?’ It’s a head count, basical­
ly.”

Flynn said most residents have been 
cooperative: some expectant mothers have 
even suggested enumerators return so their 
babies can be counted; college students 
home for the summer can also be included.

Populations at the Hawthorne Center, 
the State Psychiatric and Phoenix  
Correctional facilities are also counted, but 
only half o f their numbers are used, per 
state statute.

A small number of residents visited by 
enumerators have called Flynn, concerned 
about the use of their names in the census, 
Flynn said.

Millaged increase 
to appear on sum­
mer tax bill

City Of Plymouth residents may notice 

an increase in their summer tax bill.
The increased millage o f 1.88 m ills 

approved last fall for street improvements 
will appear on summer tax bills, said City 
Manager Steve Walters.

This shouldn’t be interpreted as a tax 
increase, Walters said, since residents 
voted to increase the millage.

“Obviously the taxes are going up, but 
it’s an alternative to paying special assess­
ments,” he said.

The operating millage for the general 
fund will remain the same at 11.76 mills.

The 1997-98 Truth-in-Taxation  
Hearing and City Budget Hearing will 
take place June 2.

names are used only as a quality control.
When the count is complete, enumera­

tors will revisit a percentage of units to 
check the accuracy o f their count. The 
names, she said, are simply a convenient 
way to do that check.

“If people are uncomfortable using their 
names, they can just use letters instead,” 
she said.

Names given for the count are not used 
in any other way, she said, and the lists are 
destroyed after the census is certified by the 
state.

At present, Bardon-Kruman is doing 
callbacks, phoning residencies they had vis­
ited, but at which they have failed to con­
tact a person.

' Enumerators will phone about 200 more 
units before the count is completed and 
checked by June 1, according to Flynn.

“It looks like we’re going to get our 15 
percent, not the 20 percent w e’d hoped 
for,” she said. More residents could mean 
more money for the township, because the 
revenue shares are given per-capita.

A population increase of 20 percent 
might have meant bigger bucks for the 
township, but according to Flynn, “the 
counts have been lower than we anticipated 
in multi-family housing. W e’ll have to 
adjust our expectations.”

But even if  the township shows the 15 
percent it needs, there is no guarantee it 
w ill receive any state money, Moroski- 
Browne said.

Once the census is complete and certi­
fied, the numbers go into a report given to 
the state legislature.

Portions of the revenue shares —  com­
prised of money from state sales, income

and single business taxes —  are given first 
to those communities with the greatest 
need.

Flynn and M oroski-Browne agreed: 
Northville Township should be counted 
among them.
. ‘The township doesn’t levy a lot o f tax, 
so revenue sharing is important,” Moroski- 
Browne said.

The state money could help ease the 
tow nship’s econom ic growing pains, 
according to Flynn.

Except for water and sewer budgets 
which are funded by millages, all municipa 
budgets and projects are financed througl 
the general fund.

“If we get the money that’s where it wil 
go,” Flynn said.

“Previous boards o f trustees have beer 
concerned about raising taxes and mil 
lages,” Flynn said, so the revenue share 
becomes crucial.

“It’s a pretty good chunk of our genera 
fund.”

Skene bound over on embezzlement charges
Former City o f  Plym outh Parks and R ec . director goes to circuit court M ay 28.

Charles Skene was bound over last week on 
five counts of embezzlement.

Skene will appear for arraignment at 9 
a.m. May 28 in Detroit’s Recorders Court. 
Last week’s preliminary exam took place 
before 29th District Court visiting Judge 
Glen Valasco.

The charges stem from allegations that 
Skene skimmed m onies from both 
Westland Parks and Recreation Department 
where he worked as director until late 
A pril, and the W estland Therapeutic 
Booster Club.

Skene declined to comment on the case.
D efense attorney Steve Boak called  

Valasco’s ruling “questionable.”
“It was an interesting ruling given the 

lack o f evidence on some points,” Boak 
said. “The fact is that the city doesn’t know 
where the money is because its system is so 
screwed up.”

Specifically, the five counts focused on 
a trail of personal checks left by Skene and 
six sums o f  monies never recorded for 
deposits.

Finance Director Mike Gorman testified 
he was tipped off to a. potential problem 
when an anonymous person sent several 
uncashed checks in an envelope that should

have been deposited.
He then checked all daily cash receipts 

and found six dates with no deposit record­
ed. The total amount came to $6,989.

These cash receipts came from funds 
raised through ball registration, pool and 
gym use, volleyball and arts and crafts pro­
grams, Gorman said.

On April 14, Gorman examined the safe 
contents and discovered several checks —  
some written out to the City of Westland, 
some with no payee —  all from Skene.

The only two people with access to the 
department’s cash flow were Skene and his 
secretary, Nora Herbert, Gorman testified.

Herbert testified it was not uncommon 
for Skene to borrow against the funds, but 
he always replaced the money with good 
checks,

“It was not something I would have 
done, but the checks were always good,” 
Herbert said.

Under cross exam ination, Gorman 
admitted the department had no rules pro­
hibiting employees from cashing checks 
through the department accounts.

“Other than Mr. Skene’s personal 
checks found in a deposit, was there any 
other thing that indicated he did not deposit 
the money with your department,” defense 
attorney Steve Boak asked Gorman, who

replied, “No.”
Some checks Skene wrote for the thera­

peutic department were not cashed, but 
held for evidence, Gorman testified.

Two of the five counts allege embezzle­
m ent from the W estland Therapeutic 
BoosterClub.

If cashed, those checks would account 
for som e o f the m issing m oney, said  
Margaret Martin, director of the booster 
club.

During Herbert’s testim ony, three 
checks were entered as evidence. The 
checks, all cashed through the finance 
department, were part of the day’s receipts 
from a missing deposit, she said.

Herbert discovered this after calling sev­
eral people who would have given money 
on the six missing days and asking if their 
checks cleared.

Skene’s preliminary exam was moved 
from Westland to Wayne to avoid a conflict 
of interest, since he worked for the City of 
Westland.

He worked as director of the Westland 
Parks and Recreation Department since 
1993. He started working for the City of 
Plymouth in 1974.

Embezzlement is a felony punishable by 
up to 10 years in prison and a $5,000 fine.

Not only did this nurse stay with the
family, but when it was all over, she came back into the E.R. to talk with us and even helped us to dean up while we chatted. She is a remarkable person.

Our E.R. doctor made comment when it was all over that the reason that this man survived 
was due to the timely CPR began by this nurse. He felt that the family owed her a debt of gratitude 
which I'm sure they made known to her that night. It seems in this day and age of communicable dis­
eases and the multitude of lawsuits that many people would not have done what this woman did on that 
fateful evening. Was she just “doing her job” or was she truly "an angel of mercy”? All 1 know is that I am 
proud to call Elizabeth Hoover R.N., of Canton, a colleague in our profession. I know that her family,
friends and co-workers are aware of the kind of person she is and are also truly proud of her. Her 
community should be, too. —----- -— i  Sincer«»t»/ w«.

“In those 94 the number will still go up,” she said. 
“There w ill be additional call-back cards, and more 
responses will come in.”

There are many reasons for additional responses, Loder 
said, anything from new babies to people moving into new 
houses.

“If we go by and leave a call-back card on a completed,
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but vacant house, w e’re allowed to count them when 
someone moves in,” she said. “We had four new houses in 
one district alone.”

Enumerators and counters are working nearly around the 
clock to ensure the census w ill be finished on time, 
according to Loder.

“W e’re still out there,” she said. “The lights are burning

until 4:30 in the morning.”
With addional information changing the tally daily, 

officials are unconcerned about the number of responses so 
far.

“We’re optimistic,” Bennett said. “I think we’re going to 
make it, but I think it’s going to be tight. It was my stand 
all along. That’s why we waited until now to do it.”

Joe DeLauro unveiled his work, 
Giovanni Caboto, commemorating 
Canada’s 500th anniversary and tying 
the artist to the north

For one day —  Saturday —  the Ambassador Bridge linked The Plymouth-Canton 

Community and Windsor, Canada directly.
Even the Canadian customs agent at die bridge knew that they were about to unveil 

the huge bronze statute of Giovanni Caboto sculpted by Canton’s Joe DeLauro.
The dean of this community’s artists, DeLauro beamed while on stage with a host 

of tuxedo-types before an audience of 850 members of the Caboto Club, his friends 
. and family. .

Unveiling the statue starts the celebration of the 500th anniversary of Caboto’s 
“discovery”--of Canada on June 24, 1497. Caboto, also known as John Cabot, was an 
Italian hired by King Henry Vtt and Queen Victoria of England to discover the Far 
East. He and 18 men sailed aboard The Mathew for 53 days before hitting 
Newfoundland.

After Saturday’s hoopla, the DeLauro sculpture now stands over the intersection of 
Parent Avenue and Tecumseh East in Windsor. “It was a great pleasure, this sculp­
ture,” DeLauro told the crowd.

And once again a little piece o f Plymouth-Canton is added to the art world.

Vorva seeks injunction for bond issue; intentions questioned

Q uestions have surrounded, even  
plagued, the Plymouth-Canton Schools’ 
March 22 bond vote. Most centering on 
why 716 voters voted improperly and why 
the schools don’t call for a revote.

But a lawsuit begun last Wednesday by 
Jerrry Vorva, former state representative

and Plymouth real estate agent, brings new 
questions to the fore.

V orva’s law suit, filed  through 
Sempliner, Thomas and Boak attorneys, 
requests an injunction to hold the bond-sale 
process, based on three allegations, accord­
ing to Stephen Boak.

First, Boak said, the board did not get

permission from the Secretary of State to 
use the Unilect machines.

Second, Vorva contends the voting  
method was confusing, he said.

Third, Vorva said the board engineered 
the date o f the election  to skew voter 
turnouts.

“This is the time of year when senior cit­

izens are out o f state,” Vorva said. “ 
believe it was the sch oo ls’ intention t< 
skew the vote. That’s failure of equal pro 
tection.”

“Who holds a school election in Marcl 
on a Saturday,” Boak asked.

Judge Rashid James will hear the injunc 
tion request May 30 in district court.

Not many folks in The Plymouth-Canton Community 

remember Royce Smith.
He was a mountain of a man, a Southem-drawlin ’ “good 

ole’ boy,” large-cigar-chomping masterful politician and 
the beginning of getting more county services for out- 
Wayne-County..

In the days he served as Wayne County Commissioner, 
R o y ce’s district included all o f the western tier o f  
townships and cities that were long overlooked by the 
county. He personally inspected county drain and road 
complaints and then pestered the county agency to get on 
the stick.

Royce’s personality was hard to miss. He developed his 
heavy Kentucky accent into a warm greeting while running

his gas station in Belleville, and built that into his 
political platform. He was mayor of Belleville before 
capturing the county seat.

But as nice a guy as he w as, ask the county  
department heads how difficult he was to avoid when 
he was demanding that a certain Canton road be 
introduced to a road grader for the first time in many 
years (if ever).

Royce died last Wednesday.
L iving on is R o y ce’s level o f  W ayne County 

representation for The Plymouth-Canton Community. 
Former and current Wayne County reps from here —  Bill 
Joyner, Bart Berg, M ilt Mack, Shirley Poling, Bryan 
Amann, Susy Heintz, Maurie Breen, Thad McCotter and

Bruce Patterson carry that banner still.
It’s true that county government has long ignored 

western Wayne County.
But ever since Royce, the elected county reps from here 

let those folks downtown know that working with them is 
what voters and taxpayers here expect.

C.E.P. teacher, ‘can’t understand why we lack discipline’
EDITOR:
I want to thank the Board of Education, 

Dr. Little, and the community for sending 
me to the Character Counts Training. It was 
an honor to represent my school district and 
profession. CHARACTER COUNTS! is 
religiously and politically neutral. It is a 
nationwide initiative that embraces six core 
ethical principles which allow parents, 
teachers and community members to teach 
and evaluate character. The six  core 
principles are trustworthiness, respect, 
responsib ility , caring, fairness and 
citizenship. I am now a trainer.

I would like to tell you what happens at 
Canton High School with students who are 
not going to their classes. If a student skips 
a class, there is no consistently enforced 
discipline.

One teacher m a y  do something like a 
conference with the student, call home, 
have the student lose participation points, 
make up time with the teacher, or they may 
do nothing! I’m not blaming any teachers 
or administrators. We have a 
communication and policy problem.

Our young people need preestablished 
consequences for misbehavior and need to 
have those consequences administered 
immediately.

Parents need to know about students not 
going to their classes immediately so they 
can help their young people make good 
d ecision s. Not being in class is a bad

decision and does affect their learning. 
Teachers and administrators should also 
help the student and the parent work 
together toward this goal of learning.

At the Plymouth-Canton Park right now 
parents are not contacted by the Attendance 
O ffice until eight absences (excused or 
unexcused) occur. It is not an Attendance 
Office problem. It is o u r  p r o b le m .

We need to change our methods o f  
communicating unexcused absences with 
students, parents and teachers. It needs to 
be consistently done by all teachers and all 
administrators so parents and students will 
understand the consequences. Students not 
in classes lose out on education.

One thing we could do is get an 
electrical call back machine like Livonia, 
Westland and other school systems have 
had for many years. This system would call 
back any student’s home who was 
unexcused during a period of time and 
leave a message.

If anyone is loitering in the hall after the 
bell rings, we must follow die rule and give 
an after-school detention with no ifs, ands 
or buts. This w ill also  stop tardies to 
classes. We should also have all teachers 
and administrators follow the same rules for 
each and every unexcused absence!

Another thing that would help is a 
Saturday detention program for students 
who are having a difficult time learning and 
following rules.

This is a great school system, yet I can’t 
understand why we let the lack o f discipline 
affect the education of our youth.

I’m sorry, but I can no longer give tours

of the building, due to a verbal directive 
from my administrator.

T eacher p leads proud
EDITOR:
It is appropriate for The Crier to publish 

letters by M. Johnson and me. The 
community needs lively debate on the issue 
of funding education.

As Johnson points out so clearly, the 
bond issue will have an effect on the future 
of education in Plymouth-Canton just as the 
passage of Proposal A has already had an 
effect, and will continue to have in the 
future. As Johnson is .certainly aware, we 
are only experiencing the initial effects of 
Proposal A.

Certainly property taxes are not going up

at the rate they used to, but how much more 
are you paying in sales tax? Have you 
bought a refrigerator, a washer or had your 
car fixed lately? Notice anything there? 
Have you bought or sold a house and seen 
the taxes rise astronomically? Have you 
seen the cost of a school text book, paper or 
software observe the tenant of Proposal A?

Johnson expresses concern that I only 
“pick and choose and take parts out o f  
context.” I choose to discuss those areas of 
major concern.

I work long hours. I have a major 
responsibility for the welfare and education

of 27 human beings. I manage the flow of 
these people from the time they step off the 
bus until their feet hit that step again.

Then, I talk with their parents, I clean 
their workspace, I evaluate their efforts and 
mine, prepare the work area for the next 
day and go home. There I just correct their 
papers in language arts, math, science and 
social studies (that is generally more than 
100 papers graded, at least four subjects 
times 27 students)).

Now, I am not complaining, Johnson. I 
am proud. 1 made a conscious decision to 
becom e a teacher just as you made a

conscious decision to leave teaching.
I imagine that you are as proud of what 

you do right now as you are obviously  
proud of your wife’s career as an engineer. 
The students have a right to teachers of 
whom they can be proud also.

These students are of inestimable value. 
The people to whom they are entrusted 
should be held in the same regard as we 
hold these students.
